The churches can well afford to hail
the present interest in scientific methods
o! arriving at conclusions,if it stimulates
among the people the habit of looking
facts, moral, religious or material,
squarely in the face, and bravely accept-
ing their consequences whatever ' they
may be and however shocking to the fan-
ciful or terrible to the offending. The
great panic of 1378 had healthy effects on
business pradénce and morality, teach-
ing men that it is foolish to try to make
bricks without straw, and that there are
relations between capital and obliga-
.tion, speculation and assets, which can-
not safely be disregarded. This Beechier
trial is' also teaching them that the re-

Do the Methodists advocate Separate
Schools? Dr. Stewartand Prof. Burwash
have been speaking in St. John on be-
half of the Educational Society of the
Methodist -chureh, and Tur TriBUNE
thinks that denominuationalschools is the
only logical conelusion that can be
drawn from their arguments, _that
“Methodists ¢annot make such appeals
on. bebalf =oft Methadist Schools, with-
out endorsing the separate school doc-
trines of the Catholics.” Whynot? What
inconsistency is there in supporting both
Non-Sectarian common schools, dnd Sec-
tarian high schools and colleges? The
objections that weigh agnibstSectafian-
ism in"’common schools do not exist in
respect to colleges.— Borderer.

The editor of the Borderer, not hav-
ing heard the particular appeals which
we characterized us logical endorsations
of the Catholic school doctrines, does
not interpret our remarks corvectly.
We sce no inconsistency in the case as
put by dur'contemporary. We endorse
every word that has been said on behalf
of the excellent educational institutions
at Sackville, and hope they will be
liberally supported by the denomination
to “which they are a credit and by the
public in general. Those institutions
have done a vast amount of good, and
are calculated to do more. We. have
been hoping that seme rich man would
transfer a hundred thousand or so of his
surplus to its endowment fund. thus en-
-abling it to be comparatively independ-
ent, and we hope so still. There are
many rich men in New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia who might do this.

We believe it to be an excellent thing
to have denominational institutions of
Tearning for children who are old enough
to know what particular line of study
they wish to devote themselves to, ‘ang
do not like the prevailing tendency for
establishing common schools of so high
a grade as to render Colleges and Semi-
naries almost superfluious.  The duties
of -tlié State, as an' educator," ought to
stop after the children are given the
primary instruction necessary for mak-
ing them intelligent citizens. If this
is not the limit, where will the line be
drawn? e

The remarks of Dr. Stewart, Prof.
Burwash, and others, to which we ob-
jected, were not appeals on behalf of the
M¢. Allison institutions, but general éx-
‘pressions in support of religious educa-
tion for the young and in condemnation
of schools that left pupils exposed to
the dangers of .the scientific skepticism
of tlie day. Dr. Stewart in particular,
in one of his eduational sérinéns, call-
ed for a rally on behalf of religious
education,—meaning, evidently, the
establishment of schools where re-
ligious and secular instruction would
be combined,—as “the only safety from
the infidelity of science on the onehand
and the superstitions of Rome on the
other.” It was not an_appeal for the
support Of 4! denominational College,
but for denominational (or, say, evan-
gelical)' education in the abstract. The
remarks of other gentlemen, particular-

were inconsistent with the broad secu.
lar ideas on which, &nd on which ilore,
non-sectarian cemmon schools can be
Justified. The Stute should teach citi-
zenship, and leave parents and pastors
to inculéate creeds—Christ’s followers
to teach Christianity. Separate school
arguments can not be combated by those
who denotince schools withont religious
exercises or instruction as dangerous,
and we must_either establish separate
schools or support eur * present systéin,
so far as its proper limits extend, in its
integrity.

Collector yesterday that one cent & pound
would be added to American sugar in
voices, although the-absurdity of such a
thing seems to be something too great
even for this Government to order, and
the representatiye of another jonrnal was
fuformed that no such instructions had
been received. The Collector, - in fact,
does not seem to have receiv-
ed intelligible instructions at - all.
The importers are awaiting some
deflnite information. What will be the
next Ministerial tariff job? What trade
will be disturbed next for the benefit of
some Ministerial firm?
