TRATED BY INJURIES TO THE
EYE.

The human eye is the most delicate*
and the most serviceable of the organs of

sense.

Tobacco being a virulent poison, and
carried to all parts of the system by the
blood, frequently affects the eye, causing
color blinduess, mnear-sight, amurosis,
and even total blinduess. An English
physician staies that of 37 patients suff-
ering from amurosis, 23 were inveterate
smokers. Chisholm states that in a few
years he had treated 34 such cases. Dr.
Drysdale mentions two cases in one week
in young men uunder thirty. McSherry
says that sometimes the use of a single
cigar a'day will produce it. Dr. Crickett,
a noted London oculist, says he is con-
stantly consulted for tebacco blindnees.
Total abandonment of the drug, if taken
in time, will arrest the disease and re-
store the eyesight ; but too often the fa-
cination leads on until total and incurable
blindness eusues.

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Mr. Wyse's Dismissal.

The people of Miramichi were last
week surprised at the announcement
that Mr. Wyse, the efficient flshery over-
seer of the Chatham district, bad been
dismissed from an office which he has
held for upwards of twenty three years,
and were more than surprised at the
triviality of the reason assigned for such
dismissal. The reason given is the ap-
pointment of guardians without author-
ity.

Mr. Wyse explains ¢ that he thought
it necessary to appoint guardians on
the salmon pools of the Bartibogue at
places where huandreds of salmon had
been taken when unguardad. Mr. Wyse
made application to Mr. Venning about
the time that gentleman was suspended
for the appointment of a guardian and
got no answer. He then applied to the
Department and received no reply. By
virtue of his appointment as fishery over-
seer and the oath he took in which he
swore to do his duty, he copsidered it
would be disgraceful if he alilowed these
salmon pools to be swept and depleted,
merely because the Department of Fish-
eries neglected to reply to his request,
and on his own authority, Mr. Wyse ap-
pointed D. P. Meaher and others to pro-
tect the pools, engaging them for 30 days
at $1.00 per day and when ordering Mea-
her to go on Guty tola him that if the De-
partment would not pay him he (Wyse)
would. After the season closed, Mea-
her's statement was made out, sworn to,
and forwarded in the usual way; when
payment was refused Wyse paid the bill
and on the 6th of September last sug-
gested to Mr. Adams, (who had the pat-
ronage of the county and was a strong
friend of Meaher’s.) to endeavor to get
thke amount paid as the claim was an
honest one and had been hardly earned.
Mr. Adams asked Mr. Wyse for a
memo. of the amounts which was given
him and the department was asked to
pay them. The reply Mr. Adams got on
tke 14th September was to the effect that
Mr. Wyse had hired the men, he could
pay them, and Mr. Wyse considered the
matter settled.

“ But it appears that after parliament
met Mr. Adams brought up the matter
again to the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, who agaln refused the pay-
ment, making the remark that if he was
forced -to pay them Mr. Wyse could
walk. In spite of this reply Mr. Adams
pressed these claims and got
checks to pay the amounts, which in-
stead of being sent to Mr. Wyse were
gent to the men themselves and some of
them had returned Mr. Wyse the
amounts advanced them, and others have
never called to pay theirindebtedness to
Mr. Wyse, who thinks the gentlemanly
way and the course usnally pursued by
the department previously was to send
the checks through the officer who press-
ed the claims. How does Mr. Wyse
know whether these men got $30, $40
or 8100. And another strange factcom-
plained of by Mr. Wyse is that Mr.
Adams has never to this day informed
him that he had succeeded in making the
department disgorge. How is it or why
is it that such silence reigns and what
is concealed in the background? What-
ever the cause there is one thing certain
that when Mr. Adams found the minis-
ter so vindictive he shouid have with-
drawn the claims inthe interest of one
who had acted as a friend to him. Now
he has been dismissed not for derelic-
tion of duty but because of his con-
scientious performance of it, and he,
Adams, stands by neutral, with no in-
fluence to use in behalf of a friend who
had worked for his and the govern-
ment’s interests. Butthe flat went forth
on the 14th July and on the 23rd he was
executed ; and can any man or the sem-
blance of a man belleve that he had a
friend at court. No. No.”

The following is a copy of the official
notification of his dismissal received by
Mr. Wyse.

OTTAWA, 23rd July, 1891.

Sir:—I am by direction, to inform
you that under Order of Council of the
14th inst., your services have been Cis-
pensed with for disobeying express in-
structions forbidding the emp!oyment of
Guardians without authority.

I am Sir, your obt. servant.

Deputy Minister of Fisheries.
Wm. Wyse, Esq., Chatham.

To show that Mr. Wyse has done no
more than his Quty in protecting salmon
pools in danger of being swept with
nets by poachers, and that the reason
assigned for his dismissal is a disgrace
to the Minister of Marine and Fisheries
as well as to the department over which
he 1s supposed to preside, we are in-
formed by circulars of dates 11th Nov.,
1889, and 20th Nov., 1889, power was
expressly given him to hire men in cases
of emergency without farther authority.
and yet for faithfully performing his
duty, and acting according to inmstruc-
tions he is now discharged.

We publisn the facts of the case so
that people may become acquainted
with them, and that officers of the law
may know what they may expect even
when performing their duties in what
they consider according to orders. The
Dominion Government cannot afford to
have officers discharged upon such trivi-
al grounds and should see to it that no
public officer suffers injustice from a
vindictive feeling against him because
he endeavors to obtain that which he is
fully entitled to.

That the policy of reciprocal com-
mercial trade is to meet emharrassing
opposition adroad as well as at home is
made quite plain by the delay in con-
firming the recent agreement between
this country and Spain. It isalso quite
plain that there is a strong influence at
work in some of the South American
republics, and that there is danger that
this influence may prevent the negotia-
tioa of further treaties. Hon. John W,
Foster, the agent of the United States
who negotiated the reciprocal treaty
with Spain, attributes the delay in the
promulgation of the same to British in-
fluence, and in this he is undoubtedly
correct. 1t has not been the policy of
Eogland to remain passive while other
nations were engaged in opening up bet-
ter markets for themselves. On the
contrary, the English have allowed no
opportunity to pass to better the condi-
tion of their own trade relations, and
very frequently this has led them to in-
terfere wita negotiations between other
nations, as, appareotly, in the case of
the United States and Spain. In some
quarters there is a disposition to severe-
ly criticise England for this interference,
but preservation is one of the first laws
of nature. Eogland is but caring for
her own, and the efforts of the affected
nations to preserve their interests will
be found the chief obstacle in the way
of the United States new reciprocal
policy.

THE BELLEDUNE TRAGEDY.
; Barrurst, July 31.
To the Editor of The Advocate.

SIR—The article in THE Suy issue of
27th inst., which also, appeared in the
Advocate of " the 29th, should be quite
conclusive as to the incorrectness of tle
statement made by the Miramichi Ad-
vance and industriously circulated by its
editor, that the sailor Williams, alieged
to have been murdere’ at Belledune,
was shipped laat November on board the
Ruby, which sailed from Miramichi to
Dublin. It will be remembered that
when, as Swedish and Norwegian vice
consul, I thought it my duty to ventilate
in the press the matter of the alleged
murder cf a Swedish sailor at Belledune
in Octcber last, that the Advarce editor,
his friend Mr. Bruce McDougall, for-
merly of the Moncton Mohawk and latety
editor of the Restigouche Pioneer, (from
which position however he has lately been
deposed) made a strong effort to prevent
an investigation into the facts. This
worthy pair used the most foul abuse
against those newspapers and persons
who urged the local government to take
steps to have the matter investigated,
and the Advance went so far as to make
certain denials and misrepresentations,
which were simply disgraceful on the
part of any newspapcr, except perhaps
the Advance and its worthy running
mate, the Pioneer. In December last an
Advance writer had an interview with
an uncle of one of the prisoners,
and a few days afterwards eaw Mr.
Fraser, the sailors’ boarding house keep-
er at Chatham, who is said to have
shipped Williams on the Ruby, and had
an interview with him. The first inter-
view or interviews with the uncle was
vpositively and empathatically denied bty
the editor of the Advance, but the fact
of the interview and the gist of it can
be affirmed by affidavit if necessary, not-
withstanding the assertion of the Ad-
vance editor, who will probably also
deny the interview with Mr. Fraser.

the body was carried out in the bay and
sunk there.

No member of the firm had told him
of such payments, nor had he told any
one that contributions had been made.

Onesime Thibavlt was next sworn and
gave testimony directly in conflict with
that of thelprevious witness. Ile claim-
ed to be the original inventor ot the
safety laider which he and Langevin
were trying to iatrodnce. Three or four
days before the election of 1887 he and
Laforce Longevin were driving. Latorce
then told him that he had that morning
sent to Three Rivers £5,000, which he
had obtaineld from Larkin, Counnolly &
Co. Witness belonged to the oppesition
party. He had told his friends of this
conversation, and that led to bis being
hare today.

Mr. Cluney, who was time keeper for
Larkin, Connolly & Co., was examined as
to the amounts said to be paid in bribes
to inspectors. He stated that he knew
nothing about the matter. He is a friend
of Martin Connolly, and Mr. Lister tried
to prove by him that Martin had at-
tempted to escape service of sabpcena.

Nothing was made of this examina-
tion.

The professionsl accountants
have for several days been engaged in
examination of the books of the Larkin,
Connolly & Co. firm, made their report
this afternoon to the privileges commit-
tee. They find that the firm hasreceived
from the government in all during
twelve years since the beginning of the
Levis works, $3,138,000 as follows:

Quebec harbor works 1,800,000
Esquimault dock 587,000

It is found from the books that the
amount e@¥pended in works of construction
by the firm is $2,184,000, leaving a bal-
ance of $955,000. This dees not include
salaries of members of the tirm engaged
about the works, for which $48,000 is
charged. There 13 a further sum repre-
sented as extraordinary expenditurecharg-
ed to works, which amounts to $170,000.
The balance of $735,000 was divided
among the five partners as follows :

Patrick Larkin—$107,000.

N. K. Connolly—8$148,000.

Michael Connolly—§125,000.

0. E. Murphy—8267,000.

R. H. McGreevy—$188,000.

Tue extraordinary expenditure includes
$48,000charged to the Levisgraving dock,
$39,000 to Quebec haibor improvements,
$57,000 to suspense account, $8,000 to
dredging and $27,000 to Esquimault,
This list iucludes all the mysterious
items ucder investigation, some of which
are found to be legitimate business ex-
penses, and some cannot be traced, while
w part is represented by the §25,000 tran-
saction of 1883, the $27,000 affairs of Ia-
ter date, together with other sums taken
by O. E. Murphy and alleged by him to
havebeen expendedin political donations,
etc.. This statement goesa good deal into
detail.

It was presented to the committee by
Mr. Osler.

Resident engineer Boswell of the Quebec
harbor works was uuder examiunation
today and will resume tomorrow. He
has a plan ot the works and gives a very
full and clear statement of what has been
done under his supervjsion.

Otrawa, July 30.—The bill consoli-
dating the accounts of government rail-
ways receivad its third 1eading today.
The house went into committee on the
bill respecting shipping live stock, pro-
viding more strict inspection. The bill
went through after some discussion by
members acquainted with the cattle
trade.

Then came the bill providing for a land
grant of 6,400 acres per mile for the Red
Deer valley railway in Alberta district,
Northwest, its length being 55 to 75
mile§¥ according to location. Several
menflers opposed the whole principle of
land subsidies, and others wanted more
informatioa than is now available. The
measure went through the committee and
stands until the facts required are ascer-
tained.

After recess Hon. Mr. Tupper introluc-
ed_g- bill prohibiting the use of purse
seines in Canadian coast waters. The
minister of marine explained the parse
scingis destructive of mackerel fisheries.
The fishermen of Canada are almost
unanimously in favor of its prohibition,
and the fishery officers are all agreed in
reporting the need of such legislation.
The United States congress forbids
mackerel fishery except by hook and line
during the summer. Similar legislation
was adopted some years ago in Maine.
The measures were good, but they came
too late, after the mackeral fishery had
been greatly impaired. The penalty is a
fine of $50 to 500 with confiscation of
vessel, boat and apparatus.

Mz, Davis thought the penalties im-
posed by the bill vore too sévere. Fish-
ermen ‘might follow fish inadvertently
over the three milc limit and the judge
ought to have power to impose a light
sentence.

Hon. Mr. Tupper explained that this
was met by a clause empowering the
minister to remit penalfies. It
highly important that this law should
be made effective at once. Very few

Mr. Mills, who was acting leader of
the opposition, moved among his friends
trying to work up fierce opposition with
no evident success.

Mr. White (Shelburne) observed that
there were small seines in use in his
county, not intended as he supposed to
ke included in the prohibition. He
thought the bill should be made more
explicit.

Mr. Bowers thought the confiscation
clause was rvather severe, but he would
waive all other objections to the bill.

The puise seine bill was discussed till
nearly midnight aud finally * went
through committee.

The house adjourned at 11.45 p. m.

THE MCGREEVY INQUIRY.

Otrawa, July 30.—Robert McGreevy
testities that $2,000, which seems to have
been taken from the funds of the firm,
was given by Michael Connolly to Perley
junior.

| trade and other local bodies in the city,
When Mr. Mackenzie came into power
the governinent changed its constitution,
giving the ministry control by vesting
in them the appointmert of five of the
nine commissiouers. At that time it was
atso provided that the chairman of com-
mission should be a paid official with
§2000 salary. The local authorities had
previously insisted successfully that there
shiould be no salaries. The Mackenzie
government were responsible for both
changes. Mr. Dobell testified that he
had first protested against the dismissal
of resident engineers Kinniple ani
Morris. He changed his mind when it
came to his knowledge that Mr. Kinniple,

resident engineer, had reported that it
was impossible to place gates in the
graving dock according to the plan which
muca m-ney had been spent to carry
out. Instead of sending an engineer to
examine and report on this state of
affairs, Mr. Kinniple telegraphed to mcve
the gates back 70 feet. Mr. Dobell
thought it was then time to change. Mr.
Dobell swore that he did not know when
the cross wall contract was given or that
Robert McGreevy had an interest in it.
The commission did not know it. Wit-
ness heard it about two wecks after the
work commenced from Owen Murpiy.
[Note—This is the M. P. P., not boodler
Owen.] At the next meeting of the board
the witness brought the matter up and
Thomas McGreevy who was in the chair
denied, with some warmth, that Robert
was concerned in the contract. W itness
saw nothing during hie career as com-
missioner to cause a suspicion of Thomas
McGreevy. His communications with
the minister of public works and govern-
ment were such as was necessary in his
position as chairman.  He (Dobell) saw
nothing to complain of until the last
dredging contract was in operation. He
thought that this work was forced on the
commission, that the cost was excessive
and that too much was done the first year.
A motion was carried in August on
Dubell’s motion that the contract be elos-
el when 100,000 yards should be taken
out. Afterwards he withdrew the mo-
tion on condition that the quantity taken
out should not be dumped in the river
but used to fill the embankment. The

witness represented the board of trade
on the commission. The harbor dues

paid by the firm amounted to $5000 or
$6.000.

Further examined by Mr. Elgar, the
witness said that he had no reason to
think,jand did not believe, that the fill-
ing of the cross wall was material from
the dredging, and was therefore paid for
twice. On the contrary, he thought the
filling was blue clay. The commission
paid Mr. Perley as engineer of the works
$1,000 the first year, and the same sum
each year but two, in which he received
$1,200 and 1,500.

Mr. Langelier sought t> gather fiom
the witness that Thomas McGreevy
claimed and was understood to have great
influence with the government, and
especially with Sir Hector.

The witness thought that the only
chairman ot the board who made such a
claim was Mr. Valin, “ who always told
us he could do anything he liked with
Ottawa.” Mr. Valin was incapable, and
the witness had resisted him from the
first. The first and most incapable
chairman was Mr. Chaveau, who was
appointed by the Mackenzie government,
and who was a most courteous and ami-
able gentleman, but thoroughly incom-
petent official. The Mackenzie govern-
ment obliged the commissioh to pay him
$2,000 a year und his uselessness had
done more to destroy the standing of the
commission than any other cause. It
was certainly not true that McGreevy’s
influence at Ottawa was paramount, for
in some important matters he could not
get his way, notably 1n the case cf a wall
which he wanted constructed and which
would have turned the great part of the
city grounds into a cess pool. The wit-
nees always observed that Sir Hector
Langevin had a great grasp of details.
He belicved that the minister was most
anxious for the success of works and
| that he had a deep and honorable inter-
est in the welfare of Quebec.

Joseph la Chance, who was represented
as having carried $5,000 from the Con-
nollys to Three Rivers election for the
clection of 1887, was examined by Mr.
Osler.

He swore positively that he took no
| money to Three Rivers; that he did nct

AVALANCHES.

“ Papa, when the other day the
snow and ice slid from the roof,
Jane said; ¢There is a regular
avalanche, and Robert laughed at
her.”

“T think Jane had the correct
idea, the sliding of the snow and
ice from the roof furnished quite
an illustration of a real avalanche
at least of some kinds, and I fear
Robert laughed at his own ignor-
ance.”

“But, papa, I thought ava-
lanches only occurred along moun-
tain slopes. I can easily see how
the snow and ice became loose on
the roof, especially when the sun
shines warmly and the heat of the
stoves and furnaces plays on it
from beneath, but there is no fire
in the mountains, except in volca-
noes.”

“I am not sure about that, my
boy. When the sun’s rays play
upon the top of the snow and ice
they seem to penetrate and develop
heat below, and thus the crust is

The dust of which those
avalanches are formed does not
consist of earthly particles, but of
snow, which has become exceeding-
ly loose and dry by strong frost;

comes suddenly into the valley in
an  overwhelming  dust-cloud.
Avalanches of this kind occur
chiefly in winter, and are danger-
ous on account of their sudden-
ness, suffocating men and animals,
and overturning houses by the
compression of the air which they
cause.”

“Does it always take a strong
wind, papa, to start an avalanche?”’

“Not at all. I have read how
sometimes an innocent bird is the
cause of one of those awful catas-
trophes, for such they really are jf
they strike a hamlet or village
nestled at the foot of the moun-
tain.”

“ Well, that is the way the ava-

enormous weight and size that it |

crushes everything that comes in
its way.”

‘I always thought it must be
nice to live in the mountains, but
after what you have told me, I
would hardly prefer to live there,
at least not in the winter or early

spring.

I do not think, my boy, you
would be any safer in the other
seasons of the year. For instance,
the ice avalanches are most com-
mon in July, August and Septem-
ber. They are then seen and
heard thundering down the steeps.
They consist of masses of ice that
detach themselves from glaciers in
the upper regions.’

¢ Where do avalanches most pre-
vail, papa?’

‘I think in the Alps of Switzer-
land; their formation seems to be
most favorable for such ocecur-
rences.’

Oliver Thorn Miller, the charm-
ing writer of bird life, has posted
from her home in Brooklyn, nearly
30,000 printed slips asking the
women of New York not to wear
birds or plumage as adornments
for the hat. If it would be heeded
all over the country, millions of
birds who are devourers of injuri-
ous insects would be spared to do
their useful work, and the loss ot
millions of dollars annually to the
crops of the country from this
cause would be largely averted.
Is there anything more pleasant
in the early hours of a fine sum-
mer morning than to hear the
birds singing? What attractions
would our forests have without the
merry warbling of the feathered
songsters? Spare the birds, I say.
They are our friends. Give them
a chance, .and they will prove
themselves to be the best friends of
the farmer and gardeners. Let
children be taught to regard the
lives of birds as something almost
sacred; to treat them with the ut-
most tenderness and regard; and I
would have people everywhere
exert themselves to see that the
laws for the protection of the na-
tive birds of our country be rigor-
ously enforced.

KEEP THE HEIFERS.

The time has come when every

.farmer and feeder in Canada should

turn his attention to cattle, and con-
sider how he can thereby increase
the trade of the Dominion. Not
every one is 80 situated that he can
take advantage of the present pros-
pects; but every one can give the
subject careful thought, and in most
cases it will be found that there
is now an opportunity to help on a
great and growing trade. Cattle-
feeding is acknowledged to be far
better for the land than grais-grow.
ing, and the outlook .is that it will
prove much more profitable for the
farmer. IL has been so in the past,
for proof of which one has only to
look at sections of Ontario whe:e
good cattle are fed, and the financi-
al condition of the farmers there is
found to be much better than in the
grain-growing parts. This has tak-
¢n place when prices for cattle were
at times only middling ; and all othe:
tiwes, were particularly bad; and
when prices for grain where fair to
good. Now the tide seems to have
surned, and prices for stock are go-
ing up with bright prospects for the
future. Grain, too, is on the rise,
especially coarse grains, carried up
largely by the demand for wall-fed
slock and the increased consump-
tion for stock feeding. The ship-
ments from Canada lass year of
cattle were quite fifty per cent. more
than the previous year. Many of
them were store cattle that would
have paid well had they heen fed
more grain ; others were poor scrubs
thav did not pay the breeder here,
and could only be fatted in a land
where the value of the manure bears
a very high proportion to the cost
of the food consumed. We want
to ship out the scrub-steers, get
rid of them, and raise more good
catile. Keep the heifers; breed
them to gond throughbred bulls of
any of the beef breeds, and they
will produc animals that will pay
to be kept. This is where there is
a very large leak at present in the
Canada cattle trade. Poor scrub
bulls are ased, they will never pay.
Only good thoroughbred bulls of a
beef breed will give good profits.
They are cheap, considering their
valu>, and abundant. In some
good cattle sections there are hun-
dreds of young Leifers--well-bred
cnes—that are being got ready Yior
the butcher at two and three years
old. It muy be too late now to
keep many of these in the coyatry
tor breeding purposes, but they are
the kind we want to keep, the ones
that will pay best to keep, that we
may have a strong foundation of
well-bred cows to build up a trade
in fret-class export stock. Do not
put with these heifers, Thos~ who
are boying stock let them get as
well-bred animals as they can.
Even pure-bred animals have been
lowin price. Now is the time to
get them before the sea of high
prices returns. Get good blood and
keep the heifers—*¢D. McCrae, in
The Canadian Live Stock and Farm
Journal.”

THE PROCESS OF
BUTTER.

This question is time and again
coming to the surface in the agri-
cultural jcurnals of the day. Con-
sidering its importance it can pot
be discussed too frequently, nor can
instructions that are too explicit be
given in regard to it. Our readers
may not be aware of the existence
of a small pamphlet on the subject
of * Good Butter, How to make it,’
issued by Smallfield & Son, tc the
** Mercury,” Renfrew, Ont. The
instructions it contains in reference
to butter-making are both full and
erplicit, and are withal stated in
very concise form. The fo!lowing
quotation from it in reference to
bandling the milk will give our read.
ers an idea of the way in which the
subject is handled : ¢ Having milked
the cows, strain the milk as quickly

MAKING
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a3 possible from an ordinary strain-
er milk-pail—one with a spout cov-
ered with wire cloth—into the small
creamer cans—that is, the 8x20 inch
milk can. " Fill these creamer cans
about three quarters full. TIn sum-
wer, put no water into these cans
along with the milk ; but in winter,
stir into each can half a gallon of
water at such a temperature that it
will warm the milk till the thermom
eter marks over 90 degrees when
put into it for a minate; then place
the covers on these creamer cans and
put them in the tank, which must
previously be nearly filled with water,
cooled by ice to 40 degrees. The
cream will rise in these cans placed
in this tank in about twelve hours in
enmmer ; or in from twenty gix hcurs
in fall or winter. The differnce is
in the quaatity of milk given by the
cows.’

From what has been quoted oux
readers may judge of the very prac-
tical nature of the pamphlet, and
those of them wkho desire to improve
their methods of making butter
should certainly send for it.

It is satisfactory to know that the
matrons of our farm homes are more
and more beginning to recognize the
fact that there are modes of making
butter superior to those which they
have practised in the past. It iy
specially desirable, moreover, that
those who are to be the future ms-
trons thereof should be imbued with
the same views.

While it is true that our butter for
export must come from creameries,
yet 'it is equaily true that a very
large amount of the butter sold in
home market will continue to come
from farm homes. It is especially
desirable, therefore. thatin all such
homes it should be made on the mos
approved methods.

No man need neglect his fruits or
his garden crops or his poultry be-
cause he makes a special foature of
some cless of stock, but he should
feel that somathing which will con-
sume tho raw material on the farm,
is the leading business.—P. E. I.
Agricult ricist.

THE POULTRY YARD.

SymarL Breeps For MARKET,

It is a frequent expression that
such breeds as the Leghorns are
layers, but small for the market.
Those who make use of such expres-
sions in writing have perhaps never
given aday to an inspection of t'e
dressed fowls on the market stalls.
The fact is that.small fowls eeli bet-
ter than those that are iarger. The
demand for fowl not over 41b weight
is grea.er than for fowis weighing
8lb. each. As to quaiity, it is safe
to say that the oft repeated expres-
sions that the Laghorns are not
good table fowls; and lack in quality
compared with the Brahmas, has
been accept-without investigation.
On the contrary, the clean, yellow
legs, golden skin and plomp carcas-
ges of the Lezhorns make them very
altractive whean displayed in the
stalls, and this is well known to
those who buy & .d sell them, though
writers on poultry subjects do not
seem to be aware ofthe fact. To
be a perfecs tahle fowl, the breast
should bewell filled with meat. The
pext point to observe is from whence
comes the meat on the breast. It
is muscle and is the propellia g pow-
erof the wings. The bird wita
large wing ¢, which are used for fly

ing, has more muscle on the breas

than one #ith small wings, such as

the Brahma or Cochin, which cannot
fly over afence f.ur feet high, and
hence the active Leghorn is wuot
deficient. We can imagine no rea-
son for pronouncing the Brahma a
fine wmarket fowl, except its large
size, as it is deficient in breast meat,
and is coarse compared with that of
the Leghorn. While thus praising
the Leghorn, it is safe to say that
the Brahma is one ofthe best of
breeds for winter laying, ard it is
trobably the hardiest of all breeds,
its heavy featheringand small comh-
giving 1t advantages over all other ;
but without attempting to disparage
the Brahma, it is only proper to de-
fend the Leghorn against the ground-
less charge that it is not a market
and table fowl, a charge based only

on imagination and supposition,

HOT WEATHER DRINKS.

Weary workers often do much
damage to their system by drinking
copiously of ice cold water, milk, or
other beverages. A farm lad came
in the other day from the harvest
field and threw himseif face down-
ward and drank as much as he
could from a cold spring, [a three
hours he was dsad. Whenever over-
heated, the hands and face should
first be bathed and coid water pour-
ed ou the wrists. Then drink a very
little at a time until you feel refresh-
ed. Eigho or tex minutes are none
too long losupa glass of water or
w'lk,

Milk should Be take even slower
than watel, in order that the saliva
may have a chancee to minglewith it
whilz swal'owing. A glass of m'lk
at one draught has a detrimental
effect on the d'gestion, outsile of
the fact that it may ¢l th> stom-
ach, The ideal way is throush a
straw,

Water, with an addition of sagar
and the pure jiiceof the fruit in
season, is the best drink for most

people; like the old-fashioned,
unfermented carrant wine, for in-
stance,

A tablespoonful of good raspberry
vinegar to a glass of waleris cool
and refreshing. To cool, refresh
and strengthen at the same time, we
have found nothing equal to an egg
phosphate, An egg is beaten, a
spoonful of acid phosphate is added
and both beaten again, and then
add some soda water.

TO KEEP THE HOUSE COOL.

Much of the heat of our houses
is supplied by the kitchen range,
which Bridget keeps red hot even
in the dog days. Prevent this by
using a gas stove or oil stove as
far as possible, Then shut up
'tight all rooms not in use.. Not
only should the shutters and win-
dows be closed, but the blin's
must be lowered to exclude every
ray of light, and the doors locked
to prevent the runningin and out
of ‘the children, who thus admit
waves of heated air. Perhaps it
would bLe neither wise nor prac-
ticable to hermetically seal all the
rooms of a house, but one room’
at least, can be so treated—ihe
parlor, and also the dining room
between meals; the room selected
should be closed early in the morn-
ing while the air has some fresh-
ness, and before the sun strikes
the windows; then it should not
be opened until late in the after-
noon.

Every house should have an
accessible trap door in its roof,
and when this is left open a cur-
rent of heated air must rise
through it and make a general
{draugut over all the house. Awn-
ings should be light ia color, and
should be at all windows and doors
exzept those to-the morth. They
are great helps in keeping out
glare, but they should be chosen of
a kind which is readily raised and
lowered. After sundown, a plenti-
ful watering of your street and
pavement, and of all the garden
you possess, will cool the air
wonderfully.—Ladies” Home Jour-
nal.

VENTILA TION.

Go into the poultry house after
sundown with a thermometer in
yeur hand and hang it up. Remain
for ten minutes and then note the
temperature. The warmth will be
made manifest wittout the thermo-
meter, but it will surprise you to find
the heat so great. The bodies of
the hens assist to increase the tem-
perature. How bes' to ventilate
the poultry house should be your ob-
ject,
