An Act to restrict the raising of Moneys in the Incorporated "
Village of Aurora and for other purposes therein named.

HEREAS the Municipal Council of the Incorporated Village of Presmble.
Aurora, in the County of York, have by their petition represented
that it is necessary to restrict the raising of public moneysin the said
Village : And also, to provide for the participation in the rights and
& privileges of the school of the said Village, by certain inhabitants here-
tofore belonging to said School ; And it is desirable to grant tho prayer
of gaid petition.

Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows :

1. From and after the passing of this Act, it shall not be lawful Taxation
