Ihe chief superintendent of British trade,
Mr. Charles Elliott; had chartered the bark
iel, which sailed from Macao, May 26th,
and passed Anjer, July 6th, to carry despatches
to the British goverament via a pcrt on the
Red Sea (Cossier) wher she was to remain
till they could be fo, ware.d to London, and an
ans orobtained thence, which the same vessel
was to bring back to Macao.

An edict, published on the first of June, by
the Canton government, gave public notice,
that the Imperial Commissiones had received
trom Pekin, authority to destroy the opium in
his possession (20,253 chests) in any way he
might deem proper ; and it was currently
reported that nstead of burning it, as at first he
alleged in his edict to the foreignets, was his
imperial command, or sending it to Pekin by
sea, for which the requisite number of junks
had been subsequently chartered, he was pre-
pating reservoirs near the river-bankyin which
it was intended the whole should bhe
with salt water and other suhstances, to des-
troy its narcotic qualities, . render it unfit
for use, and when wrough nto a liquid state,
the composition was allowed to flow into the
sea.
