What he did do 
with a power seldom equalled was to upbuild 
and stimulate the spiritual life. All who listened 
to his preaching and came within the influence 
of his character received an impulse to purity 
and Christliness that was of incalculable benefit. 
And yet he made no sensation and had no great 
numerical and popular success. His chuah was 
not an ecclesiastical workshop perpetually re­
sounding with the whirr of religious machinery. 
But, after all, is there any ministry, in the best 
and highest sense, more important than that 
performed by men of this sort?"—Selected.
