A HINT TO ENVELOPE CONTRIBUTORS.
Please do not put silver coins in your envelopes 

which have been clipped or bored, or defaced, as they 
are not current and are of no value as money, but are 
only worth the actual value of the metal, which is, for a 
50 cent piece, about 30 cents ; 25 cent piece, 1$ cents ; 
10 cent piece, 6 cents ; 5 cent piece, 3 cents. The Treas­
urer receives a number of such pieces every week, and 
has a good deal of trouble in dealing with them, which 
lie regards as " all in the day's work" if they come in 
the “open collection, but has a different opinion about 
them when they arc put in the envelopes to represent 
more than they arc worth.

I’raycr 
Books for Their Excellencies and Lady Eileen Elliot were 
provided by the Treasurer, and handed to them with the 
places marked with ribbons of Elliot tartan, and were 
afterwards presented to them as a memento of the 
occasion, each one having inserted in it a M.S. heraldic 
bookplate (designed and executed by the Treasurer), one 
shewing I lis Excellency's Arms as Governor General of 
Canada, another the “ achievement " of Lady Minto, and 
the third the personal armorials of Lady Eileen ; for 
which I lis Excellency was pleased to send an acknow­
ledgment expressed in very c nnplimentary terms.
