 The weighty words of Lord
Roberts in this time of great trial
and strenuous proving will call
for a solemn “Amen” the Empire

round.

' There must not be, and there
will not be, any half-heartedness
or shirking wherever the grand
old Union Jack floats.

The need is manifest, the duty
is clear, and every necessary self-
sacrifice must be made in money
and men—yes, and women, too.
The latter must take up the bur-
den of silent%vaiting while loved
ones are at the front, and seek to
conserve by every possible means
the national resources and the
purchase of Canadian goods. This
is a testing time for every one of
us: this is a period when every

-interest must go into the melting

pot on behalf of the common
weal.

Not in any spirit of “T told you
so0” does that venerable hero and
general, “Bobs,” speak of the lack
of trained men in Great Britain.

For years he has pointed out
the danger which has now ar-
rived, For years he has pleaded
for all young men to have a
course of military training instead
of devoting all their surplus time
and energies to such sports as
cricket and football.

His advice unfortunately fell on
deaf ears, as did that of Lord
Charles Beresford in a like regard,
and of Rudyard Kipling also.

‘The otitcome is that “The
Day,” a toast at German military
messes for years, is here, and tens
of thousands of loyal sons who
would like to rush to the iront are
unprepared, for to successfully
handle large bodies of troops the
quipments of drill and discipline
are two of the most essentidl fac-
B i e Saii
“According “to "the "last official
report, the estimated war strength
of Great Britain, including Can-
ada and other overseas countries,
was 805,500. This includes India,
which, with all its 315,000,000 in-
habitants, has only 200,000 native
soldiers, as it has been deemed
inadvisable to arm more of them.
Those of them who are trained
are stated to be splendid and even
fanatical fighters.

This lack of immediately avail-
able men is unfortunate, but it is
not going to halt John Bull in the
task to which he has decided to
help lend a hand. The sons of
Old Albion, thousands of them,
will. speedily get themselves in
trim for the field, and their ser-
wviees will be of value in a com-
paratively short space of time.

The quarrel has not been of
their inciting or seeking, but was
ruthlessly and tyrannously thrust
upon them, and for the mainten-
ance of liberty and freedom they
will fight to the very last drop.

Medizvalism, as represented in
Europe by the Kaiser and his war
advisers, has got to be, and must
be, wiped out, root and branch.

THE SITUATION.

That terrible fighting, with heavy
carnage, has taken place along two
very long fronts, is abundantly evi-
denced by despatches, meagre though
théy are with'regard fo actuallosses.

The French, although fighting he-
roically, have been forced back slight-
ly ‘at more than one point, and the
British also have had a check or so,
but with characteristic doggedness
they have fought every inch, and have
now had their losses more than rein-
forced for the next tussle, which will
again without doubt prove most stren-
uous over a term of days.

" It may be taken for granted that
the Kaiser’s hope of a speedy invest-
ment of Paris has been retarded much
beyond his expectations. Every day
that is prevented is a day in aid of

the Russian operations. What the Ger-'

man$ ‘are now apparently attempting
to do is to divide the allies so as to
deal with  them Sseparately. In' this
regard they have concentrated a tre-
miendous’ wedge, and in jamming it
forward do not seem to be paying
atténtion to much else. The move
logks to be a desperate design, and
much ‘will rest upon its success or
otherwise.

Old Country émbargo on tea is the
chief feature in this market. ~While
Lthis has created an easier feeling
here, yet it should be remembered
that - this tea in London, England,
will not arrive for four or five weeks
at lea_lst. From a week ago the situa-
tion in package teas remains same
generally as week ago except that the
_Sa.‘.ada Tea Company have dropped
prices five cents per pound.

Tea men state that no auctions are
being held in Colombo or Calcutta,
and no tea is going forward to Lon-
don. ‘It is stated that there are only
seventy million pounds of tea iin Eng-
land, which iis only enough to last
six weeks.

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Official Report of Fighting to Date—
No Doubt But the British Saved the
Left Flank of the Allies— Tremend-

ously Fierce Affairs.

LONDON, Aug. 3i—After four
days of desperate ‘fighting the British
army in ‘France is rested, refitted and
reinforced for the next great battle,
according to an announcement to-day
by Lord Kitchener, secretary of state
for war,

In a statement based on reports
from Sir John Frenich, commander of

the British expeditionary forces,. the
secretary says that the British, after
struggling against tremendous odds,

retired to a new line of defense, where
they had not been molested since
‘Thursday. Their casualities are be-
tween 5,000 and 6,000. Sincz this fight-
ing ceased, the French on the right
and left have hrought the German at-
tack to a standstill, it is declared.
The Statement

Lord Kitchener’s statement which
was issued through the medium of the
official information bhureau, follows:

“Although the, despatches of Sir
John French as to the recent battle
have not yet been.received, it is pos-
sible now to state what has been the
British share in the recent operations.

“There has in fact been a four days
battle—on the 23rd, 24th, 25th and
26th of August. Duaring the whole of
this period the British, in conformity
with a general movement of the
French armies, were occupied in re-
sisting and checking the German ad-

vance ‘and in withdrawing to new
lines of defense.

“The battle began at Mons on
Sunday, the 23rd. during which day

and part of the night. the German at-
tack which was stubbornly pressad
and repeated, was completely checked
by the British front.
Efforts Frustrated

“On Monday the 24th, the Germans
made vigorous efforts in superior
numbers to prevent the safe with-
drawal of the British army and to
drive it into the fortress of Maubeuge.

“This effort was frustrated by the
steadiness and skill with which the
British retirement was conducted, and
as on the previous day, very theavy

(Cambrai is a fortified
town in the department of the north,
2 miles southeast of Lille, on the
River Scheldt. T.écteatt ‘is " 14 miles
east by southeast of Cambrai.)

Postponed.

“Tt had been intended to resume
the retirement at daybreak on the
26th, but the German attack in which
no less than five army corps were
engaged, was so close and fierce that
itw as impossible to carry out this in-
tention until the afternoon.

“The battle on this day, the 26th,
‘was of a miost severe jand desperate
character. The troops joffered a sup-
erb and most stubborn resistance to

the tremendous odds with which
they were confronted and at length
extricated themselves in good order,
though with serious loss and under
the heaviest artillery fire. No guns
wvere taken by the enemy except those
of the horses which had been kiiled
or injured by high explosive shells.

“General Trench estimates that dur-
ing the whole of these /. operations,
from the 23rd to the 26th inclusive, his
losses amounted to 5,000 or 6.000 men.
On the other hand, the losses suffered
by the ‘Germans in the attacks across
the open and through their dense for-
mation are out of all proportion -td
those which we have suffered.

A eTrrible Slaughter.

“In Landrecies alone oh tne 25th, as
an instance, a German infantry brigade
advanced in close order into a nar-
row street, which they completely fill-
ed. Qur machine guns were brought
to bear on this target from the end
of the town. The head of the column
was swept away. A frightful panic
ensued and it is estimated that 8oo
or 9goo dead Germans were left in this
street alone. Another instance which
may be chosen from many like it. was
the charge of the German Guard cav-
alry division upon the British Twelfth
Cavalry Brigade, when the German
cavalry were thrown back with great
losses and in absolute disorder. These
are notable examples of what has
taken place over practically the whole
front during these engagements and
the Germans have been made to pay
the extreme price for every forward
march they have made.

“Since the 26th, apart from cavalry
fighting, the British army has not been

molested. It has rested and refitted
after its exertions and glorious
achievements. Reinforcements am-

ounting to double the losses sustain-

{ ed, already have joined. Every gun

| has been replaced and the army is

now ready to take part in the next

great encounter  witlf undiminished

strength -and undaunted spirits.
News Favorable.

“To-day the news is again favor-
able. The British have not been en-
gaged, but the French armies, acting

Many of the Germans landed from
the British ships after the battle were
wotnded by revolver bullets. Tt is de-
clared that the wevolvers were used
by German officers to prevent their
men surrendering to the British boats
which had been put off to save their
drowning opponents. Some of the
boats lowered to the rescue of the
Germans, it is said, were fired upon
by German cruisers.

The German naval announcement
of the mnaval battle confirms the
British report that the German crui-
zers Ariadne, Koeln and Mainz and
one torpedo boat were sunk. A de-
spatch received here by the Marconi
Wireless Telegraph Company from
Berlin, says:

“The naval engagement near Heli-
goland is treated by the press as be-
ing without significance, and as an
occurrenice which cannot affect the
general situation. The fichting took
place anparently within the range of
the Helizgoland forts. which, however,
were unahla to vse their guns, owing
to the thick v ~*her?”

An official British statement, is-
sued last night, says that of 1.200 men
composing the crews of the five Ger-
man warships sunk off Heligoland
onl-- 330 were saved.

The official information bureau an-
nounces”that Vice-Admiral Augus-
tine Doue de Laneyrere, commander-
in-chief of the French navy, has as-
sumed command of the <combined
Anglo-French fleet in the Mediter-
ranean. As a consequence. Rear-Ad-
miral Sir Archibald Berkeley Milne,
who was senior to the French ad-

miral, has given, over his command of
the British” Meditetranean fleet.
