SHALL WE PLANT DISEASED
POTATOES

No doubt many tubers that are in-
tended for seed purposes tor 1916
will be affected more or less with one
ot the several potato diseases. The
weather conditions of 1916 may not
be so favorable as during 1915, b\.}t
to guarantee a maximum-crop this
year only the most carefully selected
tubers should be planted. They
should be inspected very carefully
and any showing the least signs of
disease or discoloration should be
discarded and only the sound tubers
planted on well drained land.

The black discoleration and rot of
the lower part of the potatg stems
commonly known as Black Leg, may
be due to either a fungus, which grows
riostly outside of the stem or a bacil-
lus which develops within the tissue
of the stem,

The former may be present in a
dormant cendition on the surface of
verfectly sdund potatoes. Here it of-

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.
HE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead 8
quarter-section of availuble Dominion land
In Manitoba. Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.
Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least &0 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts. a homesteader In
Zood standing wmay pre-empt o quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price §3.00
per acre. .

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after carning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon
u8 homestead patent. on certain conditions.
A setfler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-

stead in certain districts. Price §3.00 per

acre. Duttes—Must reside six months 1o
each of three years, cultivate 60 acres and
erect a house worth $300.
