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THE MAPLE BRAND TOWN HALLm* m

The work on the interior of the 
town hall has now reached a point 
where a correct idea may be obtained 
aa to its design and arrangement. It 
is not to be expected that everyone 
will be satisfied with the manner in 
which it is laid out, but it is apparent 
that it will fully meet the purposes for 
which it was erected. The basement 
affords abundance of room for all 
purposes. The first floor contains four 
rooms, two of which may be used tor 
school rooms, one for a council chamber 
and one, possibly, for the post office. 
On entering the auditorium on 
the second flat one is struck with 
the apparent decrease in size effected 
by the stage and gallery. Of course, 
this decrease is only apparent ; the 
seating capacity will be ample. The 
stage is large and extends six or seven 
feet beyond the line of the drop 
curtain. There are no ventilators in 
the roof, dependence being placed 
altogether on the windows, and particu­
larly upon the window opening into 
the tower. These will probably be 
sufficient for the body of the hall, but 
will hardly serve to ensure a supply of 
fresh air to the back seats in the 
gallery. A little fire in the furnace 
already serves to demonstrate this, and 
we respectfully submit that the build­
ing committee of the council should at 
once arrange to have one large or two 
small ventilators placed in the ceiling 
at that point.

Several years have elapsed since the 
Reporter first advocated that concerted 
aelioq be taken by producers of first- 
class maple syrup and sugar to protect 
their product and secure the price that 
its superiority deserved. The results, 
so far, have been rather disapi>ointing.
A few leading makers in this district 
have placed labels on their cans and 
bave been bqmfited thereby in the 
receipt of direct orders from city con­
sumers at a good price, but the great 
majority sell and ship their goods with­
out placing thereon a distinctive mark 
of any kind.

The whole question is now receiving 
due attention in another quarter and 
we hope results will follow.

M. F. Goddard, of Montreal, who 
was in charge of the maple sugar and 
syrup department of the Canadian 
exhibit at St. Louis, was in Toronto 
recently and declared himself on the 
maple sugar business.

“Those interested in the maple sugar 
and syrup industry of Eastern Ontario 
and the eastern townships of Quebec, 
are taking steps which will likely lead 
to the formation of a Canadian Maple 
Sugar Makers’ Association to protect 
their business from ruination.

“Tho operations of a number of 
Toronto and Montreal syrup manufao- 
tuers are injuring the legitimate sugar- 
makers’ industry. They are compound 
ing and adulterating maple syrups and 
selling them as the real article at a 
price at which the farmer cannot com 
pete. The result is that many farmers 
both in Ontario and the eastern Prov­
inces are cutting down their maple 
orchards and going out of the business.

“We will not be satisfied until we 
have regulations prohibiting the use of 
the term syrup or sugar on a compound 
or adulterated article, or even the lith­
ographed representation of a maple 
orchard, a sugaring camp, or any sugar­
ing operation that might lead the pub 
lie to believe that the syrup contained 
in the package was maple syrup or 
sugar. Without such misrepresenta­
tion they cannot dispose of their goods 
in quantities large enough to harm thé 
industry Several states have legists 
tion equally as stringent

“That the industry is an important 
one to Canada is patent to anyone 
familiar with the matter. In 1900 
Canada produced 18,000,000 pounds of 
sugar or its equivalent in syrup.”

The Reporter is confident that no 
where in Canada is better maple syrup 
and sugar made than in Leeds county

PILLAGE AND MURDER.Sunday School. Market ReportsRussian Peasant Disorders Causing Anx­
iety to the Government

St Petersburg. March 20.—There is 
reason to believe that the Government 
has resolved to re-establish the censor­
ship on out-going news despatches, which 
was withdrawn about a year ago. It is 

inferred that this decision is prompted 
by the growing seriousness of the peas­
ant disorders, which seem to be causing 
anxiety to the Government. Among the 
latest raids was one on the estate of the 
late Grand Duke Sergius, in the Dmit- 
roff district of Qrel, the place being pil­
laged. A neighboring factory was burn­
ed. This belonged to the Grand Duke of 
Oldenburg. The trmible seems, to be 
spreading in the north and west. There 
have been serious disorders in the Goy- 
ernments of Vilna aud Kovno. At Plust, 
in Kovno, the residences of the Govern­
ment agent and a loca'l judge were burn­
ed. Troops who were brought from the 
city of Kovno scattered the marauders. 
Peasants have devastated three estates 
in Rejesta. Artisans and peasants in the 
southern Governments are threatening 
to prevent further drafts of troops for 
the far east. The Government has dis­
solved the Moscow Agricultural Society, 
which was suspected of carrying on a 
propaganda among the peasantry. M. 
Petrunkevich, the president of the so­
ciety, has been ordered to come to St. 
Petersburg.

The foregoing amounts may be 
divided into two portions, and one-half 
be given to each cow night and morning.
The cows should be fed regularly, and 
each animal should be under close ob­
servation by the feeder in order to note 
her appetite, response in milk flow, and 
other conditions. If the feeder finds that 
the cow can profitably consume more 
than eight pounds of meal daily, then 
extra meal may be given. Careful feed­
ers who weigh the milk from each cow 
will soon learn the limit of profitable 
feeding for each animal.

Care of the Milk.
If the cow be kept clean and ths milk 

be drawn in a cleanly manner into a 
pail by a clean person, and removed 
shortly after straining from the barn, 
there is no reason why winter milk 
should have a “cowy odor.” This “cowy 
odor” is usually caused by filth which 
drops into the milk during the milking, 
or is absorbed by the milk from the foul 
air in the stable.

Milk should be removed from the 
stable before it cools to the temperature 
of the stable air; otherwise it will ab­
sorb taints rapidly.

After straining the milk does not usu­
ally require any special cooling other 
than that which takes place from the 
cold airc if it be stirred occasionally to 
prevent the cream rising and to insure 
uniform cooling throughout the whole 
mass of milk. It is also necessary to 
prevent the milk freezing in order to ob­
tain the best results.

If sent to a winter creamery, it should 
be delivered at least three times a week.
If manuactured on the farm, it should be 
made into butter as soon as possible af­
ter it is drawn from the cow. The longer 
that milk is kept before being made into 
butter, the poorer will be the product.

A Gigantic Dam.
Upon the Tunga Barda River, near 

Ilospet, in the extreme western corner 
of British India, construction has been 
begun on a tremendous dam. This riv­
als even the recently constructed As­
souan dam on the Nile.* The sources ol 
the Tunga Barda are in the western 
ghats, and the course of the river is east­
erly across India, flowing four hundred 
miles to the sea. The scope of this pro­
ject is to construct a dam nearly a mfTe 
long by 150 feet in height, thereby form­
ing a huge reservoir approximately forty 
miles in length and covering an area of 
one hundred and fifty square miles. By 
means of this project some two hundred 
billion cubic feet of water—about five 
times the capacity of the Assouan reser­
voir and equal in area to about three 
times that on the Nile—will be available 
for the irrigation of the surrounding 
country. The cost of this project is es­
timated at three and a half crores of 
rupees, but owing to the extent of the 
country it will be able to irrigate it is 
anticipated that the scheme will be a 
most paying one.

FODDER CHEESE. LONDON’S WINTER FOG.
London fogs have been legislated against, 

have been bottled, analyzed, dissected, in­
quired Into, and “sat upon" by endless com­
mittees, but we still know no more about 
them than from the aurora boraelis. Only 
a couple of years ago the Lôndon County 
Council took them in hand. ▲ committee 

z of experts was formed to investigate the 
es, cure, distribution, and all other ec­

centricities of fogs. Their report stated 
that fogs could not be traced to any spe­
cial locality; that they seemed to he rather 
the result of general atmospheric condi­
tions; that a London “pertikler" was usual­
ly formed by sucking in suburban fogs and 
mixing them up with the pall of smoke that 
iuvariably hangs over central London; that , 
fogs rarely occurred when the temperature ' 
was over forty degrees F., and that they 
were most frequently after a night ten 
gres colder than the preceding day. I have 
seen estimates which place the direct and 
indirect loss to London by fogs at over 
$25,000,000 a year. One day of really^te- 
vere fog will cause the metropolis to con­
sume enough gas and electricity, in excess 
of her ordinary reqelrcments, to supply a 
town of 50,000 for a whole year. Moreover, 
a fog means a heavy casualty list. The 
great fog of 1880 increased the mortality 
London by 2,994 in three weeks. The f 
which ended on January 2, 1892, after c 
shrouding London without intermission f 
a fortnight on end. caused an excess or 
1,484 deaths in one week.—Harper’s Weekly.

The Montreal Produce Merchants’ As­
sociation being solicitous to promote the 
interests of all engaged in the Dairy In­
dustry in Canada, whether as producer 
or merchant, desires to repeat and em­
phasize the objections expressed in for­
mer circulars, viz.: That the manufac­
ture of fodder Cheese is detrimental to 
the interests of all and should be dis­
continued.

The experience of the past has shown 
that for the most part cheese made from 
fodder milk, is not of a quality good 
enough to enhance the reputation of Can­
adian cheese or increase its consumption 
by the British publie*. Further, is has 
been found that on the jy)brage the quan­
tity of cheese produced during our grass 
season is about as much as can 
consumed at prices profitable to the 
producer*

The Association appreciates the fact 
that the disposal of milk produced be­
fore the opening and after the close of 
the cheese season is a very im­
portant question, but in view of the im­
proved methods introduced in the manu­
facture of butter in recent years, and 
the superior quality now produced from 
fodder milk with increased demand at 
remunerative prices, the 
confidently recommends that wherever 
possible butter should bo manufactured 
instead of cheese during the winter 
son, or say from the 15th November to 
the 1st of May.

Patrick's Day, Rev. Mr. Fitzgerald, 
the Anglican clergyman, gave an 
interesting address in the English 
Church, on the life and writings of St.
Patriok. Mr. Fitzgerald was fitted 
for the ministry at Dublin University 
and lived in Ireland up to within six 
years ago. Accordingly, he is a good 
authority on the subject. By way of 
preliminary remarks, Mr. Fitzgerald 
dwelt a few minutes on the contribu­
tions of Ireland towards the welfare 
and advancement of British arms, after 
which he went at once into the subject 
of the evening. .During the course of

WHEN LAKES AXE IN BLOQM.

°I Mg JSjtM jo aanuieaddy enbjing 
Blossoming Water Planta \

Anyone who has ever been at any dtf 
the lakes in the middle and north ot thl 
United States will know that a certain 
tmie of July or August they are said tb 
Rower. Fishermen are particularly 

well acquainted with this fact, fdr at 
such times Very few fish can be induced 
to take the hook. In some lakes nothing 
can be seen when they are “flowering® 
except by the natives, who know from 
the appearance of the water. But in 
other lakes the water becomes quite 
thick and yellow, seeming muddy or 
tawny in some parts and clear gold in 
others.

This “flowering” of the lakes is just 
what the name denotes, although many 
of the inhabitants of lake shores do not 
know what it is and cannot explain it 
except by the vague statement that at a 
certain time of midsummer the lakes 
“seem to work.” The “flowering” is a 
real flowering.

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DOLLS IN BABYLON’S RUINS.

Children of Ancient Greece Amused With 
the Playthings.

The first dolls of which there is any 
knowledge were found among the treas­
ures unearthed from the ruins of Baby­
lon. They are small figures in terra 
cotta and ivory, beautifuly carved and 
must have been fascinating playthings 
for the little Assyrian children.

The little girls of Syria had mechanical 
dolls. The arms and legs were moved 
by pulling strings much after the fash­
ion of Jumping Jacks.

The dolls the classic Greek children 
played with were made of wux and clay 
decorated with bright colors. One kind 
had movable limbs and its clothes 
made to take off and put on. Every 
doll had a bed of its own. These dolls 
represented gods and heroes, but what­
ever they meant to represent, they were 
dressed with loving care by the little 
Greeks.

As these children married when they 
were very young they played with their 
dolls until just before their wedding day. 
Then they made a sacrifice of all their 
toys, dolls and clothes included. They 
dedicated them as a pious offering to 
some deity. If the little girl died before 
she was grown up her dolls were buried 
with her.

Thus it happens that the kind and 
fashion of dolls which comforted these 
ancient children is known. All the speci­
mens which are kept with so great care 
behind glass doors in various museums 
were taken from some tiny tomb.
