Elijah Meets Ahab in Naboth’s Vine-
yard.—l Kings 21: 1-29,

Commaentary.—I. Ahab's covetousness
(vs. 1-6.) There was no wrong in Ahab’s
wish to securc the desirable picce of pro-
periy which lay close to his palace at
Jezreel, provided he had no purpose ot
resorting to unjust means to obtain it.
Naboth was justified in withholding the
vineyard from Ahab, because *“the per-
menent sale of the paternal inheritance
was forbidden by law (Lev. 25: 23-28;
Num. 36: 7-9}, and it would seem like a
denial of his allegiance to the true reli-
g.inn to sell it when the jubilee restora-
tion was neglected in these idolatrouns
time:.” It is an uniavorable yiew that
we get or Ahab as we see him skulk og
in his bed-chamber bocuuse his wish 13
not granted. His conduct reminds us ox
that of a peevish, pampered child. He

“became micerable heeause he could not.

get a poor man’s vineyard added to al
that he possessed. It*is a true saying,
‘That soulin which God dwells not, has
ho happiness, and he who has God has a
satisfying portion.’ ”—Clarke. In telling
his trouble to Jezebel he handed his case
over to a rvesourceful,  conscienceless,
eruel woman, who wonld hesitate at no
iriquity if only she might accomplish her
end.

L. Jezebel’s cruel plot (vs. 7-10.) Jeze-
bel appeared to hurl contenipt at Ahab’s
weakness. In her view it was unreason-
able for him, a king, to hesitate to ap-
propriate Naboth's vineyard if he want-
ed it. She might have said, “Is Naboth
King? or are you? Cheer up. Ahab,
and eat. 1 will get the vineyard for
you.” To the reproach of Israel it must
be said that Jezebel was the real head
of the government. She assumed royal
authority, issued the murderous decree,
affixed the king’s seal, and Naboth was
a doomed man. Ahab was no less guilty
than shé, for he was knowing to the
transection and was responsible for the
use of h\g seal upon the document that
meant Naboth's death. Jezebel may be
apypropriately classed with Herodias, who
caused the death of John the Baptist.

There.is a per-
fesc nest of sins hissing and coiled toge-
ther in it—hypocrisy calling religion in
to attest a lie, subornation of evidence,
contempt for the poor tools who are to
perjure themselves, consciousness that
such work will only be done by worth-
Jess men, cool, lying, ferocity and mur-
der.—McLaren.

Embodies Recommendations of the
Milk Commission.

Regulations May be Made With Re-
gard to Care of Cows, Etc. ,

The new Government milk bill,
bodying the recommendations made
last session by the Milk Commission,
was introduced to the., Legislature
yesterday by Hon. J. 8. Duff, Min-
ister of .Agriculture.

The bill gives cog-
plete control over their milk supply,
and set general standards for the
Province in regard to.certain matters.
followed is that the
municipality in which the milk is to
consumed should complete
ct'mlrol in the matter of the produc-
tion, care and =ale. With this objezt
in view, municipalities are given pow-
er to pass by-laws making regulations as
to the care of cows, the sanitary condi-
tion of the places where cows are kept,
the water supplicd to cows, the care of
utynsils used in handling milk, the pro-
per storage and transportation of milk,
the making of bacteriological tests
as a guide to the wholesomeness of milk
and such other matters as may be con-
sidered necessary. These regulations are
to be approved by the Mimister of Agri-
culture.

Councils are aiso* authorized to fix
standards for butterfat and total
solids, but it is provided that “no milk
shall be sold for human consumption
which - contains less than twelve per
cent, of solids, of which three per cent.
shall be butterfat.” In addition to this,
stringent provisions are made to pre-
vent adulteration. Councils are also
empowered to appoint inspectors, who
are given authority ° to inspect - the
source of supply, as well as every other
point at which the milk might be con-
taminated.

llvmld, the seventeen-y-ar-oid locusts,
which are due to return to plague the
Americay farmer this summer, after be-
ing absent since 2894, have made their
appearance in the \-icinit) of New York
city. Curator Ditmars, of the New York
Zoologica]l Society, has discovered the
first grubs, -several thousand in num-
ber, in an excavatlon ncar A yack, N. Y.
By the time the frost is out of the
ground these thousands wilj be miilions,
he says,
During the last previous visitation the
locusts 7m~.mi!‘\- covered suburban New
York, strippimng trees, bushes, hedges,
lawns and truck farms of cverytiing,
green and then moving in vast clouds
which obscured the sun to fresh fields.
The individua] locusts lived oniy a few
days, but each female in thal time found
time to lay about five hundred eggs. on
the branches of denuded trees. When
the larvae hajched they fell to the
ground and burrowed straight down for
more than a foot. There, it is said, they
have rested for seventeen yeavs bofore
the process of hatching w s completed:
and as soon ag the frost leaves the
ground thl‘y \viln dig their way to the
surface,

After the -wreck of the Bourgogne
many passengers were found floating
drowned with life preservers on. These
life preservers were fatsened upon the

yonu

weight of the upper part of the body
had tipped the head under water and

| the person of course was inevitably |
| drowned.

Now it appears that the greater num-

| ber of the persons so drowned were
| French. The French term for life pre-

gerver is ceinture de sauvetage, or “life
saving beit.” This word ceinture sug-
gests to the mind in its moments of
disorder and unreadiness, such as a
great catastrophe brings, the idea of

| putting on a belt, and as a belt is put
! round the waist and nowhere else the

frightened person instinctively adjusts
the life preserver close about the hips.
The result is that as soon as the

| person so provided falls into the water

his body tips over, with the heavier
part downward, and the head is plung-
ed beneath the surface.

The word “belt,” therefore, was the
cause of the loss of many lives in the
Bourgogne disaster. Sarcey according-

“ly proposed to counteract the fatal ef-
fect of the French word by renaming
the article and calling it a brassiere,
which is a.kind of waist, and by bring-
ing the word bras, or arm. to mind to

. teach people to put a life preserver on

Fortune Awaits the Inventor Who
Can Improve It.

Lven thc waus, ethods of
culiung wood, oil and coal are amazing-
1y ineancieal.  Inowe ordiary locouio-
«ve oy about 5 per ceni. of the faei
enregy is availabie for paiing the train.
la manufacturing plants luss than 5 pe:
cent. is utilized. Krom the biast fur-
naces of the country gases are nuw Jost
which, if they couid be savel, would
yield two and a half million horsepower.

Every year more than forty miiiion
tons of coal“are converted into coke.
The by-products of this ecnversicn. if
they couid be isolated and used, would
be worth more than the coke itself.
They include enough ammomum sul-
phate to fertilize most of the farms,
creosote enough to preserve all the tim-
per and pitech enough to briquet the
slack coals, to roof ho‘lsus and rw[knr
roads. The combustion of fuel in the
heating and lighting of houses is most
wasteful of all.

The efiorts of experts are now direct-
ed to the (l’.svo\'opy of methods of using
the lignites and low grades of coal that
have hitherto been ccnsidered hardly
worth mining, and already it has heen
found that some of these despise.. Juels
are esrceinily adapted to the 2conomic
production of power. But the field is
enormously broader than that. The
man who shall find a way to utilize 50 or
25 or even 10 per eent. of the actual
energy in fuel will prolong the life of the
earth as the home of ths human race

A NEW ROAD.

ihe C. P. R. May Parallel Grand Trunk
to Moatreal,

Montreal, Feb. 20.—The rumor is re-
vived here of a Canadian Pacific Rail-
way line paralleling the Grand Trunk
to Toronto. Part of the big expenditure
in Toronto is said to be called for on
account of this. The new line will com-
mence at Bathurst, ten miles west of
Smith’s Falls, and proceed southwest-
erly to Belleville. The whole of this
line, it is said, will be double-tracked,
and as the line between Smith’s Falls
and Montreal is double tracked already,
the C. P. R. will have a double track
all the way between this city and To-
ronto, and an alternative route between
Smith's Falls and Toronto, and wiil
reach all the important industrial com-
munities between Montreal and Toronto
now served by the Grand Trunk alone.

SOME POINTERS ON WATERING
HORSES.

(Dr. . G. Reed, Georgetown, Ont.)

A supply of wa:er is essential to the
health, of ail farw animals. It should
Ve at their dispo-ai all the time. But

is i + while the animals
n restrictions should
be exercised in the ease of working ani-
miais. This is espeeially necessary in the
case of the lhorse, because his stomach
is «<maller in nroportion to his size than
any of the othier domestic animals water
seems to poine strongly to the theory
that in order to give a horse the best
possible chanee of digesting his food be
should get his water first and the solid
part of his food afterward.

WHEN TO WATER.

Itorses  should Le watered before
brcakfast. 1t will probably take some
time and treuble to educate them to do
this, as most horses will refuse to drink
till after being fed. A little persever-
ance, however, will accomplish it all
vight and the owner will be repaid for
his trouble by the increased thrift of
iis horses. They will make a better
use of the food they get, will not he
8o likeiy vo suffer from digestive trow-
Iies and be in all vound better condi-
tion.

There are two reasons for this: First-
Iy, the water which a horse drinks re-
mains only for u very short time in the
stomach, but is =oon washed buck into
the intestines, As a consequence if a
horse (after having eaten a hearty meal)
i riven a drink of water, a considerable
portion of the food which he ate will
be pushed into the intestines with the

to the purpose for which it was intend-
ed, namely, the nourishment of the body.
And. segondly, not only are those parti-
cies of food lost, but they are quite lia-
ble to derange the healthy action of the
intestines by setting up colic, some form
of indigestion or diarrhoea. On the oth-
er hand. when a horse has had his water
first and his solid food after, by the
time he has eaten only a small part of
his breakfast the water will have all

passed un out of the stomach, no solids

4 will have heen washed out and the di-

gestive fluids will bave a much better
chance to do their work properly than
if diluted with a quantity of water. It
is always proper to let a horse have a
iittle water after his meal also, but if he
has taken a good drink before his meal
eh will not take very much after it.

WATERING A THIRITY HORSE.

It is not wise to allow a very thirsty
horse all the water he will drink either
helfore or Hfil'l: severe work or after
feeding. 17 a horse has done some very
Weave work from waieh he is excesss-
i\'l-X_\' weary he should. not be allowed
mueh water tili he has rested a while,
Give him a little, #ni after an hour or
two of re-t gl LWim ail he wants, It s
alao bad practice (o put a horse to any
severe exercise such as fast driving or
moving ieavy loads immediately after
having taken a’ hearty drink, beecause
the engorged stomach is pressing for-
ward against the jung space and erowd-
ing the lungs to such an extent ihat
they cahmot properly perforn their nat-
uea] functions. Thiz is especially notice-
able in; the case of a horse with heaves.
Such ananimal should (if a2 all possible)
be watered often and only a little at a
time: of course a full drink should al-
ways be allowed at night,

WATERING WIIEN HEATED.

A horse js seldom too warm to water;
he may be sweating very i‘rm-ly and yet
not be’so very much heated; he certainly
is not likely to be so very hot as to ren-
der it dan;{orous to allow him at least a
little water. It 1s a very cruel thing to
put a thirsty horse in the stall and com-
pei him to munch his hay and oate while
hiz mouth and throat are parched with
thirst and his whole system erying out
for water. It may laid down a% a
rule that a horse doing uny kind of or-
dinary- work under ordinary conditions
is not too hot to water even though he
may Le sweating freely.  This is eape-
ciully the case if the animal has been
used to it. If a facmer in the spring
monihs starts to water his team when
they ecome in to dinner from the finlds
even thojigh thev ha a little warm,
need have no fesr ywhen summer ecomes if
be bhrines them iy ,~ome hot da
the hinder suna tly quitas warm to let
them Jhave al » water thpy want.

On the basis
of percentage incbme, when the " 175
pound cow iz worth $60. the 350 pound
cow is worth $895.16. The keeping of
the eows should be looked at from the
business standpoint. The poor cow. is
dear at any price, but the good cow is
usually not rated st her real value.

PIGS THAT PAID.

I will give my experience in a swall
way in pork production the past year.
Last winter we fed a litter of pigs that
weighed 240 pounds each at six and one-
half months, that were sold for $9.50
per nundred. They were fed pulped
roots and barley chop, about equal parts
by measure. I do not know what amount
they consumed, but they did well, and
were very profitable. In March a young
sow farrowed five pigs. They were fed a
fair amount of milk from the time they
were one month old until they were
three months old. They were fed 2,000
pounds barley, chopped fine, and two
small loads of peas on the straw in the
barnyard (about 15 bushels). I do mnot
know what amount of peas the pigs
would get, as there were over one hund-
red hens with the liberty of the same
yard, They were sold on the 3rd of Oec-
tober, at an average weight of 276
pounds, at $8.40 per hundred, or $115.90
for the five pigs when just five days
over six months old. They would have
been profitable at ‘one-half the money.
We are at present feeding a litter of
eight. At three months, or 91 days, they
weigh 95 pounds, and have made a
gain of 42 pounds each the last thirty
days,

Young pigs must have some milk Ye-
fore and after weaning to start them
on the road to profit. These pizshave
not been fed much milk, as we have
only had two cows milking, and have
raised both calves. Pulped mangels anud
fine-chopped barley, mixed with hot
water, but not sloppy, is our winter feed.
Young pigs want an hour or two exer-
cise every day, if the waather is suit-
able summer and winter, but should
not run around all day.
