Kevolting Sacrifices in West
Africa.

By latest advices from the West
Coast of Afriea, it is learned that a most
revolting sacrifice has just taken place in
the interior. - A few moaths ago the old
Kioz of Eboe died, and, as is customary,
traders from New Calabsr went up to
pay their respeets to the new monarch.
On their arrival the traders found the
“l.llu Ju” rikteu, performed on the death of
the native king, still in pregress, and
about foriy mngu-a bad besn sacrificed.
The old king was still lying in an open
grave, large enough to aceommodate nine
of the departed ruler’s youugest wives,
who had been murdered in the most
cruel mapner, Kach of them had her
ackles and wrists broken, so that she
could neither walk nor orawl. In this
maimed condition, and suffering most

\| exerueciating pain, the poor oreatures

were placed ot the bottem of the grave,
seven of them lyir g side by side. The
kiog's body was then piaced on them in
a\travcrse direotion. Then the two rc
jmaiviog women werc laid by his side
They were left without food or water, to
wait for death, which, however, it was
said, did not come until after four or five
days of intense suffering. In the mean
time four men were stationed around the
grave, armed with elubs, ready to knock
backward sny of the wemen who, despite
their tortures and their paio, might man-
age to orawl to the side of the pit. In
other parts of the twwn other human
srerifiees were taking place. Suspended
from various trees were the bodies of
several They, too, were under-
going iging deaths, holes having in
most eases been bored through their feet
ncar the aokles. Through these holes
ropes were drawn and the men were tied

to a high tree, head downward, and left
te die.

Important Discovery.

Late press despatehes state that a firm
in Chicago engaged in the maoafacture
of tin cans sud japaoned ware, has jat-
euted au invention whieh competent
Jjudzes say will revolutionge the tin and
steel industry of the world. Patents
bave been sesured in the leading comotries
of the world. Itisa process by which
molten metal may be rolled into aily
desired shape, thussaving all intermediate
processes. It was invented originally to
roll molten solder in a thin plate, but the
process is proaounced by experts to be
equally appiieable to iron and steel 1o its
various forms of plates, structural iron
aod rails. Itis belicved the cost of
manafacturing steel rails can be reduced
to the extent of §10 per won and shat
thin wron plates for tioning can be made
much below the eost of production of tin
plates in Wales, thus making a new in-
dustry in this ecountry. The molten
metal is passe | between rollers which are
chilled as it passes, the rollers being kept
cool by a stream of water which passes
through thém.
