Two Steamship
Services Agreed On

Ottawa, July 8-Improved steam
ship services and mutual tariff
preferences are the teatures of
the ““Canada-British West Indies
Bermuda-British Guiana-British
Honduras trade agreement,”” the
full text of which was made pub-
lic tonight. The agreement, which
is subject to ratification of the
Parliament of Cadada, the Col-
onial office, and the governments
of other contracting parties, is
for a period of 12 years, and will
come into effect upon proc.an at-
ion.

Assigned, the agreement pro-
vides for two steamship services.
First, a fortnightly freight, pass-
enger and mail service from Can-
adian ocean ports all the year
round, calling each way at Ber-
muda, St. Kitts, Nepis, Antigua,
Montserrat, Dominica, St. Lucia,
Barbadoes, St. Vincent, Granada,
Tobago, Trinidad and Demerara.

The vessells are to be from
5,000 to 6,000 tons, capable of a
speed of not less than 12 knots
and providing accommodation for
100 first-class, 30 second-class
and 100 steerage passengers, and
with a cold storage accommodat-
jon of not less than 10,060 cubic
feet. In addition to the fore-
going, Canada will provide a fort
nightly freight service with ves-
sels of about 4,300 tons and a
speed of 10 knots from Canadian
river ports in summer and ocean
ports in winter, calling at St.
Kitts Antigua, Barbadoes, Trin-
idad and Demerara, All freight
rates are to be subject to the con-
trol of the Canadian Government.

Second, the Government cf
Canada also undertakes to pro-
vide foitnightly mail, passenger
and freight service between St.
‘Lawrence ports in summer and
other Canadian ports in winters,
calling both ways at Bermuda
the Bahamas Kingston, Jamaica,
alternating with fortoightly
freight services between the Cana-
dian ports and Kingston direct.
The passenger steamers -for this
service will be similar to those
mentioned in the former service,
with accomodation for 100 first-
class passengers and refrigeration
for 70,000 stems of bananas, and
also cold storage for Canadian
meats and perishable products.

HAD A DEVICE
WHICH KEEPS
SHIPS AFLOAT

New York, July 8 —A device
intended to make it impossible
for a ship to s.nk h s been invent
ed by Adam T. Drekolias, of New
Brighton, Staten Island, who
claims that it has proved success=-
ful in 700 experiments with a
model ship. .

Drekolias’ invention is based
on the axiom of physics that as

displaced by the vessel, cr equal
to it, the ship will float. It con-
sists of a col'apsible chamber de-
signed to imprison air in the hull
of the disabled vessel.

Even if the ship were complete-
ly filled with water, according to
Drekolias, the upper deck would
remain above water, thus giving
the crew and passengers a chance
for their lives until rescuers
arrived.

Occupying space  oreinarily
wasted in liners and battleships
Drekolias's device, he believes,
would bring about a great change
in shipbuilding. Space now
occupied by butkheads would be
available for cargo. Isolated
portions of the ship cut away
from the main part would stil
float.

With the invention, it is said
the captain could control the
equilbrium of the ship so that
it would rise and sink at his w.1l.
A battleship, for instance, could
be lowered, until only its guns
were visible.

Drekolias’ plan is t> imprison
the air in collapsible chambers
that can be fastened to ceilings
or on decks. in spaces now not
utilized. The chambers would
fit inside each other and could be
opened to admit the amount of
air needed to displace the water
rushing into the vessell, The
chambers would be connected
with an air pipe leading to the
highest point on the mast or
funnell.

The captain could release air
chambers in various parts of the
ship, and also admit ' water as
ballast.” A ship equipped with
air chambers would have doors
on its sides to permit the free
passage of water.

HERES A QUESTION

OF THE HCUR

Ae Canadlm Cultivating
Extravagant Tastes?

Are Canadians loyal to their
own vegetable and fruit growers
asks the Natural Resources In-
telligence Service of the Depart-
ment of the Interior,

A glance at the reports of for-
eign vegetables and fruits im-
ported .into this country gives
reason for serious thought as to
whether we are not cultivating
an extravagant taste for jJout-of=
season and imported vegetables
and fruits.

For instance, in the month of
January of this year, we bought
from the United States 2,086.665
pounds of ordinary potatoes, valu
ed at $25.372, in a year when
there were ample supplies of
Canadian potatoes available,
while in January of 1921 we
bought but 95 865 pounds, valued
at $2,341. We bought $2,342
worth of cabbage in January_this
year, against $1,730 last January.
in the past fiscal year we bought
outside of Canada 1,034,866 bus-
hels of ordinary potatoes, valued
at $835, 497, and cabbage yalued
at $253,379 or more than a mill-
ion dollars spent outside of this
country for these two vegetables
while we had plenty of them at
home.

For canned vegetables, such as
beans, peas, corn and tomatoes,
we spent $601,675 in the twelve
months outside of Canada. In
fruits, we bought in the United
States in the twelve months 172,-
101,064 pounds of dried apples,
worth $32,906, or $900,832 for
imported apples while Canada
holds the world's record for
quality, and has ample supplies.
Other fruits which we bought in
large quantities' were, plums,
$835,212; strawberries $764,593;
Pears $507,859; peaches $608,318;
grapes $862,298. For bananas
we paid $4,194,017, for oranges
$7.409,805 and for lemons #$1,-

029,569.

This large quantity of vege-
tables and fruit was purchased
by Canadians in large part while
the growers of these products in
Canada were searching for mar=
kets in which to sell their pro-|
ducts. *

Canada is so geographically
situated that sheis for a pertion
of the year, dependent for variety
in fresh fruits on more southerly
countries but there appears to be
a tendency to unduly cultivate
the taste for imported fruit. Un-
doubtedly a great p rtion of the
money sent out of Canada for
these products could be sent
with our own vegetable and fruit
growers, to the benefit of thef
original growers, and of the coun-
try as a-whole. It would be
worth while for dealers to give
this matter serious thought and
try to intensify the demand for
Canadian produce. °

urged the necessity of developing the
cooperation spirit in the fishing industry.

The pro-
ducer, he stated, should have a reason-
able thought for the consumer with
