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Qar Wﬁhr Mail Service.

THE winter;mail service between
this Province and the mainland
of the Dominion has always been
attended with more or less irregu-
larity and scarcely a winter has
passed since Confederation, that
this service has not been subject-
ed to considerable criticism in the
public press. The problem of a
thoroughly satisfactory winter
mail service is, iri ‘consequence of
our insular position, & Tecessarily
difficult one, and up to the pres-
ent time no practical solution of
it has been offered that meets the
case in all its phases. While this
is so, however, it is but re&sona.ple
to expect that those charged with

ernment that Senator Wood was re-
quired to pot a special train on the
route but {there seems to be no evidence
that any such proposition has ever
been made. Therd is evidence, how-
ever to the effect that the contract of
bringing the mails up and dowu py
gleighs has been given to parties who
are ardent Grits, while SBenator Wood,
as in well known, is a Conservative.

As a matter of fact, the mails
seem to be handled in the same way as
80 many sacks of grain.or anyordinary

be raised at once whether Canada
would not be acting wisely to as-
sist Newfound!and in an effective
fishery protective service in the
interests of both countries. Can-
ada is needlessly spending a great
many times over much more than
this combined service would need,
and to very much less useful pur-
