PURSE-SEINE
PROHIBITION.

Premier Morris is due in the city 
this evening and will no doubt 
promptly lay before the Executive 
Council the terms demanded by the 
United States to abandon the refer­
ence to the Fishery Expert Commis­
sion at the Hague of the fishery re­
gulations in dispute.

We can hardly credit that America 
has made the astounding request fo.' 
free bait, but in view of C^apt. Cork- 
um’s request for permission to bus- 
herring in Placentia Bay, it is by no 
means improbable.

To such a demand there can be only 
one reply, and that is a negative one. 
For free baft there must be given a 
free entry in America for Newfound­
land.

It is more probable that America 
asks for the repeal of the prohibition 
of the use of the purse seine; This 
has long been the attitude of the Am­
erican State Department, and was set 
forth in a letter addressed by Con­
gressman Gardner to the Gloucester 
Board of Trade on July 7th, 1906.

So detrimental to the fishery has 
Newfoundland regarded this mode of 
fishing that it is prohibited through 
out our waters—treaty waters or not. 
It cannot therefore be regarded other 
than a bona fide regulation for the 
preservation of the fishery-, which is 
not meant to discriminate against Am­
erican fishermen in favour of local 
fishermen. In general terms, the 
Hague Tribunal laid down in the 
Award the principle that such a re­
gulation was not in conflict with the 
Convention of 1818 and that New 
foundiand was competent to make it

Better let America go to the Hague 
than give way on this matter. Bet­
ter still, wait and see if Canada fails 
in the Reciprocity negotiations; and 
if she does, let these questions hi 
merged in the general and ‘larges 
question of Free Bait for Free Entry 
and a general Reciprocity scheme.

Owing to the importance to the 
public of the conference between the 
City Council and the Public Health 
Officer we determined to give an ex­
tended report of it. To do this it was 
necessary to get in touch with sonic 
one who had been present at the 
meeting. As Mr. Mullaly had a tele­
phone we tried to get in communica­
tion with him. We telephoned him 
and he came down to our office where 
he was interviewed. He told us the 
report in the Daily News as to what 
took place was substantially correct 
and he gave us additional informa­
tion. We make this statement in jus­
tice to Mr. Mullaly and for the infor­
mation of the public and of Dr. Brehnl 
in particular. Mr. Mullaly did not 
seek us. We sought him. He was 
not a volunteer in providing us with 
information. As a public man, hav­
ing to do with a public matter, in 
which the public had a lively interest, 
he was invited to give information, 
and he very properly responded.

This should acquit Mr. Mullaly of 
the charge of seeking the press, with 
malice obvious or otherwise, to make 
statement as to the matter under re­
ference. As to what took place at 
the meeting there is evidently a bona 
fida conflict between Dr. Brehm and 
Mr. Mullaly. A conflict in the testi­
mony of honest withnesses is often 
met with in courts of justice, and in 
this case we do not presume to de- 
çlde between the two witnesses as to 
what took place. Our Information 
is too meagre to cbme to any decision 
in the matter. We are, however, in 
a position to know that Councillor 
Mullaly has never sought the aid of 
the Evening Telegram to carry on a 
petty persecution of Dr. Brehm.

He has been sought by us for infor­
mation and has courteously respond 
ed to our inquiries, and the inquiries, 
replies, and publication have all beer, 
pursued on public matters and for 
the good of the public.
