We wonder whether the Government 
will be as prompt In remitting the fine 
Inflicted on the Fishermen’s Union 
man yesterday at Catalina as they 
were in releasing Bishop from the 
Penitentiary for kicking Sir vRobert 
Bond over the wharf at Western Bay 
in 1909. It is perfectly ridiculous, to 
use a euphemism of Sir Edward Mor­
ris In his defence of the Hon. Donald 
Mortson’s Orange Bay letter, to im­
agine that Ryan remembered the law, 
if he acted as he has been adjudged 
guilty of doing at Catalina. There 
is no doubt there was considerable ex­
citement on the wharf at Catalina on 
the occasion referred, and It would be 
absurd, as Sir Edward Morris would 
put it, to hold that be did not forget 
the law In his excitement, and he 
should be entitled to as much consid­
eration for his state of excitement as 
Bishop was by the Hon. Donald Mori- 
son and his oolleagues, and to at least 
as much forbearance as a poor un­
educated fisherman for forgetting the 
law, as the Governor, the Prime Min­
ister and his .colleagues extended to 
the legally well-educated and ex­
perienced Attorney General. What is 
sauce for the goose is sauce for the 
gander.

Ccaker and Lloyd are political 
“gun men,” according to the Hon. P. 
T. McGrath. Thanks, for the ac­
knowledgement. As we showed yes­
terday, Sir Edward Morris was 
squealing at Bonne Bay because thb 
Editor of the Telegram had hurt him. 
But Sir Edward Is not the only poli­
tician whom our political gun has hit 
and hit badly. There is the Hon 
Donald Morison. Both have been hit 
and hurt by the political guns of 
Coaker and Lloyd. What the fisher­
men think of both of them now was 
demonstrated by the condemnatory 
resolutions passed at Bongvista. Mc­
Grath. too, has a gun, but it kicked 
and hit the gunman, and led to the 
burning of him in effigy by three 
thousand fishermen. Morris is mak­
ing good for an early exit from pow­
er. The people are tired of him. Thev 
want Sit Robert Bond back to power, 
and what they want they will Insist 
on having. By the way, our queries

remaip unanswered. Why is Morris 
increasing the membership of the 
Legislative Council, and why is, lie 
putting in three fish buyers. The 
fishermen would dearly like to know.

It will be noticed that we have re­
ceived a prompt refutation of the de­
famatory statement of McGrath that 
outport people avoid us. We direct 
the attention of our readers to he let­
ter from Mr. Coaker, In which he deals 
with the Ryan case, and in which he 
makes it known that the fishermen of 
Port de Grave have invited us over 
there with him to address them at a 
public meeting.

Needs of the
Cape Shore.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In a recent issue of the 

Pioindealer, a letter appeared, signed 
‘Resident,’ deploring the want of r? 
doctor on the Cape Shore, and con­
demning the want of a bridge over the 
Placentia Gut. The writer, sure, 
could only express a self opinion on 
those two very important subjects, es­
pecially so in asking the Government 
to assist in the support and upkeep 
of a doctor.

I sincerely regret to say that the 
people of St. BÏfàe'sjpB ranch and the 
Cape Shore have noi the advantage 
of a physician, resident in that por­
tion of the District; owing to some 
reasons. One is that for a doctor to 
reside at St. Bride's, he would want 
to see how he was going to live, and 
to know the sources from which he 
could draw the money for his support 
and expenses. I would like to see 
some organization formed by the peo­
ple that could induce a doctor to re­
side here. Up to the present no such 
arrangement has been made. There 
are at present two doctors at Pla- 
Cfntia proper, Neil McKendrick and 
Dr. Lynch. Dr. McKendrick has liv­
ed at Placentia for the past thirty 
years, and- always attended calls on 
the Cape Shore while he' enjoyed 
good health. I can safely say he de­
voted the best part of his life to the 
P'ople of Placentia, Placentia Bay 
and the Cape Shore. Hia* highest 
charge was small indeed. Dr. McKen- 
drick is a man of sterling reputation 
and excellence, kind and charitable. 
The people love and esteem him as a 
doctor and a gentleman. Dr. Lynch 
replaces at present, the above-named 
physician, who is, I regret to say, in 
a delicate state of health. Dr. Jl.ynch 
decs not charge anything extra for 
calls on the Cape Shore, but paying 
twelve dollars for here from Placentia 
to St. Bride’s, combined with the 
doctor's charge, makes the sum a lit­
tle smart. Still the inconvenience of 
the rough, mountainous road is to be 
considered, also the saving of a life 
by a doctor, and in many instances 
the saving of two lives, is to be 
thought of and compared with the ex­
penditure of only a few mortal dol­
lars after all.

Dr. Lynch, when called on, Is al- 
tays on- time and often at the risk 
>f his own health. It has recently 
happened that he has had three calls 
ver this road from Placentia to St. 
’ride's, during one week and each 
ne was most urgent and was willing- 
y attended by him.

Another uncalled-for remark was 
gainst the bridge across Placentia 

lut. How absurd! What a p repos­
erons idea! A short time ago a pe- 

-ition was signed by clergy, doctors! 
nagistrates, officials and numerous 

voters to be presented to the Gover­
nor in Council after the meeting of 
he Legislature in 1913, for the press- 
fig necessity* thérè is-, for stich a 
structure over the treacherous wa­
ters and sweeping tides of the ever- 
fatal Gut. Look at the immense traf­
fic over this neck of water and the 
many tons of luggage to be brought 
safely over and also the risk of get­
ting thousands of dollars’ worth of 
■ives and cattle safely landed on thA 
iersey Side, to be shipped by train 
for St. John’s. This inconvenience 
lone prevents cattle' buyers from 

coming here. There are yet several 
"at cattle waiting to Tie sold at St. 
Bride’s^and Branch, but owing to the 
lateness of the season and the delay 
and trouble of crossing the Gut, the 
trade is stopped. Even admitting an 
improvement in the ferry system, af- 
'er all it’is only changed or improved 
from the Surrogate’s time from a 
aunt to a frail- wooden gasolene 
boat, scarcely sufficient to take pas­
sengers with safety.

The getting" a bridge across the 
Guj. and having the train and station 
in the town of Placentia, will be a 
stepping stone to a branch line of 
railway^ built on the Cape Shore, to 
bring this prosperous fishing coast 
in touch with many settlements, rich 
pastures and agricultural lands in 
close touch with more civilized im­
provements. It’s only a distance of 
il • miles from Placentia to Cape St. 
Mary’s, the prosperous fishing 
grounds of Newfoundland, that nev­
er yet failed. We now hope to' get 
the branch railway built over this 
section and In years to come, the 
trade on this line will pay back In 
full and over-flowing measures. After 
all, It’s only a matter of a few thous­
and dollars granted from the mil­
lions now taken in for revenue.

saying that the Porté has said the last 
word in reply to the Allies’ ultimatum 
regarding Adrianople and the Islands 
rf the Aegean Sea.

Plunges into River 
When Bridge Collapsed.
EIGHT MEN WERE KILLED AND 

FIFTEEN OTHERS INJURED.

Failed to Heed Warning.
It was said that four more iron 

workers were missing. A crew of 
thirty or more iron workers were em­
ployed in repairing the bridge when 
the freight train appeared on the main 
track. Some of them, believing the 
structure to have been weakened left 
their posts, but others laughed at 
danger and were carried down with 
the wreckage when the bridge" col­
lapsed under the weight of the"train. 
The fireman of the engine, it was re­
ported, refused to cross the bridge 
and witnessed the accident.

Many Were Drowned,
False work had been placed under 

the Bridge while the repairs had 
been made, and those in charge be­
lieved it to be safe for railway travel. 
But the river had risen during the 
night, and It is reported so weakened 
the false work thht it collapsed, al­
lowing the bridge to go down.

The iron workers were thrown into 
the water and some of them were 
drowned, but others swam ashore. 
Spectators who were watching the 
men at work gave the alarm and phy­
sicians were summoned from here. 
All the traffic on the railroad will be 
tied up until a temporary bridge can 
be built.

Marshall
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The Late 
Whitelaw Reid.

When Whitelaw Held died, Ameri­
can journalism lost one of the most 
forceful figures it has ever known, and 
the American nation one of its most 
distinguished . citizens. His career 
stands as a monument not only to 
great personal abilities, but also to 
the towering opportunities offered by 
the profession of which he was a 
jnember for nearly half a century.

Born a poor boy in an obscure town 
In Ohio, he used his personal capaci­
ties as the power, and journalism as 
the fulcrum, by which he made his 
'Way to the very top of contemporary 
greatness.

A newspaper editor at twenty-one, 
one of the founders of the Republican 
party and earliest supporters of Lin­
coln, a widely known war correspond­
ent at twenty-five, managing editor of 
the ' New York Tribune at thirty — 
successor of Greeley as its editor and 
proprietor, all his life one of the con­
spicuous leaders of a great party, 
.candidate for Vice-Presidency of the 
,United States in 1892, "minister of this 
nation to France for four years, twice 
Its representative on important spe­
cial lussions to England, peace com­
missioner for the negotiation of the 
treajy With Spain, and finally, as a 
crown to his great career, holder for 
seven years of the highest place in 
the diplomatic service of his country 
jWhitelaw, Reid’s was à life crowded 

. With achievements and honors, with 
opportunités proffered and availed of. 
with great g.nd honorable ambitions 
honestly pursued and so completely 
satisfied that life left him almost 
pothing for which to wish.

His is a record worthy of the bes 
i>f the sons of the "Republic Whicl 
Is Opportunity.” Yet he started with 
nothing. Efficiency, a fine mind, cap­
acity for hard work, grit, self denial 
Sand doggedness were the steps by 
.which he climbed above the. multi­
tude, and journalism was the ladder 
which he chose for his ascension. He 
Was the personal friend of the King 
of England, who broke all diplomatic 

"precedents by himself notifying the 
President of the United States of the 
death of the American Ambassador. 
In his messages to England’s king 
and to Mrs. Reid, President Taft 
itruly said that Mr. Reid’s death end­
ed one of the most notable careers 
of the long line of great men who 
have represented America in ÎEngland, 
referred to ttye friendly hospitality 
by which he had made thousands of 
his countrymen feel at home in Lon­
don, and ended by expressing the hope 
that the thought of the great name 
Mr. Reid left behind him would in 
time mitigate the grief of those who 
mourned his death.

To have made his way by the 
ïournaiistic ladder to a place where 
pe ranked with such distinguished 

iredecessors as the poet James Rus- 
Lowell, the statesman Thomas F. 

ard, the scolarly jurist Joseph 
te and the great historian John 
rop Motley, was an achievement 

tor the poor boy from Ohio that makes 
svery American, and especially every 

tryman of his who is engaged in 
ipaper work, proud of him.

over seventy years, as news- 
editor, man of letters, politi- 
diplomat and Man, Whitelaw

Reid never wavered in his cons tancy 
to the higëst principles.

His life was long list of splendid 
service rendered, his death a ljss to 
an entire nation, and his career will 
forever be an inspiration to the best 
among his countrymen.—New spaper- 
dc:ft.

First and foremost he gave them 
the means of making their influehce 
felt.

He fought for freedom from Freticli 
oppression, and after a long and sus­
tained fight, in which he took the 
leading part, succeeded in obtain ijig 
such a settlement of the harrassing 
and embarrassing French Shore Ques­
tion that has resulted in putting to 
rest the French Shore difficulties. The 
fishermen who live on that shore and 
those who go there to follow their 
calling have good cause to bless, the 
name of Bond for what he did for 
them in that matter, and tïfey are not 
likely to forget it.

Bond rescued the country from the 
calamity which the Bank Crash had 
cast upon it. Here is what Morris 
himself said about Bond at that time,
