Internal conditions In 
Russia must still 
main a mystery. The 
garbled reports coming 

In dally from all sources cannot be 
accepted as authority, that the situa­
tion in that unhappy country is In 
any way being relieved. For the past 
few days we have not deemed It 
worthy the Intelligence of oür read­
ers, to give space in our columns to 
the various contradictory and con­
fusing dispatches received. That they 
are obviously inspired by either Pe- 
trograd or Berlin, according to the 
source from which they are sent, Is at 
once noticeable, and even news of 
Russia coming from and through 
neutral countries bears easily dis­
tinguishable ear-marks. We have 
been hearing one day that Russia has 
made peace with the Central Powers: 
the next day comes a report that 
peace has not yet been made, but that 
It is expected shortly. And mean­
while German and Bolshevik! soldiers 
are engaged in fighting each gfhor 
while the numerous warring factions 
In the Muscovite country are teaming 
at each others throats. Outside, the 
enemy is hammering at the gates; 
inside civil war and internecine 
strife is raging. What the end will 
be no one can tell. But it will be 
very pleasing indeed if the trouble 
which Germany originally stirred up, 
proves a boomerang. That even at 
the present time it is not all beer and 
skittles with the Hun, in his at­
tempt at conquering Russia, Is shown 
by the resistance, feeble it is true, but 
yet sufficiently strong to keep him 
busy, which some of the better class 
of the soldiers is putting up. So far, 
the Russian elements have not per­
ceived that it is the absolute subju­
gation of this country, which the 
Germans have in view. Too busy j 
squabbling among themselves to take 
time to look around and note the 
trend of events, they have permitted 
the Kaiser’s hordes to approach their 
innermost guard, and now when the 
deluge is upon them they have no ark 
into which to take refuge. By their 
perfidious conduct toward the Allies, 
they havve tost any protection and 
assistance which under earlier con­
ditions, would have been sent them. 
With protests of never breaking off 
their alliance with the Entente Pow­
ers, added to specious and vain 
promises to carry on the war, their 
exhausted coffers were replenished, 
their navy and army was supplied 
and munitioned, everything was done 
by which as a power she could wage 
a successful fight, yet foresworn and 
unashamed, permeated by Hun in­
trigue, both at Court and among the 
people, Russia laid down her arms in 
the face of the enemy and retired from 
s struggle, which but for her, would 
never have been entered upon, there­
by making an amazing display of the 
basest ingratitude, which is perhaps, 
unparalleled in the annals of any 
nation.

tention the war messages of the last 
few days, will have noticed that the 
tyrannous terms of peace which Ger­
many seeks to impose upon Russia 
include the abandonment of Armenia 
to the full fiendish power of Turkey.
Everyone knows what' that means, 
though too few feel it. We have writ­
ten before of Armenia, of the relent­
less persecution of her people, who 
are being slowly exterminated by the 
Turks through massacre and starva­
tion; we return to it again to remind 
our reads that the pitiful cry for help 
which goes out from its borders 
grows not fainter but louder and 
more heartrending. We here in New­
foundland have not answered it as we 
might There have beei» other calls 
to answer, it is true, but they have 
left room for this one also, for it is 
not much that is asked of anyone. A 
little from many is far better than 
much from one. If there is one vir-' ever7 sympathy is offered.
tue which has had a re-birth in this 
world of suffering and tragedy, one 
virtue which makes atonement for 
much of the sin that has caused it, it 
is that of sympathy and compassion, 
and we in this Island have had sad 
enough reason to be rich in it to-day. 
The line which Heyne with justice 
deemed the finest in all Virgil is that 
in which Dido welcomes shipwrecked 
Aeneas to her palace: “Non ignara 
mail, miseris succurrere disco—My­
self not ignorant of suffering, I learn 
to succour the wretched." One half 
the world has unconscibusly adopted 
the words as its motto. "I did not 
know that men could be so noble," 
wrote a British doctor from the front, 
speaking of the daily acts of self- 
sacrifice and mercy that he saw 
around him, and he thanked God for 
the war which brought such qualities 
out in such a way! We do not think 
that Newfoundland possesses them in 
any less measure than other places. 
The men who risked their lives to 
save the Florlsel survivors were no 
different from others in the Island; 
a doomed ship was to them simply an 
object of the performance of a simple 
duty, to be don* without any thought

to all with whom he was brought In 
contact. Though a lover of the home 
circle, he yet found time for social 
activity. The late Mr. Daley was 45 
years old. He leaves a widow, daugh­
ter of Inspector O’Reilly, I.S.O., and 
five children to mourn ■’heir loss.

X. O’DRISCOLL
Who is numbered with the missing 

in the Florizel disaster, was a gen­
eral favorite in the city. In ath­
letics he ever took a leading part and 
his interest in all manly sports was 
well known. During his college term 
he was the friend alike of teachers 
and associates, and in business ex­
hibited all those traits which make 
for the confidence of employers, and 
the respect of clients. J’or many years 
Mr. O’Driscoll was accountant at Job’s 
and was in the employ of this firm at 
the time of his death.

The remains of three men washed 
ashore from the illfated Florizel at 
Cappahayden on Monday morning and 
brought to the city by the Trepassey 
train at noon yesterday, were later 
identified at the morgue as the bodies 
of ex-Lance Corporal Joseph Mull- 
owney of this city, John Forest of 
Charlottetown, P.E.I., and Alezandro 
Francisco Griezuria, a Spanish fire-
mft.ii,

Ex-LanceCorporal Joseph Mullow- 
ney of the first 600 Royal Nfld. Regi­
ment, served at Gallipoli where he 
suffered greatly from frostbitten feet 
He was invalided home only last 
spring and some time during the sum­
mer was given his honorable dis­
charge. In company with his wife 
and little boy 8e took passage on the 
illfated Florizel for New York from 
where he intended to proceed to Phil­
adelphia. As already told in the 
Telegram his wife and child are num­
bered with the missing, thus a whole 
family was wiped out in that terrible 
disaster. The late Mrs. Mullowney 
was formerly Miss O’Neil, of Avon­
dale, and was married about eight 
years ago. The remains have been 
inclosed in a handsome casket by 
Undertaker Carnell, and removed to 
the home of Mr. John Mullowney, 
father of the deceased, 297 Water 
St West The funeral will take place 
on Thursday afternoon and interment 
will be at Belvidere. As the deceas­
ed was an honorably discharged sol­
dier, it is not unlikely that his re­
mains will be given a military fun­
eral.

The late John Forest was a native 
of Charlottetown, P.E.L and a seaman 
of long standing. At the time of his 
death he was accompanying Captain 
James Bartlett, Charles Howell, Bo­
ber Pearcey and Joseph Stockley, who 
were to comprise the crew of the 
schooner Jessie Ashley, now at 
Portland, Maine, recently purchased 
by Tessier & Co. Of those mention­
ed Stockley is the only survivor.

The latest Install­
ment consists of a series of docu­
ments tending to show that the Bol­
sheviki movement In Russia has been 
financed by Germany.

Among these documents Is a cir­
cular, dated March 2, 1917, from the 
German Imperial Bank to all repre­
sentatives In Switzerland, Instructing 
them to honor all demands tor money 
from Nikolai Lenine, M. Zinovieff, 
Leon Trotzky. M. Kameneff, one of 
the Russian representatives at the 

BrestvLitovsk peace negotiations; M. 
Souemenson, and Mazsta Koslovsky,

, who has been described as the chief 
I German agent in Russia, all ot whom 
have .taken a prominent part In the 
Bolsheviki movement, as well as to 
Madame Alexandra Kollantay, a sup­
porter of Lenine and now in charge 
of the Bolsheviki Department of Pub­
lic Welfare; General Slvers fund M. 
Mercaln. The money was to be paid, 
"under certain conditions."

Another document Is a letter dated 
Stockholm, September 21, 1917, from 
Y. Purstenburg to Raphael Schawann 
at Haparanda, reading;

"Honored Comrade: Varburg’s 
bank on- receipt of a telegram from 
the President of the Rheinische, 
Westphalia Syndicate, has opened an 
account of the Comrade Trotzky’s 
enterprise. The lawyer has brought 
arms and arranged for their convey­
ance as far as Luluea and Yards. In­
struct the firm of Essen Sons at Lul­
uea as to whom they are to be con­
signed, and the name ot the confi­
dential person to whom the sum ask­
ed for by Comrade Tritzky Is to be 
paid over."

Other letters announce the payment 
to Lenine of sums varying from 150,- 
000 to 300,000 marks.

'The chief feature of 
the programme which followed, was 
a round table discussion on the-sub­
ject, among which were the follow­
ing questions: What should be the 
aim of a Sunday School teacher? 
Have we teacher training classes in 
connection with our Sunday Schools 
or not, and if not why not? What is 
the big boy problem: ' how are we 
solving it? What should be the aim 
of a teacher study class? Can the 
best teaching be done without it? 
What can a Superintendent do dur­
ing the week to increase the efficiency 
of his school? The discussion of 
these questions proved so profitable 
and interesting that the session had 
to be extended. A concensus of 
opinion was that the Sunday School 
was the best field for Christian work, 
and the one calculated to give the 
best and most lasting results. The 
importance of this work called for 
strong leadership, thoroughly equip­
ped teachers, and the real co-opera­
tion and sympathy of all parents, and 
it is hoped that under the inspiration 
of the institute all will endeavor to 
translate into practice the visions re­
ceived and the ideas expressed.

HEADY FOR DRIVE.
LONDON, Feb. 26. 

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 
A Reuter despatch from French head­
quarters dated the 25th February 
says that as the season advances and 
the shadow of the expected German 
offensive looms larger it is comfort­
ing to know that the French are 
ready in every sector on a long line 
to meet the blow wherever- it falls. 
Behind the French front, as behind 
the British front, the winter has been 
the time of silent and methodical pre­
paration. Innumerable miles of 
trenches have been dug, communica­
ting roads have been improved, fresh 
and monstrous growths of wire spring 
upon every road and field through 
’frhich the Germans may advance. Ar­
tillery and munitions are ready in 
quantities. The Germans have never 
before encountered such preparation, 
but an even surer and stronger de­
fence is the unconquerable spirit of 
the French army. They are ready as 
they have always been and better 
prepared than ever before.

NEW RECRUITING CAMPAIGN.
MELBOURNE, Ans., Feb. 26.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)- 
Premier Hughes has announced the 
Government’s recruiting proposals. 
Thq main points are a 33 percentum 
increase in separation allowances, an 
individual appeal to all men of mili­
tary age and also a decision by a 
high court judge monthly, as to the 
numbers necessary for reinforce­
ments.

Sydney, New South Wales, Feb. 26.

The Irish Convention.
Westminster Gazette: If for some 

little time past we have been pilent 
cm the subject of the Irish Conven­
tion, we hope and believe that our 
attitude is not likely to be misunder­
stood. Our earnest desire is that the 
Convention will find it possible to 
come to an-agreement, and will Li­
able to come to Parliament to ask 
tor sanction to a settlement the work 
of Irishmen who in the past have 
profoundly differed from each other. 
But in all the circumstances we : 
felt that little would be gained by 
the reiteration of views which it is 
well known we have always held i 
the question of Irish self-government 
There are others whose voice is far 
more likely to t)e potent in making 
a settlement easy and possible, and 
we trust that the advice which is be­
ing tendered will be most carefully 
weighed and considered by those 
to .whom the appeal is made. One 
thing and one thing only we permit 
ourselve sto say—that in this matter 
what is of real Importance is not 
pledges hut present necessities.

Final Decree in
Appam Case.

Norfolk. Va, February 8.—A final 
decree was filed in the Federal Court 
here yesterday in the case of the 
British steamer Appam, captured in 
the Atlantic by the German raider 
Moewe, and brought to Hapmton 
Roads by Lieutenant Hans Berg and a 
German prize crew. The court pre­
viously had awarded the ship and her 
cargo to the owners, the British and 
African Steamship Company, and to­
day's action finally disposed of the 
litigation.

The court to-day ordered that the 
costs of the case, totalling $4,447.15, 
be deducted from the residue of funds 
belonging to Berg and the Imperial 
German Government, consisting of 
cash captured on the Appam and 
moneys deposited with the court dur­
ing the litigation. This sum, $327,- 
768.86, less the costs, was ordered 
placed to the credit of the alien pro­
perty custodian.
