It is seldom that the venerable
Canon Smith and myself do not agree
in everything bearing upon our
country, our history and ‘tradition,
but, I must say that I do not think
that the Rev. James Kemp was any
relative of the principals in the great
firm of Messrs. George and James
Kemp with headquarters in Carbon-
ear. I freely admit that I am not well
versed in the Church History of our
cquntry, although.l possess a fairly
good knowledge of our resources,
such as fisheries, lumbering, our mer-
cantile marine, etc., etc. The fact is
I have always left that subject to
those fully qualified to handle it, and
undoubtedly the Canon can handle it
as well as any man in the country.
For myself, I prefer to carry out the
old maxim, “Sutor ne supra crepidam
judicat,” which translated would in-
dicate the familiar and homely ex-
pression, “Let the cobbler stick to his
last.” But it is by telling all we
know that we will get affairs right,
and I am always prepared to receive
any cnrrection from any person, so
long as he is not one of those wor-
thies who takes refuge under the
hedge-badge of anonymity. If he
does, life is too short, and that: set-
tles it. However, I do not think that
one of the Kemp family of Carbonear
would have been in the ministry in
Newfoundland without my having
heard of it, and I shall now gzive a
brief biographical skefch of the
Kemps, so often mentionped by Mr.
Kelson in his letters.

The Kemp Family.

George Kemp did a very large busi-
mess in connection with his brother
James in Carbonear and Brigus for
many years as supplying merchants
under the firm-name of George &
James Kemp & Co., Poole being the
headquarters. John Gosse, the bro-
ther-in-law of George Kemp was the
agent at Carbonear for many years,
and he had also control of the Brigus
business. Their premises in Carbon-
ear were very extensive, a portion of
which has been owned by ‘the late
Hon. John Rorke, merchant, and is
still held by his descendants, but it
forms a very small portion of what
was owned by G. & J. Kemp & Co. A

vessel to the West Indies to sell the
cargo and purchase & return cargo of
molasses, sugar and rum, where he
caught the yellow fever and died.
He left three children, Thomas, Mary

A Familiar Name.

Shortly after Mr. Chancey’s death,
John Gosse went to Poole and there
entered into partnership with a

wealthy banker, William Fryer. Fry-,

er said to Gosse, “I have no know-
ledge of ships, Newfoundland trade,
ete. You will have to reside in Poole
and have the chief management of
the business, then who will have
charge in Newfoundland?”’ Gosseé. re-

plied, “There is a young man named

Robert Pack, who was brought up
under me in the business -of the
Kemps in Carbonear. He is now mar-
ried and doing a small business in
Bay Roberts. If you will approve we
will take him into partnership and
place him in charge of the Newfound-
land trade, which, in my opinion, is
better than having an agent there.”
This was agreed to, and the new
firm-name was Fryer, Gosse & Pack
in Poole, and Gosse, Pack & Fryer in
Newfoundland.  The firm-name con-
tinued until the death of the senior
members, Fryer & Gosse. Their *suc-
cessors, a son of each, who continued
the trade out of compliment to Rob-
ert Pack, placed his name first in
Newfoundland, viz., Pack, Gosse &
Fryer.
Took Wife’s Name,

In 1804 Henry Corbin Watts became
agent for Geo. & James Kemp & Co.,
and acted in that capacity for ten
years, when he retired to go into
business for himself. In the mean-
time George Kemp, Jr.,, son of the
head of the firm of Geo. & Jas. Kemp,
spent two summers and one winter in
Carbonear. He did not like to reside
there permanently, consequently on
H. C. Watts notifying G. & J. Kemp
that he purposed going into business
for himself they sent out Mr. John
Elson to take his place as their agent,
with the request that H. C. Watts
would continue to act for them for a
year or two longer until Mr. Elson
should have acquired sufficient know-
ledge of the trade and business of the
country to qualify him to take full
charge and management of their busi-
ness, which he did.

What I mean
by going to such an expense for
hands is this, there are no trades-
men here but what are old hired ser-
vants at the other Houses, and it
would be impossible to get any of
them without offering advanced wa-
ges. These people in general are
married and settled with families, and
each would require a serparate house
to live in, firewood ,etc. This, of

The export of frozen fish in
quantities is not by any means
a new industry for Newfound-
land, though perhaps the re-
cent innovation of “;shipping a
full cargo is”more novel than
continuous, and it is to be re-
gretted  that the, gnterprise
which. prompted the initial and
.apparently profitable experi-
ment was not carried ' further.
There are many problems con-
nected with the preservation of
fresh fish for exportation, and
fish shipping countries have,
for years past, been paying the
closest attention to them with
a view to ultimately overcoming
existing difficulties and mak-
ing the freésh fish export trade
a venture in which every one
will be able to compete.

The old methods of using ice
and snow have not proven suc-
cessful 'when the destination is
far distant from the shipping
point. Indeed on the short
route, by rail or steamer from
the West Coast to St. John’s
unless during the cold season,
the ordinary cooling process
has not been sufficient to keep
fishin a good state of preserva-
t!ﬁn, and consequently there is
16 trade in fresh fish for at
léﬁst eight months in the year,
a“state; of affairs which should
pat exist’ when -modern pro-
césses of refrigerator trans-
pértation by land or water are
available.

If then it is impossible to
maintain a regular annual trade
in fresh fish from the outports
to the city, because of a lack of
facilities for keeping these food
products in a fit cendition for
consumption -during: transport
and after arrival at market
How much -more difficult is it,
with present cmide methods, to
establish a regular and continu-
ous trade in the“expert of cod,
salmon, halibut, herring and
other fishes, to the Dominion of
Canada, where a constant de-
mand for salt water fish is ever
maintained.

We have not, as have other
fish-producing countries, steam-
ers equipped#with cold . cham-
bers, -nor ‘have we any avail-
able refrigerating vahs on our
trains. For one of the biggest
fishing centres of the world we
are more than backward. Other
countries are investigating and
trying out preservative meth-
ods, in order that their exports
of frozen fresh fish may be in-
creased. With but one or two
exceptions Newfoundland ap-
pears to. be content to plod
along in the old ruts, and no at-
tempt whatever is being made
to - introduce the methods
which other . countries are
adopting, and which are easily
adapted to local conditions.

A great objection to the
shipping of frozen fish is the
difficulty of getting i# iuto
packages of a suitable and con-
venient - size for retailers.
Every shipper knows how awk-
ward it is_to get hard €
fish, because of i
less curved-form, in

A

fish exporting = countries, as
well, many experiments have
taken place, partieularly in Nor-
way, to determine whether or
not it was practicable to freeze
fish after packing. These ex-:
periments have been successful
and patents have been taken
out for the process. which has.
been ‘wsed-withi highly sugcess-
ful results, the"fish for .export;
reaching its - gestination: in-a
perfectly solid state. It would
be worth while to * experiment
with this process in Newfound-
land, for until we are in a posi-
tion to arrange for cold stor-
age on ships and trains our
fresh fish export trade will not
reach any gigantic proportions,
and the industry will be limit-
ed to small shipments, such as
are made from the West Coast,
to points in Canada not any far-
ther than St. John New Bruns-
wick.

Freezing in the package may
enlarge the present range of
trade and make it possible to
send consignments to Western
Canada at any season of the
year. It is worth trying.

Is He Afraid ?

This time it is Princeton, B.B,
which denounces, timeservers at the
request of Mr. Coaker.

It might be
fancied that if Mr. Coaker were any-
body else but the Coaker he has
shown himself to be recently, he
would welcome his opponents to the
constituencies he so proudly calls his
own, rather than attempt to persuade
them not to come. If he is so strong
in the district, surely he should wel-
come rather than endeavour to repel
opposition. People must only come
to the conclusion that Mr. Coaker is
feeling decidedly shaky about his
Bonavista chances, and that he is do-
ing all this shouting in erder to en-
deavour to frighten Mr. Morine and
keep his own courage up at the same
time.

The fisher-
men who catch the fish and are pay-
ing the highest prices will positively
not be able to sell at the pre-war
prices, with flour $14.50 a barrel,
perk $566, beef 43, salt $4.70, and all
other outfit accordingly high. It is
unreasonable to expect that prices of
dry fish will suffer a decline to figures
that prevailed befor the zar. If the
principal food products showed any
promise of decline, it would be logical
to count on a codfish decline accord-
ingly, but there is no hope of any big
decline the coming Fall. The only
commodity that will be likely to fall
down a few dollars is flour.

Pearlers’ Profits.

“For a capital of £300, it is pos-
sible to find a fortune and in any case
to make sufficient money in a few
years to retire comfortably.”

This statement was made to the
writer a few days ago by one of the
largest precious stone merchants in
London, when talking of the profits
of pearl fishing.

“The demand for pearls is far
greater than the supply,” he contin-
ued,
several men, including two Army of-
ficers, attracted by the adventure of
the undertaking, to try pearl fishing
in the South Seas. £100 for passage
and expenses; £80 for a lugger, £80
for, gear, crew and stores for six
months, leaving £40 for emergencies,
is the total outlay.

The first six months fishing sheuld
yield at least two tons of mother-of-
pearl shell. This sells in a market
which fluctuates between £100 and
£200 a ton, and will cover all initial
outlay. In addition, of course, there
is always the possibility of finding
good pearls, which may be worth any-
thing from £50 to £1,000 each.

MR. HAWKER’S GREAT FLYING'
RECORD.

Mr. Harry George Hawker is old for
active work in the air, as airmen
reckon age. He is now 38, but—a
lifelong teetotaler and non-smoker—
he does mot look his years. Born in
South Australia, Hawker was first
known as a daring and skilful com-
petitor. in motor-races. ‘When he
came to England he took his pilot’s
certificate at Brooklands, and was en-
gaged by Mr. T. M. Sopwith.

He soon wor a reputation as a skil-
ful and daring pilot. In 1912 he won
the Michelin Prize, and the next year
was a competitor in the Daily Mail
“Round Britain” competition, when he
covered 1,040 miles out of the total
of 1,540. Just before the war he
went back on a visit to Australia,
where he gave demonstration flights
in an aeroplane of his own construc-
tion.

During the war he was testing ma-
chines for the Sopwith Company. In
1915 he made a British height “re-
cord” at Hendon, only to beat it him-
self the next year at. Brooklands,
when, in a Sopwith fighting plane,
he attained 24,408 feet.

Sturdily built and of middle height,
Hawker is cherful, genial, and mod-
est. He was confident of success in
the Atlantic flight, but confident in no

Mackenzie-
Grieve, on the other hand, has shown
that it is possible to navigate an aero-
plane 1,100 miles over the sea through
unknown winds and without speaking
a single ship, and to be at the end of
that time no more than a mile or two
from the track he had prescribed for
himself.—The Times.

Drove U-Boat Away

Salvage Compenutiop for a British
Submarine.

Whether a British submarine was

entitled to salvage compensation for

services rendered to two neutral ships |
which had been attacked by a U-boat, '

was decided by Mr. Justice Hill in the
Admiralty Court. The ships, the
Borgila and the Svanfos, both Nor-
wegian cargo vessels, were attacked
by a U-boat on April 15th, 1917. The
British submarine G-7 appeared on
the scene and engaged the U-boat,
ultimately driving it away.

Educated at Winchester = School,
Thomas Arnold, at sixteen won a
scholarship at Corpus Christi College,
Oxford, and three years afterwards,
taking his Bachelor of Arts degree,
with a first class in Classics, he was
elected a Fellow of Oriel College; and
having been ordained, and married, he
prepared for the universitics private
pupils at Laleham, in Middlesex till
in 1827 he was elected headmaster at
Rugby Schooi, which he raised to its
present high position teaching the
boys with confidence, and impress-
ing upon them his own sense of the
value of knowledge and the sacred-
ness of duty. He taught them to
observe the light cast by ancient
Greek and Latin authors upon moral
and -historical questions, and was the
first who added.to these mathematics,
and modern history -and lanugages.
His frequent lessons in Divinity were
full of interest and reverence; but he
was free from “donishness.” and fuill
of fatherly tenderness to his pupils,
who afterwards, in the universities,
army, elsewhere, were observed to be

Historic Pens.

It is a matter for speculation as to
whether the pens that are used for
signing the Treaty of Versailles will
be preserved.

In the French Foreign Office there
is a small collection of historic pens
preserved in a show cag. These range
from the pen with which Bismarck
and Jules Favre signed the armistice
at Versailles on January 28th, 1871, to
that with which Muley Hafid signed
the treaty of March 30th, 1912, giving
the French a protectorate over Mo-
rocco. ;

The collection also includes the pen
used by President McKinley and M.
Cambon when they arranged the pre-
liminaries of peace between Spain and
the United States, and the one with
which Gambetta wrote announcing
the resignation of “le Grand = Minis-
tere.”

The .last relic was presented by M.
Hanotaux when he reigned at the
Quai d’Orsay. The Empress’Eugenie
stil treasures the quill, plucked from
an eagle belonging to the Jardin des
Plantes, which was presented to her
after being used to sign the Treaty
of Paris.
