In Memoriam.
JAMES N. HADDON.

In the death of James N. Haddon, of
Fortune, one of the sterling school
teachers of Newfoundland has passed
away. Mr. Haddon was educated in the
city of St. John’s, his father before
him having been an educationist and
for many years a school inspector. Af-
ter a short term spent in teaching at
Carbonear, Mr. Haddon came to For-
tune, and was for many years the only
teacher there; so that most of the
older generation as well as the young-
er, including many who have left to
seek opportunitty elsewhere, owe their
elementary school training to Mr. Had-
don, and they owe much of their char-
acter formation to his faithful and con-
tinued labours. After the introduction
of the Superior Schools, Mr. Hadden
continued the work of his department
until about half a century of teaching
had been rounded out; and he follow-
ed his calling as one of the most earn-
est and noblest of the men and women
who have thus spent their lives in the
gervice of their community. The boy
or girl who went through Mr. Had-
don’s classes had a thorough element-
ary training in the great essentials
known as the three R’s, which, in spite
of all the additions to our school
courses, still form the equipment of
the great majority who must leave the
schools of all countries to go out early
and make their way in the great world
about them.

Throughout most of the years of his
life at Fortune, Mr, Haddon was also
organist of the Methodist Church, and
in this and other ways contributed a
long and valued service. He retired
from teathing a few years ago;, and
had since been enjoying a well de-
served rest, when - in the midst of
seeming robust health he was stricken
suddenly and passed away after only
a day or two of illness. Not only at
Fortune, but far away, there are many
who deem it a great privilege to have
enjoyed the benefit in their early days,
of the training and example of a man
who taught so faithfully; and here
again, at the passing of a good school-
master, it may be said that “Mankind
loses a friend, and no man gets rid of
an enemy.”—COM.

eader Objects to

‘Suspension of Rules.

Yesterday’s sessfon of the House {
was a short biit fiery one: The greater |
part of the debate was confined to ‘
question time and beyond giving a
third reading to a few Bllls, no busi-
ness of importafice was accomplished. [

The Sales tax which was introduced !

during the evening did not meet with !
a vety favotifable reception which was |
not to be wondered at. The ineéreased |
burden of taxation is making life here |
intolerable and in spite of it all, there;
seems very little hope of the Prime{
Minister ever realizing the revenue he
anticipates at the end of the next fiscal |
Year.

The House met at 8.15 p.m.

A Bill for the Quieting of (land)
Titles was introduced by the Prime
Minister. The name of this Bill is a |
Jmost- ambiguous one and more than
one member was under the impression !
that it dealt with titles in the respéct |
of dignities and hotours. The Bill was |
read a first time. .

The Primeé Minister asked that the
Motion with respect to the Railway be
defefred. He explained that the Com-
mitteé he proposed to have deal with
the Railway problem should consist
of four non executive Government
members, four Opposition members,
the Exécéutive Council, the Auditor
Gerieral, and an expert now in the
country. He asserted that the Govern-
ment could not unidertake thé rufifi-ig
of the Railroad as at present constitut-
ed. The order referring to the suspen-
sion of the Rules was deferred at the
Primé Minister’s reqtiést, but.hot un-
til it had undergone some severe critic-
i8m at the hands of Opposition mem-

bers.

Sir Michael Cashin thought it most
unusual to suspend the rules of the
House. It was even indecent when the
country was passing through such
strenuous times. He informed the Gov-
ernment that the Opposition would oi;-
pose a Suspension of Rules to the full
and would not pass a single estimate
until the Government reconsidered
théir deecision. The House was the
right place to discuss the Railway
problem  and he would not conseéfit to
go on any commission at 48 hours no-
tice. Was the Prime Minister prepar-
ed to repeat the occurrences of last
year. If he were, the Opposition were
not. ‘They wete not going to rush any
legislation through the House, He
seérved notice again that the Opposi-
tion were not goirng to allow it.

NO UNDUE. OBBTRUCTION.

The - Minister explained the
Yédson his motion for the Suspen-
sion of the Rules. He-announced that
he had no intestion of leaving the

country.- :

Mr. Higgins (et the Prime Min-
istér had quite missed the point. He
fuggested the withdrawal of the mo-
quﬁ!gr Suspensijon of the Rules. It
eotitd only be passed with the concur-
fence of the Opposition as a two-thiras
vote wad redtiired. The Oppcsition at-
titude W8 that it was not only hot the
E‘rsctlcﬂ in this country to suspénd the

ulesy but-that in any case it was fot
praper in régard to mioney bills. He
suggefted that when the matters of

Supply, Ways and Means and the Rail-
way were considered, a Suspension of
the Rules might be agreed to.

Mr. Bennett thought that the legis-
lation now before the House wasd prob-
ably the most important that had come
before the Legislature fot some time
and he said that the Govefnment were
ill-advised to have the motion for Sus-
peénsion of the Riles on the Ordef Pa-
per. The Opposition had no intention
of unduly obstructing the Government
but they had to see that the people
were fairly dealt with.

Sir Michael Cashin said the Prime
Minister was not in earnest when he
said the debate cn the Budget was
practically completed. Furthermore,
the delay in getting through the busi-
fiess of the House was cauced by the
Government who had closeéd the Igouse
for several days because they had no
business to bring in.

Mr. MacDonnell thought that the
Motion should be remeved from the
Order Paper because it was an impiita-
tion on the Opposition. It cculd mean
only one thing, that the Opposition
was responsible for the motion being
made. The Government had got them-
gelves in their present mes: and they
should get out of it as best they could
without casting reflections on anybody

else.
A CURIOUS ANSWER,

Question time was productive of
Bome cohsiderable debate and some
interestifig information was elicited.

The Prime Minister informed Sir
Michael Cashin that the building of
the new freight sheds in St. Johh’s
would not be proceeded with as theré
wéré 1io funds for this purpose.

The Minister of Marine and Fisher.
fes tabled replies to Sir Michaql Cash-
in’s questions.

Sir Michael hotly criticized §e an-

ember 1919 and if he intends to pro-
pose any measures to recoup these
people even in part for these lo8ses?”

The Minister's answer was that if
any losses had been made in fish it was
because of the canceliation ¢f the Fish-
ery Regtilations. This ridiculous an-
swer aroused Si» Michael’s ire ond he
roundly denounced .the Minister who
had given it.

Sons of Ramea, who had lost $60,000
thanks to Goverament meddling with
their fish, Sir Michael queried as to
whether Penny was going to be recom-
pensed. And the Minister .of Marine
afid Fisheries was doubtful whether
there were any 10sses on fizh!

Introduction of Porcelain

When fine hard porzelain was first
brought to Europe from the Far East,
in the fifteenth century :t was regard-
ed with admiration that mounted ai-
most to awe, a vessel of porcelain
being valued more than one 'of gold:

Max Hoelz, the Communist Leader,
who last year incited a reign of terror
in Plauen Region, during which mur-
der and arson were rampant. was ar-
raigned before a special court here to-
day, on charges of murder, high trea-
son ‘and disturbing public order. Un-
{ usual circumstances attended the trial,
All those entering the court room had
to submit to being searched. The pri-
soner was escorted to the dock by four
soldiers and several’ policemen. In re-
' ply to guestions put by the President
of the Court, Hoelz made a rambling
statement, in which he refused to re-
gard himself as' a person accused of
crime. On the contrary hé asserted
that he was the complainant “against
that Bourgeoise Society which wou re-
present.” The prisoner declined to
divulge anything about his associates,
and denied that  rebellion had heen
foniented by the Communists, or that
it was headed by Persons from Russia.
On the contrary,’ he ‘declared it had
been provoked by ‘the authorities.
