Notwithstanding ultima­
tums and threats of immediate 
war the forces of Mustapha 
Kemal have been all the time 
advancing, slowly but surely, 
until at length they have al­
most surrounded the British, 
who obviously will have to bear 
the brunt of any attacks made 
upon their positions, as all the 
other European soldiery have 
been withdrawn from Chanak.
Kemal is insistent in h>3 de­
mands that the British with­
draw from this position, and 
with true Oriental subterfuge 
promises that if this is done he 
will remove the Nationalist for­
ces slightly from the neutral 
zone. Note the word slightly.
That a state of war exists be­
tween Britain and Turkey can­
not be doubted, though no overt 
act on the part, of either coun­
try has yet brought on a con- 
lict. As peace has never been 
included between the British 
i the Ottoman Empire, their 
tions are still governed by 
Armistice of 1918, the terms 

which have not yet been re- 
udiated bjr. either party there­

to. The situation, therefore, is 
dangerous in the highest de­
gree, for a moment may be suf­
ficient to kindle the spark of 
combat, and bring about the 
ever impending battle for su­
premacy between Christianity 
and Islamism. Only by walking 
warily in diplomatic ÿaths will 
this universal struggle be avert­
ed. The Turk knows he holds 
most of the cards in the game, 
and is playing them to suit his 
own purpose. Whether the meet­
ing said to have been arranged 
between the British Command­
er-in-chief at Chanak and the 
Nationalist leader, Kemal Pasha 
will materialise in an amicable 
adjustment of present questions 
and claims, we shall doubtless 
know to-day. Meanwhile it is 
not altogether good policy to 
place too much reliance

Two Schools
of Fishermen.

Salt cod vs. fresh seems, according 
'to the latest despatch from Halifax, to 
be at the bottom of the question of the 
eligibility of the Mayflower for the 
International Fishermen’s Regatta. 
The men of Nova Scotia still engage 
to the saltflsh trade, as did their an­
cestors before them for generations, 
but many of the Gloucestermen and 
Bostonians have turned to fresh fish­
ing to place of the old salt-fish trade. 
Their fortune lies to quick trips In 
from the Banks, whereas the Nova 
Scotians go in tor long cruises and 
do the salting while at sea.

As the result speed Is the prime 
requisite of the fresh fishermen, 
whereas endurance and the ability 
to ride out all weathers are demand­
ed of the salt fishermen. The‘Nova 
Scotian boats go to the Banks and 
remain until they have packed away 
and salted down their catch to the 
limit of their carrying capacity. 
This is naturally a test of staying 
power. Th^ strain on the ship is 
greater and the work of the crew 
Infinitely more trying. To spend a 
few weeks anchored on t$ie Banks 
is comparatively easy for men and 
boats, but when the season is long 
and the fish Are running slow, and 
morning after morning the little 
dories are dropped over the ship’s 
side to return with the day’s catch, 
and the task of cleaning the fish be­
comes intolerable, and It seems as tf 
there would be no end of packing 
them away, then are endurance and 
patience demanded of the men and 
stanchness of the ship. The con­
stant pitch and toss to a never quiet 
sea is a strain that tells to the end.

That the Nova Scltlans who mr.ke 
the long seasonal catches look down 
upon the Mayflower as nothing hut 
a fresh fisherman is very natural. It 
they wish to confine the regatta to 
salt fishermen they are well within 
their rights. But If, as the Mayflow­
er’s owners claim, she can do the 
work of the salt fishermen is it not 
the part of reaction to exclude her 
because she embodies certain new de­
partures to rigging Intended to give 
her speed, but which are not to the 
taste of the old school of Nova Sco­
tian salt fishennen?—Ex.

Curious Whitsun
Customs.

HOW OUR ANCESTORS CELEBRAT.
THE OCCASION. -

It was at Whitsuntide 1n the 
days that our forefathers tried 

! raise funds tor the Church by the 
sale of Whitsun, or Church Ale. That 
this curious custom was jn the public 
interest may be doubted. Indeed, 

t Stubbes, in his “Anatomy of Abuses,” 
1585, expresses a very strong opinlofi 
jtft the contrary. Writing of “The 

gpannef of Church Ales in England, 
j e says:—
I In certain towns where - drunken 
I Bacchus bearee swale against Christ- 
I mas and Easter, Witeondaie, or seme 
I other tyme, the church wardens of 
I every parishe, with the consent of the 
whole parishe, provide halfe a score 
or twenty quarters of mault, whereof 
some they buy the churche stocke,

, and some is given them of the parish'
I oners themselves, everyone conferring 
■ somewhat according to his abilitle;
I which mault being made itito very 
i strong ale or beere, is sette for sale 
j either in the çjjurch, or some other 
’ place assigned" for the purpose. Then, 
j when this is set abroche, well is he 
i that'can gette the soonest to It, and 
i spend the most at it. In this kinde 
of practice they contine sixe weekes,

! a quarter of a yeare, yea, halfe 
yeare together. The money, they say, 
Is to repair their churches and chap- 
pejs with;.to buy booges for service: 
cuppes for the celebration of the sac­
rament; surplesses for Sir John, and 
such other necessaries. And they 
maintain their extraordinaire charges 
in their parishe besides.

SCRAMBLING IN CHURCH.
Another curious, but discreditable, 

Whitsun custom, which fell Into abey­
ance in 1879, was the distribution of 
bread and cheese. The food was out 
into little squares, brought in baskets 
to the church, and on the conclusion 
of the afternoon service thrown all 
over the sacred building, to be scram­
bled for. As years went by, the scram 
hie was transferred to the church­
yard, and then beyond the church­
yard gates. —■

A curious custom survived tor 
many years at Kingsteignton, Devon. 
A lamb, draped with garlands, was 
carted round the parish on Whit-Mon­
day, while money was solicited from 
all passers-by. On Tuesday the lamb 
was killed and roasted whole in the 
middle of the village, slices <Jf the 
roast -meat being sold cheaply tb the 
poor afterwards.

This custom was rooted in a local 
tradition. Once the neighbourhood, it 
is said, suffered from a drought; and 
when the people prayed to their goda 
a spring of water appeared in a field 
adjoining the village. As a thank-of­
fering to the gods a lamb was sacri­
ficed by the people.

business proposition. While not ex­
actly a beginner, tha writer is still 
In the learner's class and is 
alive to the fact that he does not 
know it all. If any gentlemen who 
do know it an notice a" few discrepan­
cies as these articles proceed, will 
they please bear patiently with the 
writer tor not haring reached 
stage yet, and try and recollect thetj 
the whole ef it la written to try and j 
be ef some aid to the beginner. Some, 
tew facts and figures follow with the 
specific purpose in view of proving 
that poultry breeding is not the nice 
quiet game of “old maid” that some 
of our Jovial friends imagine it to be.1 
As e business enterprise it calls for j 
knowledge, experience, adaptability 
and of course work, if success is to be j 
attained. If ft men with average op­
portunities has proved a “dud” in any 
other line of business and turns to 
the poultry business hoping to prove! 
a howling aueeess, well, it will be 
enotksv-gaese gone wrong. Ann busi­
ness it is e mse'e else game to tackle. 
Let us throw into the discard the ab­
normal and inflated figures and values 
that existed during the pftriod of the 
greet war, and take gome figures end 
facte from the more normal years of' 
1910 to 1112. In l»12 the British 
Isles paid to foreigners the tidy earn 
of £2,394.624 tor eggs alone. In the 
United States the Poultry Industry 
was known as “The Billion Dollar In­
dustry" and out of $260.060 appro­
priated by Congres* to boost the pro­
duction of live stock, $148.000 was 
given to stimulate the production of 
poultry and eggs. In spite of this 
boost, authentic figures were produc­
ed one particular year to prove that 
fifty million dollars worth of eggs had 
been “candled" or tested out, and 
found unfit tor human consumption 
and of course were cendemned and 
destroyed. This sounds like a nice 
slice to be token off any business, and 
as it was attributed to ignorance on 
the part of the majority, and perhaps 
carelessness on the part of a few, the 
Government was Justified in spending 
money fpr educational purposes and 
making certain regulations to offset 
such a national loss as far as possible.
On the "Yesterlaid" Commercial egg 
fame there are five it net move lay­
ing houses with a capacity of one 
thousand laying hens each. The Pro­
prietors of this plant have an Incuba­
tor that if filled to the very limit 
would hold come two hundred thou­
sand eggs. They put about five thou­
sand dollars worth of eggs at a time 
in this machine, and get returns or 
around eight hundred chicks to every 
one thousand fertile egge. The Buck­
eye Incubator of 2,400 capacity was no 
doubt thought a fair sited machine in 
its earlier days; now this Company 
has a market tor machines of 10.800 
to 6MÇ0 capacity. And a building 
66 x 110 feet is necessary to house 
the larger machine. These large 
machines are of courte used only by 
the largest Commercial Hatchérles 
with an enormous baby chick trade. 
Many poftltry farmers do aot bother to 
•hatch chicks on their own premises, 
hat buy the day old chicks from re­
liable hatcheries and brood them un­
der covers on their own farms. There 
are numbers of large fattening stat­
ions in the United States which make 
a profitable business of buying lire 
poultry from farmer* and poultry 
breeders and fattening them tor mar­
ket. Their cost of doing business and 
their profit comes entirely between the 
difference In weight of the poultry 
when bought by them and the weight 
at which they put it on the market 
Some have capacity for around ten 
thousand head of poultry at one time, 
and by merely adding a couple of 
pounds to a bird, by special feeding 
methods can make a good profit out of 
this branch of the business alone.

Modern science is able to show that 
we are largely the creatures of our 
secretions, the products of those 
ductless glands of which the well 
knoxn thyroid may be taken as the 
type.

Everybody has heard of the magi­
cal results achieved by the adminis­

The adrenal gland Is powerfully af­
fected by the emotions. It promptly 
responds to such feelings as rage and 
tear by at once pouring the blood into 
the muscles of the lungs, filling them 
with quickly available ammunition in 
the form of sugar, so that their ow­
ner is ready either to fight or seek 
safely in flight. At the same moment 
the blood is prepared so that it will 
clot rapidly should bloodshed take 
place.

The “Tax on 
Knowledge” Removed, j

The repeal of the Paper Duty, voted 1 
on October 2, 1861, was the first step 
towards that development of the 
power dt the Press whioh, for good or ! 
evil, has been the salient feature of I 
the history of the last half-century. I 

The Paper Duty was established in J 
1604. All makers had to take out a 1 
£2 license, and make a sworn de­
claration, not only of their business 
and private addresses, stores, etc., but 
of the quantity and kind of paper 
made. This latter declaration had to 
be repeated every six weeks. There 
were £60 fined for neglecting to de- j 
dare and for removing or concealing 
paper for delay In payment of duty, I 
for resisting Crown officers (Excise-1 
ment), etc.

The duty varied from a penny to ! 
sixpence per pound, according to class J 
of paper, put averaged about twopence 
halfpenny. In 1836 Mr. Spring Rice 
proposed a uniform duty of l%d. per 
pound. Mr. Gladstone brought for-1 
ward his resolutions for the removal1 
of “taxes on "knowledge” in I860 ; the 
Government majority In the House of 
Commons on that occasion was » nar­
row one—fifteen votes.
