Cruiser Orders in Britain
AUSTRALIAN REBUEE TO SOCIAL.
ISTS.

Mr. S. M. Bruce, the Australian Pre-
mier, has issued a long statement re-
plying to criticism of the Government’s
decision to place the orders for two
new cruisers to Britain.

He says that it would he impossible
to justify the building of the cruisers
in Australia, since only 15 pef cent.

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Newfoundland l-‘isherman and
Wife Observe 49th Wedding

(H. F. SHORTIS))

The subjoined excerpt from a New
York newspaper will be perused with
interest by the readers of the Tele-
gram, as for many years Capt. John
Boland was one of our most success-
ful banking masters. For several years
he sailed out of the firm of James
Fox & Sons. of this city, and, as
stated below, was high liner. Capt. |
Boland was born in Mosquito, now
Bristol’s Hope, midway between Har-
bor Grace and Carbonear, and sprung !
from good old Irish stock, his parents
combining farming whh fishing, amnd
the old homestead is still there. Pre-
vious to coming to St. John's, he sailed
out of Harhor Grace with some of our
most famous master mariners, and
was always reckoned “every inch a
sailor.”

With regard to the part Capt
Boland and the other Newfoundland-
ers played in saving the crew of the
Welsh steamship, - J. W. Ricot, off
Cape Mondego, Portugal, which is re-
ferred to in the subjoined excerpt
from the New York paper, I can give
a brief description of ‘the heroic res-
cue of the shipwreck mariners by the
hardy and fearless volupteer New-
foundland sailors, when all other ef-
forts had failed. I gave full particu-
lars of this memorable event in the
columns of the Telegram about two
years ago, when Capt. Boland visited
his Native Land. A brief sketch will
not ‘Be out of place here.

NEWFOUNDLANDERS TO THE
RESCUE.

In"the year 1882, while Goodridge
& Seons’ brigantine “Miriam,” Capt.
Manning (who is still hale and hearty
in St John’s), was lying in Figueira,
Portugal, it was reported that the
Welsh steamship, J. W. Ricot, was on

tke sand-bank, about half a mile from 1

the land, with the sea raging almost
to the mast-head, to
sailors and Capt. Freeman were
lashed. The Portuguese lifeboat and
crew went to their assistance, and re-
mained there seventy-four hours, but
had .to abandon the attempt to save

In coming back in the lifeboat, the
| Portuguese lifesaving crew, “hearing
| that the shipwrecked mariners were
| rescued by the Newfoundlanders went
to meet the heroes, and wished to take
the shipwrecked mariners in their
boat, but the captain of the wrecked
steamahip would not go with them
saying “the Newfoundlanders saved
them and they would live or die with
them.” They landed on a little beach
four miles from PFigueira, just inside
the Cape lighthouse. When the boat
struck the beach they took the ship-
wrecked men in their arms and
brought them ashore, procured a cov-
ered in wagon and conveyed them to
town.

THE HEROE’S RECEPTION,

The British Consul then took the
poor feHows in charge, and had them
sent to a hotel. Hundreds of Portu-
guese ladies placed their arms around
the necks of the Newfdundland heroes
and kissed them, but the Portuguese
men spat in their faces being jealous
of the Newfoundland volunteers be-
cause of their success. Had the New-
foundlanders handed over the, rescued
men to the Portuguese crew, when
the latter went to meet them, they
would have received twenty pounds
per man, and all the honors of the
heroic rescue. Two days after the
British Consul sent for the Newfound-
land heroes, and presented them with
the munificent (?) sum of half a sov-
ereign a man. It is needless to say the
crew enjoyed themselves that night
as only Newfoundlanders know how
to do on the half sovereign each.

RESCUE CREW HONOURED.

One year after Lady Carter sent for
all ther crew to visit’ Government
House, (Sir F. B. T. Carter being Ad-
ministrator at this time), and pre-
sented each man with a silver medal,
but John Boland being at sea, did not
receive his until some time, after-
wards. Each of the Newfoundland vol-
unteers were also presented with 'a
letter from the King of Portugal, to
the effect that if they were ever in
‘rouble in any Portuguese port or
colony, everything should be done for
their comfort.

THE NEWFOUNDLANDER’S ELE-
MENT.

Capt. Boland was born In the fish-
ing town of Carbonear, Nfid., Oct. 186,
1852. The call of the sea could not be
resisted, so he shipped as a cabin boy
on a schooner at the age of 13. He
spent more than 31 years at sea, hav-
ing a number of harrowing /exper-
fences. Each time, however, he cheat-
ed death,

He Tells Good Stories.

The old mariner, who at the age of ;

with the Newfoundland fishing banks
as a background. ’

In reminiscing he told how he once
saved the life of his own son,. who
was cooking below deck when their
fishing schooner overturned in a sud-
den squall in Placentia Bay.

Some time later his son died at sea,
he added.

Capt, Boland on a fishing trip to
Souris Light, some years ago, became
known as a “highliner,” which title
was bestowed upon the person making
the biggest catch of the year.

Carried the First Herring.

He was master of the ‘Jubilee,” the
first vessel to carry a cargo of her-
ring in a Newfoundland bottom to an
American port. He had considerable
experience in the sealfishing trade,
and.in 1872 as .captain. of 'the brig
“Mary Jane” rode out a terrific storm
cff Battle Harbor, while three other
schooners were sunk in the gale.

Capt. Boland, in 1881, received a
silver medal and laudatory letter from
the Portuguese Government for hav-
ing assisted nine other men in sav-
ing the lives of four stranded seamen
i who were clinging to the mast of the
{ schooner “Marian,” Which ran aground
off Cape Mondego.
