St..Patrick’s Society.—No business 
was transacted last night for want of a 
quorum. What was intended to be done 
was to initiate half a dozen members.— 
The meeting was adjourned until two 
weeks from to-night, when a fresh essay 
will be, made to raise a quorum. It the 
number constituting the quorum were 
reduced from ten to five or six, there 
would be a prospect of fewer meetings 
being called in vain.

Crops in Peel. — A correspondent 
writing from Stirton, township of Peel, 
says : The crops in this locality are look­
ing well ; the fall wheat has gathered 
up remarkably, and though we have had 
some pretty hard frosts, yet I think in 
consequence of the copious? showers with 
which we have been visited there will 
not be much harm done. Had the 
weather been dry, and the sun hot, I 
have no doubt there would have been 
considerable damage to be deplored. The 
meadows will yield a great deal better 
than was anticipated about two weeks 
ago. Business is rather dull this sum­
mer, money very scarce, and as a general 
thing people are cautious about running 
bills—a very good policy. Butter is not 
so plentiful as it was last year, and eggs 
are also scarce. We live in hopes of 
better times.

The Slaughter of the Innocents.—Mr. 
Bell has at his studio in Day’s Block a 
picture well worth seeing. It represents 
a Jewish mother endeavouring to shield 
her child when Herod’s cruel edict bad 
gone forth that the little ones shouldruth- 
lessly be destroyed.Tho mother clasps her 
little one to her bosom ; on its face is an 
expression of undefended fear, while on 
her’s love mingled with terror are dis­
tinctly legible, and a person expects 
every moment to see tears trickling down 
the canvas. A large, rough hand (evid­
ently belonging to a body which pos- 
sesess an unrelenting spirit), stretched 
forth to grasp the child is evidently the 
cause of all the fear. The conception is 
grand, the colouring excellent, and the 
picture as a whole worthy an artist of no 
mean abilities.

A Handsome Carriage.—Mr. J. B. 
Armstrong has now on exhibition in his 
carriage rooms a covered buggy, or as it 
is technically termed a “ Rockawav,” or­
dered by Mr. John Ilorsman, which is 
probably about the finest piece of work­
manship ever turned out,of that already 
famous shop. It is designed for a family 
vehicle, a seat being constructed in front 
for tli»* accommodation of children. The 
finishing is no.less than superb. In the 
beautiful glossy black a person can sen 
bis reflection as in a polished mirror, and 
the trimmings are of the richest kind. 
The windows which are let down fiom 
the inside by ivory handles are covered 
by curtains of Bilk, which are on spring 
rollçrs, silver mounted. Altogether the 
carriage is a credit to the ability of the 
manufacturer,and to the taste of the gen­
tleman for whom it was built.

“ Old Doctor Davis,” formerly" of Ham­
ilton, hut who left that city immediately 
after being fined $100 at the Police 
Court, for practicing medicine illegally, 
and while a criminal prosecution was 
pending against him for -administering 
drugs for an unlawful purpose, was 
caught napping on the.night train pas­
sing by the city on Friday night, and 
was detained until things ere squared 
up. People can’t always foresee*the in­
terruptions their journeys may suffer.

Mr. Sprague, of Chicago, was recently 
mulcted iu the trilling sum of $100,000, 
for writing love-letters to a confiding 
damsel of 35 years of age. Her heart 
had been broken several times before by 
inconstant men ; but we presume $100,- 
000 in new ’and beautiful greenbacks will 
prove an effective cure for all her wouuds, 
both old and now.

The assessed value of the real and 
personal property of New York city for 
the present year is one billion dbllars.be- 
ing an increase of ten millions since last 
year. The tax levies for city and county, 
which are in this case, we believe, identi 
cal, amount to five millions aud a half.

Congregational Union.
Montreal, June 10th.

In the afternoon of the first day the 
Committee on membership reported in 
favor of receiving Rev. John Salmon,Rev. 
Enoch Barker, Rev. S. T. Gibbe, and the 
churches of Edgeworth and Fergus. The 
report was received and laid on the table.

The Union adjourned and immediately 
organized the annual meeting of the 
Congregational Missionary Society. Rev. 
Dr. Wilkes then proceeded to read the 
Annual Report. The correspondence with 
the Colonial Society had been marked 
with much consideration and affection on 
the part of that Society. It had given 
altogether about £550 towards the work 
of this Union. All the Districts except 
one showed an increase in their contribu­
tions over the preceding year, which to­
gether amounted to over $300. Yet the 
expenses of this year exceeded those of 
last year by $600. The report was re­
ceived and adopted.

The Union resumed its session. Rev. 
Mr. Salmon was admitted into fellow­
ship, but Rev Mr. Barker was not receiv­
ed then, in consequence of his declining 
to state certain opinions which he held 
on some doctrinal points. A public mis­
sionary meeting was held in the evening

Montreal, June 11th.
The Union met at three o’clock, and 

after engaging in devotional exercises 
proceeded to business. Rev. J. G. Manly 
read an essay upon the subject “ Why I 
am a Congregational] st ; or the Contra- 
distinctiveness of Congregationalism.” 
The essay was full of noble sentiments of 
the most advanced liberal character,— 
asserting the supreme right of private 
judgment as to the meaning of the holy 
Scriptures,—in teaching the way of sal­
vation, and repudiating all human au­
thority Over the mind with regard to re­
ligious matters, whether of Fathers, Sy­
nods, Councils, Church Standards, or 
man-made creeds of any kind.

According to notice previously given 
J. G. Robertson, Esq., of Sherbrooke, a 
member of the Quebec Legislature, then, 
proceeded to explain the provisions of the 
School Act recently passed by the Local 
Government. After referring to the state 
of the educational laws at the time of 
Confederation, and tracing the history 
of the agitation which culminated in the 
passage of the present Act, he said, in re­
ference to this measure, that the great 
majority oi the Catholic members of the 
Legislature were quite ready and willing 
to give the Protestants the law they ask­
ed for; but the Government itself was 
indisposed, from some reason or other, to 
bring down such a measure. Çut .the 
feeling on the*part of the Protestants be­
came so strong, and intimations being 
given of the intention to appeal to the 
General Government, the Local Govern­
ment was, alter a while, reluctantly forc­
ed to take the question in hand. Mr. 
Robertson then took up the Act, clause 
by clause, and explained the difficulties 
which they severally overcame and tho 
manner of practically working the pro­
visions.

A short discussion took place on the 
School Act, and then the report of the 
Committee on Membership was read.— 
They stated that they had conferred with 
Rev. E. Barker who had made perfectly 
satisfactory explanations with regard to 
his reserved opinions on certain points of 
doctrine, and they recommended that he 
be received into membership. The. re­
port, after some explanations, was adopt­
ed, and Mr. Barker admitted a member 
of the Union.

In the evening the ministers and a 
number of visitons partook of tea provi­
ded by the ladies in the basement of the 
church. Letters were read from a num­
ber of Rev. gentlemen appointed to re­
present various Congregational Associa­
tions in the States. Rev. Mr. Hardy re­
presenting the New York Association ad­
dressed the meeting. He had never been 
much of an annexationist, hut when ho 
went home again he thought he should 
vote to annex at least the Congrega 
tional Union. (Cheers.) Since coming 
across the lines he had heard more of the 
possibility of war between England and 
the United States than he had ever 
heard in his own country. He hi)d ne­
ver heard it made the subject of conver­
sation on the other side, because no one 
ever thought of it. They did not think 
it possible that there could be war be­
tween England and the United States. 
They were too much accustomed to the 
unlimited Buncombe which was heard 
so often in the United States and in Con­
gress to mind the speeches of Senators 
Sumner and Chandler. (Loud cheers.) 
The speeches of these men had been read 
ten times more widely in England and 
Canada than in the United States, and 
had caused ten times more talk and ex­
citement. He spoke eloquently of the 
horrible and world-wide calamity which 
such a war would be, and took his seat 
amidst applause.

The meeting was next favored with 
very excellent addresses from Rev. Mr. 
Wilson and Mr. James Woodrow dele­
gates from tho Congregational Union of 
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, after 
which the proceedings were brought to a 
close.

Canada Presbyterian Church Synod.
June 14th.

The Synod met at 10 a. m. The Com-, 
mittee appointed on Saturday on the 
memorial and report of the Committee on 
the Evangelization of the French Cana­
dians, and Prof. Me Vicar’s motion made 
their report

Moved by Rev. Prof. D. H. Me Vicar, 
seconded by Rev. A. Topp, A. M.

1st. That the Board of the Presbyterian 
College, Montreal, be authorized to make 
arrangements, as they may see fit, where­
by the services of a duly qualified lec­
turer in French may bo secured in con­
nection with the College, and that French 
student! of tiiis Church be directed to at­
tend bis lectures and such other classes 
as the Senate may deem proper. 2nd. 
That the expenses of such arrangements, 
including aid rendered to French stu­
dents, shall be made a first charge upon 
the fund realized from the annual collec­
tion taken up throughout the Church for 
the French Canadian Missionary Society. 
3rd. That in view of the distinctive work 
thus to be undertaken in training French 
students for the ministry, the Synod 
urges upon congregations tho import­
ance of increasing the collection above 
mentioned.

The Synod called for the report of 
Board of management of Knox’s College, 
which was handed in aud read. The re­
port entered into minute details, and 
was exceedingly favourable, with the ex­
ception of finances, which stood thus :— 
Expenditures during the year $6,227.77 : 
ordinary fund — income $5,663.85 ;

amount of expenditure over income 
$563.92; balance due to Professors$l,- 
444.83; total indebtness $2,008.76. 
Thirty-three congregations contributed 
the sum of $1275.46 to the special fund 
to pay Mr. Young’s salary. The Board 
also reported that they had considered 
the question of endowment of the College, 
but had come to no definite decision, and 
referred the matter to the consideration 
oi the Synod.

A letter from Rev. Dr. Burns (Toronto) 
now in Scotland, was read to the Synod. 
He had strong hopes of being able to 
do more for the college than heretofore.

Married by Mistake.
A correspondent sends to the Northern 

Whig the following extraordinary story 
of a wedding On Saturday last a mar­
riage ceremony, attended with very un­
usual circumstances, took place at a little 
town not twenty miles from Belfast. A 
youthful couple in huinble circumstances 
—a Mr. Y. and a Miss H.—had made ar­
rangements for becoming man and wife, 
and attended by a due number of male 
and female friends, on that day presented 
themselves before the curate of the vil­
lage at the appointed hour, to have the 
nuptial knot duly fastened ; but whether 
this matter was rightly done remains to 
bo settled. It would seem that the parties - 
before facing such a serious ceremony, 
had taken the ‘least taste’ of something 
to keep ‘their courage cheery’ but nothing 
more. When they presented themselves 
before the curate, who Is rather a strang­
er in the place, to have the ceremony 
performed the bridegroom either through 
ignorance of the required form or mod­
esty, or perhaps a mixture of both, kept 
rather a retiring position in the group, 
and his best man—Mr. P.,a fine, strap­
ping, well-.!coking young fellow—had to 
encourage him to Stand forward. The 
intended bridegroom’s modesty, however, 
still held him back, and he motioned to 
the best man to see to the matter being 
duly got through. The curate observing 
this movement and misapprehending it, 
desired the person motioned to stand 
forward and repeat after him. Mr. P. 
rather demurred to this appeal, but the 
curate wënt on to say, ‘repeat after me, 
I, James, do take thee,' Ac., and strange 
as the statement may appear the young 
man was so dumbfounded that he did 
actually repeat the form of the words after 
the curate, performed tho ceremony of 
putting on the ring, Ac., while the bride 
repeated after the curate as desired, until 
the ceremony was concluded. The as­
tonishment of most of those present, as 
may bo imagined, was great ; hut. none 
seemed able or willing to interfere. Some 
of them regarded it as a ‘shine,’ which 
could be rectified afterwards ; but others, 
and among the rest Mr. P., began to 
think it might prove a rather serious and 
unpleasant matter. The best man, how­
ever with all due disinterestedness, at 
the close at once gave up the bride to the 
intended bridegroom. So matters re­
mained till Monday morning, when the 
parties most interested had a meeting 
with a view to having the matter set 
to rjghts. It soon appeared, however, 
that more serious difficulties than they 
apprehended stood in the way of this, 
and in,order to effect the end desired a 
visit to the Divorce Court, or even an act 
ot Parliament, may be necessary.

Board of School Trustees,
The Board met on Monday night.— 

Present. Mr. Peterson, chairman, Messrs. 
Pirie, NewUin, Stevenson, Mitchell, Mc­
Neil, Harvey, Vraser, Cuthbert, McGuire 
and Innés.

A communication was read from the 
Education Office in reference to some re­
cent changes in the organization and 
working of Grammar Schools.

A report from the caretaker of schools 
was read, pointing out where repairs in 
or about the schools required to be done. 
Referred to School Property Committee.

The Secretary presented several ac­
counts.—Referred to Finance Committee.

The chairman stated that Mr. Wells 
had spoken to him about purchasing the 
South Ward School and recommended 
the Board to take some action in the mat­
te#.

Moved by Mr. Innés, seconded by Mr. 
Newton, that the School Property Com­
mittee confer with Mr. Wells iu refer­
ence to his offer to purchase the school, 
and that they be authorized to lease tile 
same to him at a rental to be agreed on 
by the Board, giving to Mr. Wells the 
option of purchasing it at the end of the 
lease if the Board considers it desirable 
then to sell it.—Carried.

Mr. McNeil presented the report of the 
School Property Committee. They report 
that in reference to the communication 
from the Battalion Band Committee the 
Committee have granted them the use of 
the East Ward School instead of a room 
in Day’s Block, as in the opinion of the 
Committee it will answer the purpose as 
well. They find that some slight repairs 
aretrequired about the windows of the 
Central School Building, also a pump, 
and a temporary partition put up on the 
third flat across the Hall way for the con­
venience of the caretaker. All which 
they recommended to be done.

The report' was adopted, and the Board 
thereafter adjourned.

Their Origin.—The first leather boot

CREAT BRITAIN.

The Irish Church Bill In the Housed 
of Lords.

London, June 14.—In he House of: 
Lords, to-night, in anticipation of the * 
debate on the Irish Church Bill, there •*. 
was a full attendance of their Lordships. , 
all the seats on the floor being occupied -X 
at the opening of the sitting. The gal­
leries and lobbies were crowded with 
spectators, and on the streets in the 
vicinity of the Houses of Parliament » 
great throng of people was collected.
In the House, many petitions were pre­
sented against the the Bill. Earl Grai_ 
ville then moved that the Bill pass to its 
second reading. He declared that he al­
ways thought che Irish Church way an 
anomaly, and failed to fulfil the position 
for which it was intended ; that it was » 
great injustice, and should be legislated 
in a reasonable, wise and moderate way.
He appealed to the opposition to consid­
er the dignity of the House, and after due 
protest to allow the Bill endorsed by the 
voice of the country to pass. The House 
of Peers has great power for good ; but 
there is one thing it docs not possess—it 
has not more power than the House of 
Commons. It has not the power to 
thwart national will.

The Early of Harrowby moved that 
the second reading of the Bill be post­
poned three months. He opposed the 
Bill as revolutionary and in violation of 
the Coronation Oath, and of the Act 
of Union. Circumstances were insuffici­
ent to justify its introduction and its re­
sult would be to diminish the number of . * 
Irish Protestants. '

Lord Clarendon said he did not recipro­
cate the feeling of the Earl of Harrowby 
as to the result of the Bill. Similar fore­
bodings were expréssed in regard to Re­
form and Free Trade. He believed the 
sentiments of the country had been ftilly 
tested on the topic. It had been discus- 
sed for the past year and; a half, and was 
unable to say anything new on it.

The Duke of Rutland opposed the Bill, 
because it overthrew the right of pro­
perty, violated the religion of the ma­
jority of the people of the United King­
dom, and destroyed the union of tho 
Church and State.

Lord Stratford de Redcliffe objected to 
many of the details of the Bill; but warn­
ed the House not to sacrifice the sub­
stance for the shadow.

Lord Romilly regarded the idea that 
this Bill would prove destructive to Pro­
testantism, as a myth. It would only 
deprive the Crown of the nomination of 
some of the Bishops, abolish ecclesiasti­
cal courts, and remove special endow­
ments ; It would not interfere with the 
doctrine or discipline of the Church. He 
warned them against opposing the na­
tional will, and reminded them that the 
most severe blow they had received wae 
in their rejection of the Reform Bill, and 
the final compulsion they were under to *
P The Archbishop of Canterbury said 
the Bench of Bishops intended to-do ~ 
what, in conscience, they considered 
wisest and best. On the decision. of the 
House of Lords depended the issues af­
fecting the churches of Ireland and Eng­
land, as well ns the destinies of the em­
pire. He would not agree with tlie blind- 
acceptance or rejection of the Bill, and he- 
was glad to hear that amendments to it 
would receive consideration. The curs®* 
of Ireland was perpetual religious and 
political agitation. He was not desirous 
of supporting either. He believed that 
those who urged rejection really desired 
to see this House powerless. He was at­
tached to thq Irish Church. He believed 
that a blow to it would injure England’s 
Church. He therefore desired to give 
calm and serious consideration to the 
Bill, and to amend and make it a good 
measure. The earnest endeavours of the 
House of Peers, containing^he heads of 
the*chnrch.of the law, and of the land­
ed interest of the realm would be of 
more avail than an agitation meeting at 
Manchester or in Ireland.

Earl Carnarvon was unable to under­
stand how Protestants could hand Ire­
land over bodily to the Church of Rome, 
but thought they were bound to recog­
nize the merits of freedom from the 
State control, which had for so long s 
period been a kind of slavery. He repu­
diated the idea that this Bill would seal 
the fate of the English Chufcb, and did 
not even think it an act of speculation, 
as it distinguished private from corporate 
property, but as to the wisdom of disen­
dowing a corporation which was fulfilling 
duties of questionable character, it wae * 
right to state that were tlie disestablish­
ment granted partial disendowment must 
follow on the monetary question. He 
urged liberty and generosity, and in con­
clusion advised the House not to reject 
the bill. The majdrity of Commons, 
he said, demanded its passage, but the 
minority ot the House and country com­
manded its consideration in committee.

The Bishop of Derby opposed the bill 
on tho ground that it ignores the 
Queen’s supremacy, and would in the 
end bring the country under the domin­
ion of the Papal Legate.

The House adjourned without taking 
any action at 12.15.

London, June 14.—Letters from Dun­
edin, New Zealand, dated April 15th, 
give accounts of the massacre of three 
Englishmen with their wives and fami­
lies, and forty friendly natives by the 
Maori chief. Troops were dispatched to 
the settlement, and on their arrival found 
only the ruins of a homestead which had 
been plundered and burned. All the 
settlers in the country were fleeing to 
the towns for protection.

London, June 14. — In the House of 
Commons to-nigl. . Mr. Otway, said that 
the facts in the case of the seizure of the 
American brig Mary Lowell were, in 
dispute : The United States Government 
asserts that the vessel was seized in Bri­
tish waters, while the Spanish Govern­
ment maintains she was captured on the 
high seas beyond British jurisdiction.
Mr. Otway stated that the evidence ad­
duced by Spain was in the hands of the 
law officers of the Crown, and it would 
be impossible to produce papers boh re 
the House at present.

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SUBSIDY TO NOTA SCOTIA.
Certain resolutions granting an in­

creased subsidy to Nova Scotia have 
passed the House of Commons, and 
the Finance Minister has introduced 
• bill founded thereon. “ Concilia­
tion ” is the watchword of those who 
advocate the measure, and in this 
case it has been the prelude to victory. 
From the first Nova Scotia has play­
ed a winning game, and as her 
trumps are not all existed, she may 
probably win„more yet. That is the 
chief consideration. The majority, 
perhaps, of Canadians, would bo wil­
ling to soothe the refractory Province 
by augmenting her subsidy if by so 
doing they could prevent her acqui­
ring the tastes and character of a 
vAmpire, but who can foresee the end 
df her demands, or foretell where the 

'concessions of our legislators will ter- 
mlhate? Nova Scotia is a spoilt 
child that imagines a hundred 
wants, and goes the length of abusinj 
indulgence and the spirit of reconcil 
iation in order to obtain them. But 
the end will come: for though the 
charity of Upper Canadians has a 
wide circumference, as the Nova Sco­
tians have experienced, they are not 
so obtuse as to believe that wrong is 
right, nor would their generosity ex­
tend to its being always so accepted 
by Canadian Legislators- Nova 
Scotia has effected to saddle the Do­
minion with an additional $2,000,000; 
will they now say quantum sufficit 
and acknowledge, as we are disposée 
to assert, that their friendship has 
been well enough paid for?

The grounds on which the Govern­
ment based their resolutions to alter 
the figures as settled by the Confed­
eration Act were paltry enough. They 
were simply the suggestions contain­
ed in the Duke of Buckingham’s reply 
to the petition of the Nova Scotia 
Legislature,that Lord Monck and his 
Government would consider the points 
raised in the address relative to taxa­
tion, the regulation of trade, and the 
fisheries with a view to make things 
as advantageous as possible for the 
Nova Scotians. Now, no person who 
read that very clever and statesman­
like document ever imagined that 
these hints could be made the ground 
work of an argument for an increased 
subsidy, but our ministers have lately 
acquired a passion for riding the Im 
perial horse, and the most gentle sug­
gestion from England is readily seiz 
ed as an irresistible argument for 
passing the bounds of reason in mon 
ey matters.

Now, wherefore is Nova Scotia quer­
ulous ? Because» forsooth, she Was 
happy and prosperous before the 
Union, and adversity has been her lot 
since that unfortunate period. This 
we have heard over and over again, 
but no impartial person looking at 
the statement maae by the Finance 
Minister in his speech on the resolu­
tions, can help thinking that she 
ought to thank her stars that Confed­
eration was accomplished when it was 
and that she was one of the Provinces 
included. At the time of the Quebec 
Conference the public debt was $4,- 
800,000, and at the time of the Union 
it had nearly doubled, being then $9, 
200,000. The increase of interest 
was $323,000. Nova Scotia had gone 
heavily into the construction of rail­
ways and canals, and now with all in­
nocence she seeks to retain at least 
one of these roads, which cost over a 
million ofdollars,and at the same timed 
asks that the Dominion should pay 
the debt. If the Bluenoses have not 
a superfluity of gold they have at 
least an abundance of brass. But 
they have gained their point, after 
one of the most.earnest debates which 
has yet taken place in the House of 
Commons. Mr. Rose stated their 
case with all the sophistry at his com­
mand, and was met by Mr. Blake 
with an argument on the unconstitu­
tionality or the measure. To increase 
the subsidy was to alter or repeal the 
Confederation Act, which Parliament 
had no authority to do — that 
n'as only in the power of the Imperial 
Parliament which made it. This 
was undoubtedly the proper view of 
the subject, but these counsels did 
not prevail, and our only hope (a 
alight enough one) now is, that the 
Nova Scotians and legislators who fa­
vour them, maybe contented, and no 
further abuse good nature and for­
bearance.

New Claim against England 
—-A very curious statement is made 
in the English journals, showing how 
Mr. Reverdy Johnson was outwitted 
by the agent of an English landlord. 
Upon arriving at London he contract­
ed at a very high rent for a residence 
in Portland Place, for a period of five 
years. The agent was shrewd enough 
to enter in the lease a covenant for 
a large compensation in thé case the 
Minister Plenipotentiary should find 
it convenient to leave England before 
the period had expired. Under this 
stipulation he was compelled before 
leaving England to pay a forfeit of 

. more than £2,000. Whether this 
sum may properly be included in the 
Alabama indemnity and restitution 
demanded is a question for the diplo­
matists.

A curious comparison has been 
made between the incomes of the Em­
peror and the President of the Uni­
ted States. The former’s daily income 
—irrespective of other perquisites- is 
estimated at68,493 francs, the latter’s 
but 256—or per minute, 47f. 55c. and 
17 centimes respectively. In eighteen 
years Napoleon has received 450 mil­
lions of francs, a sum sufficient to pay 
Presiden ts for 4,863 years. However, 
the Emperor stands like a Prince, 
and it is said the private fortune ot 
the Empress—150,000 francs per year 
—is expended in charitable works. 
Her husband dispenses large sums 
every quarter, in paying the rent of 
the very necessitous, and enabling 
workmen to redeem their pledges 
from the pawn offices. £

births, marriages and deaths, which 
was passed at the last session of the 
Lootd Legislature, comes into force on 
1st July next.
