Elora, Nov. 4, 1873.
Mr. George Buchan, of ^ilkington, one 

mile from Elora, coiùtfiitted suicide yes­
terday about noon. Mr. Buchan had 
been in an unsound state of mind for 
about 7 weeks. His friends had made 
application for his admittance into the 
asylum, but unfortunately there was no 
opening at the time. • They watched him 
carefully, however, his brother having 
taken the gun from him yesterday morn­
ing and broken it in pieces, and the am­
munition was hid away ; but so deter­
mined was he to take his life that he got 
the barrel of the gun, and by some moans 
unknown loaded it, and put it to his 
breast and touched a match to the nipple; 
The charge entered his left breast, and 
two shots penetrated the left lung and 
one the heart, which caused death almost 
immediately. He had just gone up the 
stairs, and his brother James was half 
way up watching him, not dreaming that 
there was anything is the room in which 
he went that he could harm himself with. 
The sad affair has cast a gloom over the 
whole neighborhood. An inquest was 
held in the evening, and the following 
verdict given : That George Buchan,

He had on a pair of soldier’s pants, 
black with a red stripe, white linen coat, 
and black silk cap. Had no conversation 
then. Did not see him again until I was 
on my way home. I started to go home 
just before sunset. Met prisoner just as 
I was going into tho swamp, about a 
quarter ef a mile from the village.—Wit- 

proceeded to relate that prisoner

prisoners fingers on my throat, and my 
lips were bleeding where his hands had 
been. My dress was cut through and 
my shoulder marked where I had fallen 
on the stones. I told my husband what 
happened. Mrs. Argyle helped me home. 
Dr. Mcgregor examined me next morning.
I resisled prisoner as much as ppssible, 
and screamed. The place was not far from 
our farm. My bonnet was tom and smash­
ed. My hair was in a net,and it was tom 
down also. I wax all muddy from the 
place where I was thrown. Prisoner said 
he wouM kill me If I resisted further.
I have not seen prisoner from the time 
until this morning. I am quite sure that 
he is man. It was quite light enough to

Mr. McFàdyen cross-examined the wit­
ness, but failed to shake her testimony.

The little boy was called' into the 
box, and after his Lordship had spoken a 
few words to him, he decided not to 
take the lad's testimony.

Abednego Bardwell said he had known 
the prisorer since boyhood. His wif-* 
knew prisoner also. On the 5th July 
witness was putting down gate-posts on 
his farm. His wife went to the village 
of Eden after dinner. He next saw her 
down at the bridge, in a very excitable 
state ; her bonnet was all smashed, 
her hoir vus all down, her dress 
was all in a mess with mud, 
her face covered with dirt, and blood was 
running out of her mouth. A cap was 
lying amongst her clothes. (Cap identi­
fied.) It has been iu witness’ possession 
since. The neighbors turned out in 
search of prisoner. Did not see him iu 
that part of the country afte. wards.

Cross-examined by Sfr. McFadyen : 
Witness’ attention was drawn by hear­
ing the little boy’s scream. Went in the 
direction of the noise, and after a while 
found his wife. She was standing uu. 
Witness noticed the marks» before she 
pointed them out.

Annie Argyle knew the prisoner when 
he was a boy. On the 5th July, heard 
screaming ; went with her daughter in 
the direction of the sound, and found 
Mrs. Bardwell, who seemed hardly able 
to walk ; her dress was muddy, bonnet 
smash» d,.hair tangled, and blood oozing 
out of one side of her mouth. Witness 
helped her home, uudrossed hert aud 
washed the mud from her face. Her 
shoulder was biuised and there were 
finger marks across her throat.

John Martin, of Eden Village, on being 
sworn, said he knew Kemp, who was at 
his place on the 5th July from 10 a. m. 
until about 6 p.m., when he left, going in 
the direction of BardwelVs house. Saw 
Mrs. Bardwell and her little boy in the 
village that day ; she left about six.

Mary Ann Wharton, of Eramosa, step­
sister of tho prisoner, deposed that he 
belonged to the volunteer force ; she did 
iqot hear of the assault until the evening 
after it occurred ; the morning after the 
assault prisoner came to their place; he 
had on black pants with red stripes,linen 
coat, but no cap. On the morning of the 
assault he had left to go to Eden, and he 
then had a black silk cap, like the ohe 
produced. When he came back next 
morning he changed his pants, and left 
about noon. There was no one in the 
house but witness.

Hugh Whartcn, half-brother of pris­
oner, said the latter went to Eden on 
July 5th. He had on the black silk cap 
produced. First saw him afterwards at 
his father’s at noon next day. He went 
away, the family did not know where. 
Had not gone off that way before ; wit­
ness had not seen him since until to-^y.

Dr. McGiegor, of Guelph, made a 
medical examination of Mrs. Bardwell on 
July 6. He described the injuries refer­
red to ; and said also that the back of 
her head was sore. She was in a state of 
great nervous excitement, which the in­
juries were not sufficient to account for.

Cross-examined—Did not see any 
wound iu the mouth, but hei teeth, on 
which there was a gold plate, were crook­
ed. No complaint was made to witness 
of injuries to lower limbs, and ho did not 
examine them.

Chief Constable Kelly received a war­
rant against the prisoner in July, 1872, 
aud arrested him about five months akcr-

This closed the case for the prosecu-

Mr. McFadyen opened tho close for the 
defence. He laid stress upon the point 
referred to iu the cross-examination of 
l)r. McGregor ; contending that the evi­
dence showed that Mrs. Bardwell did not 
sufficiently resist ; and suggesting that 
she might had trumped up this charge 
against the prisoner on being interrupted 
by her husband. She was a vigorous 
and comparatively young woman, and 
ought to have been able to cope with the 
prisoner, who did not appear to he a 
very powerful man. There was no evi­
dence for the defence.

His Lordship having summed up, the 
jury retired, and in a few minutes re­
turned with a vqrdict of guilty.

His Lordshjp said that there could bo 
no doubt whatever in the face of the evi­
dence that the prisoner was guilty of the 
awful offence with which he was charged. 
Had the prisoner been tried a year ago 
the sentence would have been hanging. 
Seven years in the penitentiary was the 
lightest punishment the law gave power 
to inflict, b; ., he (the Judge) did not 
think it was sufficient. He would there­
fore sentence the prisoner to nine years 
with hard labor—bearing in mind that 
be had already-been one y tar in prison.

Wilful Wa*te—Things to Think of- 
Thanksgiving Day.

Tu the Editor of The Evening Mcrcu ry.
Sin;—The Lord Jesus Christ when on 

earth wrought two miracles to supply 
food for those who needed. On the first 
occasion he fed five thousand men, be­
sides women and children; on the second 
four thousand men, besides women and 
children. But although He was an Al­
mighty Provider, He would not sanction 
waste, for on both occasions' the frag­
ments were gathered up.

Unhappily with nations calling them­
selves Christians at the present day, it is 
not so : economy is ignored. Canada is 
a recipient of these bounties ; He fills its 
barns with plenty, but what do we do 
with it ? Every year Canada's distilleries 
and breweries destroy more than two 
millions of bushels of grain of various 
kinds, which, if eon verted into wholesome 
food, instead of being transformed into 
poisonous liquors, would supply two 
hundred and fifty thousand (one in 12) 
of its inhabitants with twelve months 
food. What would the people of Guelph 
say if, on the evening of Thanksgiving- 
day, a bonfire was kindled on the Market 
Square, and four thousand bushels of 
grain—the proportion for the population 
of Guelph—were to be publicly burned 
up? Yet it is being destroyed in our 
midst year after year by its distilleries 
and breweries; twelve months food for 
file hundred people being thus won 
than wasted. Is this wicked waste to 
continually go on ? Let every God fear­
ing man and woman say decisively no. 

But perhaps some may say, How is this 
state of things to be altered ? Very 
easily. No one class of the community 
has rendered so much help to the Tem­
perance cause as Ministers of the gospel 
have ; but there is much yet to be done 
before Canada is emancipated from its 
greatest incubus—the drmk traffic. Now 
the people rightfully expect that the 
Ministers of the Gospel shall he their 
promoters and leaders in every good 
werk. Let Ministers fearlessly lift up 
their voices in denunciation of the ne­
farious liquor traffic—a traffic that im­
poverishes the many to enrich a few. By 
such fearless action they will rally around 
them those of their respective churches 
who really love God and their fellow 
man, and create a more healthy senti­
ment on this important subject than now 
exists, and its effects will be widely seen 
and felt. Municipal Council rooms and 
Legislative Halls would very soou find 
that a change had been effected iu the 
"personnel” of many of their occupants, 
bad men being superseded by men who 
fear God and work righteousness.

THE BILLIARD BT-LA.W.
Mr. Davidson moved, seconded by Mr. 

Robert Mitchell, that a by-law be intro­
duced for the regulation of billiard rooms,

The Mayor explained that this motion 
preceded the reception of petitions, &c., 
because it was business that had been 
left over from the lest meeting, which 
was adjourned for the want of a quorum.

The motion was lost, only two or three 
members voting fgr it.

COMMUNICATIONS, PETITIONS, &C.

A petition was presented by Mr. 
Elliott, from Denis Coffee, asking to be 
released from payment on lot 71, Wynd 
ham street, which he had rented to one 
McDonald, who had absconded without 
carrying out his agreement to pay rent 
and taxes, leaving the petitioner liable 
for the latter.

By Mr. Robt. Mitchell, from John 
Boat, asking for a transfer to him of the 
license of the Wellington Hotel from Mr. 
Deady. Granted, on motion of the pre­
senter and Mr. Davidson.

By Mr. Heffernan, from Jacob Fuüry 
and 27 other ratepayers asking for a 
crossing to be laid down on Macdonnel 
street, opposite Sandilands street.

By Mr. Howard, from James Hough, 
agent for the estate of John Orton, in 
reference to lots 78,79,80,81, and 82 
on Bedford street, complaining that since 
1809 these lots have been assessed as the! 
lands of a non-resident, notwithstanding 
that the memorialist, the agent, has re­
sided in the corporation ; that in conse­
quence Mr. Hough could not appeal, and 
10. percent per annum, with fees and 
cost of advertisement had been added to 
the cost of assessment, and he has been 
obliged to pay the Corporation 831 in 
order to prevent the sale of the lots.

By Mr. Kennedy, from Win. Shaw, 
asking for remission of taxes, he being 
disabled through an accident.

The foregoing were referred to the 
proper committees, with the exceptions 
named.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES.
Mr. Massie presented and read the 5th 

report of the Finance Committee. It re­
commended the granting of the petitions 
of, Geo. Morris, for remission of taxes ; 
of Jas. Ferguson, for remission of dog 
tax ; of Frank Kay, and of John Kinnon, 
for remission of statute labor tax. That 
the petition of the members of the 
Council for the North Ward, and of J. 
M. Shaw be not granted. That the 
Treasurer be instructed to refund to John 
Richards the sum of 811.42,collected from 
him for interest on arrears, through 
mistake. That the account of Bookless 
A Boulter, not being certified, cannot be 
icported on by the Committee.

Mr. Massie moved, seconded by Mr.

FI HE LIMITS BY-LAW.

APPROACHES TO THE O. W. R. STATION.

Mr. Massie called attention to the bad 
state of Paisley street and the Waterloo 
road, and suggested that the Road and 
Bridge Committee should enquier Into 
the cost of putting them in a fit. state of 
repair at once, instead of waiting until 
spring, when the work would coat more.

Goderich; and a by-law was passed 
appropriating the same for a street.”

MISCELLANEOUS.

Mr. Massie stated that the Engineer of 
tl*e G. T. It.had been instructed to visit 
Gue'ph aud report to I heir manager on 
the cost of putting a siding on the south 
side of the track, near the market place.

Mr. Davidson called attention to the 
dangerous state of the culvert near his 
residence.

Mr. Chadwick cal^d attention to the 
dangerous obstruction on Duke street, 
which had not been removed, although' 
petitioned against.

The Council then adjourned until 
Wednesday tn receive the report jn re­
ference to Paisley street and the Water­
loo Road.
