¢I believe the Pregident is the hand-
somest man in publig life,” said Robert
I. Atkin, the sculptor; on his return
from Washington yesteérday, where he
has been to make a model for a bust
for the Actors’ Fund fair.

Mr, Atkin brought .back the wax
figure, and he is very proud of it, as it
is the first bust of President Taft, and
alao tthe only ome ever modeled entirely
on ‘the President’s private desk at the
White House. The bust was made
while the President was working, and
~Mr,. Atkin invented a collapsible box,
which allowed him to let the wax
modeél down on any part of the desk
®#0 that he might view the Pregident
from every angle.as Mr, Taft attended
to-his official duties.

“Yes, 1 think he. is. the handsomest
man. in public life,” Mr. Atkin declared.
"Sorpe people will say he is too heavy:
but aftef you have been with him a few
minutes you forget his welight entirely.
He. impresses you merely as a ‘big
man’ You are only aware of the firm-
negs of his face and the counterbalane-
ing firmmess of his features. I have

While the
company are in the field.nothing can
be done to change the-pmject without

Before. he "had undertuken this
oven warfare or  hefore “tie British
knew of him he had gecretly ' 'paved
the way ortrouble making by -his
zea! in preaching the Moslem .faith.
He began among his own: tribe and
thén reached. -out to' " mejghboring
tribes.. . He. was- only one.of the les-
ser religious . chiefs of the country,
but she “augmented Mhis  influénce: by

Wi the /increase of his power he
began a. érusade which with the ‘help
of dervishes extended over the
whole of Somaliland. He preached war
pure and simple for the protection
and glory of Islam and advocated the
extermination of the whites.

A Religious ‘Fanatic

It soon became evident that he was
a religious fanatic of persuas, ve quali-
ties, and his early successes had a
tendency to make him ‘converts and
10 colect arounhdhim%a Tollowing im-
buéd with his own' rabld iideas) He
was, however, only one of.tHe twelve
or fifteen religious leaders of Somali-
land, and many of these had sworn
fealty to the British and were not to
e won over by his teachings. -

that this was thé case, for otherwise
it would -have -been harder for them
to gend troops into the interior. The
friendly shieks found themselves often
the object of ‘the - Mad ~Mullah’s
wrath, their flocks and towns were
destroyed, their famiiles and tribes-
men murdered and before they could
offer resistance their foe would be far
away ‘acrosB the deserty They thus
pndertook xadly fo guide the sold-
i across--the - unknown fands~ ‘and |

cases to remain tuardlans of supplies

that were placed along the route.

Another ' circymstance that mater-
jally helped tBE BFitish was & lettér
from  Moslem  church authorities at
Mecca who .severely: condemngd thiel
Mad Maullah's presimption in Mep

The famaticism hed
fielped him in-the e4r ler years® war-
fare was thus diminished. An agree-
ment was finally reached in 1906
whereby he formally promised a re-
presentative of Italy to abstain from
raiding in both British and Italian
L territory.

You do not need to be
informed that there are three large
irrigation companieés in this province,
one of which, the C.P.R,, is advertising
