Understanding that your trip 
through Kootenay and to our city is largely 
for the purpose of learning at first hand the 
special wants and requirements of the 
localities visited, the board desires to assist 
you in so laudable an object, and therefore 
requests your consideration of the pressing 
needs of the Rossland district.

In asking the government to give con­
siderable financial aid to this locality, the 
board believes it is justified in so doing by 
the very large revenue the province is re­
ceiving from Rossland and vicinity and 
the certainty of the revenue rapidly in­
creasing in the future. The ore output 
will be several times multiplied as soon as, 
cheap transportation and lower 
charges are given, and there is every pros­
pect of these being given at no distant date, 
and the provincial revenue therefrom will 
profit largely thereby.

The Board asks the attention of yourself 
and your government to the following 
matters :

(1) A court house ; (2) a supreme court 
registry office; (3) a land registry office; 
(4) an increased school appropriation ; (5) 
reasonable grants for trails and roads; (6) 
and (7) additional grants for tire purposes 
and for hospitals ; 18) the abolition of 1 
miner’s license, and especially of the com­
pany- license ; (9j the prevailing uncer­
tainty of land titles in the city; (10) read­
justment of the taxation of the mines in 
the city limits ; (11) redistribution 
provincial electoral districts to give the 
Trail creek division a represetative.

Each of the danses was treated at 
eome length in the memorial. The doc­
ument was signed by the officers of the 
board of trade. After expressing his 
pleasure at being able to meet the people 
of Rossland, the Premier turned at once 
to the consideration of the memorial.

In regard to the first clause, referring 
to the revenue derived from the city of 
Roseland, Mr. Turner pointed out that 
the provincial receipts from this neigh­
borhood came not so much from the 
municipality as from the surrounding 
mines. Nevertheless, the government 
fully appreciated the highly important 
position held by Rossland, and recog­
nized in her a city of the most brilliant 
future.

The government, said Mr. Turner, had 
not been informed by the Supreme 
court judges that they would not bold 
court m Rossland through lack of suit­
able buildings. What he did under­
stand them to eay was that there was no 
suitable building here in which to re­
ceive them. During his present vieithe 
had been impressed with the insignfi- 
cance of the present government build­
ing, and though he had formerly imag­
ined that by adding to the existing 
building proper accommodation for hold­
ing court could be secured, yet since 
arriving here he had discovered that a 
new court house and government build­
ing is necessary, and he hoped that a 
suitable site for such a building could be 
secured. It would be impossible to build 
the new court house until tbe next ses­
sion of the legislature, and he thought 
that ,an appropriation could' then be 
secured. For the present, he would 
have the government agent here secure 
suitable accommodations for holding 
court until a new building could be 
erected.

Regarding the new sdhoolhouee, the 
Premier said he had been shown the 
plans drawn up by the local board, 
which would coat 150 per cent, more 
than the amount of the appropriation. 
While he had committed himself to al­
lowing the local school board 50 per 
cent, more than the allowance, yet he 
could hardly stretch the appropriation 
to the amount asked, and he would 
advise the local board to keep itself 
within tbe bounds of the amount named.

Mr. Turner was happy to announce 
that the appointment of a Supreme 
court registrar is to be made here, and 
the appointment and the rules govern­
ing the local office will probably be 
gazetted next Thursday. Unfortunately 
he was not in a position to give assurance 
that a land registry office would be estab­
lished here.

Formerly, when the growth of the 
province was slow, it was found to be a 
satisfactory plan to allow the local gov­
ernment agent and the member from 
the district to see to the building of 
trails and roads. At present, though, it 
seemed desirable to put the construction 
of trails and roads in the nantis of a dis­
interested engineer, who would be re­
sponsible for the proper execution of his 
department. He would not say that the 
district of Kootenay had received roads 
appropriate to its needs, but in connec­
tion with the roads was to be considered 
the building of railways in Kootenay, 
At the earnest solicitation of the people 
of the district, the government had 
guaranteed the interest on the bonds of 
the Naknsp & Slocan, and that subsidy 
had been nearly exhausted. Neverthe­
less he was pleased to have learned that 
in the past year the tributary road to 
the Nakusp & Slocan, the Kaslo & Slo­
can, had quadrupled the amount of its 
ore traffic.

For the several years past the govern­
ment had paid much attention to public 
works, but in this respect it had been 
handicapped through the scarcity of 
revenue and the amount of territory 
demanding needed improvements. Of 
late the receipt from the sale of lands, 
formerly an important addition to the 
provincial revenues, had been dwind­
ling away, but the other and legitim­
ate revenue had been steadily in­
creasing, till the receipts for the year 
ending June 30 wexe about $200,000 in 
excess of the estimates, and approxi­
mated a million and a half. At the

JAPAN’S GREAT ENTERPRISE.
Large Appropriation by Imperial Diet to 

Inform Americans How to 
Make Tea.

Several months ago, the Japanese Tea 
Guild sent to this country a special com­
mission, composed of Mr. 8. Mitsuhashi, 
President of Shizuoka Prefectoral As­
sembly, and Mr. J. Ohara, member of 
Japanese parliament, to investigate the 
condition of the Japanese tea trade in 
the United States and Canada, and to 
co-operate with Mr. T. Fnrnya and Mr. 
T. Mizutany, the American representa­
tives of the Japanese Tea Guild, in giv­
ing publicity to the merits of Japanese 
teas and the method of preparing 
for drinking which would insure the 
best results.

Mr. Furuya and Mr. Mizutany are 
planning to open tea bazaars in many of 
the principal cities in the United 
and Canada, where ladies can enjoy a 
cup of fine Japanese tea made by ex­
perts, and atrthe same time receive in­
structions which will enable 
maze it equally well at home. More 
than half the tea consumed in the 
United States and Canada is of Japanese 
growth, yet, the majority of Americans 
apparently do not understand how to 
prepare it so as to develop the delicious 
qualities which it contains. It is be­
lieved by these gentlemen that, when 
Americans are in possession of the secret 
of making good tea, the consumption in 
this country will fully equal that of 
Europe in .proportion. The Japanese

Third—When using Japanese teas, 
pour on the required quantity of fresh 
boiled water, and let stand with closed 
lid from two to three minutes. Never 
boil the leaves. In order to retain the 
natural flavor, Japanese tea leaves 
should be kept in tight can or jar, free 
from moisture.

Norm—To thoroughly enjoy the natur­
al, delicate and sweet flavor of Japanese 
teas, neither sugar nor cream should be 
need.

ion government have facilities (or pur­
chasing the gold in the Yukon from the 
miners, and paying them in Canadian stoke, 
drafts or money, furnishing gold escorts 
to the miners, the Stickeen route and the 
Alaska boundary dispute.

“ Seattle ” and “ Topeka ” Sail for 
the Golden North—Movements 

of the Pacific Fleet.
Routine Business at the Quarterly 

Meeting—Pointers for Hon.
Mr. Sifton.

The younger timber on both sides of 
Saanich Inlet has long been looked upon 
with envious eyes by lumber exporters 
who have business with the Southern 
and Central American ports. As a con­
sequence, the American bark Guardian, 
Which formerly received her cargo for 
the South at Salt Spring island or on the 
Cowichan mainland, has just completed 

full load of props for Santa Rosalia on 
Saanich Arm, and will probably return 
there for another similar cargo. These 
“ props,” which are chiefly intended for 

mining operations, are simply 
young trees from six to ten inches in 
diameter, cat for shipment in twelve to 
thirty feet lengths, and resawn at their 
destination as their usee may require. 
The Guardian, represented by Robert 
Ward & Co., Ltd., is the first vessel to 
receive cargo on Saanich Inlet.

NORTHERN STEAMERS CALL.

Rolh the City of Seattle and the Tope­
ka called at the outer wharf yesterday, 
northward bound, the former receiving 
here the first engineering party in 
nection with the great undertaking of 
the Humbert Yukon expedition, and 
passing on to Vancouver to receive other 
passengers and cargo for the trails. The 
Topeka went up comparatively light and 
received neither passengers nor freight 
here. She calls at Nanaimo for coal be­
fore proceeding on her voyage.

MARINE NOTES.
On her present West Coast trip, the 

C.P.N. steamer Willapa goes no further 
than Kyuquot. Her cargo includes con­
siderable lumber, and her passengers, 
Captain Heater, C. 1. Harris, J. W. 
Jones, Frank McQuillan, and several 
sealing masters who are going to the 
coast to pay off their native banters.

Only fonr of the Behring sea sealing 
fleet are now due to arrive, the Sadie 
Turpel, Otto, Geneva and Pioneer. The 
two vessels last mentioned have not been 
reported for some little time. The Otto, 
on the other hand, should have been 
here days ago, leaving the north at 
about the same date as the Favorite.

No date has yet been fixed for the con­
tinuation of the Gollister inquiry.

The Empress of Japan is due to arrive 
from the Orieert on Monday night or 
Tuesday morning next, bringing many 
Chinese passengers and a heavy general 
cargo for overland points.

Upwards of a hundred Parrels of seal­
skins were forwarded to London yester­
day via the steamer Islander and C.P. 
R., the shippers being the Hudson’s Bay

The company propose util­
izing the E. & N. line to a point near 
Mr. Thomas Kitchin’s residence, on 
Newcastle townsite. From there the 
company propose to run a Y line, making 
connection with the proposed docks to 
be elected immediately adjoining the 
north side of the Millstream, at the in­
tersection of Stewart avenue and Water 
street. The proposed docks will be some 
fifteen hundred feet in length, extending 
to the deep water of the harbor. The 
design of the docks will be similar to 
those now in nse at Union, and will 
allow deep water vessels to load on each 
side at all stages of the tides.”

Dnnsmuir explained that this class of 
dock was now considered superior to any 
other for quick despatch in the shipment 
of coal.

Keen Contest and Good Horseman­

ship tiie Rule at the Opening 
of the Fall Meeting.

The ghastly relics of what constable 
Leeeon and other residents of Quatsino 
believed to be a murder mystery, and 
which were sent to Superintendent Hns- 
eey for analysis on the last trip of the 
Willapa, have been proved, so far as 
medical science can determine, just 
what it was suspected they were—frag­
ments of a human body. This fact 
having been determined, an active cam­
paign will at once be initiated by the 
provincial police to solve the mystery 
surrounding the Indian Ne-cay’s disap­
pearance, and if he has met with foal 
play as believed, to bring his murderers 
to justice.

The pieces of flesh in question, it will 
be remembered, furnish the main evi­
dence as yet obtained in support of the 
theory of murder, and until their char­
ter could be officially stated, the officers 
could not proceed. The necessary ex­
amination was entrusted to Dr. Kirket, 
R.N., of the Royal Dockyard hospital at 
Esquimau, and yesterday he communi­
cated with Superintendent Hussey, in­
forming him that he was firmly con­
vinced that the flesh was human.

As to the stains upon the club and the 
leaves at the point where the crime is 
supposed to have been committed, a con­
clusion has not yet been reached. Mr. 
J. A. Hall, of the chemical works, has 
reported that he cannot find sufficient 
evidence in them to justify the conclu­
sion that they are blood marks, but as 
his report is not definite sufficiently to 
satisfy the authorities, Dr. Kirker will 
also give his opinion as to their nature 
as well. Casual examination yesterday 
induced him to say that he believed them 
to be blood stains.

The main point at issue having, how­
ever, been determined, a copy of the 
analyst’s report will probably be sent to 
Quatsino on Sunday by one of the head­
quarter officers, who will take the Tees 
to Fort Rupert, and thence cross the 
island by the road and trail, the dis­
tance being little more than twelve 
miles. No time will be lost in appre­
hending Lney and his klootchman, 
Daisy, who are suspected of being impli­
cated in the taking off of Ne-cay, and 
who at last reports had gone on a visit 
to tribesmen at Klakeno inlet.

The case as it at present stands is that 
Ne-cay disappeared, and search being 
made in the locality in which he 
last seen, and from which Lney and 
Daisy came, signs of a struggle were en­
countered, and a red-stained club and 
leaves and moss saturated with some 
liquid resembling blood were found. 
There were indications that a body had 
been dragged seaward from the point 
of the supposed conflict, and in the wa­
ter, not far away, the father of the miss­
ing man picked up the scraps of flesh 
that Dr. Kirker has now pronounced to 
be hnman remains.

Luey was said to be very jealous 
Ne-cay being the chief object of hie sus­
picion, and herein is the framework of 
the theory that he—with or without the 
co-operation of the woman made an end 
of the missing Indian.

PHEASANT’S NEW GREW*2 2

I Lieutenant Commander and Officers and 
Men for the Warship Arrive.

The officers and men who have come 
to relieve the time expired crew of 
H. M. 8. Pheasant arrived last night on 
the Islander.

Leaving Plymouth on board the State 
of California on September 29 the men 
from whom the new crew for H. M. S.

The trip across the Continent 
made by special train and no incident 
worthy of mention occurred, officers and 
men alike agreeing in complimentary 
remarks upon the facilities and conven­
iences provided by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway.

Tanner Makes Another Mark for 
the Mile and a Half Pro­

vincial Time.
Varying Estimates of the Treasure by the 

Just Arrived Danube.Cameron,
Splendid Sport at the Second Day’s 

Meeting at the Victoria 
Driving Park.

Not one steamer that started up the 
river after mid-August, and not one 
eager gold seeker who sailed from San 
Francisco, Seattle or Victoria for St. 
Michael’s since mid-July, has yet reach­
ed Dawson City. No steamer can arrive 
there this year. A few persevering pros­
pectors may get through along toward 
the middle of the terrible winter. The 
rest are either scattered along the river, 
at St. Michael’s, or homeward bound 
from there.

Such is the word brought by the C.P. 
N. steamer Danube, Captain Meyer, 
which returned to port last evening di­
rect from the mouth of the great river of 
the North, bringing here the last miners 
to get down the Yukon this year before 
the seal of the Frost King was set upon 
the waters—23 men and women in all, 
with three times as many disappointed 
•prospectors who were unable to get in to 
the gold country, and gold dust and nug­
gets, the approximate vaine of which is 
a decidedly indefinite quantity.

Captain Meyer estimates two hundred 
thousand to a quarter of a million as 
iairly near the mark, althongh the re­
turned miners are reticent as the much- 
qnoted clam concerning their earnings. 
Others who also came down by the Dan­
ube and even accompanied the upper 
Yukoners down the river from the gold 
fields, say that $60,000 to $60,000 would 
be an outside estimate of the steamer’s 
treasure, not one of the passengers from 
the neighborhood of Dawson having 
more than $6,000 in hie possession, and 
the purser having only about $10,000 
confided to his keeping for the voyage to 
Victoria.

When the Danube left St. Michael’s 
there were only about twenty people left 
who intend to come back to civilization 
for the winter, and most of these will be 
on the Bertha, which was to follow the 
Victoria steamer out on the 6th, bound 
for Seattle direct. En route home the 
Danube called at Dutch Harbor (Ounal- 
aeka) for a supply of water, proceeding 
thence to Alert Bay, where 4,000 cases of 
salmon were taken on for Victoria, con­
signed to Thomas Earle. The home­
ward voyage was a pleasant.but compar­
atively uneventful one, the principal in­
cident to arise taking the form of a pre­
sentation to the captain and company of 
an appropriately worded testimonial of 
appreciation for courtesies extended and 
comforts enjoyed.

While at St. Michael's it was learned 
that fourteen men belonging to the 
pinched whaler Nevarch had been found 
drifting on a cake of ice by the steam 
whaler “ Thrasher,” not far from Cape 
Barrow. The men had, when rescued, 
been for eleven days on their desolate 
cake of ice which measured bnt 20 feet 
square, and were all more or less badly 
frozen, while several had by the terrors 
and privations of the situation been 
driven hopelessly insane. The Thrasher 
is now disabled with a broken propeller 
on the Siberian coast near Behring 
straits, but expected to resume her sea­
son’s whaling as soon as repairs shall 
have been effected.

>

The very important convention inaug­
urated and successfully carried ont this 
week by the representative workers of 
the Methodist body in the Victoria dis­
trict, was brought to acloseThursday even 
ing, the proceedings throughout the day 
having been of exceptional interest and 
importance to the church work.

In the morning Rev. George F. Swin- 
nerton, B.A., read a very practical paper 
on “How to develop and direct our 
iorces as a church,” first stating his con­
ception of the terms “forces” and 
“church,” and then enumerating the 
“ forces ” of the church as spiritual, in­
tellectual and moral. Each point was 
taken up carefully, and the facts stated 
that all phases and aspects of modern 
life muet be cared for by the church. 
The essay concluded with the quoting of 
Tennyson’s “ Strong Son of God”; and 
an animated discussion followed, parti­
cipated in by Rev. Meesrs. Betts, Speer 
and Bowell.

“ The responsibility of the Church for 
the social conditions of the day ” was 
discussed by Rev. C. H. M. Sutherland, 
debate ensuing in which Mr. Tisdale, 
Rev. T. W. Glover, Mies Bowes, Rev. 
Messrs. Swinnerton, Betts, Hicks and 
Speer advanced their ideas and the les­
sons of their experience.

In the afternoon Rev. T. W. Hall 
gave'eoneideration to “ The best means 
for reaching neglected communities.” 
A warm discussion followed, in which 
Mr. Tisdale, Mr. Hinkson Siddall, Rev. 
Mr. Betts, Mr. W. R. Morris, Rev. Mr. 
Bowell and Rev. Mr. Speer took part. 
The discussion centred chiefly around :

1. The circuit system vs. the single 
station system.

2. The employment of local preachers.
3. The duty or otherwise of going into 

new communities to establish a church 
where another Protestant church is 
already at work.

Rev. Mr. Sutherland introduced Rev. 
W. Leslie Clay and Rev. A. B. Win­
chester of the Presbyterian church, 
cordially wecoming them and inviting 
them to take part in the business of the 
convention. Both 
edged the courtesy and addressed the 
assembly briefly, Rev. Mr. Winchester 
dealing more particularly with the work 
nearest his heart—that of the Chinese 
missions—and the rights of the Chinese 
in this Western country.

On the conclneion of these addresses, 
Rev. Mr. Hall responded to his critics, 
stating that while he valued the judg­
ment of his co-workers, he was not yet 
convened from the position taken in his 
paper.

A paper on “ The Church as a Muni­
cipal Factor,” by Rev. J. C. Speer, was 
characterized by the President as one of 
the most important of the convention, 
and in the discussion ensuing, Rev. Mr 
Betts, Miss Churchill, Rev. Mr. Suther­
land, Mr. Tisdale, Mr. Siddall, Rev. Mr. 
Bowell. Rev. P. C. L. Harris (of the 
First Congregational church), Rev. T. 
W. Glover of Toronto, and Rev. Mr. 
Hicks took part.

The President made a pathetic refer­
ence to the “degraded condition of 
much of Victoria,” contrasting the mu- 
mcipal council which he had originated 
among the Christian Indiana of Port 
Simpson, with the ruling authorities of 
cities on the coast. He urged the union 
of the church forces of this city to secure 
“ a council of converted men.”

Mr. W. J. Dowler, clerk of the Vic­
toria municipal council, having heard 
only the dieenssion and not the paper 
that called it forth, resolved the church’s 
right to be counted as a municipal factor 
under beads, and held

1. That it is an entity which has an 
interest in moral questions and no 
others, such as sanitary questions, etc., 
bnt

2. The municipal council is precisely 
as the citizens make it, being an elec­
tive body*

3. It is of no ad vantage to speak of 
the present council as corrupt or other­
wise, bnt rather to organize and work 
■for what may be felt to be the beat in­
terests of the city.

Rev. Mr. Speer inquiring if Mr. Dow- 
ler did not regard sanitation as a moral 
question, the City Clerk replied that be 
considered it really a question of poli­
tical economy, although it ceresiidy fias 
a moral side, and in that way the church

racethat luck is sometimes good for the fool­
ish as also for the bold is another lesson 
taught by the following account of the 
trip of the steam schooner Navarro and 
the little river eteamer Thomas Dwyer, 
which the former undertook to tow to 
St. Michael’s. That men should be so 
rattle-brained as to be willing to under­
take snch a trip almost passes compre­
hension, but amazement at their crazi­
ness is lost in contemplation of the 
miraculous escape they had from a 
watery grave.

The Thomas Dwyer formerly plied on 
the upper waters of the Sacramento, and 
that information will convey to everyone 
an idea of how little fitted she was to 
brave the storms which raged in the 
Behring sea. But let the story be told 
by a passenger on the Navarro, D. A. 
McDonald, an old-time California miner.

“The wind had been blowing hard for 
some days,” he said, “ when abont 9:30 
in the evening of September 20 a heavy 
gale began. The wind blew at the rate 
of ninety miles an hour, and nothing 
could stand up against it. It required 
all the efforts we could make to keep the 
Navarro’s head to the wind, and after 
tugging at us with violent lunges, the 
Dwver finally broke her hawser and 
drifted away. The hawser fouled our 
propeller, and for nearly three hours we 
lay in the trough of the sea in an un­
manageable condition.

“ Every mement threatened to be our 
last, bnt finally the storm abated and 
we were able to clear the propeller. 
Then began an anxious search for our 
late companion. All night we kept a 
keen look-out for the faintest glimmer 
of her lights, but none appeared, and 
when morning broke no trace of her 
could be seen. Just before noon, how­
ever, the cry of ‘There she is!’ sent the 

I blood tingling through the veins of every 
man aboard, and every eye was strained 
to the direction in which the first mate, 
glass in hand, was excitedly pointing.

“ Was it her? For a time we doubted, 
the object resembled a mass of wreckage 
as much as the eagerly looked for Dwyer ; 
but as we drew nearer it was soon placed 
beyond doubt that the Dwyer had rid­
den ont that dreadful storm almost bet­
ter than we had. There ehe was, sale 
and sound. Her rudder had been car­
ried away, bnt Captain Anderson, her 
master, had rigged a drag, and kept her 
up to the sea with that.”

And, with the chances ten thousand to 
one against it, St. Michael’s was safely 
reached.

CHINESE FORGERY CASE.
Hok Taw’s Hearing Prolonged by an Un­

satisfactory Witness.

The preliminary hearing of the Hok 
Taw forgery case was expected to have 
reached a conclusion yesterday, but the 
result of the examination of Moi Chung 
called for the prosecution, was that an 
adjournment was taken until to-morrow. 
The prosecution had called Moi Chung 
in the idea that he could testify to Hok 
Taw’s writing, but to their surprise 
when he entered the witness box he said 
he knew nothing about it—and conse­
quently another witness will be sum­
moned instead.

Moi Chung, when asked bow he would 
be sworn, remarked “ elle same white 
man—Blitieh subject.” No, he did not 
go to church, he said, and he was not a 
Christian—so after a little further ques­
tioning he swore in the usual Chinese 
way by burning a paper. He had been 
a merchant here for thirteen years, he 
said, and he knew Hok Taw, but had 
not seen his writing for a long time. He 
volunteered the information that some 
years ago he was in Hok Taw’s boarding 
house on business, and with natural 
curiosity looked over at a paper Hok 
Taw waa writing, but Taw promptly 
turned the paper over so the writing 
conld not show.

Mr. Powell for the prosecution, re­
marked that this witness waa in the 
nature of a eur 
had been led to 
to Hok Taw’s writing, 
another witaese would 
brought, and an adjournment was asked 
until Monday for that purpose.

Mr. Hall asked that the accused be re­
leased on bail in the meantime, but this 
was refused, the magistrate remarking 
that Hok Taw from his smiling counten­
ance did not seem to have suffered from 
confinement, but looked apparently the 
happiest man in court.

An adjournment was therefore taken 
till 9 o’clock on Monday morning, so 
that the case might be concluded if pos­
sible before the Cummings’ case, which 
comes on at 10 o’clock.
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The Danube reached St. Michael’s on 
the 26th of September, and was there 
nine days landing her lumber and boat 
builders supplies, and being detained 
four days longer than would otherwise 
have been necessary through strong 
winds interfering with the work of dis­
charging. The steamer T. B. Weare 
after having been on a sandbar up the 
Yukon for twenty days got off and ar­
rived at St. Michael’s five days in ad­
vance of the Victoria steamer, returning 
soon after to the river with a fall load of 
supplies.

The Alaska Commercial Company’s 
stern-wheeler Alice had also arrived at 
St. Michael’s on the 24th September, 
with about 120 miners, sailing again on 
the 27th, bnt at latest reports only to 
find a resting place on a bar at the river 
mouth, with the ice forming around her 
and threatening to hold her prisoner un­
til the coming of spring.

Two days after the Danube’s arrival 
the North American Trading & Trans­
portation Company’s stern-wheel steam­
er Healey also made port, and received 
her orders to take a full load of supplies 
up river, making the highest point pos­
sible before being nipped. This in itself 
is evidence that the trading companies 
are alive to the necessity of using every 
endeavor to get food as near as may be 
to Dawson City at any risk.

The Healey was still at St. Michael’s 
when the Danube sailed only twelve 
days ago, and the sidewheeler Mare 
Island and sternwheeler Mervin had 
only a few days before made an attempt 
to get up the river that was signally un­
successful. The Mervin at last accounts 
was in the company of the Alice on a 
river bar, with the ice closing in around 
her. The Mare Island had returned to 
a little place called Stebbins, about 
twelve miles from St. Michael’s, where 
ehe is expected to spend the winter 
months.

The lumber and other material taken 
up by the Danube was all landed in 
good order and without any unnecessary 
loss of time. When the vessel sailed 
again the people taken up to build the 
C.P.N. Co.’s river steamer had started 
the erection of a small village of their 
own, which they have patriotically chris­
tened Victoria, and where they will be 
quite comfortable for the dark months of 
winter.

In the gulches around 
Circle City the miners are supplied, but 
in the city itself there is not much more 
than twelve tons of flour. Forty Mile 
has little or nothing, and a large part of 
Daweon must already be on short 
rations.

Such is the information brought down 
by the Danube. ‘ Escape or starve ” is 
the message that has been sent up the 
river, and when the history of that re­
gion comes to be written, the daring and 
perseverance of the plucky man who, 
at the risk of his life, undertook to carry 
the warning to the thousands of people 
waiting anxiously for news, will have to 
be recorded.

The news brought overland some days 
ago of the difficulties encountered by the 
river steamer Margaret in the attempt 
to reach Daweon City is amply confirm­
ed by the reports brought down by the 
Danube. Assistant Superintendent Han­
sen, of the Alaska Commercial Company, 
came down the river on the Margaret 
after she had landed there half of her 
cargo, to make a heroic effort to get the 
remainder of the provisions cached at 
Devil’s Teeth rapids (and aptly are 
they named), for ihe relief of the threat­
ened starvation at Dawson.

Of the gold dust and nuggets they 
have brought back with them they have 
nothing to say. Mention the subject, 
and their lips shut tight and a far away 
look comes into their eyes. It is safe to 
conclude that none of the twenty-three 
who came through from the mining dis­
trict has enough to retire on—and none 
of them - but is determined to try the 
Nurlh country again, having ample con­
fidence in it as a producer of gold.

It is replete with interest to 
the student, who seeks to understand how 
free men can work out the problem of 
self-govern ment.

One of the moat gratifying signs of the 
times is the greater frequency with 
which Canadians use the word Canadian.
There was marked antipathy to the 
term in the early days of the Union.
The Maritime Provinces’ people were 
very slow in calling themselves Cana­
dians ; the Ontàrio people were careful 
to have it understood that they were 
English-Canadians, and even here in 
British Columbia it has not always been 
fashionable for people to speak of them­
selves as Canadians. Only a few days 
ago a respected visitor to the Colonist 
office declined to say Canadian, and 
spoke of the people of this community as 
colonists, and he himself was born in 
America. Now at last we are all be­
ginning to call ourselves Canadians and 
are quite ready to have other people so 
describe us. We no longer think it ne­
cessary to distinguish between English 
and French-Canadians. We are all alike 
citizens of Canada, the youngest and 
most virile of the nations.

As Canadians we have the grandest 
heritage and the greatest opportunities 
of any people. The strong arm of the 
Mother of Nations is ready to guard us.
We have as a people that spirit of self- 
reliance which makes the Anglo-Saxon 
the world-conquering race. We have 
the commercial instinct strongly devel­
oped. We have that sense of fair-play 
which is distinctively British. Although 
for the most part our population is of 
British lineage and Protestant religion 
we entrust the leadership of our affairs 
to a Roman Catholic of French descent, 
and there has yet to bespoken in Canada 
the first word to suggest that hie religion 
or race is an objection to him as Premier.
This is because Canadian nationality is 
a real thing. To-day, in all that makes 
a country a nation, Canada stands 
upon as high a plane as the United 
States, and in respect to the solidarity 
of the various elements of its population 
is in an infinitely safer position.

MORE TILLAGE LAND NEEDED. ms. lst
swept region not under tillage is now 
clothed with forest, there are yet traces 
on every hand of the terrible work done 
on that October night seventy-two years 
ago.

Almost daily some new reason pre­
sents itself for urging upon the farmers 
of British Columbia that they should 
enlarge the scope of their operations. 
We hope not to be misunderstood when 
we say that our agricultural population 
seems blind to its opportunities. By 
this it is not meant that none of the 
farmers realize the chances that are 
ready to their hands, but that compara­
tively few of them fully do so. The 
Colonist is much in sympathy with the 
demand for legislative assistance, but it 
believes that there is such a thing as ex­
pecting so much from the government 
that the value of individual effort is 
lost eight of. What the province needs 
is more land in tillage. We antici­
pate what some persons will say to 
this. They will say that there is not 
much incentive to clear up land for the 
plough, when a mortgagee may step in 
any time and take possession. Doubt­
less, if all the farms were free of debt, 
the amount of permanent improvement 
that would be made would increase 
enormously. It will also be objected 
that, while it is very easy to talk of 
clearing up new land, it is quite another 
thing to do it. To this also we agree. 
We appreciate quite fully the amount of 
abor involved in converting a British 
Columbia forest into an arable field ; yet 
the thing has been done and will be done 
again. In fact a good deal of it is being 
done now in the vicinity of Victoria. 
What we would like to see is every one 
doing what a few are doing.

Another thing may be mentioned. It 
is impossible to go even a short distance 
into the country without seeing not only 
a few, but many acres of land that have 
been all but cleared and have been left

BOTTLE OFTHE PROPER TIME.

Some time ago the Victoria Board of 
Trade passed a resolution urging on the 
Dominion government the need of 
cabinet representation for British Col­
umbia. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in reply, 
stated that it would be given at “ the 
proper time.” From the treatment so 
far accorded this province by the Liberal 
government, it can fairly be inferred 
that “ the proper time,” in their estima­
tion, will be when, and only when, 
political exigencies compel a recognition 
of our rights. The Liberal element in 
Ontario and Quebec is practically, at 
present, too confident in the brute force 
of its majority to yield us one portfolio 
from their prize list. When our repre­
sentation in parliament is doubled, 
as it must be at no distant day, 
when we are able to back up our 
right with might, then, doubtless, Sir 
Wilfrid will think “ the proper time” 
has arrived. But when that time does 
arrive the electors of this Province will 
not forget how every pretext has been 
used to deny us representation at a most 
critical period in our history. They 
will not forget how Sir Wilfrid has 
violated his promise, made when on a 
campaigning tour here, that in the event 
of the Liberal party being returned to 
power cabinet representation would be 
given us. It does not excuse him that 
there was rivalry among the several 
representatives. Strange if there were 
not. The onus was on Sir Wilfrid to 
select a man for the position.

The Conservative party itself with­
held cabinet representation from us until 
the eleventh hour, untiljas it seemed to 
many it was exacted ttS a matter 
of expediency rather than granted as a 
matter of right, as a result a majority 
of the electors of this Conservative prov­
ince determined to givdthe Liberal party 
a trial." The result so far has been dis­
appointing, and without doubt the bulk 
of those Conservatives who at the last 
election voted for the Liberal party re­
gret having done so. We do not claim 
that the Conservative party has always 
given us that representation and that 
fair share of public appropriations to 
which we have been entitled, but we do 
Bay that if a comparison be made of the 
treatment accorded this province by the 
two parties, from the regime of Alexander 
Mackenzie to the present time, it will be 
found that the Conservative party has 
paid far more attention to our interests, 
and done far more for the development 
of this province, than has the Liberal 
party.

CANADA A NATION. SINGULAR
Toronto, Oct. 14.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s 

weekly statement of tradè in Canada 
says : “ There is no special variation in 
the trade sitnation at Montreal since a 
week ago. Sugar refiners yielding to the 
desire of the wholesale trade have de­
cided to grant discounts of 2% to 3 per 
cent, as to quantity, but prices are 
slightly advanced, so that actdhl net 
prices remain about the same. 'Metals, 
hardware, oils, paints, etc., show a fair, 
moderate movement.

The line now extends from Portland 
south to Eugene, and north from San 
Francisco to Redding, leaving a gap of 
389 miles. It is expected this gap will 
be closed and telephone connection be­
tween Portland and San Francisco es­
tablished by January 1. This line will 
complete telephone connection from 
VanconverjR.C., on the north, through 
Whatcom, Everett, Seattle and Tacoma 
to Portland and thence to San Francisco 
and will then be one of the longest lines 
in the United States.

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GRAND TRUNK BAILWAY.

Prospecta Brighter Than For Years-A Con- 
fession of Leakage In Passenger f 

Receipts.

London, Oct. 14.—The annual meet­
ing of the stockholders of the Grand 
Trunk railway of Canada was held to­
day. The attendance was large and har­
monious. Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson, 
president of the road, congratulated the 
stockholders on the announcement that 
the accounts showed a sur pi os of $13,- 
540. He said the prospecte of the road 
were brighter than for years, adding 
that while the passenger traffic, was • 
greatly decreased, owing to the depres­
sion, the revenue therefrom declined 
but little because of greater care being 
taken in collecting tickets. The in­
creased revenue, the president farther 
explained, was doe to reforms, decreased 
working expenses, improved manage­
ment and the establishment of perman­
ent economies in the operation of the 
road.

The agreement with the Chicago & 
Grand Trunk railroad, said Sir Charles, 
was less favorable than the agreement of 
1896. The same ratio was not expected 
for the coming six months, bnt, he 
added, Canada and the United States 
are undoubtedly entering upon a period 
of increasing prosperity. Referring to 
clause 22 of the Dingley bill, the presi­
dent said he was happy to announce 
that Attorney-General McKenna had de­
clared it to tie unconstitutional, thus re­
moving a cause of friction. The presi­
dent then expressed the hope that his 
proposal to the Central Vermont bond­
holders would be accepted and that a 
permanent alliance with the Wabash 
railroad would be effected. The presi­
dent praised the management of the 
Grand Trunk railroad and emphasized 
the importance of encouraging .factories 
along the line.

Mr. Baker, a shareholder, attacked the 
board of directors, saying it did not show 
any qualifications for managing an 
American railroad. The condition of 
the Grand Trunk, Mr. Baker continued, 
was due to the reckless acquisition of 
subsidiary lines. He was surprised at

claimed the management of American 
railroads was notoriously rotten.

“ With characteristic ill grace, Secretary 
Sherman has at last climbed down and 
agreed to Lord Salisbury’s view on the 
Behring sea conference. If the proposed 
collateral conference with Japan and 
Russia ever meets it will leave the ques­
tion just where it is to-day.”

The Times says: “Allowing for the 
peculiarities of American diplomacy 
there is no reason to quarrel with Secre­
tary Sherman’s reply on the subject of 
the Behring sea conference. We entire­
ly disbelieve that Lord Salisbury in his 
oral communications with Ambassador 
Hay ever departed from the position 
adopted in his final note of July 28. 
But it is 
seriously with the expressions of 
astonishment obviously intended to 
cover the failure of an at­
tempt to bluff the British gov­
ernment in a manner disapproved by 
the leading organs of American opin­
ion.” The editorial continues : “ When 
we have settled our relations with the 
United States on the basis of the Paris 
award it may be practicable to establish 
a wider agreement for the protection of 
seal life by land as well as by sea ; bnt 
meanwhile a much more urgent matter 
that Saturday’s cabinet council will have 
to deal with is the reply to the Wolcott 
commission.”

CATHOLICS AS FORESTERS.London Press Agitated Because the British 
Government Has Listened 

to Them.

Loncon, Oct. 14.—All the afternoon 
papers to-day publish editorials urging 
the British cabinet at the meeting to­
morrow to give the coup de grace to all 
rumors of any intention upon the part 
of the government to tamper with the 
currency.

The Westminster Gazette, in a finan­
cial article, says : “ The pandering to 
the bi-metallic lad, which there is every 
reason to believe the government is 
secretly indulging in, in accordance with 
its politic policy of graceful concessions, 
has aroused untold anxiety in business 
circles, which have been voiced in a let­
ter of protest signed by a majority of the 
leading men of the city, expressing grave 
objections to any movement by the gov­
ernment in the direction of bi-metal­
lism.” The paper remarks in conclu­
sion : “ It is inconceivable that the gov­
ernment should prove fatuous enough to 
yield to Yankee silver agitators without 
consulting and taking the weighty advice 
of the hnsiness community.”

Vancouver, Oct. 13.—(Special)—Re­
garding the disnatch from Montreal stat­
ing that the bishop had caused to be 
read in all the churches a letter depre­
cating the fact that the Independent 
Order of Foresters was so rapidly in­
creasing in membership and advising all 
Catholic members to leave the order, 
District Chief Ranger J. O. Fleming 
of the Ancient Order of Foresters said :

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DIED BED-HANDED.
A Stage Robber Resists Arrest, Kills an 

Officer and Is Himself Killed.

Harold, of 
this place, and Under-Sheriff Radford, of 
Yreka, were killed, and Under-Sheriff 
Stewart was seriously wounded this 
morning, while the officers were at­
tempting to arrest Harold for complicity 
in the robbery of the Yreka and Jones 
stage on the 26th of last September.

THE SMELTER OFFERS.
The Vancouver Council’s Decision Criticised 

by the Remington Representative.

Vancouver, Oct. 13.—(Special)—A. 
Williams, M. P. P., representing Mr. 
Remington, who has offered to build a 
smelter in Vancouver for a bonus of 
$100,000, was seen this morning with re­
gard to the acceptance by the city coun­
cil oi Mr. Symons’ offer to build a smelt­
er for a bonus of $65,000, the smelter to 
cost $1,000,000, and the bonus to be paid 
at the rate of $1 a ton on the ore smelted, 
the city to receive stock in exchange for 
the bonus and Mr. Symons to pay for 
the submission of the by-law, as well as 
forfeiting $5,000 if the "smelter is not 
commenced by June next.

Mr. Williams said that the weak point 
in Mr. Symons’ offer was that he was 
too willing to promise anything the 
council asked for. Mr. Symons simply 
represented a syndicate who had from 
now to the end of next year to build 
their smelter. From what he could as­
certain the people want a smelter to be 
built right away. They do not want to 
grant franchises and privileges which 
will practically shut out other bona fide 
companies for a year. His people are 
practical smelter men and know all 
about the smelting business from exper­
ience, besides understanding the wants 
of this country.

TRADEMARK DECISION
PREMIER PETERS’ RETIREMENT.Affecting the Right to Monopolize the Name 

of the Locality of Manufacture.\ Confirmation of. the Report That He Will 
Join the British Columbia Bar.Chicago, Oct. 13.—Judge Showalter, 

of the federal court, to-day handed down 
his decision in the case of Pillisbury and 
others against H. R. Eagle, which is of 
great interest to milling people gener­
ally. Judge Showalter said :

If flour made elsewhere, though 
branded “ Minneapolis,” was made by 
the same method and of grain of as good 
quality , the manufacturer had a right to 
brand it, or designate it as he pleased, 
providing he did not use the name or 
word of another in a like business pro­
tected by direct copyright or trade 
mark.”

This decision completely upsets the 
claim of the Minneapolis millers who as­
serted a vested right to the use of the 
name of Minneapolis as a brand of 
flour.

Halifax, Oct. 14.—(Special)—There 
seems to be no doubt that Hon. Fred.

EAST KOOTENAY MINES.United States Demanding Indemnity from 
Spam for a Cuban War Incident.

Washington, Oct. 12,—Instructions to 
Minister Woodford are being prepared 
at the state department for presentation 
to Spain for another demand for the im­
mediate payment of the claim for in­
demnity made by Samuel T. Tolon.

The original demand was presented to 
the Madrid government by Mr. Taylor, 
who has just retired from the office of 
minister. He stated in stirring language 
that this government would expect Spain 
to pay the just claim of $50,000 as in­
demnity for the Bufferings Mr. Tolon had 
endured. Spain’s reply was that it was 
under no obligation to pay Tolon, and 
this has been followed by another state­
ment which declares that the action of 
the Spanish authorities was a guberna- 
tive measure, and Spain would 
just to herself should she indemnify 
Tolon. State department officials insist 
that the claim is a just one, and will 
continue to.present it.

Tolon was naturalized in New York 
city in 1878. He established a general 
business in Cardenas, Cuba, in 1890. 
He left Cardenas for Havana September 
1 of last year, intending to sail for the 
United States, 
steamer Seneca he was arrested by the 
police authorities and imprisoned for 
ten days in the interior porch of the 
court yard of the police station. He 
was thrust into a small, hot, filthy cell 
September 13, and deprived of all out­
side communication. He was returned 
to the interior porch September 21, and 
was deported to the United States seven 
days later. Mr. Tolon has also pending 
a claim for $100,000, arising out of tne 
damage done to his property in Cuba by 
Spanish soldiers.

Vancouver, Oct. 14.—In the case of 
Mrs. Lang v. the city of Victoria to-day 
the jury was instructed to answer similar 
questions as In the Paterson case.

Another Liberal Newspaper Warns Him of 

a Day of Retribution.

Montreal, Oct. 13.—(Special)—Mr. 
Tarte is again severely criticized in the 
Witness for his conduct in regard to the 
Montreal harbor improvements. The 
Witness says: “The minister of public 
works in the face of urgent appeals of 
business interests for the immediate 
execution of the works, congratulated 
himself upon the delay he had caused. 
The plans for the improvements were 
made in 1886, and the work was to be 
completed in 1894, and here, three years 
later, is the minister of public works 
calling upon the people oi Montreal to 
rejoice over such delay as he is respon­
sible for and promising them more of 
the same blessing.

He can thwart and 
oppoae public interests with comparative 
impunity for the time, but men with far 
greater hold on the public than he has 
can do it no longer. Mr. Tarte wants to 
be master, not servant of the people.”

He attracted great atten­
tion in the medical world some time ago 
when he announced bis discovery of the 
yellow fever microbe.

St.John, N.B., Oct. 14.—(Special)— 
The non-political banquet to Hon. A. G. 
Blair, minister of railways and canals, 
here last night, was the most brillijmt 
affair of the kind ever held in the prov. 
ince. Upwards of fifty leading Conser­
vatives were among those present. Mr. 
Blair in his speech said it was desirable 
that Canada should have an all Canadian 
line through her own territory.

London, Oct. 14.—The Daily News 
says : “ There is a good prospect of the 
speedy conclusion of a general arbitra­
tion treaty between Great Britain and 
the United States. We have reason
to believe that President McKinley 
will propose a clause in the treaty 
providing that before any subject is 
finally referred to the court of arbitra­
tion such subject shall be approved by 
the Queen on one hand and by the 
American senate on the other hand.

Paul- 
useau is wanted here for the robbery of 
jewelry belonging to Miss Day, owner of 
the yacht Sycthian. The girl went to 
Paris to the Mardi Gras festival. Paul- 
useau and one Edouard drugged her and 
conveyed her to England and then to 
this city. Louise fell ill while here and 
was taken to Saratoga to recuperate. 
When she recovered she was taken to 
Chicago by Euouard and placed in a 
house there.

POLtTIl S IN SERVIA.DURRANT’S APPEALS.
'A Parliamentary Party Bent on Plundering 

Their Rivals Instead of the 
Mate.

London, Oct. 14.—The Vienna cor­
respondent of the I) lily Mail, describing 
the proceedings of th** trial of two hun­
dred brigands and receivers of stolen 
property, now in progress at Tschai- 
schak, Servis, says it has developed a 
plot for the systematic plundering and 
murdering of members oi the Liberal 
party at the instigation of the Radicals, 
prominent among whom is Deputy 
Tajsitch. A well known member of the 
assembly says: The leader of the brig­
ands, a man named Barkitsch, testified 
'hat be killed a schoolmaster named 
Backevitch, who was also a political 
writer, at the instigation of Deputy Tap- 
sitcb, and deposed that the latter p 
ised to assist him to escape into Monte­
negro, where, according to the deputy, 
Prince Nicholas, who also desired the 
death of Backovitch, was to reward him 
handsomely. Deputy Tajsitch then 
sounded Barkitsch as to the possibility 
of assassinating King Alexander of Ser­
vie. When this stage of the proceed­
ings wg£ reached the brigand leader sud­
denly stopped the disclosures and de­
clared his previous testimony false, but 
the retraction is said to be due to a bribe 
from Deputy Tajsitch.

The State Protests That the Course of 
Criminal Law ia Unduly Hampered.

Washington, Oct. 13.—The motion for 
a speedy hearing of the Durrant case 
presents the following reasons :

That the case involves the prompt ad­
ministration of the criminal laws of Cal­
ifornia; that appellant has been con­
victed of murder in the first degree, 
judgment of conviction has been passed 
upon him and affirmed by the highest 
judicial tribunal of the state, and this 
proceeding delays punishment of appel­
lant in accordance with the judgment 
pronounced against him ; that the ap­
peal in this case prevents the prompt 
administration of the criminal laws of 
California ; that by reason of this pro­
ceeding, and others of like character 
pending in this court, the enforcement 
of the criminal laws of California is 
hampered and thwarted, and the laws 
of that state for the administration of 
justice and the punishmentof crime are 
rendered largely nugatory and are 
brought into derision and contempt; 
that therefore a speedy determination of 
the case is in the interests of justice, 
law and order, and is a matter of the 
utmost importance to the people of Cal­
ifornia.

himself. To-day Robinson’s sister went 
to Shields’ drug store and upbraided 
Shields for having sold the poison to her 
brother. Shields was a sufferer from 
heart disease ; he became excited at the 
charge and dropped dead.

Tarte Will Ask That Executive Clemency 
Be Extended.Vancouver's Police Magistrate Interprets

the Law in Regard to Grouse Which 
May Be Exposed for Sale.

Vancouver, Oct. 13. — (Special) — 
Every man who handles a gnn and takes 
an interest in the game birds of British 
Columbia will be concerned in the case 
just disposed of by Magistrate Russell of 
this city, in which the distinctions be­
tween the recognized varieties of gronse 
in this province have been receiving ser­
ious consideration. The defendant was 
Mr. Webber, an old hunter and a keen 
student of the game birds of the province 
—he being accused of having exposed for 
sale a willow grouse, not legally killable 
at this season of the year.

Mr. Bullock-Webster, who brought 
the case forward, maintained that the 
bird he produced in court was of the 
species known as willow grouse, and 
that raffled grouse were of the 
family and included under the head of 
willow grouse in the act. This Mr. 
Webber disputed, and in support of his 
position produced works describing each 
as a distinct species, also quoting from 
Encyclopaedia Britannica which states 
that the willow grouse is of the same 
family as the red grouse of Scotland. 
The Encyclopaedia also gives a distinct 
description of the raffled species.

On the whole the 
ethical side of Islam is excellent. It 
inculcates such ideas as these : While 
it ia the duty of every man to pay his 
debts, it is wrong for the creditor to op­
press the debtor, and he is urged to for­
give the debt if he can and count it as 
alms. It is permissible to charge for the 
use of money, but to take exhorbitant 
interest is forbidden. Indeed the taking 
of any interest at all is condemned, 
wherein Islam seems to have anticipat­
ed a modern school of social reformers. 
Chastity is insisted upon, and the Koran 
recognizes no distinction between men 
and women in this regard. In these 
points it will be seen that there is no 
substantial difference between Islam and 
Christianity, and we shall see in future 
articles that there i° really no difference 
in most respects as regards morals 
between any of the great world 
religions. So high and pure is the code 
of Mohammedan ethics that there is no 
reason for surprise at the opinion ex­
pressed by those who study it, to the 
effect that it is unsurpassed by any that 
has ever been taught to mankind.

But it may be asked : What of the ex­
travagant notions of t future life, the 
killing of unbelievers, polygamy, the 
harem and other ideas and institutions 
of Mohammedanism, which distinguish 
it from Christianity?

He 
says the word “Colonies” is out of 
date and “ There is no need to talk 
about loyalty among white men—that is 
one of the things you take for granted, 
for the Empire is US.”

The new Canadian loan seems to be 
regarded by the London papers as a great 
success. Since we must borrow, it is 
well to know that we can do so on excep­
tionally favorable terms.

There is no room for doubt as to the 
richness and extent of the Yukon gold 
fields. Klondyke is only a corner of 
them. The yield of this year is only a 
foretaste of what ia to come. The rush 
of 1897 was quietness itself with what 
we may look for in 1898. Probably the 
world never experienced anything like 
the excitement that there will be on 
next year. People will rush into the 
Yukon from all eflds of the earth. The. 
only limit to the tide of immigration 
will be’the capacity of the lines of trans­
portation. From the Forty-Ninth paral­
lel to the Article circle there will be a 
long procession of gold seekers. Is there 
room for all in the Yukon? In reply we 
say that there are nearly two hundred 
thousand square miles of gold bearing 
country in Canada, north of British 
Columbia, and that practically the 
whole of British Columbia’:: 394,- 
000 square miles is auriferous.

THE PREMIERE VISIT
TO KOOTENEY.

The visit of Hon. Mr. Turner to Koote­
nay will be productive of much good. 
He had not been in that part of the 
province for a year, and many new con­
ditions had arisen during that period. 
In a great region developing as Koote­
nay is, it must be expected that every 
year will create new demands, and these 
can be understood beet by examination 
on the ground. Hundreds of new people 
have come into the district, and it was 
highly desirable that they should have 
the opportunity of meeting the Premier 
of the province and laying before him 
such things as in their opinion need at­
tention. The ministers of other prov­
inces take care to visit as many places as 
possible during the parliamentary re­
cess, and if this is thought to be wise in 
old settled communities, it ought to be 
very much more so in one only in the 
infancy of its development and yet capa­
ble of such tremendous possibilities.

Horn Mr. Turner was well received 
in Kootenay. By this we do not mean 
that he was cordially received, for the 
Kootenay people do not know any other 
way of receiving visitors. We mean that 
he was well received in a political sense. 
The requests made of him were for the 
most part highly reasonable and moder­
ate. It may not be possible to comply 
with them all, and some of them it may 
not be advisable to assent to, with all 
deference to those by whom they have 
been preferred ; but there was no evi­
dence of any desire to embarrass him in 
any way. It was pleasant especially to 
note the tone of the Kootenay press. 
Naturally the papers that are friendly to 
the government would employ compli­
mentary terms when mentioning his 
Visit; but the opposition press were 
equally kindly in their references. We 
do not suppose that this indicates a 
Change of heart politically upon the part 
ef the latter, but we may at least hope 
that it means a change of tone in their 
references to their political opponents.
