Dr. Raymond Interviewed

Dr. Raymond, whose name nas long
been a household word in mining circles
in the Kootenays, expresses himself in
the most glowing terms concerning the
beauty of the country and the lakes and
considers that though- mining matters
in those regions are somewhat dull at
present, the mines are certainly fine and
certain 10 become productive in time to
come, but that the best distriets in Brit-
ish Columbia  are “hoodooed” by the
miners’ unions.

i “From my knowledge of the Rossland
district,” said he, “I know that there es-
pecially that is the serious difficulty. I
am no enemy of organized labor, but all
over the country the union is the grefit
trouble. Its exorbitant demands and
limitation of the day’s work cripple the
mine owner and handicap the industry.
The men are never allowed to do an hon-
est day’s work, po matter what the work-
ing hours may be, and it is decreed that
they shall not work under contract,

“l am very glad,” continued the doe-
ttor, “to see in many parts of British Co-
lumbia the 8ystem of tributing is gaining
iground. Under that system miners earn
even more than the union has ever claim-
ed, whilst at the same time the employer
can get a profit—in many cases for the
first' time—and the reason is that this
practice permits a man to do what he is
able to do and encourages him to do as
much as he can.

. “The experience that eapital has had
in many districts of Canada and the
{United States is such as to
Discourage the Investment of Capital.
in any rggion where the miners’ union
has control. The majority even of mem-
bers of the union are highly discontented
with its tyrannical rules and oligarchieal
management,
“In the States,” concluded Dr. Ray-
mond, “hard times has always been the
best cure for these evils, and I think the
recent dulness in British Columbia min-
ing is quite likely o briug about reason-
able and decent béhaviour on the part of
organized labour.”

First Business Session
At 3 o’clock the first business session
‘was held in the ministers’ room of the
Government building, decorated in honor

CHICAGO'S STRIKE,
Chicago, July 1.—The Cook county
grand jury, which for a month has been
investigating the present teamsters’
strike, returned its report to-night and
‘with it forty-nine indictments against
men. connected in various ways with the
Tecent labor troubles in Chicago.

The following men were indicted in
connection with the brick trust: George
C. P. Rushing, president of the Illinois
Brick Co.;. Charles Hank, president of
‘the Brick, Stone-and Terra Cotta Work-
ers’ Union; P. J. MeMahon, president of
the Brick, Stone and Terra Cotta Team-
sters’ Union; John Gray, general pur-
chasing and distributing agent of the Il-
linois Brick Co. These indictments are
based on charges of conspiracy to injure
the business of indcpendent brick econ-
cerns. Several officers of the independ-
ent brick companies testified that $25,-
000 had been paid to Gray for expenses
in connection with calling strikes against
their plans.

Among those indicted for conspiracy to

injure the business of Montgomery,
Ward & Co. are: Cornelius P. Shea,
resident of the International Brother-
0od of Teamsters, two counts; Jere-
miah McCarthy, business agent of Truck
Drivers’ Union; John Smith} president of
the Coal Teamsters’ Union, and George
N. Golden, business agent of the Pack-
ing House Teamsters’ Lnion.

In 1899 he directed the United States am-
bassadors at London, Berlin, St. Peters-
burg . and Parls to propose that each of
these governments make a declaration of
the “open door” policy Iin China. They
were invited to glve @ssurances first that
there would be no interference with an
treaty port or vested interest; second,
that the existing Chinese customs tarlff
would be continued without discrimination
and administered by Chinese officials;
third, that there would be no discrimina-
tions in the harbor dues and railroad rates.
Italy and Japan were afterwards included
in the negotlations. No treaties were ex-
thanged, but all the ernments. ap-
proached pledged themselves by definite
promises to the ‘“‘open deor’” policy.

Pauncefote treaty, and several reciprocity
treaties, including one with Cuba; gave
support to The Hague conference, and in-

Funeral Arrangements

Newbury, N. H., July 1.—The final
announcement was made at 7 o'clock
tonight regarding the funeral arrange-
ments. The body will be taken from
Newbury by special train at 11:30 a.
m. tomorrow to ' Springfield; Mass.,
where 'the funeral car will be attached
to the Tregular Boston-Chicago train
for Cleveland, Mr. Hay’s former home.
Private services will be held in the
chapel at Lake View cemetery, Cleve-
land, Wednesday _afternoon.

The Hay-Pauncefote treaty, signed No-
yember 18, 1901, replaced ~the Clayton-
Bulwer treaty as an Anglo-American agree-
ment of policy regarding an Isthmian
canal, then supposed to be fixed sacross
Nicaragua. It was drawn up by John Hay
and Sir , Jullan . Pauncefote, ambassador
from Great Britain. Public feeling for
some years had been growing so sore over
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty’s restrictions on
the independent actions of the United
States that there was grave fear that con-
gress might abrogate it by open violence, a
great blow to future amiezable action. Presi-
dent McKinley voiced the feeling by the
declaration in his annual message for
1898 that the canal had become a national
necessity. Fresh negotiations were opened
with Great Britain; that country had no
wish beyond that of neutralizing the canal,
and sent one of her best diplomats with
very liberal instructions to concede what-
ever did not nullify that essential prin-
ciple, The draft treaty was sent to the
senate by the President February 5, 1900.
It provided that a ecanal might be con-
structed by the United States, or under
its direction; to be permanently neutralized
on the basls of the Suez canal agreement:
to be kept oPen at all times either In war
or peace, without diserimination. The Hay-
Pauncefote treaty is now regarded as one
of the great 'diplomatic victories won by
Mr. Hay during his Incumbency as secre-
tary of state.

On several ocecasions, owing to. illness,
Secretary Hay has proposed fo tender
his resignation, but owing to the large
number of important matters connected
with his department, he has been prevail-
ed upon to remain. It was definitely stat-

John Hay was born at Salem, Ind., Octo-
ber 8, 1838, He was graduated from
Brown university 4n 1858, and on -leaving
college entered the office of Abra Lin-
coln in Springfield, Ill, to study law. In
1861 he was admitted to the bar, but did
not practice. In that same year he went
with Lincoln to Washingten as one of
the President5s private secretaries. Dur-
ing the civil war he was also Lincoln’s
adjutant and aide-le-camp. He served in
the field for some time under Generals
Hunter and Gilmore. He was brevetted
lieutenant and lientenant coloneél.

After the death of Lincoln he was made
secretary of legation at Parls, remaining
there till 1867, when he became charge
('affaires at Vienna. After holding  this
post for a year he resigned and returned
to the United States, but was sent. almost
immediately to Madrid as secretary of le-

St. Petersburg, July 1.—This has
been a day of ®ewildering uncertainty
in St. Petersburg regarding the situation
at Odessa. - The Russian caplt'al is with-
out direct advices on the subject of the
surrender of the Kniaz Potemkine, and
the most startling stories of what is pro~
ceeding at the port are in circulation in
this city. Even the Admiralty, the min-
istry of the inferior and other govern-
ment departments repopts are carrent
that the mutineers of the Kniaz Potem-
kine, after agreeing to surrender on re-
turning to their anchorage, changed their
minds and succeeded in corrupting 'the
crew of a hattleship which Rear Admiral
Kruger left in the harbor.

The officials of the different depari-
ments gave the Associated Press reports
the widest divergency, stating frankly,
however, that they were unable to guar-
antee their correetness. The French em-
bassy, however, received advices declar-
ing that the Kniaz Potemkine had final-
ly surrendered and that the mutiny was
at an end, Whether this was succeed-
ed by a second mutiny was not stated.
At the ministry of the interior the As-
sociated Press was innformed that all that |
could be officially stated was that the
revolutionary committee which incited
the mutiny had left the battleship and .

—The Russian government, although al-
most paralyzed by the events at Odessa
and the news that sailors at Libau have
also mutinied, is making desperate ef-
forts to stamp out the flames of revolu-
tion before they can spread to the army,
thé last bulwark of the aristocracy.

With the navy in revelt, the Cancasus
almost in a state of profound war; ag-
rarian disorders spreading rapidly; the
whole country stirred, and the intelli-
geut classes solidly arrayed against the
government, all conditions seem ripe for
the long predicted revolution.

Fish Fertilizers,—Apropos of the ef-,
fort being made by Captain Walker, of
Honolulu, to establish a fish fertilizing
plant near Viectoria, it may be mention-
ed that the Craig Fish Products Com-
pany’s new $75,000 plant at Port An-
geles, for the manufacture of fish serap
for fertilizing purposes, made its initial
run last week, and turned out a trial
batch of some 600 or 800 pounds of
cured ratfish. The process eliminates
the offensive odors usual in converting
waste fish into fertilizer, and the finish-
‘ed product is turned out in two' hours;
‘where as the old process reqtiired several
days. The machinery was brought from
the eastern coast, and ' the plant has
been built by Boston and hﬁine capi-
talists. 'Raw material is to be obtained
from the canneries on the Sound and
from the traps and private fishermen,
‘all (lldnds of fish not good for food being
used.

That “Wild Man.”—Willlam Hall-

a resident of Victoria, .comes
forward with the theory that the “wild
man” said to have been seen in the
interior of the Island is an old chum
of his. He states that about thirteen
or fourteen years ago a man came to
Victoria from the American side and
engaged in sealing. He didn’t engage
in this occupation for long, but made
his home at Alberni. While there his
mind became deranged, and he. began
to live with the Indians. At first the
natives accepted his companionship,
not only willingly, but with pleasure,
even going so far as to place him in
charge of one of their sealing
schooners. “Pete,” the only name by
which he was known, was not a sea-
man, Mr. Hallgran says, and wrecked
the vessel on the shores of Alberni
canal. © This aggravated the Indians,
and they discarded him. As far as
Mr. Hallgran knows, “Pete” wandered
from one tribe to another for several
years and then disappeared, only to
be heard of at rare intervals.

The Metlakahtla Fire—Indian Agent
Morrow, of Metlakahtla, B. C., who is
at present in the city, says that the
village of that name reported in a
special despatch to the Colonist as
being destroyed by fire, Is not the one
in Canadian territory, but is about 75
miles northwest, in Alaska. It con-
tains about 800 inhabitants. The
place was peopled by a very indus-
trious band. Under the charge of
Father Duncan they had made consid-
erable advances. A sawmill and can-
nery existed there, run by the Indians
themselves. The cannery had a capa-
city of about 25,000 eases a season.
Mr. Morrow does not think that a
single white man was employed in the
cannery, the whole work being done
by the Indians. The blow will be
felt all the greater by the band in con-
sequence of Father Duncan’s ad-
vaaced years. The Indians compos-
ing the settlement belonged originally
to the Canadian Metlakahtla, and
lately a disposition has been shown by
many to return to their old home.

Boies, of the staff of the Coldstream
ranch, who was in Victoria the other day
in. company with A. H. McNeil, fruit
expert of the department of agriculture
at Ottawa, has just been t:gpointed to go
east and demonstrate methods of pack-
ing fruit for the benefit of eastern grow-
ers. Mr. Boies says ghat the eastern
fruit men have been obliged to adopt the
standard box instead of the apple barrel,
in order to compete with the produet of
the west. Tt is desired, therefore, that
they be initiated into the best mehods
by expert packers. Mr. Boies does not
know just when he will enter upon the
duties of his new position. He expects,
however, it will be in August.

Coal Contract Let.—It will be remem-
bered that on her first trip across the
Pacific Hill’s big liner, the Minnesota,
took on 800 tons of Union coal as well
as the same amount from the Black Dia-
mond mines, Washington, so_that a test
of the relative steaming gualities of the
coal could be determined. The two coals
underwent a very thorough and practical
test, and it was ascertained that on the
Union coal the boat steamed two knots
per hour faster than on Black Diamond
coal, and that there was exactly fifteen
tons less fuel used per hour. The con-
tract for supplying coal to the big fel-
lows has been let to the Union Colliery
Company, and the hulk Oregon will be
kept busy between Union wharf and Se
attle, supplying the big ships with bunk-
er coal.

Sperling for months will be over.

Interesting Lawsuit.—The application
of the defendant in Union Trust Com-
pany vs. McHugh to extend the time for
the redemption of mortgage was heard
on Tuesday at Vancouver in Chambers
before Mr. Justice Morrison. The plain-
tiffs obtained an order some time ago for
foreclosure proceedings. It appears that
before the time fixed for redemption by
the mortgagor, the mortgagees acting un-
der powers contained in the mortgage
have sold the land, consisting of hun-
dreds of acres sitnated at Saanich, to
Mr. F. B. Pemberton of Victoria, who
in turn has resold to other parties. The
mortgagor, McHugh, now alleges that he
has a purchaser willing to buy the prop-
erty at a price more than sufficient to
pay the amount of the mortgage debt,
a§ asks that the time be extended for
redemption in ‘order that action ‘may be
taken to set aside the sale made by the
mortgagor. Judgment was reserved. Mr.
W. M. Grifin appeared for the plaintiffs
and ‘Mr. J. H. Senkler, K. C., for the
defendant.

Visiting Montrealer Thinks B. C.
Is on the Eve of Great
Development.

+ W. G. M. Shepherd, of Montreal, is
staying at the Driard. He has just ar-
rived from the great Kastern city of
which he has been for fourteen years a
resident.” As the result of observation
during a business tour ' through the
Northwest, he reports that great pros-
penity exists through the territories, and
that there are signs of rapid development
on every hand. ‘With regard to Edmon-
ton, he predicts that it is going to be a
big city; that it has every condition to
make it so as it is surrounded by the
grandest wheat growing land on the con-
tinent. There is a great increasing influx
of people into the district in anticipation
of the coming railway connection. The
‘Canada Northern is expected in the fall,
and the Grand Trunk Pacific, which will
also pass through. ‘“Regina has doubled
its population,” said Mr. Shepherd,
“since my visit two years ago. Calgary
likewise is showing great signs of pro-
gress. The C. P. R. is spending a great
deal of money there on expensive irriga-
tion works and otherwise making Cal-
gary a great distributing centre.

“Crossing the Western Slope one won-
ders how it is that a continuous flow of
tourist traffic from all Canada has not
been long since induced by the weird
magnificence and beauty of the scenery
unrivalled in any part of the world.

“Montreal and Toronto,” continued
Mr. Shepherd, “are feeling the immense
growth of the west through the healthy
and unmistakable medium of the ordin-
ary trade dhannels, the channels of legi-
timate demand.

. “Canada seems to me to be now burst-
ing into mature life, and I believe that
in less than ten years there will be a
population west of Lake Superior great-
er than the present population of the en-
tire Dominion.

' “I am, of course, immensely delighted
with the beauty of British Columbia gen-
erally and Victoria in particular. The
development of the business centres of
[Vancouver and Victoria is very notice-
able and I believe there is a great future
‘before the country generally, judging
from the advance I see in its industries.”

Mr. C._J. Higgins, of Sunbury on
Thames, England, is also a guest at the
Driard hotel. He is touring on pleasure,
taking, as he said, a run through the
American continent. He left London on
the 10th; travelled through the States,
and returns through Canada. Mr. Hig-
gins, though not long enough here to
form any decided opinion upon the econ-
omic conditions of Victoria, is neverthe-
less charmed with the place and eom-
pares it with Portland, to the great dis-
advantage, of the latter. He is much
struck with the alertness and up-to-date
appearance of things Victorian, its Eng-
lish looking surroundin®®, its comfortable
and well kept residences and its general
air of prosperity and thinks that if all
he has heard of the development of its
industries is true there must be a future
betorg the city of a very prosperous ua-
.'ture, if only as a residential resort.

Colonist Mab Visits Bullen Bros”~
and Victeria Machinery
Depot.

Orders Booked Which Wiil Give
Employment to Great
Many Men.

—

Messrs. Bullen & Co. were waited
upon yesterday by a Colonist reporter
al their extensive shipbuilding yards
at Bsquimalt, with a view to obtain-
ing an insight into the present posi-
tion of that industry. The reserve
with which the subject was officlally
treated in the absence of the princi-
pals seemiéd an unmistakable augury
of serious portent. The report amount-
ed merely to this—that the business
outlook generally was promising; the
amount of work done since the begin-
ning of the year compared favorably
with that of other years;. the staff
of workmen has been fully maintained
at its maximum, and may be shortly
still further 4ncreased. The ship-
building industry has received, from
various influences, a slight impetus,
and there is a prospect of a busy time
for the remainder of the year.
Outside, however, in the yards there
is a scene of the greatest activity.
Numbers of workmen are busily em-
ployed running up new buildings.
These, it is understood, when com-
pleted will comprise new business
offices, workshops, etc. In the adja-
cent bay the piledriver powerfully
palpitates in the process of driving a
vast series of piles which are destined
to support new engineering shops and
works.

An extension of the great wharf is
also in contemplation, it appears, and
new shipbuilding ways are in evi-
denee.

The reason of all this stir and ac-
tivity is in preparation for the build-
ing of several new vessels, of which
one, to be built of steel, length about
100 feet and 300 horse-power, some-
what on ‘the lines of the Beatrice, is
said to have been ordered by the gov-
eﬁlment for lighthouse service especi-
ally.

Another, of larger dimensions—
namely, 260 feet length and 900 horse-
power, a wooden vessel, stéel-ribbed—
is ordered by the C. P. R. She is to
be specially adapted for the Alaskan
trade, being fitted with three -ecargo
decks within the hull, leaving space
for a large amount of passenger ac-
commodation

It is said to be probable that there
will be a hundred men at work in the
yards there shortly, as in addition to
the building of new vessels, the re-
construction of the Princess May is
shortly to be taken in hand, in order
that she may be better fitted for the
northern trade.

ed by C. J. V. Spratt, who reported
that the business of this year was
favorable as compared with last; that
the amount.of new business has been
quite considerable, and the position
may be generally described as fair.

“Of shipbuilding, or what we eall
open orders,” said Mr. Spratt, “there
has not been ‘any unusual guantity
this year, but in repairing a very
satisfactory amount has been done.
In mining machinery work also there
is no extraordinary activity, but we
are working steadily all the time with
the full staff of permanent hands, tak-
ing on extra men as occasion may re-
quire.

“The fisheries extension, and especi-
ally the whaling station, has brought -
us:in quite a bit of new business, and
also the canneries contribute some-
thing to our work. The new turpen-
tine works mnew being erected at
Spratt’s wharf have likewise brought
us a considerable order for machin-
ery.

“Our trade 1s to a considerable ex-
tent made up of hundreds of com-
paratively small orders, the nature of-:
which seems to argue a pretty general
state of activity and prosperity in the
direction they represent. So well
assured are we that this is the case
that we have recently sunk a consider-
able amount of new capital in . the
further perfection of our plant for the
development of our business.”

The following is a synopsis of the ad-

farmers’ meeting a: Milwaukee, Oregon,
recently. The ‘person named is director
of and agriculturist at Oregon Agricul-
tural College and Experiment Station,
[Corvallis:

¢ Inteusive . agriculture is the coming
watchword of husbandry. Western Ore-
gon and the irrigated portions of East-
ern Oregon are.entering upon an era of
smaller farms and more intensive cuiture.
The trend of agriculture is toward max-
imum production. This condition of hus-
bandry will be found on small rather
than on large farms. There are -con-
tributing agencies conducive to the de-
velopment of this system of farming.
First, conditions here are highly favor-
able to:the system; second, the steadily-
increasing values of land and conseguent-
increased taxation compel the owner to
make the farm more remuunerative. This
subdivision of our farms will not only
give rise to better general farming but
will also give us a more dense popula-
tion. The increased revenue by reason
of more intensive systems of husbandry
will stimulate every avenne of trade and
help to develop Portland into a great
commercial city.

There is no agricultural section in the
world more favored by natural endow-
ments for intensive agriculture than is
our own fair state; also, there is not a
Section of our state better situated for
intensive husbandry than here. Your
farms are located at the very threshold
of the metropolis of the northwest. There
is no reason why the farmers of this sec-
tion should not be prosperous. Nor is
there any reason why agriculture should
not be a profitable and pleasurable voea-
tion. Surely the potentiality of our soil
and climate, when properly understood,
will surpass the expectations of the most
sanguine.

Tranquility, ete., although it is now
known that there is no air and no water
on. the moon at all.

If, during the third week of the month
when the moon is full, the observer will
examine it again, the various “seas” will
be much more conspicuous than before,
‘but the surface will ‘net appear to be
nearly so rough.' This is because the sun
is now shining vertically down into the
craters and valleys so that the elevations
throw 1o shadows and therefore do not
appear to stand out well. The craters in
faet now look like little silvery patches
on the moon’s surface and the borders
of the seas merely like lines between the
light and dark areas. Near the lowet\
edge of the moon an unusually large and
bright crater will be noticed. This is
the crater Tycho, and stretching out
from it there may be seen a number of
curious radiating lines, some of them
2,200 miles long, which stretch straight
across the surface of the moor cutting
through the craters and seas.

If the observer considers that the moon
is 2,163 miles ‘through, he will at once
see that the craters which cover its-sur-
face are very much larger than any
which are found on the earth, Some of
them are indeed more than 100 miles

that it not only formed the large crater
Tycho, but actually rent the whole crust
in great cracks hnndreds ef miles long;
the imprisoned lava escaped through
these cracks and solidized, thus forming
the radiating streaks which lead from
Tycho.

The cooling of the moon was thus a
rapid one accompanied by great and vio-
lent eruptions. The same process is now
going on with our earth, and though the
ageing of this greater world is far more
gradual and quiet the ultimate result
will be the same. The interior rocks in
cooling will absorh all of our air and
moisture and finally the earth will have
grown perfectly cold and dead as the

moon has done.

The Moon’s Past History.

a trace of either air or water on its sur-
face?

The answer to this question is con-
tained in the simple fact that the earth,
the moon, and all 6f the other bodies sur-
rounding our sun are slowly cooling off.
But it is well known that the larger a
body is the more slowly it cools, and thus
Jupiter, Saturp, Uranus and Neptune,
each of which is far larger than the
earth, are still very hot, so hot indeed
that they are not solid worlds at all but
are in a vaporized condition. There can
be no doubt that ages ago the moon was
in this condition also, but that this com-
paratively small body surrounded by the
intense cold of outer space lost its heat
very rapidly. As it cooled of it shrank
together, until finally there came a time
when a thin solid erust formed about the
molten interior. It is probable that this
first crust was broken up and re-formed
many times before the surface of the
globe became so cool that a permanent
crust could exist. But even when this
permanent erust had formed the cooling
and shrinking by no means stopped, only
now the imprisoned gases under the
enormons pressure could only escape to
the surface through fissures and holes.
It was about' these ontlets that the crat-
ers formed.

It is believed that this process of erup-
tion did not go on steadily but only in-
termittently. After a general eruption
the pressure on tae interior would beso
relieved that the crust would have time
to. greatly thicken before the pressore

PRIVATE OWNERSHIP OF TROUT.

The Breeder and Sportsman.

The question as to the right of owuers
of fish ponds or enclosed waters, where
trout or other fish have been propagated,
to sell and dispose of the same at any
and all times, irrespective of fish laws,
local or state; is a well settled one, con-
trary to the belief of many who “raise”
trout in such ' manner. The opinion
of most fish culturists ‘is that so
long as they have raised the fish, they
may dispose of them in the same manner
as ordinary truck garden products.- In
this way they are wrong. If such were
the case, the openings for an evasion of
fish- laws would be obvious. In several
of the Eastern states the guestion has
been settled by legislative aid.

On the coast the matter has come up
in different localities. “At the next ses-
sion of the Oregon legislature an attempt
will be made to pass a law permitting
the sale of trout propacated by private
means, and in inclosed waters. A simi-
lar statute is in- effect in the state of
'Washington, and has resulted 'in the
raising of large numbers of trout by com-
panies or farmers. who own streams or
lakes adapted to the purpose.. While
many of these trout.growers have de-
velo fish of marketable size, few of
the trout have been sold, as it is figured
that another year’'s growth. will more
than pay for the eare of keeping them-
an additional season.., - . °

Sportsmen generally favor the plan.
as its suceess would tend to stop the sur-
reptitious wale of ‘wild trout, taken from
the public sty to clubs and high-
toned restaurants, which are able to pay
a good price for trout and guarantee pro-
tection ‘to the men who ‘supply them.

“Of the “trout farms” now in. opera-
tion in' Washington state, perhaps the
“largest is that of the Commercial Trout
Company, which has been in business
several years, with hatcheries near Sno-
homish, Hatchery aid nursery buildings
have been  erected and equipment in-
stalled, ecottages built for keepers, and
mearly 2,000,000 trout hatched, not in-
cluding this‘year’s spawn. Some of these
trout are now over two years old and of
marketable size, but the' company will
not place any of its product on the mar-
ket for another year.

About a year ago the company, finding
its facilities inadequate for ine main-
tenance of stock on hand, and to provide
trout for future years, increased its ecapi-
Ltal from $50,000.to $75,000. Since that
time a4 dam has been built across the Sul-
tan river, diverting a portion of the flow
to the trout farm. The flume.is 3,500
feet long, four feet' wide and three feet
deep, and is built on such 'a:grade as to
divert 32,000 gallons of water a minute.
An artificial lake for raising wild ‘trout
for breeding purposes will, when com-
pleted, cover thirty-three acres and have
a miximum depth of twenty feet. The
depth is graduated so that the trout can
choose thei own: places for exercise or
rest. ‘Thirty wew / rearing ponds have
been completed, and ground cleared for
100 additional ponds, which will be in-
gtalled as rapidly as possible.

The company began taking eggs last
Deecember, and has completed the work
of hatehing mow. About 1,250,000 eggs
were imported from  the East, and all
arrived in good condition. About 2,500,
000 of this year’s fry are being fed now.

STURDY SCOTCH FARM HANDS.

Lot of Experienced Men and Domestic
Servants Have Reached Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, June 30.—Alexander Long-
muir, of Stonehaven, Scotland, has ar-
rived in the city with 60 experienced
farm hands from Scotland, and a number
of domestic servants. Mr. Longmuir
was for many years engaged in farming
at Carberry. Eighteen months ago he
sold his farm and returned to Scotland
in the service of the Canadian Pacific
railway/ as special jmmigration ageut.
iDuring the period he has been in the old
country he has sent 300 people to Can-
ada, chiefly experienced farm hands and
domestic servants.' The Scotch immi-
grants secured by him come largely from
the north, although there have been rep-
resentatives from every part of the coun-
try. On the present trip he brought out
26 faetory girls from Aberdeen, to work
in the factories of the Canadian Colored
Cotton Company, of Cornwall, Ont. The
company of girls was divided in Mont-
real. some going to Cornwall dnd some
to Milltown, 'N. B. 'The 60 farm hands
brought out yesterday were sent to va-
rious poirts in the province, 15 going to
iCarberry, 10 to Brandon and the balance
to a number of western points. The
narty landed from the Lake Erie at
Quehee. Two Scotch p'pers accompanied
the immigrants, and enlivened the whart
at Queber by playing a number of selec-
ginr]xs while the girls danced a Scotch
keel.

Mr. Longmuir states that he could
have found employment for one hundred
additional men if he had brought ‘as
many with him, and that he could have
got the men if he had been sure of em-
ployment, but he felt afraid to guarantee
work to so many. He will now go west
to Calgary. and will afterwards cover all
the hranch lines, taking orders from
farmers who want good farm hands, and
also from those who require domestic
sorvants.  He will wisit all . principal
points in Manitoba and the West.

Mr.: TLongmuir’s own history is the
best recommendation for Manitoba, - He
came to Canada 15 years ago without
capital and sold his farm last vear for
a large sum of money.  He still hélds
a section of land near Melfort. and may
return to the West aund begin farming
again in Canada.

SAYS HE 18 105 YEARS OF AGE.
Argues Law With State’s Attorney and
Refers to Milton and Spencer.

Baltimore News.

George Walker, who says he is 105
years old, and whose breast is scarred
with wounds which he declares were
received in the Crimean War, was tried
in Part 2 of the criminal court before
Judge Harlan and a jury upon the
charge of larceny. After he had ar-
gued Blackstone'ss principles of  law
with Deputy State’s Attorhey O’Dunne
and had made an impassioned speech
‘to Judge Harlan, and the jury, during
the course of which he quoted fre-
quently from the philosophies of Her-
bert Spencer and Solomon, the jury de-
cided that he was crazy, and brought
in a verdict to that effect.

He admitted that he had taken a pair
of shears from the store of Charles H.
Richards, but said that Mr. Richards
owed him $1.50, and that he had taken
thé shears;in compensation for the
debt. “I respectfully submit,” he said
to. Mr. O’'Dunne, “that where there is
no malieious intent to commit larceny
there can ‘be no crime., The principle
is laid down in Blackstone and followed
by all legislators. There . being no
crime, there can, I submit, be no pun-
ishment.”

Walker continued; in a quavering
voice, to assure Mr. O’Dunne that he
was 105 years old and bore the seans
qt wounds received before Sebastopol.
“I am a graduate of Oxford University,
England,” he said, “and my. sister is
the distinguished Dr. Mary Walker of
Washington, D. C. I am the only man
alive today who has had the honor of
shaking the hand of Thomas Jefferson
and John Quincy Adams—I have done
both, I assure you.”

In his appeal to Judge Harlan and
the jury, Walker said:

“Were you drunk when you took
thejse shears?” asked Mr. O'Dunne.

Although I have endeavored to abstain
from evil, your houor will at once admit
the psychological truth of the maxim
that while the spirit is willing the flesh
is weak. Man, indeed, is mutable. When
I look back over the ruins of my life I
am driven to wonder that I should have
exhausted myself in things so. trivial.
Life, as Solomon says, is indeed all
vanity and yvexation, and from the view-
point of my age that truth becomes
daily plainer and plainer to me. I beg
the court for an opportunity to make
somethmg out of the end of my life.”

Mr. O’Dunne suggested to the jury
that a verdiet of mot guilty, by reason
of insanity, be rendered., and it was ac-
cordingly done. Judge Harlan will con-
sider the case and probably send Walker
to some asylum,

The old man appears to be about 80
years oid. He has had seyeral collisions
with the police before.

APPRECIATE B. C. TIMBER.

Substantial Investments by Advance
Guard of Eastern Lumber Magnates.

It has been customary for people in
this province to remark that the Kast
will have to look to us for the supply
of lumber now that the pine woods of
Michigan and other States have been
practically exhausted, says the Colum-
bian. Within the. past few months this
comfortable prediction has been practi-
cally verified by the influx of Hastern
capital segking investment in British
Columbia timber lmits, and Hastern
capitalists who are losing mo time in es-
tablishing their mills in this province.

All parts of the province have bene-
fited by this. Within the year the Blk
Lumber Company; composed chiefly of
Minnesota men, have built a large mill
at Fernie. Otis Staples, a Michigan mil-
lionaire, has given his name to a new.
town ‘which has risen with his mill near
Cranbrook. At Mundy, 17 miles from
Revelstoke, another large mill has been
erected by an old Pennsylvania firm,
and several New Westminster men have
found steady work in construction.

The Kamloops Lumber Company has
three mills. One at Kamloops, on the
site of that burned last year, one at En-.
derby, and one at Annis. This company
is composed of wealthy Canadians, sach
as Geo. McCormick, ex-M.P, for Parry
Sound, Ont., and Geo, Ryan of Toronto.
Another mill will soon be erected near
Kamloops by H. F. Ferris of Traverse
City and associate ' Michigan lumber
‘magnates.

At the coast the Rat Portage Lumber
Comnany is a new-comer. establishing a
branch mill some time ago on Harrison
river, though it is not just at present
operating. = The Vancouver. Lumber
Company, J. D. Moody, manager, means
Mexican capital come north: At New
Westminster the 6ld Ross-McLaren mill
has been acquired and put into opera-
tion by American capital represented by
Lester David, and Small &  Bucklin,
late of Ithaca, New York, are building a
large mill in the West End. H. L, Jen-
kins, of Minneapolis, - recently secured
limits on the North Arm of the inlet
from which to feed his mill at Blaine,
‘Wash., and other Washington' millmen
are casting sheep’s-eyes on our timber
limits.

On Vancouver Island, Boston ecapital-
ists are securing limits an planning to
erect a mill.

MeGoldrick & Tammars. of ‘Minne-
sota, who have buiit at Nelson, have
just secured 55 square miles of limits on
Queen Charlotte Islands, and Detroit,
Mich., and other capitalists have become
interested lately in large holdings up the
coast.  All the above-mentioned mills, of
course, - mean that extensive timber
limits have been secured. Yet these are
but_ the vanguard of the men who will
seek to get control of the vast areas of
timber, the nature and extent of which
is not yet known to anyone.
