In the early part of this century the con­
test for the control of the state between 
the federalists and democrats of Maseaohu 
setts had been long aqd bitter. In 1811 
the latter succeeded in electing their 
didate (Elbridge Genry)for Gpveruor and a 
majority of both he uses of the .legislature.

States senator» in the future, it was impor­
tant to perpétuât» this possession of pow­
er, and measures were taken to retain a 
democratic majority in the state senate in 
all future years.

They divided 
counties in opposition to the protests and 
strong constitutional arguments of the fed­
eralist* ; and thoae of Essex and Worces­
ter were so divided as to form a democratic 
district in each of those federal counties, 
Witiiout any regard to convenience or pro­
priety.

The truth 
is that they look upon the trade question 
as an economical and not a political 
one ; they hold that two men, equal!; r 
sound as reformera, may . differ on tin, 
question, just as they may on the question 
as to the beat method of farming for Can­
ada, or the best plan for saving the harbor 
of Toronto. Most of them will probably 
repeat their protectionist votes of 1878 ; 
the principal danger to. Ahe N. P. being 
the possibility that some of them may 
think it so firmly established that they do 
not require to make any particular exer­
tions in its behalf. tint the Globe has 
been doing its best to prevent them from 
falling into any such careless frame ol mind, 
and the more they read the Globe the 
stronger will the necessity appear to them 
of exerting themselves perhaps just this 
once more, after which it may be supposed 
the N. P. will remain comparatively safe.

The weight of reform protectionist votes 
in the Dominion election is something that 
Mr. Blake must take into his reckoning, 
and it is no small thing either. It is an 
element that cannot be left out of the esti­
mate; every body knows of it, and nobody 
is likely to forget it But there is some­
thing else which lies too deep down to be 
matter of general observation, and which 
may exercise a subtle yet powerful influence 
on the Dominion elections. We refer to 
the habit which has been growing up of 
voting on the reform side for the province, 
and on the conservative side for the Domin­
ion. If we observe closely and listen at­
tentively we shall see many indications, 
not merely that this particular habit has 
been growing up, but that it Still continues 
growing. It is developing itself largely 
among that class of people, not few in 
number, by any means, who have no very 
decided political views at all. The number 
is large of men who have merely what we 
may call bread and butter views of politics, 
and most of these will vote on Mr. Mowat’s 
side in the provincial elections. The aggre­
gate influence on the popular vote of license 
inspectors, clerks and bailiffs of division 
courts, and of the educational authorities, is 
something of no small magnitude, and it 
will be cast nearly altogether in favor of 
Mr. Mowafc, Even among conservative 
hotel and saloon-keepers à certain free ma­
sonry exists with regard to this matter; a 
tacit agreement that it is best to vote for 
Mr. Mowat’s supporters, or at least to re­
frain from openly opposing them. In the 
Dominion elections, however, they take 
their revenge, and “go it strong” for Sir 
John. The thing of most importance that 
we have to point out is, however, the grow­
ing* habit, among that large class of people 
who neither know much nor care much 
about party politics, of voting one way in 
the Dominion and the other way in the 
provincial elections. Among this class 
some notion of striking a balance in this 
way appears to be spreading. The ten- 
denky is to make things very comfortable 
for Mr. Mowat, but it may be “rough” on 
Mr. Blake.

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JTHE LAND OF GIGANTIC MONOPOLIES.

A witty Frenchman once described the 
government of Russia aa one of “ despotism 
tempered by assassination.” That was a 
few generations ago, how true it still re­
mains let recenLevente tell. In something 
the same way the government cf the 
United States may be described as one of 
republicanism tempered by gigantic mono- 
polies. Nowhere else on the face of the 
globe have railway, telegraph, and other 
corporations attained such tremendons 
power.
this case, perhaps the American eagle would 
be too free a bird altogether were there 
no Goulds and Vanderbilta to teach him 
that he must submit to restraint in one 
certain way, just as the subjects of kings 
and emperors have to submit in another. 
Over a hundred years ago the Americans 
rebelled against King George, and ever since 
they have called themselves a free people ; 
with still better reason, of course, since the 
abolition of slavery. But the strict pro­
priety of the boost is not so apparent now 

it was fifteen years ago. An era of gi- 
itic railway and other monopolies has set 

i and almost every week witneeees newer 
i, l more astounding developements. 
U-re is one of the latest. The New 
X -rk Times says that . one of the most 
gi->ntic monopolies of the age has been 
created by the union of the Edison electric 
light company with the Gramme electric 
company. The several large companiea 
that claim the control of all patents for ap­
plying the existing systems of lighting by 
electricity are thus formed into one organ­
ization. Some people may see in this the 
true inwardness of Edison’s long delay in 
showing the practical working of his system 
on the large scale. His invention was a 
failure, so it was said, it was another 
Kealey motor humbug, and he was merely 
trying to hide the fact aa long aa possible. 
Now the indications are to the effect rather 
that the delay was for purposes of specula­
tion and monopoly. The electric light may 
be a good thing, but it will not be cheap 
to the public if the companies controlling 
the patenta have combined. The consoli­
dated company will pat prices up close to 
the limit which the public will “stand." 
This is a way the great monopolist* have ; 
they are careful to take just as much as 
they can get without provoking actual re­
bellion or the development of fresh com­
petition, which might trouble them. If 
threatened by a popular demand for legis- 
1 it ion to curb their power they will concede 
just enough to save themselves for the 
time, and no more. On this identical point 
one of the regular Philadelphia correspon- 

, dents of the Canadian Manufacturer (To­
ronto) contributes the following very sug­
gestive paragraph :

“The consumptive capacity of this con­
tinent is under-estimated, as is show by the 
steadily increasing demand, the depletion 
of stocks, and the firmness of prices. The 
dnlness of the past four months has been 
due to short crops, diminished exports, and 
fears that construction of railroads was 
being too rapidly prosecuted, 
now within three months of new crops, 
and within five months of possible heavy 
exports. These facts may soon transform 
the entire commercial situation. Eastern 
speculators and investors have privately 
paid agents travelling through the west, 
watching the coming crops and figuring up 
prospectively their value. Influences have 
been privately brought to bear on the rail­
way authorities to have no more railway 
wars, to fix on rates and keep them. The 
railway managers have seen the importance 
of this by the efforts made in congress and 
in the New York legislature. Of course 
they know that congress and the legisla­
ture are as putty in their hands at pre­
sent, but they do not want to stir up the 
power behind the throne. The mustard 
seed of an anti-monopoly party is seeking 
to grow into a great political party, but 
when it is about becoming a party the 
dominant power in politics will do as they 
always have done, viz. : pass enough of 
the desired measures to take the wind out 
of the sails of the would-be party.”

The conjunction of republican freedom, 
and even license, with the most gigantic 
corporate monopolies ever known in any 
country, or in any age, is surely a 
study for philosophers and “ thinkers.” 
With some a ready way of accounting for 
it is to say that protection is doing it alL 
But a little reflection will show this to be a 
most unwarrented conclusion. In the 
States there are many manufactures which 
are virtually monopolies, but they are such 
far more through the control of p.Vents 
than because of protection. And patents 
would have to be and actually are granted 
under free trade. There is not a scintilla 
of proof to show that railway and telegiaph 
monopolies are in any way dependent upon 
protection for their existence ; and these 
are the greatest of all. We must look in 
some other direction for the true explana­
tion of one of the most remorkable pheno­
mena of our time.

quality to keep np a national position.

THE REDISTRIBUTION BILL.
The conservatives will have a difficult 

task in vindicating the redistribution bill 
just brought down. At the first flush it 
has the appearance of a party scheme, a 
party trick, to secure Ontario for the con­
servatives in, the next election. Nothing 
is more discreditable to a party in power 
than a measure designed to perpetuate that 
party's control of the country. Gerryman­
dering constituencies, extending the term 
of parliaments, and all such measures are 
nothing bnt flagrant violations of public 
liberty and popular government.

The question then cornea is this measure 
of Sir John Macdonald’s a gerrymandering 
measttrê,1 ot fs it a redistribution bill called 
for by the needs of the province? Just at 
present we are unable to answer the q ties- 
tion ; but we are able to indicate the method 
by which it may be answered.

Let a large section of country be taken 
in which considerable “readjusting” is pro­
posed: find ont the average political com­
plexion of each township in this district 
from the returns of past elections both pro­
vincial and federal; next, find what the 
average total of conservative and refotm 
voters in this large district is; then finally 
see whether t)#ese townships have so been 
grouped that» the total number of mem­
bers from this large district, the percentage^ 
of conservatives shall be the same as the 
percentage of conservative votes in the dis­
trict; and the same in regard to the re­
formers. If. ‘for instance, there are twenty- 
five thousand voters in the district and the 
returns show fifty-five per cent of 
them to be conservativi 
forty-five per cent of them to be reformers, 
and that the political complexion of the 
twenty members returned show the same 
percentage ; then if under the new arrange­
ment these same twenty-five thousand 
votes are so disposed as to give fifteen con- 
servate and five reform members, it ia evi­
dent gerrymandering has taken place.

In the proposed redistribution in Ontario 
over fifty ridings are affected. A number 
of these must on the face of them show no 
“doetoring.” For instance all will admit 
that it was time that Niagara was wiped 
out ; in aeveral others, no doubt, the change 
in the political complexion of the ridings 
will be trivial. Eliminating these and 
coming down to ridings in which it is 
charged gerrymandering has been done, 
an investigation of the returns for past 
elections on the method above referred to 
will soon show whether the bill just brought 
down is a discreditable party trick or not. 
Those posted in the several ridings ought 
soon be able to apply the test.

What the Steam Plow fan Do.

There is a good deal of talk in the Mani- 
toba pa|>ers about the steam plow lately 
imported from England. The other day 
fifteen acres of well tufted ground 
selected for a test. Two traction engines 
were placed at either end of the field to 
furnish propelling power. The plow proper 
is composed of a solid iron frame on a gig, 
and containing six plows on either side of 
the frame, so placed as to admit the end 
not in use—that used in going in the 

■ opposite direction—being raised from the 
ground by the weight of the other end aud 
two men who ride on the plow. The engines 
are alternately set in motion, hauling the 
plow back and forth, turning six furrows 
ever} trip. The length of cable wound 
and unwound on the immense drums 
si ta ted six trips per acre. The plow was 
drawn at a speed of four miles an hour,and 
did the work as well as any breaking 
plow. Mr. Allen, the owner, has contract­
ed to break 3000 acres this spring, with the 
privilege of 10,000 acres, for the Red River 
Land company, at Hope, at the rate of $3 
per acre. The engines can be operated 
with about 200 pounds of soft coal per 
acre, and it is expected that bat four men 
will be necessary to operate the machine.

Filthy Litre Lend Grabbing and Zeal fer 
Religion.

The Canada Presbyterian gets off the 
following anent the religious and benevo­
lent Northwest land schemes : We should 
be sorry to see the Presbyterian church 
joining in the rush of land-grabbers who 
all anxious to get as much of the territory 
as they possibly can, and all professedly for 
the most disinterested reasons, when facts 
point very evidently in a very different 
direction. We are rejoiced to kuow that so 
many Presbyterians are making their homes 
in the Northweit, and it is very natural 
that friends and relations should draw 
together and take up land as near to each 
other as possible. But they will do this all 
the more efficiently by getting their laud 
directly from government, aud by the 
church, as such, avoiding the very appear­
ance of speculating in real estate, and thus 
turning itself into something very like a 
colonization society, with all the question­
able trafficking and speculation which that 
implies. We hope that neither the Presby­
terian church as a body, nor individuals 
under the plea of disinterested zeal for the 
best interests of Presbyterianism, will rush 
into those land and colonization schemes, 
-which are already issuing in heartburnings 
and jealousies, and which it ie no want of 
charity to say would never have been 
thought of had it not been imagined that 
thereby a very good stroke ot business 
would be done by the promoters for their 
own individual interests. This at any rate 
is evident : the Presbyterian church has too 
much of its own spiritual work on hand to 
go in for land speculation and colonization 
projects. It “ has a great work to do, 
and it cannot come down.’* Yea, and we 
believe it will be in no sense a loaer by 
keeping to its own proper sphere, and re­
fusing to aubordinste the preaching of the 
gospel to colonization schemes and land 
speculation.
