It is considered
harder to work, consequently they don'tilike to
handle it; but li persons who intend erecting
houses would compel thearchitect in his speci-
ficationa to use the hemlook in all places where
it is practicable, they would find the cost in
erecting such buildings would be about 10 per
cuuu less than by using all pine, L, 8.
