Loxmbx, July 16.—There has been a very
considerable changeof scene since the end
of last week. The English boroughs had
been declared by a large majority for Lord
Salisbury and Union; and, though it was
not believed that this preponderance could
be maintained, the best judges on both

“sides still thought that the final majority
for Mr. Gladstene and Home Rule wounld
bésmall, It now promises to be towards 50,
the dctual known majority this morning
being 40. The ancient.antagonism between
the counties and the boroughs has once
more declared itself. The counties have in
one sense reversed the verdict of the
boroughs. In other words, though Mr.
Gladstone has gained not many more seats
in the counties than he didin the boroughs,

has gained enough to insure
him, when they are combined with
the seats held and gained elsewhere, an

(actual numerical majority in the new House
of Co The net Gladstonian gaius in
the English counties up to this morning are

no less than 29. The net gain in the English
boroughs was 24. The total net Gladston-
ian T:mm 53. = The Unionist majority in

England, including countfes and boroughs,
is 76. The Gladstonian majority in Wales
is 20; in Scotland 29; the Unionist majority
in-the whole of Great Britain, 26; the
Home Raule majority in Ireland, 46. These
figures bring out clearly the true nature of
the contest and its result. lreland . gives
the casting vote in her own favor, whichjshe
has a clear constitutional right to do. The
total votes throughout the Kingdom thus
far show an anti-Unionist majority of near-
ly 200,000 votes.

— A strange and
weirdly dramatic scene was enacved last
night on the south shore of Lake Michigan.

Sea Serpent in Lake Erie.

Torgpo, Ohio, July 17.—Early on Wed-
nesday morning, while the schooner Made-
line Dowing, on its way from Buffalo to
this city, was passing the Dunning, about
150 miles east of here, in Lake Erie, Captain
Patrick Woods saw about half a mile ahead
the waters of the lake lashed jpto a foam.
Drawing near, to the surprise of the captain
and all on board, a huge sea serpent wrest-
ling about in the waters, as if fighting with
an unseen enemy, was seen. It soon
quieted down and lay at full length
on the surface of the water. Captain Woods
estimates it to-be about 50 feet in length,
and not less than 4 feet in ecircum-
ference of body. Its head was projecting
from the water about four feet. - He says it
was a terrible looking object. It had
viciously sparkling eyes and a large head.
Fins were plainly seen, seemingly sufficient-
ly large to assist the snake in propelling
itself through the water. The body was
dark brown in' color, which was uniform all
along.

Loxvox,-July 17.—Six hundred and fifty
two out of the 670 members who constitute
the House of Comunons have now been elected
and the parties this evening stand afs fol-
fows: Liberals 208, Anti-Parnellites 65,
Parnellites 9, Conservatives 266, Liberal-
Unionists 44.

Out of the 18 seats remaining to complete
the House 14 are likely to fall to the Op-
position and five to the Unionists, The
House of Commons will thus finally consist
of 315 Unionists, against 355" members of
the Liberal sections. The motley com-
position of this majority as opposed to a
compact body of Unionists does not dis-
may the official Liberals, who are confront-
ing the fact that a considerable majority of
the British members are still Ufionists.
They contend that Mr. Gladst has: the
absolute right by law and precedent to
carry his Home Rule measure by Irish votes
alone.

The tone of the Liberal executive is en-
tirely altered regarding the proposed delay
in the Home Rule bill, probably inspired
by communications they have received.
They now assert that Mr. Gladstone will
have the full approval of the party in . ex-
pediting Home Raule.

McCarthy and Lawson Elected. |

Justin McCarthy, the leader of the anti-
Parnellites, who was defeated in London-
derry a.few days age, much to the delight
of the Parnellites, was elected yesterday in

Conservative opponent, J. M. Wilson, by a
majority of 2468.

Sir Wilfrid Lawson, an advanced Radi-
call, who favors the disestablishment of the
church, the abolition of the House of Lords,
and the doing away with standing armies;
has been elected in the Cockermouth Divi-
sion of Camberland, which he lost in the
election of 1885, by a majority of 10 votes,

ut which, standing as & Gladstonian Lib-
eral, he carried in 1886. Sir Wilfrid is
well known  for his devotion te the tem-

rance cause, and as leader of the United
ingdom Alliance. He has been in Parlia-
ment,  off and on, since 1859. In
March, 1864, he asked for permission to
introduce the measure now so well known
as the Permissive bill, the main principle
of which was the giving to two-thirds of
any parish or township an absolute vote
upon all licenses for the sale of intoxicat-
ing liquors granted within their districts.
This bill wes supported by 40 members of
the House. On June 18, 1880, Sir Wilfrid
succeeded in carrying his ““Local Option”
resolution by a majority of 26.

The new House will have 167 members
pledged to direct vete and Sunday closing
—ghe strongest temperance party FParlia-
ment has ever seen. Mr. Woods, member
for Ince Division of Lancashire, joins the
Independent Liberals.

When Sir Charles Russell’s early eleva-
tion to the bench occurs he will be succeed-
ed in the Attorney-Generalship by Mr.

"The most impoftant change in the inner
administration of the Liberal party will be
a clean sweep of{the whip offices. The pre-
sent whips, Armold, Morley and Cyril
Flower, will receive peerages. Herbert
Gladstone will become chief whip.

The Country Will Not Tolerate Dilke,

A leading subject of gossip is the question
whether Mr. Gladstene will venture to offer
a seat in the cabinet to Sir Charles Dilke.
In the face of almost inevitable elections in
1893, .it is believed that he will not take
this risk of offending the religious fecling of
the country.

The Times says the country not will toler-
ate Dilke’s admission to the cabinet.

Lowpox, July 17.—Mr. Gladstone’s first
conference on the formatien of the new
Ministry occurred at Dalmeny Park, the
residence of Lord RoseBery. Before he
started for Braemar he summoned s
John Morley to meet Lord Rosebery and
the Right Hon. Sir Geo:ge 0. Trevelyan.
The deliberations proceeded on the under-
standing that Sir William Vernon Harcourt
will be First Lord of the Treasury and
Government leader inthe House of Com-
mons under Mr. Gladstone’s direction,
and'that Honry Fowler will be Chancellor
of the Exchequer.

The best informed Liberal forecasts of
thie Ministry assign Lord Herschel to be
Lord Chancellor; Ear] Spencer, Viceroy of
Ireland; the Right Hon. George Shaw-
Lefevre, Chief Secretary of Ireland; the
Right Hon. Gpe{ge 0. Trevelyan, Secretary
of the Home Office; the Right Hon. Henry
Campbell-Bannérman, Secretary of State
for War; Lord Ripon, First Lerd of the
Admiralty; Mr. John Morley, Secretary of
the Colonjes; Lord Rosebery, Secretary of
the Foreign Office; the Karl of Kimberley,
President of the Council, and the Right

The
evidence on which he was convicted was
circumstantial. His paramour was shot
down in the dark while in company with
another negro, and Duniel’s hat was found
near by.

Death of Thomas Cooper, Chartist, Author
and Lecturer.

LoxpoN, July 17. —Thomas Cooper, the
Chartist, is dead.

He was born in Leicester in 1805. While
apprenticed to & shoemaker he taught him-
self Latin, Greek, Hebrew and French.
When a young man he taught school and
afterwards became a reporter. g

At the age of 36 he assumed the leader-
ship of the Leicester Chartists. He lec-
tured in the .potteries during the riots of
1842 and was sentenced to two years in

rison. In his cell he wrote an epic, ‘“The

urgatory of Suicides,” and a series of
stories, ‘““Wise Saws and Modern In-
stances.”

After his release he published “Baron’s
Yeule Feast,” and in Douglass Jerrold’s
paper articles on the working classes, Later
there appeared “Triumphs of Persever-
ance” and ‘“Trinmphbs of Enterprise.”

We
must'get more people to settle in our coun-
try and take up our vacant land. We have
homes for untold millions. We must lay
the attrdctions of our , country before fhem
snd get them here. More people means
more farmers raising grain to sell to
Bogland and the rest of Earope, bringing
therefor into the country more money to
spend among the merchants and manufac-
turers of Canada, and consequently -in-
sreaging the commercial and manufacturing
population of the country; and what does
bhis will - also enlarge our ta;mer’s home
market, and that is his best market after all
Is gaid, :

Mrs. Bervos’
father fought the only gun on the British
side at the Battls of Queenston Heights.
The decasion was one of great joy to them,
for they are, as Mrs. Servos said, ‘‘the most
loyal of the loyal.”

On_the southwestern bastion of -Fort
George, near one of the ruined magazines,
is a large stone which marks the first resting
place of General (Brock. On the opposite
bastion of the rivéer front of the fortress is a
stone on which tradition says the hero sat
while sketching his plan of campaign.

At the Town Park seats on the piatform
were greatly coveted. But a detachment of
Niagara police, rejoicing in their badges,
held-the fort, and few and far between were
the favored ones who were admitted. Once
umbrage was taken ‘at a refusal and sowe
hot words were exchanged.
