LoxpoN, Aug. }.—The Exchange Tele-
graph Company says that war between
China and Japan was formally declared at
noon to-day by Japan.

Hugh Matheson & Co., from whom the
Chinese transport Kow-Shung, sunk by a
Japanese cruiser, was chartered, received a

, despatch to-day from Tien-Tsin dated Aug.
1, saying thav Col. Von Hannekin, ‘former.
ly aide-de-camp of Li Hung Chang, the
vicergy of China, who was on board the
transport when she foumdered, was saved.
The dispatch adds that a court of inquiry
has been opened at Tien-Tsin in order that
the real facts in connection with the sivk-
ing of the Kow Shung'may be known.

Finally, the dispatch to Mr. Matheson
says it is reported at Tien-Tsin that war be-
tween China and Japan will be formally de-
clared this afternoon.

British Merchantmen Warned Agaiast

Carrying Contraband of war,
Loxpoxn, Aug. 1.—Lord Kimberley, Sec-
retary of State for Foreign Affairs, imme-
diately upon receipt of notice from the
‘Japanese Government “that war had bees
declared, wired all British representatives
abroad to warn captains of merchaut
vessels of the fact in order that they might
form their cargo accordingly. Any con-
traband of war comprised in cargoes will be
Jbandled at the risk ot the owners or char-

terers of the vessels.

THE CHEN YUEN NOT SUNK.

Badly I d, but Reached Port in
Safety,

SHANGHAT, Aug. 1.—At 11 o’clock in the
morning of July 27, the day after the at-
tack on the Chinese transports which re-
sulted in the sinking of the Kow-Shung,
the Japanese warships Takachio and Hiyei
made an attack upon the Chinese Clien
Yuen. After a long and desperate fight
the Japanese vesseis were beaten off, the
Hiyei.being disabled and rendered help-
less. The Chen Yuen, though badly
damaged, succeeded in reaching port in
safety, in company with two gunboats
which also took part in the engagement,
and immediately went into dry dock for
repairs after her two day#’ fighting.

Japan Repulsed With Heavy Loss,

Advices from \ashan state that the
Chinese are strongly entrenched there and
that repeated attempts have been made by
the Japanese troops to dislodge them. In
every instance, i'owever, the astacking
forces, after hard-fought engagements,
were repulsed at all points by heavy losses.
A portion of the Chinese soldiers engaged
in these battles were the best troops of the
northern army of Viceroy Li Hung Chang,
The Chineso lossez were small.

The damage to the Chen Yuen is so
great that some time muss elapse before it
can be fully repaired and the vessel sent to
the scene of operations.

European Officers Commanded the Chi-
nese.

Six Chinése transports packed with troops

sailed Monday from Choo Foo. They were
convoyed by three warships. The report ot
fighting at Yashan is confirmed. The Jap-
anese brought up for the attack every avail-
able man, almost denuding Seoul of troops.
The successful defence made by the Chinese
was directed by European officers.

A letter from Han-Kow says that the
outbreak of hostilities has revived all the
nativist fanaticism of the Chinese,
Foreigners are openly insulted and violence
is énred.

Bombardmens of Taku Feared,

Ninety heavy guns have been added to
the artillery at Taku Harbor in the last
three days, and submarine mines have
been laid in expectation of an attack
from the Japanese fleet. Great alarm
is felt at Taku, as the people there
believe that any day may bring several
Japanese warships and a bombardmeat.
The steam launches of the Chinese
customs services/ are scouting along
the coast to ascegiad whether or
not the Japanese e approachings
Their officers report that/several Japanese
cruisers have been seen in the Gulf of Pe-
chili. The ability ot the Taku forts to
withstand s bombardment is doubted.- The
fort works were not built to resist the fire
of modern guns.

Advices from Corea say the Japanese are
preparing to withdraw part of their troops
from Seoul and reinforce their army in
front of Yashan, with a view of renewing
their attacks upon that place.

The Chinese Minister will leave Tokio
to-morrow. The Japanese flag was hauled
down from the Consulate to-day. The light
has been removed from the mouth of Ningp
River. Eight Russian warships are
reported to be about to sail from Vladi-
vostock.

Fifteen Hundred Japanese were killed at
Yashan.

SINKING OF THE KOW-SHUNG.

Official Account of the Engagement Is-
sued by the Jupanese Government,

Yoxouama, Aug. 1.—The Japanese Gov-
ernment has issued the following official
account of the engagement between the
Chinese and Japanese warships, which re-
sulted ia the sinking of the transport Kow-
Shung: :

“[he Chinese cruisers, the Chin-Yuen
and the Kuwanii, were observed ateaming
fromr Kasan and =~ a transport carrying
Chinese soldiers convoyed by  the
Chinese warship Tsao-Kiang was seen
coming from Tokyo towards Kasan. The
Japanese cruisers Akitsusu, Yoshina and
Naniwa met the Chinese warships near
Pantao Island. The Chineseidid not salute
but made warlike preparations. *In order
to get out of the narrow waters in which
they were situated the Japanese
cruisers put to sea, whereupon the
T'sa0-Kiang pursued the Naniwa. The
Naniwa  thereupon put about and
steamed toward the two Chinese ships.
The Chin-Yuen and the Kuwanii, however,
retreated, and the Chin-Yuen hoisted the
white flag above the Japanese naval en-
sign.

China Fired the First shor,

“The Naniwa consequently delayed firing
upon the warship, and then the transport
crossed the bow of the Naniwa. The
latter fired a blank shot and signalled
the. transport to sto In the meantime
the Chin-Yuen had #proached under the
Nuniwa’s stern and when within a distance
of about 800 metres she discharged a tor-
pedo, which missed the Japanese warship.

port surrendered, but the soldiers on board
of her refused to do so and resisted capture.
The Naniwa was ultimately obliged to open
fire upon the transport and eventually sank
her. The captain aud others were resoued
by the boats of the Naniwa.

Discovered Too Late It Was an English

Ship.

It was afterwards - discovered that the
transport was a British steamer, the Kpw-
Shing. She had on board four chiefs of
battalion and 15 colonels of the Chinese
army, in addition to the soldiers referred
to. The Japanese Government, as soon as
it. was informed of the sinking of
the British ship, ex ite regrets,
declaring to the British Charge d’Affairs
that if,” after an inquiry into the
subject had been made Japan was shown to
be in the wrong the Japanese Government
was prepared to make full reparation for the
loss sustained. : .

The naval engagement of July 25 should
not beoonfom:fed' with the battle tought
July 20, nor should the Chih-Yuen, a
Chinese unarmored ship of 2300 tons,in the
first encounter be confounded with the
Chinese armored battleship Chen-Yuen,
7500 tons, reported sunk in the second
fight.

SEVEN ENGLISHMEN KILLED,

After the Vessel Sunk Soldiers in Boats
Shot Thaose In the Water,

Loxpox, Aug. 2.—The Standard’s Chee
Fog correspondent sends a long account of
the sinking of the Kow-Shing. Part of
this story merely confirms what has already
been reported. Other parts are as follows:

After the Japanese boarding party left
the Kow-Shing the Chinese troops were in-
tensely excitéd and threatened to kill the
officers if the latter followed the Naniwa,
as they bad been ordered to do. The cap-
tain sigoalled this to the Naniwa.

The Japanese boarded the transport
again. Col. Von Hanneken emphasized the
fact that there was no war and contended
that the British flag was inviolable. He
also claimed the right to return to China.
The boarding party departed and Naniwa
signalled to the officers to quit the Kow-
Shing forthwith. The captain replied that
the troops would not allow it.

sShot Chinese Straggling in the Water,

The Naniwa thereupon launched two tor-
pedos and delivered a broadside. The
Chinese returned the fire with the field
guns aboard the Kow-Shung and with
rifles. After 15 discharges of the Naniwas
10 tonners the Kow-Shung sank by the
stern, the British flag flying while
she was sinking. The Nuniwa continued
the fusilade with machine guns and lowered
boats,
Chinese scruggling in the water. Strennous
attempts were made to destroy all wit-
nesses.

Seven Englishmen besides the ship’s of-
ficers were killed. Col. Von: Hanneken
arrived in Chemulpo on the 28th. He ex-
tolled the splendid bebavior of the Chinese.

The Standard claims that this account is
absolutely accurate. The Standard says
that Hanneken was  rescued by
a_ Corean fishing boat. He made
ad  affidavis before  the  British
Consul at Chelmulpo concerning his experi-
ence, and from this affidavit The Standard
narrative was taken.

Japan in & Serions Position,

Editorially The Standard, rehearses its
correspondent’s story, and for violently de-
nouncing ‘the Japanese for ’their barbarity,
says: ‘‘Apark from this Japan has placed
hersélfin a serious position to England.
As regards the war the Japanese must not
expect from civilized powers the approval
of their reckless and untimely policy of self-
assertion.” -

Indignation 1 Eagland.

LoxpoxN, Aug. 1.—The Earl of Kimber
ley, Minister of Foreign Affairs, has receiv-
ed a dispatch’from Hugh Frazer, British
Minister in Tokyo, atinouncing the declara-
tion of war. He was visited this afternoon
by the Japanese Minister, who person-
ally commuanicated to him a simi-
lar * announcement of the declaration.
The Government will hold a Cabinet
meeting within the nexs two days to con-
sider the attitude of Great Britian to the
Corean question. Despite the explanation
and apology of the Japanese for the Kow-
Shing affair the greatess indignation ls still
felt by ship owoers and other persons inter-
ested in the eastern trade.

CURIOUS BUXS AWAYX,

When They Returnied He Was Hanging
by the Neck from the Limb of a Tres,
and Life Was Extinot Before He
Could Be Out Dowan-Ill-Health the
Cause of the Tragic Affair,

Boys playing in the bush on the Daven-
port-road, opposite Dovercourt-road, and
just outside the city limits, had their at-
tention attracted yesterday noon by the
peculiar aotions of a man who was seated
on a limb of one of the trees, to which he
was attaching a rope. On perceiving the
Iads the man descended from the tree and
chased them away.

A tew minutes later a lad named Foster,
who was older and more curious than his
companions, returned to see what
the man was doing, and found him
hanging by .the neck from the
limb, his feet were within eight inches of
the ground.

Fqster ran to Davenport-road and notified
a man who was driving past in a cart of
his discovery. The man entered the bush
and cutthe body down, but life was ex-
tinct,

The Suicide Identified.

News of the suicide spread and some peo-
ple in the locality identified the body as
that of George Buckley, laborer, aged 55,
who resided av 46 Hallam-street.

Buckley came to  Toronto
Meaford about six years ago.
Since last fall he has  been
unable to work owing to ill-health, and the
family have been a charge on Lodge Ports-
mouth No. 45 8.0.E., of which Buckley
was a member., _

Unabls to Work.

Since his release from the hospital he has
been very despondent, and constant brood-
ing over his troubles gffected his mind to
such an extent that it had been found ad-
visable to keep him under surveillance for
fear that he might/ attempt to take his life.
Yesterday morning he evaded his watchers,
disappearing from his home about 10
o’clock. The bush where he was
found is about half a mile from
his house. He appears, from the
deliberate manner in which he car-
ried out his intentions to have carefully
planned the deed. His coat-éollar was
turned up around his neck, evidently to
prevent the rope from lacerating it.

The body was conveyed to his home about
the time he should have arrived for his
dinner, which was spread on the table in
expectation of his return.

\The coroner was notified, but decided
that an inquest was unnecessary.

Deceased leaves a widow and nine child-
ren, 8ix of whom are minors. One of the
sona reside at Buffalo, and was telegraphed
for and arrived last evening. The funeral
will take place Saturday under the auspices
of the Sons of England.

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NOTES FROM OTTAWA,

Two Street Crossing Cases, Decided—Hon,
John Haggars Leaves to Inspecs
the Soo Canal,

OrrAwA, Aug. 1.—There was a short sit-
ting of the Railway Committee of the Privy
Council this morning, at which Hon. John
Haggart presided, the other ministers pre-
sent being Hon. Mackenzie Bowell and’
Hon. T. Mayne Daly. The only cases
taken up were the two postponed trom
yesterday. In the first, that of the cross-
ing of the Canada Southern Railway at
Amberstburg, the previous . order with
reference to the street crossing was
confirmed, in spite of ‘the objection
of the/township. . The other case was that
of the Montreal Street Railway at Welling-
ton-street bridge, Mr. H. Abbott, Q.C.,
on behalf of the street railway, asked that
the block signal system be adapted and
that the Government bear atleasta portion
of the expenses.  After considerable dis-
cussion the committee decided that it dia
not have the power to pledge the Govern-
ment to any expenditure; but the members,
a9 individual members of the Government,
seemed favorably disposed towards the
adoption of the system.

This was the day on which, according to
the amendment to the Franchise Act passed
at the session just closed, ths revision of
the lists for this year ehould be commenced,
but the mailing of instructions to the revis-
ing officers was only completed lat
this evening.

The Conferees as Far Apart as EverLl
Senators Say There is No Hope Unleas
the House Will Yield on the Three
items 1n Disp Ssill ¥ Over
Sugar,

WasniNeTON, Aug. 1.—It was thought
that when the Democatic members of the
Conference Committee on vhe Tariff™ bill
adjourned this afternoon lom;thing definite
would have been agreed upon, but the re-
verse was the result. The conferees were,
to use the language of one of the senators,
as far apart as the first day they met. At
the close of the morning session
Chairman Wilson of the Ways
and Means Committee, who . repre-
sents the administration on the committee,
went directly to the White House and
had a long conference with the President.
During the afternoon Senator Jones visited
Secretary Carlisle and discussed the itua-
tion with that official. Out ot #hese two
visits it was believed harmony and unity of
action would come, but such hopes were
doomed to disappointment. /

Sugar Prevents an Agreement,

When the conferees met again this after-
noon a number ot propositions were ad-
vanced by the House, but fione of them
were such that they could be accepted by
the Sénate, Itis known that the sugar
schedule alone prevents an agreement, At
the conference to-day the House members
offered as a solution of the bill the original
schedule proposed by the Senate, granting a
specific duty of one cent a pound for sugar,

but this was rejected as nos acceptable to

the Senate.

Several other suggestions were made,
but the Senate confereces notified their
colleagues that no schedule could be agreed
to that did not include the diﬂ'erentia&o
refined sugar. The conference adjourded
to meet to-morrow morning at 10.

One of the House members of the con-
ference said this evening the House con-
ferees were giving way in a number of
instances, and the Senate was as liberal as
possible under the circumstances,

The House Anxious For a Bill,

Representative Bailey to-night said the
House ,was anxious to pass some bill, and
he did not believe that 35 members would
hold out against the sugar schedule. If the
conference had reached a poiat where coal
and iron alone separated them, he believed
if the House would accede to the Senate
terms they would be endorsed. Represen-
tative Hendricks of New York also said
that the Senate hill was not so bad, and
that it was infinitely better than the Me-
Kinley bill or the Mills bill, and would not
be a bad measure upon which to go to the
country.

Little Hope of Tariff Legisiation,

At the conclusion of the afternoon con-
ference Mr. Jones said there did not ap-
pear to be any change in the situation. He
frankly confessed that he saw but little
hope in the future unless the House was
ready to yield on three items that were
now indispute. The Senate members were
feeling very blue over the situation.to-

night, and one Senator made the state-

ment that he would mnot be surprised
if another disagreeing report were made
within the next two or three days. When
it was suggdsted that this might kill the
bill the only reply was: “The President is
responsible for that result if it comes upon
the country and no one else.”

Level Ratiway Orossings.

Toronto has & substantial grievance in the
number of level rallway crossings in the oity.
A civic deputation was in Ottawa this week
trying to improve the condition of affairs at
tho Queen-street crossing of the Don and to
secure gates abt the cr of I
avenue 1n the west end.

In regard to the Don crossing] a high level
bridge is the only cure, and this will ocost &
lot of money and take a long time to carry
out. Thetwobig railways will have to pay a
part of the cost. Further down east on
Queen-street is the dangerous level crossing
at De Grassi-street. There is a large street car
traffic and a still larger wagon traffic making
toaad from the Kingston-road over both these
crossings. Higher up the river the city has
built a high level bridge at Gerrard-street
and a subway uoder the G. T. R.
tracks at Carlaw-avenue, These are
two splendid improvements and Wwould bs
of great advantage were (errard-street.ex-
tended to the Kingston-road. But until this
is done they will be littls used. The exten
sion of Gerrard-street from its present ter-
mination in Greenwood-avenue to the
Kingston-road involves the construction of
a mileand a half of road in the township of
York, exactly half way bstween Danforth:
avenue and Queensstreet and parallel to
these two. We_ believe the land necessary
therefor has been dedicated or wil
be dedicated by the property-owners. It
rests therefore with the Township Council to
got the work ander way: A few thousand
dollars would make & good macadamized

_| road along Gerrard-street, from Pape-avenue

to the . Kingston-road, and were this done
nine out of every twelve rigs that eater the
city from the Kingston-road by Quoen-nreoe,
crossing the tracks twice at De Grassi-street
and at the Don, would enter by Gerrard-
street and through the subway at Carlaw-
avenne and ‘over the Gerrard-street
bridge, avoiding all contact with
the rails. This would be a great

avoidance of . danger and the county

and township wauld alike benefit. Wg be-
lisve that & letter from the Mayor to the
township and county authorities impressing
this idea on them would bring about the
construction of the piece of road in questiou,
T'he city has dons its share in building the
bigh level bridge acd the subway. Let the
township complete it and safeguard the lives

s of those living in the couunty.

As to Lansdowne crossing, we supposs a
level arossing will have to be provided for
the present by the city. But in rezard to
the great bulk of the railway cross-
ings in the city it seems there
is only one sound policy to adops, and that
is a policy of the gradual lowering of all the
tracks and of light iron bridges over them.

_Take the Hamilton branch of the Grand
Trunk west of Dufferin-street, in ‘Souhh
Parkdale. Here there are four dangercus
level crossings without gates, where there
are many trains running both ways and an
incessant whistling. The only remedy is &
depression of the tracks and street bridges.
These will cost sometbing, but the work
will have to be done sooner or later.

The War in the Orient.

Japan yesterday made a formal declar-
ation of war against China. To all' intents
and purposes war had been declared some
days ago and that by Japan when she at-
tacked transports conveying Chinese troops
to Corea. Thedeclaration of hostilities was
expected byjChina and she had collected a
large army on the northwestera frontier of
Corea ready at tbe word to assist the
Coreans against the Japanese. China was
playing a waiting game as seen by the des-
patch from Sbavghai on Saturday, ‘‘That
China will not formally declare war until the
vessels and ammunition which she has
ordered abroad shall have been got safely
into Chinese ports.” This might give the
impression that China was not prepared for
a campaign, but, as has been said before,
these people are “peculiar.”

Japan is ambitious. Her aim is to become
the strongest power in the east, and she is in
Corea to wrest that peninsula from Chinese
influence, to overthrow the present dynasty
and establish a new administration under
the control of the court at Tokyo. Tié war
is merely an outbreak of the old feud be-
tween the Chinese and the Japs, but its
effects may be far-reaching.

Not only are China and Japan brought
into conflict but the European powers behind
them may be involved. Britain's sympathy
is on the side of China and quite naturally
so. The densely settled portions of China
are far enough away from India to preclude
the idea that the one can ever be a menace

to the other. Chinese and Russian territor- .

jes juin each other and Russia has given
China considerable trouble at various
points on her boundaries. China would
be a valvable ally of Britain when the
inevitable fight comes betweea England and
the Muscovite for the possession of Northern
India. Japan bas the sympathies of Russia,
of France, of Germany and the United
States, which is always on the side’ of Russia.
Thus, if complications arise there will be
lively times.

Japan had no excuse for a declaration of
hostilities. Under the treaty between the
two powers each had the right to send troops
to Corea to suppress rebellion, and_the only
infraction of that treaty of which
Japan can complain is that China did
not send mnotice of ber intention

1 until’ her troops had been dispatched.

The questions at issue could have been settl-
od satisfactorily and speedily by arbitration.
She was, however, bent upon war, and has
entered upon & struggle which canuot but
end disastrously to the Japanese. In her
naval equipment Japan is ahead of China,
but neither is strong in this respect. The
war will be decided by battles on land, and
while the Japanese troops are alleged to be
better officered and equipped, China can
mass an immense Army and pour men into
the field (as one‘ex-Chinese resident states)
just like & child pouring sand into a rat hole.
Chiba bhas unlimi ted credit, and of no nation
in the world can it be better said that when
she fights she fights “to a finish. ”

The new French law against the Anar-
chists is the most stringent measure of the
rind on record. 1t takes away every oppor-
tunity for an Anarchist assassin to gain pub-
lic notoriety because of his misdeeds. Even
ths name of an Amarchist murderer is not to
be.snnounced. To deprive an Anarchist of

A Broad Coovention,

Mr. John Brown: The intention is to give
any one who has a scheme for facilita-
tion of transportation an opportunity to
be heard. He suggested that these com-
munications be considered by the Program
Committee.

Plaintiff claims that The News Company
never has deposited any statement whatever,
as required by the act. By examination ot
the cuarter The News Company was incor-
porated on Oect. 11, 1887, the applicants
being Thomas Royuolds, Robert H. Bowes,
E. Desbarats Boswell, George Darby and
William Burrows Close. Toe capital stock
was placed at $100,000 and the above consti-
tuted the first directors. '

The smount of stock which the charter
shows was held by these men was as foliows:
Thomas Reynolds, $10,000; E. D. Boswell,
$10,000; R. H. Bowes, $1000; W. B. Close,
$1000; George Darby, $78,000.

The charter also states that *‘in each case
the amount of the stock has been paid in, in
full, by the transfer of property,” showing
that the entire capital stock was lssued
to uhpmp\arr.ias as paid-up stock.

It/is clatmed by ths plaintiff that the
namgs mentioned are 1mere figurebeads, the
realgwners} names not appearing iu the
charter, and there being no aunual returns,
there is nothing anywhere to show who the
real proprietors are.

The Crime of Being Poor.

Editor World: Laws are supposed to be
made in the interests of the many, I be-
lieve. *‘The many” means a great majority
of people in ordinary and poor circum-
stances, as found in every city like ours, and
one would think. that naturally ell city
regulations governing conditions whereby
‘“the many” become the debtors of the
“civic government” would be made to fall
as lightly as possible upon their shoulders,
But this is not so, Take for instance the item
of Waterworks accounts; what do we find
there but legalized highway robbery of the
goor, who constitute ‘‘the many”? In the

rst place the water rates are payable in ad-
vance. A discount of 60 per cent,. is allowed
if these advance rates are paid on or before
a certain time, On the other hand a fine of
60 per cent. is levied upon all those who are
unable to pay the rates before the expira-
tion of this set time; no matter even if
they were able a week or two later
to pay. vby are not these rates
equally applicable with the discount
to- thg poor man so long as he pays his
account to the city before the time is up for
which the account is rendered? 1f the city
can give 60 per cent. discount to those who
can' pay their water rates within two
months from date of account, why cannot
this same discount, orsay 50 per cent., still
be allowed if accounts are met iu three or
even four months from date of account?
Why charge usury at the rate of 5 per cent.
per month? In what way does the city
settle with those favored ones that have
water meters on i remises{ Are those
bills computed in adval also and paid, or
are they paid for when th¥water has been
used for six months? As the city is never a
loser, no matter whetter its water rates are
paid by the one who used or uses the water,
someone has to pay, or no water will be
turned on, Then why not throw off this fine
for being voor and unable to pay up just on
a certain date? I would like to learn of some
resson that necessitates this present state of
affairs, A WATER-USER.

The Largest Library In‘: the World.

In round numbers the National Library
of the United States contains 700,000
bound volumes and 200,000 pamphlets,
all of which are at present crowded into
a yoom in the Capitol—a‘room which
was full 15 years ago, says Kate Field's
Washington, Yet the accumulation
has gone on until there is barely room to
walk about in the library iitself, while a
dozen rooms elsewhere in the building
‘are filled with the overflow. With the
need in plain sight it took Congress
several years to make up-its miud to
erect a library building, but finally. in
April, 1866, it decided to do so.

A site was chosen on Capitol hall,
directly east of the Capitol 1tself, and
$550,000 was appropriated for its pur:
chase. Forty or fifty buildings had to
be removed before excavations could be
made for the foundation. It took 2,700
feeot of fencing twelve feet high to en-
close the grdund, and it was nearly four,
years after the fence was built before
any part of the building was visible over
its’ top. There is a great deal of the
library—470 feet long by 340 feet wide,
1t covers 111,000 square feet of ground,
and will be 140 feet in height from the
ground to the dome when finished. That
is. next to ‘the Capitol, it will be the
largest edifice in Washington, and the
largest library building in the world,

When Congress did decide to do the
work it was pleased to have it done well.
Tihe utmost care was used in securing a
firm foundation, and the best of materi-
al has been put 1nto the superstructure,
All the material is of home maunufac-
ture except the white enameled brick.
When the contract was made in 1888 no
enameled brick were made in this coun-
try—certainly not in sufficient quantities.
Soveral states were represented in the
construction of the library building;
New Hampshire and Maryland furnish
the granite; the structural ironwork
came from Peuvsylvania, New Jersey,
and Indiana; the ordinary brick are
made within the District-of Columbia ;
and tha floor tiling comes from Mas-
sachusettes and . Vermont,  “The new
library building,” declares Mr. Spofford,
“will suftice ‘for 10 yecars to come.
When it is fimished it w ill_, hold 4,000,000
yvolumes—nearly 50 per cént. more than
are now embraced in any library in the
world.” In national libraries France
now leads the world, Hers contaius a
full million more volumes than that of
Great Britain, the next largest. Ger-
many is next in rank, and Russia 1s
fourth. The United States comes nextin
order.

The Law to Decide Who is Responsible
for Warden ph *s Maf

A writ was issued yesterday against
David Chapman of York Township
for $6000, at the -instance of. Mrs.
Samuel Martin of the same township. The
suit arises out of the alleged missppropria-
tion of funds by Donald G. Stephenson, the
missing Warden of York."

Samuel Martin died in 1880, leaving con-
siderable property. In 1802 the widow de-
cided to sell lot 2, concession 4, York. to
David Chapman. The sale was negotiated
through Warden Stephenson, Chapman pay-
ing $2500 cash and executing a mortgage for
the balance of $6000. Stephenson had the
mor: made payable to himself and sub-

ntly hypothecated - it with Mr. Ira
Palmer. 384 Rusholme-road, tnis city, re-
ceiving $4000, which sum he ngfroprh.ted.
He has paid the interest to Mrs. Martin since
1892, and she supposed tbat the mortgage
bad been made payable to ber, and that
Stephenson was merely collecting the inter-
est. Mrs. Martin avers that she never in-
structed Chapman to make the mortgage out
to Stephenson, and the present action is in-
stituted to recover the $4000.
