Buffalo, Oct. 23.—Two ti-on workers 

employed on the Elllcott-square build­
ing quarrelled over the .ownership of 
some tools, while at work on the 10th 
story of the building, and engaged In 
a flst battle on the frame- work,where 
it Is difficult to stand without support. 
One of the men missed his footing, 
tottered a moment and dropped Into 
space. Below him were three stories 
before there was a bit of tiling. Iron 
rafters Jutted In every, direction with 
sharp edges. To escape from such a 
horrible death would be nothing less 
than miraculous. As os plunged for­
ward, he fell sprawling. Over and 
over he went, and thole above could 
catch a glimpse of the ghastly face In 
the fall. He passed tire beam on the 
eighth floor( hitting It with his groin. 
He bounded again into the air like a 
ball, with a shriek. This changed the 
course of the falling man, and he 
made towards the shafting where a 
rope dangled at the side. Past the 
eighth floor he went like a shot, turn­
ing over and over. Between the sev­
enth and eighth floors, the elevator 
rope has a loop. In some way or 
other he grabbed it. With a last ef­
fort of nervous force he threw his leg 
into the loophole and hung. A moment 
more and a dozen men had rushed 
to his rescue. He was taken down 
faint and sick from the fall. He could 
rot walk. It was found he had suffer­
ed a bad contusion on the leg, and a 
small cut on the head. These injuries 
and the terrible shock.caused by the 
fall were the only injuries, but it will 
be some time before he is able to go 
to work. It was a miraculous and a 
dramatic situation.

A Boy Drugged lo Dentil.
Tilbury, Ont., Oct. 23.—The 12-year- 

old son of Peter Brusseau, Jr., a farm­
er of Tilbury East, a short distance 
from here, was killed this afternoon 
and his body teribly mangled. He 
was dragged a considerably distance 
by a horse which he was leading to 
the house by a rope tied around its 
neck and attached to his wrist.

A Mystery About a Pair of Trousers Cause» 

a Postponement.
Berlin, Ont., Oct. 23.—Such a jam as 

is rarely seen in this town was there 
in the hall of the Court House this 
morning. It was expected that the 
Kurschlnski murder case would be 
called, and every one who could pos­
sibly get there sought admittance. It 
t> as a disappointed gathering, how­
ever, as constables guarded all the 
stairways and allowed no one admit­
tance but those directly interested.

After a small civil case had been set­
tled, Judge Robertson called for the 
murder case, and asked the attorneys 
If they were prepared to proceed.

Mr. E. F. B. Johnston, Crown Pro­
secutor, replied that he was ready, 
but Mr. Osier, prisoner’s counsel, ask­
ed for a postponement until the next 
Assizes. His reasons, he said, were 
that only yesterday morning he had 
heard that the Crown had in its pos­
session a pair of trousers supposed 
to have been worn by thd prisoner when 
he is alleged to have committed the 
crime, and on these pants were stains 
supposed to be blood.

Mr. Osier said that as the defence 
had never been notified that the pants 
were In the Crown’s possession, and 
had no opportunity to have the al­
leged blood spots analyzed by a chemi­
cal expert. It would not be fair to the 
prisoner to proceed with the case.

The defence brought a pair of 
ttousers into court with stains on 
them, which were shown to the 
judge, but Mr. Osier said the stains 
on these-, -peats were there before the 
pants were made by his wife, and It 
could not be proved If they were the 
ones worn by the prisoner on the fatal « 
Sunday.

The judge said everything would be 
done to give the prisoner a fair trial, 
and allowed the case to stand until 
to-morrow morning.

Those firry Trousers.
It cannot be, said to-night whether 

or no the Kurschlnski murder case 
will be called to-morrow morning. 
This afternoon Mr. Osier read a num­
ber of affidavits from prisoner’s coun­
sel, Mr. Mowat, the prisoner’s son and 
the prisoner himself, all to substanti­
ate the statements of the defence that 
the trousers prisoner wore on the fatal 
day, and which are' supposed to con­
tain blood stains,could not be precur­

red ifi time for the defence to have 
an analysis of the alleged blood stains 
made.

Mr. Johnston, on behalf of the 
Crown, read sworn statements from 
Detective Greer, Detective KUppert 
and Menno Banneck, all saying that 
the prisoner’s family knew the pants 
were in the possession of the Crown 
over a month ago, and that If. they 
had not Informed Messrs. Osier and 
Mowat, prisoner’s counsel, it was their 
oversight, and the defence therefore 
had ho excuse to ask for a postpone­
ment.

The judge let the case stand until 
to-morrow morning. A witnçgs whom 
the defence claims to be of material 
value was enly found to-day. His 
name is William Powllnskl of Galt, 
and It Is from him Kurschlnski pur­
chased the cloth with which his wife 
made the grey trousers produced in 
court bearing blood stains, which are 
supposed to have been worn by the 
prisoner while committing the/ crime.

As the defence allege the grey trous­
ers worn by the prisoner contain spots 
Identical with others found on the 
original piece of cloth, Powllnski'S 
Identification of the cloth will be im­
portant.

AU». LIMB'S ABSURD PROPOSAL.
The Gas Company la very anxious 

to refer the dispute betwen It and the 
city to almost anyone except a legal 
tribunal. One would think that the 
courts of the country were better fit­
ted than any other Institution or body 
of men to define the relations between 
the city and the company. The fact 
of the matter Is, Judge Ferguson has 
Investigated the gas question in too 
impartial a way to satisfy the company 
and now It wishes to transfer the 
scene of action from the court of Jus­
tice to the City HalL We are sur­
prised that Aid. Lamb, of all his col­
leagues, should be the one to assist 
the Gas Company in Its little game. 
It is an unusual thing for the winner 
In a law suit to approach the defeated 
party with a view of effecting a com­
promise. That Is the position that 
Aid. Lamb seems to think the city 
should take In this case. We have 
the Judgment of the court In our favor 
In every particular, and as a matter 
of law we are entitled to a reduction In 
gas to the extent of 25 cents per thou­
sand feet. Why, then, should the 
City Council approach the Gas Com­
pany and request it as a favor to 
give the citizens the benefit of a re­
duced rate? The Idea is preposteroua 
and should not be listened to. The city 
of Toronto is a bigger institution than 
the Consumers' Gas Company, 
city does not want the Gas Company 
to make a reduction in gas unless It 
Is entitled to a reduction by law. And 
If It is entitled to a reduction by law, 
then the city ought to demand the re­
duction in Its entirety. It Is no case 
for compromise on the part of the city. 
If the company can produce any moral 
reason, apart from law, why It should 
not make the total reduction called tor 
by the court, then It should state its 
case, and If Its arguments are reason­
able, the city may be inclined to listen 
to them. In the meantime the city 
should do nothing to delay the final 
decision of the case In the courts.

WHEELMEN AMR GOOD ROADS.
The recofnmendatton of the city 

Inter-Club Bicycle Committee, to the 
effect that the council should charge 
a license fee of one dollar on each 
wheel will be generally approved of 
by wheelmen in Toronto. There Is 
jprobably no valid reason why the 
council should Impose a tax on bicy­
cles any more than on buggies. As a 
matter of fact, there would be very 
good reasons for taxing all vehicles 
drawn by horses and exempting bi­
cycles, as the latter do no perceptible 
injury to the streets. The proposi­
tion to tax bicycles, however, is In 
the Interests of-wheelmen themselves, 
and for this reason they will approve 
of It. It has been said that wheelmen 
will waste their time if they seek fo 

' elect aldermen pledged to a good-roads 
policy. Wheelmen should pay no at­
tention to advice of this kind. The 
aldermen are in a position to do a 
great many things that will facilitate 
bicycling and render It more popular. 
As the Inter-Club Committee stated 
the other night, bricks are preferable 
to asphalt for wheeling, and If there 
are aldermen in the council who know 
the wants of the wheelmen, they will 
see to It that bricks are recommended 

' wherever their use does not operate 
injuriously to the ordinary traffic of 
the streets. The aldermen are In a 
position to confer a considerable bene­
fit on wheelmen by giving their at­
tention to the devil strip. The Toron­
to Railway Company is obliged to 
maintain the pavements between the 
tracks. This strip throughout the 
city has a concrete foundation. It Is 
only three feet wide ana is already 
provided with stone toothng. It 
would require, but a small outlay to 
take up the cedar blocks wherever 
they are laid on the strip and replace 
them with asphalt or' bricks. The 
railway might reasonably be request­
ed to pay Its share of the expense for 
putting down a permanent pavement 
over the concrete In lieu of' the cedar. 
The change would be highly appre­
ciated by all- wheelmen. We cite this 
merely as an instance to show what 
might be done to the interests of 
wheelmen if they had representation 
in the council. There are a score of 
different ways to which the roads 
might be made - better for the use of 
bicyclists, without involving any very 
large expenditure: If -wheelmen agree 
to be taxed to the extent of one dol­
lar each . and secure a 
sentatlon In the council, their Interests 
in roads will be fairly well looked 
after.

great masses of the people are not so 
well Informed, and at Irregular Inter­
vals some calamity howler attempts 
to create distrust In the public mind 
by attacking assessment Insurance.

To properly understand this matter,
I will say that the laws governing life 
insurance in this country provide for 
the organization of two gen­
eral classes of companies. The

class designated legal 
reserve, or “old line,” owes its exist­
ence to the earliest laws enacted to 
regulate the life Insurance business. 
These laws are known as the net val­
uation system, and Mr. McCabe ap­
pears to Intrench himself behind these 
statutes. which he designates the 
“government standard,” and assumes 
that every policy of Insurance issuec 
by an -assessment company or lodge 
membership to a fraternal society shall 
be measured by this theoretical hy­
pothesis, which has been denounced 
and condemned by legislative commit­
tees, Insurance commissioners, and all 
underwriters generally.

In proof of this statement I shall 
quote but a single authority, the pre­
sident of the largest "ITfe insurance 
company In the world, Mr. Richard 
A. McCurdy, who said, "It has been 
absurdly adopted by law as a purely 
arbitrary test of the solvency of the 
companies, whereas if the same prin­
ciples were applied as a test of sol­
vency to mercantile business, they 
would put a stop to thd transactions of 
commerce In every, one of- Its depart­
ments."

To appreciate the danger of the 4 
per cent, reserve, or the net valuation 
system, referred to by Mr. McCurdy, 
and which test Mr. McCabe Insists 
upon applying to assessment insur­
ance. it is necessary to explain that 
the laws referred to require old line 
companies to have on hand the net 
value of all policies to force, which Is 
an amount of money that, at 4 or 
4 1-2 per cent./ compound Interest,will 
amount to the face value of all their 
Insurance at the time specified In the 
policies for their maturity. This am­
ount must be collected and accumulat­
ed. in addition to the amount used for 
paying the current death claims and 
expenses, and any company falling to 
have the full amount of this 4 or 4 1-2 
per cent, reserve on hand at any time 
Is technically bankrupt under this law 
and must stop business. It then be­
comes the duty of the Insurance de­
partment to Interfere and close up 
the company through a receiver. No 
matter If the icompany have millions 
of good assets; no matter If they 
pay every loss promptly as It occurs; 
no matter If thousands of policy-hold­
ers will be robbed of their Insurance, 
this Inexorable law, theoretical? but 
not practical, makes the security of­
fered by every old line company weak, 
precarious and doubtful to a degree 
that would not be tolerated by busi­
ness men in commercial transactions.

The utter tolly, the imbecility, and 
the absurdity of this test of solvency 
can be appreciated when It is under­
stood that the combined ratio of as­
sets to liabilities of the active com­
panies now doing business in Canada 
is less than *1.16 to each dollar they 
owe. A shrinkage In value of this 
small difference would therefore bank­
rupt them under this law.

In view of the present tremendous 
depreciation of securities,stocks, bonds, 
etc., etc., held by them, the old adage 
of "People in glass houses should not 
throw stonesi” Is suggestive, to say 
the least.

The other class, or assessment In­
surance, owes Its existence to later 
and more improved insurance laws, 
under which it Is exempt from this 
lerniclous system of net valuation or 
maintaining a legal reserve, and Is 
held tq^a more rigid accountability. ' 
Under this law there is no technical 
test of solvency, but a purely com­
mercial test Is applied—the ability to 
pay all claims in full. This Is the 
method which has been in vogue in 
Great Britain for three centuries, and 
is eminently 'satisfactory.

Valuations are not made there as 
In the case of the old line companies 
in this country as a test of solvency, 
but simply to determine the bonus 
earnings. If, In the Judgment of the 
directors, the funds of a company are 
insufficient to enable it to meet Its ob­
ligations, application is made to the 
court to scale its liability, which scal­
ing stands until the Impairment Is 
cured, when it is removed by the 
court, and failure Is thus avoided.

In concluding this article, as to 
which offers the greater security, old 
line or assessment Insurance. I will 
submit the opinion of Mr. L. G. Fouse, 
the well-known actuary, who says : 
“The trouble with the legal 
method is, the Insured must pay a 
third more than is absolutely neces­
sary, because a certain portion of the 
premium Is set aside as a self-insur­
ance fund, is not available for current 
losses, and cannot be used in 
gency. The assessment company has 
flexible resources, can always keep its 
premium assets in the ratio of its lia­
bility, while the legal reserve 
pany has limited and fixed resources, 
and, therefore, may not be able to 
meet the

An action was begun In the Civil 
Assizes yesterday by Samuel Hlllyard, 
who sues Matthew East and Fred East 
each for $1000 damages for malicious 
arrest, trespass and slander. All the 
litigants in the suit are residents of 
the township of Vaughan, the plain­
tiff being a farmer, Matthew East a 
magistrate and Fred East, his son, a 
merchant and constable.

According to the representations made 
to the jury by J. W. St. John, coun­
sel for Hlllyard, the circumstances 
which gave rise to the suit are about 
as follows : During the years 1892-94 
Hlllyard advanced certain sums of 
money tou his brother William, also a 
farmer of the same township. In 
Sept., 1894, the plaintiff wanted his 
money, and the brother, unable to 
raise the cash, transferred his stock 
to the plaintiff, at the same time exe­
cuting and filing a bill of sale as re­
quired by law. William HUlyard de­
cided to quit farming, and as Samuel 
did not want the stock, he called an 
auction sale for Oct. 23.'

In the meantime Thomas Peterman 
had asked Magistrate East to collect 
a bill of *17 which William Hlllyard 
owed him. Hlllyard also owed Fred. 
East an aceount. On the day of the 
sale the Easts appeared at Hillyard’s 
with a warrant for the arrest of both 
Hillyards on a charge of attempting 
to defraud Peterman. It Is alleged 
that while under arrest the Hillyards 
were coerced by means of threats into 
paying not only . Peterman’s account 
but that of the younger East. When 
the money was forthcoming both pri­
soners were liberated.

Two Furnace* the Cause of a Salt. 
Walsh v. Sellers is an action brought

One H. A. Cortlssos execut­
ed a mortgage of certain land in Park- 
dale In favor of plaintiff for $1000. 
There was already a mortgage on the 
premises of $6000. Two houses upon 
the land xFere In process of erection 
at the time the $1000 mortgage was 
given, and the plaintiff says that as 
Cortlssos was unable to complete the 
houses, the plaintiff got the Sellers 
Furnace Co. to put In two furnaces In 
the houses, for which he paid $130 
down and gave them two notes of Cor- 
tissos’ for $300. The defendant com­
pany say that the agreement made 
about the furnaces was of the usual 
lien receipt kind, and that they were 
to retain a vendor's lien until the 
notes given by Cortlssos were paid, 
and these not being paid, they started 
to remove the furnaces. Walsh ob­
jects to the removal as of course the 
property will be thereby depreciated, 
and the Sellers Co. think their fur­
naces are better than any kind 'of 
paper (except good bank notes) with 
Cirtissos' signature attached. O. R. 
Macklem appeared for plaintiff and 
George Fair for defendants. The 
case was not concluded when the 
court rose,.

—*-Nov. 1 of the following year, but the 
pedlod limited shall not, as to moose, 
elk, reindeer or caribou, apply until 

-'TJov. 1, 1900, and no moose, elk, rein­
deer or caribou, shall be taken 
fore Oct. 25, 1900.

The lumbermen are further'informed 
that officers have been stationed at 
all points necessary to discover con­
travention of the statute, and are 
quested to assist these officers in 
maintaining the law. Wood rajigers 
and other Crown officers have been 
warned against connivance with law­
breakers and threatened with condign 
punishment if guilty of neglect.
