CLEMENS THE BOY
The Budding Humorist Was the 

Terror of His Mother.

HE YEARNED TO BE A PIRATE

Cruising the Mieaiaaippi, Fishing 
Swimming and Marauding Struct 
Him ae the Ideal Life—The Stic* H« 
Selected For Hie Own Whipping.
Mark Twain the boy was leader oi 

a band of young Incorrigibles, accord 
tng to Albert Bigelow Paine. Twain's 
secretary and biographer, who in Bar 
per’a tells something of their juvenile 
goings on:

His mother declared that he gave her 
more trouble than all the other dill 
dren put together.

“He drives me crazy with his didoes 
when he Is in the honse," she used in 
say, "and when he la out of It I am 
expecting every minute that some oue 
Will bring him home half dead."

He did. In fact, achieve the first of his 
“nine narrow escapes from drowning' 
about this time and was pulled out of 
the river one afternoon and brought 
home In a limp and unpromising con­
dition. When with mnlleln tea and cas- 
tor oil she had restored him to setlv 
lty she said:

“I guess there wasn't much danger 
People born to be hanged are safe in 
.water.”

She declared she was willing to pay 
somebody to take him off her hands 
for a part of each day and try to teach 
him manners.

Besides his mother, who bad to con 
tend with the bad boy, was his school­
teacher, a certain Miss Horr. Mr 
Paine tells how unlike to a bed of roses 
was her lot

Miss Horr received 25 cents a week 
for each pupil and opened her school 
with prayer, after which came a chap­
ter of the Bible, with explanations and 
the rules of conduct Then the ABC 
class was called, because Its recital 
was a hand to hand struggle, requir 
lng no preparation.

The rules of conduct that first day 
Interested little Sam. He calculated 
how much be would need to trim in to 
sail close to the danger line and still 
avoid disaster. However, he made a 
miscalculation during the forenoon and 
received warning. A second offense 
would mean punishment He did not 
mean to be caught the second time, 
but he had not learned Miss Horr yet 
and was presently startled by being 
commanded to go out and bring a stick 
for his own correction.

This was certainly disturbing, it 
was sudden, and then he did not know 
much about the selection of sticks 
Jane Clemens had usually used her 
hand.

A note of warning has been sounded 
from Ottawa in regard to a very danger­
ous potato disease that has been brought 
to Canada in tubers imported from Eur­
ope during the present year. The dis­
ease, which is known as Potato Canker, 
was recently discovered in an imported 
shipment. To warn Canadian farmers 
against the danger of planting imported 
seed, the Director of the Experimental 
Farms has issued a leaflet known as 
“Farmers’ Circular No. i,” prepared by 
Mr. H. T. Gussow, the Dominion Botan­
ist, which contains the following points : —

1. The only way in which the disease 
can be introduced is through the planting 
of affected tubers.

2. The use of diseased tubers for seed 
may, in the worst cases, result in the 
complete destruction of the entire crop.

3. When once introduced the disease 
germ infests the soil for a period of eight 
years, which means that for at least eight 
years no sound potatoes can be raised on 
land thus infected.

4. None of the known remedies for 
other plant diseases will prevent the 
appearance of the disease.

3. The disease is spread rapidly 
through infested soil carried by wind, 
animals, farm implements, old bags or 
other means.

Attention is called to provisions under 
the Destructive Insect and Pest Act 
which show that to use or sell for seed 
potatoes imported from Europe is illegal. 
Copies of this Farmers’ Circular may be 
obtained by applying to the Publications 
Branch, Department of Agriculture, 
Ottawa, Out.

Homework in Our Schools.

Now that a prominent Ontario 
educationist has pronounced against 
homework in our schools, the 
question whether this additional 
study is really beneficial to the pupil 

, or otherwise is again being discussed. 
On former occasions the opinion 
expressed in these columns has been 
against the practice of giving home­
work to scholars who have spent the 
greater part of the day in the school 
room. And the arguments against 
home work seem to be growing 
stronger. The individual life of the 
scholar is to-day the object of 
scientific observation and our elem­
entary educational system is begin­
ning to realize that a child in poor 

I health or even in only in fair health 
is hardly in a condition to acquire ■ 

I knowledge that will serve him in 
I after life. The problem is compli- 
I cated because the pupil is at a criti- 
| cal physical stage of his or her 
\ development during the years when 
most parents insist upon children 
attending school for many hours 
during the day and in addition study­
ing oftentimes until late in the even­
ing. Public play grounds, school 
gardens, and similar departures are 
all indications that we are appreciat­
ing the importance of the physical 
side of education. The abolition of 
homework would appear a step in 
the proper direction. It is scarcely 
fair to the pupil, no matter how 
robust, to cram his evenings with 
the preparation of tasks for the 
following day. Jack is easily made 
a sick boy as well as a dull one by 
all work and no play. Too many 
children are pouring over books by 
lamplight when they should he in 
bed refreshing mind and body.

Lambton’s First Tobacco Bam.
Tiled ford, May 21.—Dr. A. J. Grant, of 

Tliedford, is building the first tobacco 
barn in Lambton County. It is a big 
structure, 30x90 feet, with a driveway 
extending throughout, so that a ‘load of 
tobacco may be driven in at one end and 
taken the exact spot for hanging.

A strigping room heated by a stove will 
he provided for the winter work of sort­
ing the cured leaves. Arrangements will 
be made to exactly regulate the ventila­
tion of the drying tobacco, and the side- 
walls of the barn will be 16 feet in height.

“This is the first barn constructed espe­
cially for tobacco curing ever built in 
Lambton County since it was demon­
strated that tobacco could be grown 
here,’’ Dr. Grant stated. “This year 
will see a large number of good-sized 
patches planted in this vicinity, ajid 
I believe that there will be at least

NOTE AND COMMENT.

No country in the world compares 
with Canada to-day as a field for 
Business enterprise or the discrimin­
ating investment of capital. The 
whole force of organized society 
should be thrown against the exploit­
er of wild cat propositions. The 
very bedrock of foundation of credit 
is confidence—in our country—in 
our men—in our institutions.

Officials of a western railroad out 
of Chicago have warned employes of 
the line that red waistcoats, neck­
ties, and all outer garments of scarlet 
hue, will not be tolerated. The 
order, which was one of several 
issued for the betterment of the ser­
vice, was tersely put, as follows :— 
* No employe shall wear red-colored 
outer garments, as they may be taken 
for stop signals."

The 35-foot motor boat which will 
attempt to cross the ocean, from 
Detroit to St. Peterburg, was named 
the “Detroit” by the Board of Com­
merce. The boat will fly the pen­
nant of the Detroit Motor Boat Club, 
and will be the first American Motor 
Boat to clear from Detroit to any 
foreign country, other than Canada.

15th.

None of the buildings 
took fire.

The death occurred at Glencoe on Sat­
urday last of Edward James Currie, son 
of the late George Currie. Mr. Currie 
was born in Mo^, and lived on the old 
homestead up until four years ago, when 
lie moved into Glencoe. He died from 
the effects of cancer, which he contracted 
some few months ago.

Ontario’s New Map.
Toronto, May 28.—When the new map 

of Ontario appears with its added terri­
tory, the new district of Patricia, contain­
ing over 150,000 square miles, will be 
colored green. The Government is now 
preparing a map showing the extent of 
this new district and its relation to the 
rest of the province and to Manitoba. 
This area is one-third the size of the 
German Empire. As yet no arrange­
ments have been made between Manitoba 
and Ontario to survey a boundar}'. De­
fining a boundary will be something of 
an undertaking since telegraphic com­
munication will be required in order to 
calculate latitude with exactness.

Canadian Trade Increasing.
Ottawa, May 28.—Canada’s total trade 

for the past fiscal year amounted to 
$862,699,732, an increase of no less than 
$103,605,343, as compared with the pre­
ceding fiscal year. Imports totalled 
$547,382,582, an increase of nearly $86,- 
000,0Q0 ; exports totalled $315,317,250, an 
increase of nearly $18,000,000. The 
year’s increase in trade* over 14 per cent, 
is one of the largest, if not the largest, in 
the history of Canada. According to 
present indications the Dominion’s trade 
for the current fiscal year wilf run very 
close to the billion-dollar mark.

A 6ITY OF CONTRASTS
SHANGHAI IS THE MOST COSMO­

POLITAN OF PLACES.

The Presence of an International Set­
tlement, a French Quarter and the
Old Chinese Walled City Make It
Three Principalities In One—Its
Streets Are Narrow and Dark In
the Native Section.

Shanghai is situated twelve miles 
Up the Whangpoo River, and most of 
the big mail boats anchor at Woo­
ing at the north mouth of the river 
and send their passengers ashore by 
ateam tender: their are very few 
ports in the Far East where the ships 
proceed direct to the wharves, al­
though the ‘Shanghai anchorage in­
volves the longest landing trip any­
where. a journey of about an hour 
and a hail. The work of deepening 
the channel is now in active progress, 
but as the harbor rates at Shanghai 
an tremendously high it will proba­
bly be a great many years before the 
Woosung anchorage is finally aban­
doned.

Shanghai is a city of the most vio­
lent contrasts imaginable, owing to 
its division into three .settlements, 
the International, the French and the 
Chinese walled city; in this respect 
it is unlike any other port in the Far 
East, the three settlements directly 
adjoining each other and being separ­
ated only by narrow creeks, but each 
having its own municipal government 
and entirely separate civic adminis­
tration. It is in reality three cities 
in one. Between the English and the 
French the contrast is not so marked, 
but the transition from either of these 
•ettlements to the native city is noth­
ing short of marvellous to a new ar­
rival in China. For in five minutes 
you can walk from the Shanghai club, 
a building second to very few of its 
kind in the world into a typical Chin­
ese city with its narrow, dark, and 
filthy streets, its abominable smells 
and its crowds of jostling, sweltering 
humanity, all of these characteris­
tically Chinese sights inspiring the 
average foreigner with a desire to 
escape as quickly as he can. The 
Chinese walled city is Native China 
land the rest of the city is European­
ized China.

A comparatively small percentage 
of foreign residents in Shanghai have 
ever gone through the native city : 
they are wise, for, having once seen 
it, they can never forget it and it 
cannot be pleasant to realize that you 
are living in such close proximity to 
all this filth and squalor. The native 
city is for the Chinese and- to the 
tourists and travelers who can get 
their only sight of a Chinese city here 
it is well worth a visit. But the 
average tourist will probably think 
he has seen all he ever wants to see 
of China before he gets outside the 
walls again.

John Chinaman in his native haunts 
and John Chinaman in foreign coun­
tries, on steamships and even in the 
foreign settlements of his own coun­
try are two entirely different people ; 
in th • latter he is more or less 
Anglicised and lives in a compara­
tively civilized fashion. But your 
feelings towards him are bound to un­
dergo a very radical change when you 
have seen the way he lives.

However much you dislike them 
you cannot fail to respect them for 
their honesty, reliability and entire 
trustworthiness. This article'does not 
aim to describe the native city, al- 
th< ugh the writer endured its odors 
and its filth on two different occasions 
with this object in view. He has, 
however, since seen Canton, where 
over two million people are crowded 
in a city whose streets are ,so narrow 
that they seldom see the light of day 
and therefore, you can easily realize 
that Shanghai is only, so to speak, a 
pocket edition of Canton.

Shanghai—the Shanghai that is Eu­
rope and not China—is indeed a 
pleasant place after that Shanghai 
which is China, not from a sightsee­
ing point of view, for there is com­
paratively little to see, but to spend 
a quiet week or two in and enjoy the 
hospitality of its inhabitants, which 
is proverbial all through the East.

The Shanghai Bund is a magnificent 
street, with the possible exception of 
Hong Kong—and it is hard to decide 
which of these two merits the dis­
tinction—the finest Bund in the Far 
East and a pleasing contrast to the 
dingy Nagasaki Bund and the much 
inferior buildings that line the sea 
front at Yokohama. Here are to be 
found the clubs, banks, hotels, ship­
ping offices, etc., all of them impos­
ing looking buildngs of modern, up- 
to-date construction which would be 
a credit to any city in the world of 
many times the size of Shanghai. O» 
the Bund, too, are fine public gar­
dens where are quartered excellent 
bands, grass lawns, a very fine public 
promenade—all the characteristics in 
fa:t, of a flourishing European city. 
The big business firms have their 
"Hongs” or offices, and shops, im­
mediately behind the Bund to a depth 
of about three blocks, but everywhere 
else in buildings are purely Chinese 
with a few European houses thrown 
in here in the majority of the sub­
urbs, the business portion of the city 
and there. The foreign residence 
quarter contains some really magni­
ficent private houses and gardens and 
this is the only other portion of the 
cit»y where there is any considerable 
number of European houses in one 
place. There is absolutely no attempt 
01. thi part of the Chinese in Shang­
hai to copy foreign architecture afid 
ereÔt the unsightly-looking buildings 
which the people of Tokio and other 
civilized cities have adopted aiid 
classed as “Foreign.” The buildings 
arj either genuine Chinese or modern 
European, and it is a blessing for 
which Shanghai should be very 
thankful.

HOW THE GERMANS WORK.

V! ng Hours and Lots of Eating Seem 
To Be the Rule.

In an article on “The German at 
Rome” in The World's Work the au­
thor, J. H. Collins, states that in 
comparison with the Englishman 
the German business man works 
abominably long hours. He and his 
clerks are at work at eight in the 
morning.

“At 9.30 everybody in the factory 
or warehouse ceases work for fifteen 
minutes to eat a bit of bread and 
butter, brought in the pocket. At 
noon two hours are allowed to go 
back home for a hearty dinner. In 
the afternoon is another stop for tea 
or coffee, after which everybody works 
through till 8 in the evening, so. that, 
the German business people are 
catching trams for home and supper 
about the time English people are 
going to the theatres.

“Even in retail shops and in fac­
tories the pause, or ‘powza,’ as it is 
called in German, is rigidly observ­
ed. Workmen stop in the morning 
and afternoon for bread and beer, 
served from their canteens, and every 
retail shop, large or small, has a 
place where clerks can warm and 
eat food.

“The German has a vast assort­
ment of quaint beliefs about his 
stomach. Food must be put into it 
cautiously six or more times a day, 
and his strict ideas as to what may 
be done to the stomach and what 
may not lead him to condemn our 
three simple meals. His stomach 
guides him in selecting a wife, and 
its general state after marriage is the 
latter’s rating of efficiency. Stomach 
governs a German’s business ways, 
too, for just as he and his staff are 
getting on with the day’s work under 
a good head of steam the whole ma­
chine is stopped for a ‘powza’ and 
laboriously steamed up again after 
each snack, with the outcome that no 
more real work is done usually than 
in our shorter day.

‘ Five years after a German clerk 
is , hired he will appear before his 
employer, click his heels together, bow 
deeply and call attention to the fact 
that he has been there five years. 
Does lie expect an increase of salary? 
Not at all ! This is merely the Ger­
man respect for length of service. By 
doing so he politely intimates that 
he thinks he must be of some use in 
the place or he wouldn't be there. 
At the end of ten years, fifteen years 
and twenty years the same reminder 
is given, until, when the twenty-fifth 
anniversary comes round, the boss is 
looked to for a handsome jubilee din-

Mountain Shadows.
The peak of Tenerife projects a

“Spectre of the Brocken” consists of 
the gigantic shadows of mountain 
climbers thrown on the clouds. The 
same phenomenon occurs on the sum­
mit of Pambamarca, in Peru. On 
the tops of Alpine peaks and on the 
summit of Pambamarca, in Peru.

Throughout the older parts of Mexi­
co, Texas and New Mexico many of 
the fences around the corrals and of­
ten the gardens are made of “ocatilla." 
This Is a cactus-like plant growing In 
a stalk form and often reaching a 
height of twenty or twenty-five feet.
It Is completely covered with long, 
stout thorns.

The stalk Is tough, hard to cut, ah 
most Impossible to break, and, grow­
ing to the height it does, it makes an 
effective protection. It Is planted usu­
ally in three or four alternate rows 
and Is held together by buckskin 
strings or with strong wire. It needs 
but little water.

I believe this ocatilla fence would be 
found very satisfactory to use on 
country estate», and even the owner 
of a modest plot of ground would find 
it a good thing. It. prevents stock 
from breaking in, effectively keeps at 
a distance all marauders and when in 
bloom Is a beautiful sight, for at the 
tip of the stalk there comes early in 
summer a cluster of deep crimson, ball 
shaped blossoms. I remember once 
the astonished, almost horrified, ex­
pression of an eastern woman to whom 
I mentioned the beauty of the corral 
fence when in bloom.—Country Life In 
America.

SAFETY OF SEA TRAVEL.
Out of Six Million Passengers in Ten 

Years, Nine Lost.
London, May 19.—A question in the 

House of Commons recently showed how 
almost absolutely sate Atlantic travel 
had been, »o far as British ships were 
concerned, until the Titanic disaster. 
The President of the Board of Trade, Mr. 
Sydney Buxton, in reply to Mr. Fell, 
.M.P. for Great Yarmouth, said : “The 
total number of passengers of all classes 
and all nationalities carried outward and 
inward on board British and foreign ships 
between the United Kingdom and the 
United States and Canada (including 
Newfoundland) during the ten years 
ending December 31, 1911, was 6,053,382, 
of which the great proportion were carried 
in United Kingdom ships. The number 
of passengers reported to the Board of 
Trade as having lost their lives by casual­
ties to vessels belonging to the United 
Kingdom—(I cannot give those on other 
ships)—on voyages between the United 
Kingdom and the United States and 
Canada during the period named was 
nine.”

Hydro-Electric Power. '
The Glencoe Transcript of May 16th 

has the following re Niagara power—- 
“Representatives of the Hydro-Electric 
Commission were in Glencoe a few days 
ago, and were so well pleased with the 
prospects and encouragement given.by 
manufacturers that they expressed them­
selves favorable to a scheme to make this 
a distributing point. The encouragement 
they receiveo was stated to be better than 
some towns of over twice the size had 
given. The central situation of Glencoe, 
with its good railway connection, alsa 
appealed to them strongly. Extension * 
of the hydro-electric system westward 
from London is to be undertaken in the 
early fall. A transmission line will, in 
all probability be run direct to Glencoe 
and Alvinston, Both well, Newbury and 
other surrounding places served from this 
point. The splendid facilities which 
Glencoe already affords—our splendid 
rail connections, good water and other 
advantages—will be greatly enhanced by 
the advent of Niagara power, and there 
is no reason why Glencoe should not be­
come an important industrial centre. It 
is suggested that an industrial committee 
be appointed to take the matter Up at 
once with the Hon. Adam Beck and press 
the matter forward."

Do the towns in Lambton propose ta* 
xlo their share of making the county 
prosperous and populous ? We think 
their intentions are good, barring a ten­
dency toward slowness, which is appar­
ently hard to shake off. The great St. 
Gair waterway runs along one of our 
County boundary lines, and we have good 
railroad shipping facilities, yet, in order 
to compete successfully with other pro­
gressive manufacturing centres, we lack 
something as important as transportation, 
and that is dynro-electric power, at a 
reasonable cost.—Petrolea Advertiser.
