Year Book has jast been laid on our
1able, containing a journal of the pro-
ceedings of the Grand Division of that
ovder in Nova Scotin for 1882, The
Year Book is a carefully prepared and
neatly printed document of nearly two
hundred pages, supplying a vast
aswount of valuable informatiom bear-
jng on one of the most important re|
forms of the present age. With respect
to the order immediately interested
the reports are on the whole encourag -
ing,—that is, there is no dimmution of
interest in temperance work ; but the
progress is not nearly so great as the
friends of humanity could desire,
During the year twelve Divisions have
been Organized, and thirteen dormant
Divisions resuscitated, making a total
of 139 Divisions in working order, with
an aggregate membership of T157. The
number initiated during the year was
3716, losses by removals, expulsions,
and deaths, 2512, giving a net increase
in membership of 1204, For limited
periods of the year the Agency Com-
mittee employed four lecturers, who,
by pullic meetings and visits to
schools, sought to promote an interest
in the order.

Not the least valuable portions of the
Year Book are the reports from the
©County and District Deputies. In these
reports the real temperance sentiment
of the ditferent communities is to be
found. We regret to say that what-
ever encouragement may cheer the
hearts of the order of the Sons of Tem-
perance in quarterly or annual sessions,
the crumbs of comfort found in these,
brief reports are scant and far between.
We are loath, indeed, to believe that
the cause of Temperance throughout
our fair Province is retrogading, yeta
careful study of our Parliamentary re-

In Guysboro *the
canse of Temperance is at a very low
ebb.’ * Kings complains of # the tide of
intemperance that is flooding this
noble county.” Rev. D. 8. Fraser
writes from Lunenburg that “Tempe

rance sentiment is low. There isa
great deal of drinking here, and every~
body seems lo think it's all right.”” From
Picton we learn that “ liquor is sold
openly, in violation of law, so that there
18 a great deal of drinking and drunk-
enness in our streets, both day and
night.”” While Austen Locke, Esq.s
writes thus melancholy from Shel
burne, “Viewing the district under
my jarisdiction, 1see Temperance mat.
ters unfavorable ; use of intoxicants
rather on the increase ; ¢ Scott Act’ in
ita working in the County a failure.”
And the worst feature of the above is,
that most, if not all, this traffic is in
definnce of law; and we shall yet dis-
cover to our cost, that the open defi-
ance of one law will inevitably induce
open defiance to all law which has for
jts aim the well-being of society at
large. These reports furnish abundant
food for serious thought. They go to
confirm our own experience that driok-
ing habits are alarmingly on the in-
crease among the young; while the
outlook farﬁne future calls for prompt
and energetic action. We confess to
considerable surprise that the pages of
this Year Book shows no trace of an
'inquiry into the reason for the in<
crease of intemperance. We submit
‘that such an inquiry would be most
pertinent to the objects of the order.
Are ‘“ the rapid strides which intempe

rance has taken during twoor three
years past’’ a reaction from the Reform
movement which swept like a tidal
wave oyer this country several years
ago? Or has our commercial prosper-
ity brought intoxicants more directly
within the financial ability of the peo-
ple, thus giving to the increase of
wealth and drunkenness the relation of
cause and effect? ‘Or in the harvest of
good times has worldliness quite over-
borne philanthropy, turning the ener-

courteous, as the affxirs of the Mari

time Bank were in a perfectly sound
condition; and although some loss
would be incurred by the above failure,
tbe Bank would suffer no dangei toits
stability even if Messrs. Carvill, ete.,
were unable to pay one centon the
dollar, and if the firm paid as it was
expected, fifty cents on the dollar, the
loss to the Bank would be a mere baga-
telle. These and similar representa

tions must bave had the desired effect
as the Bank of Nova Scotia is again re-
ceiving the Maritime's paper as
usual. St. Jobn business men have
published a vote of contidence in thewr
institution, ond one man has gone so
far a8 to offer $1.05 worth of goods for
every Maritime Bank dollar note.

—Judge Savary has just rendered an
important decision under the County
Incorporation Act, in the petition of
John Holdsworth to set aside the elec
tion of John A. Russel as Councillor for
Ward 3 in Digby County. This pe-
tition raised two important questions.
(1,) Whether the Secretary of School
Trustees is disqualified for nomination
under the Act, and (2.) Whether Mr.
Russel was such Secretary in point of
fact. The jlearned Judge after hearing
the case fully argued, delivered an
exhaustive judgment in favor of the
petitioner, but each party to bear their
own costs. In re first question the
Judge quotéd from Sec. 7 of the Coun.
ty Inecorporation Amendment Act of
1881, which states that “collectors of
rates'’ of any kind shall be disqualified,
and beld that a Collector or Secretary of
Trustees was included in such disquali-
fication, and on the other point the
iadgment was given in favor of the pe-
titioner on the ground that Mr, Russel
had adopted certain advertisements
inserted in the Digby Courier, in which
be was described as *‘J. A. Russel,
Secretary to Trustees,”” and that those
documents constituted, unquestions
ably, the most formal and solemn and,
unimpeachable appointment, and that
the loose way in which the business
had been conducted could not supply
any argument in favor of one respon-
sible for its correctness and accuracy.

Fox Hostixg.—Mr. Wm. Randolph’
of Lawrencetown, and Mr. 8. Shafner, of
Paradise, who have been very Buccess-
ful in fox hunting this winter, had un-
usual good fortune last week. Taking
two dogs with them they proceeded to
“Bogart'’s Hollow,” Granville, and in
three or four days they secured six
foxes. Mr, Fred McCormick, of this
town, another persevering hunter,
secured two foxes in one earth last
week. Foxes are said to be very plen-
tiful and have committed numerous
depredations in poultry yards. One
person in Granville is reported to have
lost 58 geese.

— Over 4,000 tons of starch were
manufactured in Aroostook, Maine, the
past season. Could mot Nova Scotis
profitably engage in this industry ?
The following is the process of manu-
tacture of potato stareh :—

It takes 250 bushels of potatoes to
make & ton of starch. After being
thoroughly washed and freed from
dirt, the potatoes are reduced to a
pulp by means of a grater ; the pulp,
placed in a sieve, is washed by streams
of boiling water, the starch being car-
ried through the sieve into a proper
receptacle, and the fibre washed away
as waste, The starch is carried with
the water passing through the sieve
into a stirring tank in which 1t is wash-
ed from the fimer particies of wasie,
and, being heavier than water, sinks to
the bottom. It is then funtier cleans-
ed in other tanks by washing and stir-
ring, until the water is clearand is
drawn off. The starch is then removed
to a kiln, where it is dried and reader-
ed fit for market,

Mercantile Adversity.

REPORT OF THE FAILURES IN 1882.

New York, Jan. 3.—The mercantile
failures of the year just closed, as reported
by R. H. Dun & Co., are for the United
Stater 6,738 in number, as against 5,582
in 1881. The liabilities in the United
States are for the last year $101,000,000,
as compared with $81,000,000 in 188I.
The failures in Canada for the last year
are 787, with Jabilities of eight and a balf
millions, as against 635 in 1881, with lia
bilities of five and a half millions. While
the failures of the last year show an in-
<crease on any year since 1880, in com-
parison with 1878 and 1879, the fizures
are not Interpreted unfavorably. -T'his is
expecially the care when it is remarked
that the numhber engaged in trade shows a
large gain, while the volume of trade is
greatly increased . The number of failures
an 1882 is estimated at one in every 122
persons, while the failures in 1878 showed
one in every 64 persons. In view of the
increased number in’ trade the failores
proportionately are not one-half as great as
theg were in 1878. R. G. Dan & Co. bave
brought the list of failures down to the
¢lose of the year 1881, thus securing great-
er accuracy than was possible in state-
ments given before it was possible to get
information from plices distant frow
telegraphic commurication.

Paris Letter.

Pams, France, Dec. 18th, 1882.

I have reason to believe that the atten-
tion of the Powers will be drawn to the
Buez Canal, It is the intention of the
Euglish Government to secure a predomi-
nant share in the administration of the
great Kgyptian waterway with the least
possible delay. According to the Conven-
tion signed in 1576 between M. dec Lesseps
on the one hand, and Messrs, Wilson,
Stokes, and Stauder on the other, the
Suez Canal Company agreed to spend one
million francs annually for keeping the
Canal in good order. Traffic has, how-'
ever, since increased in such unexpected
proportions that important improvements
have become urgent, if navigation by that
route is to suffer no interruption, The
company have consequently resolved to
devote one bundred million francs to that
purposs, The English Government,
although willing to leave the teehnical
execntion of the work required to the Sues
Canal Company, nevertheless ipsists that
the improvements should be carried out in
accordance with plans to be furnished by
England,

It Las long been notorious that all the
wine made or concocted in France is not
French wine. Many will, however, be
surprised to learn that, in the land of the
vine, the costs of imports, chiefly from
Spain, exceeds the total received for ex-
ports to the whole world. The quality
derived from the kingdom of Alfonzo this
year has nearly equalled the total export-
ed from French ports or sent across the
land frontiers. During the firat ten months
of 1882 France paid  po less, in. round
numbers, than ten million eight bundred
thousand pounds sterling for wines coming
from abroad ; whereas she received only
eight million three hundred thousand for
the amounts sent out of the country.
