‘ Pitcher's Castoria.
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Canada’s Progress.

The progress made by our country dur-
ing the last thirty years cannot be meas-
ured by any ordinary standard. In 1858,
when Lord Lytton was Colonial Secretary,
that great statesman and novelist brought
into parliament a measure touching the
government of New Caledonia—now Brit-
ish Columbia,—during the debate on which
he spoke as follows : *“I do believe the day
will come, and that many now present may
live to see it, when a portion, at least, of
the lands on the other side of the Rocky
Mouuntains, being brought into colonization
and guarded by free institutions, one direct
line of railway commu tion will unite
the Pacific to the Atlantic.”

eastern Canada and the Pacific coast,
broken only by a single half-breed village
at Fort Garry—now Winuipeg. Yet this
dream has been more thau realized. Where
forty years ago roamed tribes of Indians and
ccuntless herds of buffaloes, are now to be
found thriving towns, already containing
from two to thirty thousand inhabitants.
One of these occupies a site on the Pacific
coast which was clothed with *‘ the forest
primeval” only four or five shori years
ago. We refer to the city of Vancouver,
which now his a population of 15,000 souls
and may be considered as a direct product
of Lord Lytton’s dream. To this may be
added Port Arthur, with more than 5,000
souls ; Winnipeg, with 30,000 ; Portage la
Prairie; with 4,000 ; Brandon, with 4,000 ;
Calgary, with 4,000 to 5,000, and Regina,
with 3,000, besides a score of smaller towns
scattered over the plains and through the
mountains.

MILLIONS OF BUSHELS
of wheat have been raised on the plains
where, less than a dozen years ago, not a
single kernel had been produced. The
products of the past year, besides supplying
the wants of the population, will yield a
surplus large enough to feed the people of
the Maritime Provinces for .several years.
THE CANADIAN ‘PACIFIC RAILWAY,
without the presence of which these great
results were impossible, with recent exten-
sions and additions, is now the longest
railway in the world under one manage-
ment, comprising a length of over five
thousand miles, and earning more than §15,-
000,000 a year at a profit of $6,000,000.

By mieans of this great and unrivalled
continental highway intercolonial trade
has been developed more
fold, and by means of a Pacific line of
steamships from Vancouver to Japan and
China (which will be speedily extended to
the Australian colonies) a vast and profit-
able trade has becn tapped.

freely and fully the receat murders of which
United States troops have been guilty in the
Northwest. It says:—

¢ It~wgould be an an abuse cf language to
describe ds a battle the encounter that took
place on Munday between United States
troops and hostile Indians. The Indians

- were captives and were surrounded by four
times their number of armed white soldiers.
They themselves were armed and it was
the order to give up their arms that brought
on the conflict. Nobody imagined that
they would venture to attack their cap-
tors, or even to refuse to disarm themselves,
nor can anybody be blamed for not enter
taining such an imagination. An Indian
can die or suffer torture very resolutely
when there is no escape, but he is no more
disposed w undergo death or torture than
a civilized man if Le sees any way of es
cape. He can fight also very bravely, but
in order to stimulate him to combat he
commonly needs to see a fighting chance.
The mad and reckless resistance of the cap-
tives is such an act of war as would have
been celebrated if it had occurred in civili-
zed warfare, all the more by reason of its
madness and recklessness. If a party of
French soldiers twenty yearsago had forced
their captors to m re them in order to
get possession of their weapons, we canim-
agine how ag act which in that case would
have been one of heroism would have been
besung and depainted. It is different with
the wretched, copper-colored starvelings
who have just thrown away their lives.
All the authorities accounts agree that
these Indians were starved into revolt, al
though nobody disputes that we pay enough
to have them abundantly fed. Either the
money or the food is stolen in transit by
rascally u.§ents, or else the food is bought
and distributed by incompetent ageats so
that the Indians do not get it. In either
case the fault lies immediately with the In-
terior department, and uliimately with the
President of the United States.”

The London 7%mes cominenting on the
Indian trouble i United States, says:
““The Amer: s must not be angry if we
are inclined to suspect that this alarming
state of things is due greatly to their in-
judicious and inconsiderate management of
the Indians. The American policy has
made the Indians what they are.”

A large and enthusiastic meeting called
to promote the building of a bridge across
the Annapolis River between Anvapolis
and Granville Ferry was convened in the
Temperance Hall, Granville Ferry, at 2,30
p.m. on Monday, Jun. Ath.  All the lead-
ing men of both sides of the river were pres-
ent. E, H. Armstrong was called to the
chair and C. F. Armstrong wis appointed
secretary, The chairman then called upon
the Bridge Committee appointed by the
Annapolis Board of Trade to give what-
ever information they had obtained rela-
tive to the proposed bridge. T. 8. Whitman
responded on behalf of the committee,
