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The G. W. P. read his report as follows: —

To Tite GrAxD DivisioN oF THE Sexs oF TEMPERANCE oF THE
Province or Nova Scoria.

QOfficers and Brethren,—

| The Deputies generally have been so inattentive to the
duty enjoined on them in their Commissions. of transmitting to
me Quarterly Reports, that I am totally unable to give you
accurate information respecting the condition of our Order in
this province. Forty-nine Deputies have received Commissions,
but only six have furnished reports for the last Quarter,
Under these circumstances I can only say, that in the city of
Halitax the Order is in o more healthy and flowishing state
than in any other part of Nova Scotia; that in Hants, Kings,
and Queen’s Counties the Divisions maintain their ground with
resolute perseverance; that in Aunapolis County the prospects
are somewhat less encouraging ; and that the members of Hills-
burg Division, County nf Digby, have succeeded in an action
against 2 rum-dealer, whose licence has been taken from him for
a breach of the law. I hope that at the close of the present
Quarter, the Deputics will send me such statements as shall
cnable me to give you a clear and full view of the state of the
Grand Division of Nova Scotia. .

In obedience to the directions of the Grand Division at its
last Quarterly Scssion, the committee then appointed took into
consideration the subject of a Tempcrance Periodieal. The
following is an extract from a circular issued by them, addressed
«To the Subordinate Divisions of the Sons of Temperance, and
to the members of Temperance Societies.generally, in the
Province of Nova Scotia j—-

“We have considered the subject thus presented to our
attention, and have ascertained that a monthly paper—about
the size of the late Athenaum, but folded in sixteen pages,
instead of cight—may be published at Zalf @ dollar per annum,
if 2,000 subseribers can be procured : a smaller number would
not he sufficiently remunerative.

« Mr. Selden, of this city, proprietor of the Christian Messen-
ger, is willing to undertake the publication provided the above
mentioned number of subscribers be obtained. The Rev. Dr.
Cramp has been requested to act as Editor, and has consented.

« The proposed paper will be wholly Cevoted to Temperance.
The arguments will be presented in the form of Essays, Tales,

Letters, &e., as need may require.  The history of Temperance
movements will be a prominent feature of' the work, and intelli-
gence will be procured from all parts of the world illustrating
the progress of the great reform. Special attention will, of
course, be given to Nova Scotia, and measures will be adopted
to furnisii accurate accounts of all Temperance Organizations in
the Provinee.  Prokibition will be the watch-word. The pro-
hibition spirit will characterise every departiment of the paper.

Tt is suggested that the paper may be appropriately denom-
inated  The ApstaiNes.”

I regret to inform you that the replies received were not of a
sufliciently satisfuctory character to warrant the commencement!
of .the * Abstainer 7 on the 15th of the present month, as was;
proposed.  Orders have been given for about 900 copies ; but]
1t was expressly stated that the paper would not be issued unless
at least 200U subseribers were obiained, as the sale of a smaller:
number would not be renumerative. As soon as 2000 copies are
subseribed for, or an adeqquate guarantee given to the publisher,
the work will be commenced. Can it be imagined that the
friends of Tamperance are so few or so lukewarm in the eause
that this important measure will fail to be accomplished 2

The Agency Committee have heen unsuccessful in their
endeavours to carry into cffect the resolution of the last Quar-
terly Session, dirceting them to procure the services of two!
Leeturers or Agents. They will continue to prosceute their
inquiries.  These apvointments ave as desirable, and cven
necessary, as the establishment of a Periodical.

The state of affairs in the adjoining Province of New)
Brunswick cannot but excite your sympathy with our brethrent
there, whose cfforts arc likely to be thwarted by the recent
action of the Licutenant Governor. Although the House of]
Assembly had sustained the ministry then in office by decisive
votes, refusing to repeal the Prohibitory Liquor Law, the
Licutenant Governor yielded to the representations of hostile
partics and dissolved the House, avowedly for the purpose of
testing the feelings of the country with regard to that epaci-§
ment by a new election. Other considerations, however, wered
involved, to which I may not allude in this place, giving rise to}
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ombinations and intrigues and the exertion of powerful
fluences, the result of which has been the defeat of many of
e friends of Temperance and the return of a majority favour-
ble to the desired repeal.- The conflict will now have to be
esumed, and our brethren in New Brunswick as well as our-
-plves are called on to devise measures for energetic warfare.
ese postponcments and delays, vexatious as they appear, may
be productive of good effects. Our principles will be more
xtensively disseminated, and the people will be better prepared,
when the final triumph shall be achieved, to secure its efficiency
nd permanence.
At the late Annual Session of the National Division, held at
Lexington, Kentucky, certain alterations were made in the
onstitution of Subordinate Divisions, which I will proceed to
ay before you. :
Members may hereafter be admitted at fourteen years of age,
ubject, however, to the same limitations of rights and
rivileges as now exist with regard to minors, Female visitors
f the same age may also be admitted.

Section 5 of Article 4 has heen altered so as to read thus:—
{*He (that is the F. 8.) shall, previous to the close of his term,
otify every member who is three (instead of * two ') months in
rrears, of the amount duc by him to the Division, adding ten
instead of “twelve and a half ") cents to each notice.”

It was resolved, ¢That when Subordinate Divisions fail to
elect Representatives to the Grand Divisions at the proper time,
the Grand Divisions may, at their option, admit Representatives

lected subscquently ; provided their credentinls are in other
espects regalar.”

! It was enacted, “That the amount of initiatory fees and
weekly dues shall be regulated by each Division,” and the said
:mactment now forms Seet. 1. of Article VL. )

i The right of voting has been conceded to female visitors, .as
far as regards the admission of other females; and it was also
fesolved, * That Subordinate Divisions have the right to permit
their female visitors to be present during.the working of the
Degrees, upon being properly obligatea.”

A proposal to give power to adinit females to full member-
hip was carried by a majority, the@umbers being, Yeas, 21,
Nays 19 ; but as constitutional changes require a two-third vote,
‘e alteration does not take cffect.

Several Grand Divisions having requested the restoration of

L 3
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the old Ritual, or the amendment of the new one, the following
resolution was passed ;—¢ That the Report of the Committee
on Ceremonics "and Regalia, together with the various propos-
itions from the several Girand Divisions now before the National
Division, and received during the year, to re-instate the old
Ritual, or to amend the new one, be referred to a Special
Committee from this body, who shall in the interregnum
between the present and the next Session of the National
Division, give the same due consideration, and report the result
of their deliberations to the Nagional Division at its next Session
tobe held at Providence, Rhode Island, and if practicable,
recommend such a course as would permanently settle the Ritual
question before the Order at large.”

On the question of forming a National Division of British
North America, the Committee on the state of the Order presented
a Report in which they espressed their “deep regret at the
prospect of such an event,” adverted to the fact that the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick had refused to unite in the application,
and therefore, while they recommended the granting of the
request, suggested the propricty of holding the matter * under
advisement” till the next Annua! Session. The Report of the
Coumiittee was adopted. Nothing more can now be done till
next year.  Meanwhile it may be proper to correspond with the
Grand Division of New Bruuswick, in order to obtain a state-
ment of the reasons which influenced that body in deslining to
uniie inthe application. Harmonious action sheuld be secared,
if possible.

The present state of the Qrder oceasioned much disenssion
at the recent Annual Session of the Nutional Division. There
has been a gradual diminution of numbers for some time past.
It is not supposed that this diminution is owing to any abate-
ment of zeal In the cause of Temperance, but to other circum-
stanees, particularly to the cstablishment of new Orders, which,
for warious reasons, have proved more attractive.  The whole
subject demands anxious consideration. I beg to call special
attention to the facts and suggestions contained 1n the Report of
the Most Worthy Scribe and the Address of the Most Worthy
Patriarch, which will be found in the Journal of the Nutional
Division. .

The annual returns of th‘xs Grand Division did not reach the
Most Worthy Seribe in time for his Report to the National
Division. This was owing to the dilatoriness of some of our

»
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Subordinate Divisions, whose retarns for the December uarter
were not transmitted at the proper tine.  When I last saw our
late excellent Grand Scribe, he was waiting for those returns,
and was much annoyed at being prevented from discharging his
duties. Knowing his promptness and puhctuality, I had sup-
osed that the difficulty was removed, and did not inquire fur-
her into the matter, when my attention was called to it by the
present Grand Saribe. The annual retwrns were immediately
forwarded, hut it was then too laiz for pubiieation. The Grand
Division, I trust, will accept this statement, and excuse the
apparent neglect.
Contemplating the existing aspects of our enterprise, while
I see no reasen for despondency, I am penetrated with the con-
viction that prompt measures require to be taken for the revival
of the Order of the Sons of Temperance in this Province.
A great work is before us. We are pledged to carry it
through. We must be faithful w0 the pledge—and we must
use our hest endeavours both to increase th number of fellow-
labcurers, and to keep the machinery of enr system in continual
and vigorous action. Nothing but the force of law can affect
the dealers in ruin and death.  Dnt en il others we must bring
to bear the utmost power of instru.tion, persuasion, and remon-
strance,

Referred to Commiitice on State of the Order.
The G. Seribe read his report as follows :—

Grasy Wonrtny Patriancy, Orricers, ANd BRETHREN :—

It is with wuch pleasure T meei you m Quarterly Session of
Grand Division in the Town of Yurmouth, the cradle of our
organization in this Province.

Here the first Division of our « Noble Order® in Nova
Secotin — Acabra, NO. 1—was institated on the 17th of
November, 1847 ; here, also, was organized that branch of the
Order to which we have been elevated by the suffrages of our
bretheen, )

I am pleased to recognise among the brothers assembled here
d0-day, some of those who sivod by the nursling in its earliesh
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infancy ; who vowed to cherish and protect it ¢ through evil
report and good report,” and who are still ** good men and true”
in the eause of total abstinence.

Asregards the advancement of our prineiples in the Province,
I am unable to present the Grand Division with a true state-
ment, in consequence of the absence of returns from many of the
Divisions, and the remissness of Depauties in attending to their
dutics. I have much pleasure, however, in announcing that our
Order is progressing favorably in the city of Halifax, and the
county of Cape Breton, a Jarge number of new members having
Deen initiated into the Divisions located in those places during
the past quarter, as will be shewn by the returns.

I have to reiterate the complaint so frequently made by the
late Jamented Grand Scribe —the absence of returns from
Divisions. It is my opinion that the Deputies are alone to
blame for the apparent lethargic state of the Order in this Pro-
vince, They should be more energetic and persevering, and do
something to merit the honors conferred on them by the Grand
Division, through the G. W. P.  While considering themselves
the masters of the Divisions in their several districts, they
should also recollect that they arc the servants of this Grand
Division, and are responsible for the good working of its sub-
ordinates. They should visit and work the Divisions placed
under their charge oftener than, I fear, many of them do—
some I believe only visiting the Divisions on the first night of
the official terms, for the mere purpose of instaliing officers.
If they will not perform the duties imposed upon them by their
commissions, they should resign and make way for those that
will. Tt would be enly an act of justice, on wmy part, to admit
that there are some honorable exceptions.

I have also to complain of the negligent manner in which
many of the returns have been forwarded to this office, some
without the seal, and others without the name or number of the
Division. For iustance: the returns of Roseway Division have
heen sent to this office without name, number, or date ; the name
of the Division I discovered from the seal.  Hauntsport Division
returns one withdrawal, but does not state whether it is by Card
or from the Order; also, one expulsion, without stating the
cause. Retwrns of Morning Star Division, No. 38, is dated
for quarter commencing st of July snd ending 30th of Scptem-
ber, 1856, instead of 1st of April und 3Uth f June. Returns
of New Glasgow Division have heen forwarded without the
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signature of W. P.; and those of Hebron Division in a very
slovenly manner. The foregoing is sufficient for tle present to
justify the complaint of your Grand Secribe. The Deputies
should be careful to examine and see that the returns are correct
in every particular before forwarding them to this office.

« Hitherto a large number of Subordinate Divisions have been
occupying the place of a reserve guard; the present crisis
demands that the said Divisions should take close order, or
come to the front; at the same time it is desirable that they
should undergo some military drill, and to this end I would sug-
gest that every member of this Grand Division act as drill ser-
geant in the Subordinate Division to which he belongs, so that
when the Grand Scribe next inspects them, he may be able to
report former delingents armed and at ‘their posts.”

There are now about 72 Divisions under the jurisdiction of
this Grand Division supposed to be in working order. Returna
have only been received from 27. Al the returns could easily
be forwarded in time to be reccived at this office by the 15th of
the first month of each quarterly term, if brethren only remem-
bered their obligations, and were attentive to their duties.

The Publication Committee met soom
after the session, and prepared and issued a circular in refer-
ence to the establishment of a monthly periodical, addressed to
the Subordinate Divisions under this jurisdiction, and to the
friends of Temperance generally throughout the Province. It
was proposed to issue the first. nuinber of the new paper on the
15th of July, provided 2,000 copies were subscribed for in dué
time, but in consequence of answers being received from only » -
few Divisions, und persons willing to become agents therefor,
the Committee could not proceed with the undertaking, and are
unable to make a report at this session. Up to this date, the

Has a Subordinate Division a right to act
upon additions or amendments to their Bye-laws,
before submitting them to the Grand Division for the
sanction of that body ?

Answer. No. All Byeldaws, as also additions or
amendments thereto, must be submitted to the Stand-
ing Connnittec on Constitntions and Bye-laws (through
the G. S.) for their approval, hefore heing acted upon
by Subordinate Divisious.

BY. Question. Has the W. P. a right to make a decision in
respeet to the meaning of the Constitution and Bye-
laws, befoce he takes a vote of the Division 2

‘Answer. He has. The decision of a W. P., on the
Constitution, Bye-laws, or Rules of Order, should be
final, subject to an appeal to the Division. His
decisions should not be debatable, unless, when enter-
taining doubts on any suhject, he invite discussion.

Lol Question. If he has a right to decide before taking a
vote, has a brother, fecling himself aggrieved by such
decision, a right to appeal to the Grand Division,

before he appeals to his own Division 2

Answer. No. «*“An appeal from the decision of the
Chair must be referved dmmediately to the Division,
otherwise it cannot be carried to the G. D.” Sce
Journal N, D., Tth session, page 620. Members of
Subordinate Divisions have the right of appeal to the
Grand Division, through the Division of which they
are members, and through the Grand Division to the
National Division. .

¥Your Committee have also had submitted to them the Bye-
Zawms of Hero of Kars Division, No. 127, and on examination
they find that the alterations made in the Constitution of Sub-
sgrdinates by the National Division, have not been attended to
By this Division, in consequence of which neglect the following -
Juaticles of the Constitution require to be amended, viz:—

Artiele 5, Sections 1 and 2.
« 6, Sections 2 and 4.
The whole of Articles 9 and 10,
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In the Bye-laws, the following alterations are recommended :

Article 3. « This Division shall he a non-henefit one,” is un-
constitutional. Your Committee would recommend the Divi-
gion to adopt a Bye-law giving the lowest amount of benefits
allowed by the Constitution (scc Article G,) and then avail itself
of the privilege. to suspend benefits under Section 2, of Article 6
of the Constitution, which says, ¢ nevertheless this Division
may suspend benefits by a two-third vote of the members present
at a regular meeting, after two weeks’ notice of such action.”

Your Committee would also recommend the Division not to
suspend benefits for a longer period than twelve months, at the
end of which time, if it is thought necessary, the suspension
may be continued, in accordance with the sixth Article of the
Constitution.

The words * Constitution and” in Section 4 of Article 5, to
be erased, as Divisions have no authority to remit penalties im-
posed by the Constitution.

The words in “accordance with Article 7 of the Constitution,
and Article 2 of the Revised Rules,” to be added to Seetion 8

of Article 7.

To tur Granp DivisioN or Tir Soxs oF TEMPERANCE oF THE
Province or Nova Scoria.

The Committec on the State of the Order have felt mo. -
than ordinary difficulties in the discharge of the duties assigned
to them on the present occasion. A reference to the « reports™
of the G. W. P. and G. S. will at once leave the impression that
our beloved Order is, in some respects at least, in a declining
state. But it is donbtful whether the causes are equally mani-
fest. Were we fully satisfied as to the causes, it would probably
he more casy to indicate the remedy. At the same time, your
Comuuittee arc of the opinion, that Jucel civewmstances have so

much ta do with this matter. that an organization such as that
: 1
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of the Sons of Temperance, which demands as its first condition
unity of action, could not be so modified as to meet all existing
difticulties.

The Order, having for its object to enfold in the arms of
onc common brotherhood the whole human family,—(an object
which commends it the more to every true christian and
genuine philanthropist) must necessarily embrace communities
and individuals very different in their tastes and feclings—and,
at the sime time, subject to a great variety of local influences.
Consequently, the most perfect system which could be adopted
ought only to be expected to recommend itself by an adaptation
to all classes in respeet to the leading principles of the institu-
tion. Did the members of the Order keep this in view, it is
believed that we should hear less respecting dissatisfaction with
those non-cssential matters which turbulent or inconstant minds
have foolishly magnificd into causes of dissatisfuction—and
which they have allowed to influence them so strongly, as at
tirst, to produce coldness, and afterwards, to induce them to
withdraw from the Order —cither to join the ranks of the
enciny, or to tuke part in some other organization which,
although professing to aim at the furtherance of the Cause
of Temperance, has in reality weakened the hands of its most
carnest supporters.

Your Committee are not afraid to assert that defection from
the ranks of our temperance army, has generally arisen from
most insufficicnt causes; and, not unfrequently, from motives
so unworthy, that the individwals would not cven dare to ac-
knowledge them to themsclves; much: less to those whose good
opinion they would desire to retain. Such being the case, the
proposal so to modify the Constitution and Bye-laws of our
respective Divisions as to remove all pretended grounds of
dissatisfaction, and bring back unfaithfal and lukewarm
brothers, nced not be entertained.

Nor, although the sister Divisions in many parts of the
U. States speak so confidently of the advaniage of copying from
thosc new and untried organizations whick have of late sprung
wp too plentifully in their midst, dare we express our beliel
that, in so doing, they would strengthen the Order of the
“Hons of Temperance.

Tt appears o us rather — that while giving as much freedom
1o Subordinate Divisions as would be consistent with harmony
of movement in the Opder, our constant ohjeet should he te
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press with ull the talent which we can command the principles
of total abstinence as the duty of all—and espeeially the claims
of the Order as being the hest system for realizing this great
object—and, as connected therewith, the duty of all to use
every suitable means for bringing to an end the traffic in
intoxicating liquors.

To accomplish this your Committee believe it absolutely
necessary to employ under the direction of this Grand Division
one or more able and devoted temperance lecturers.

And while calling 1o our aid the living voice of the lecturer,
your Committee would also express their belief that the Grand
Division must still sustain a temperance periodical for the
purpose of advocating our prineiples, and holding intercourse
with the Order throughout the Province.

The friends of temperance throughout Nova Scotia have for
a number of years been pleading with the Legislature for a
Prohibitory Law. But, hitherto, the cry of a great multitude
of fathers, mothers; sons, and daughters has been in vain. On
others, not on us, devolves the terrible responsibility of refusing
that righteous prayer. But we must still press our petitions.
And this Committee would recommend that no time be lost in
preparing for the circulation of Petitions to be presented to the
Legislature at its next session.

Among other duties imposed upon your Committee, was that
of reporting upon the returns which have been forwarded by a
number of Subordinate Divisions to the Grand Scribe, which
were considered to be informal. Of these there are no fewer
than nine — all of which your Committee find to be irregular.
Time docs not permit us to specify the defects in each.  Nor,
indeed, can your Committee believe that this is necessary, as
the blanks furnished to Subordina.c Divisions are so plain that
your Committee fecl themselves under the painful necessity of
declaring their belief that such irregularity in filling them up
can only be attributed — first, to the carelessness of those
officers intrusted with their preparation, and then, to the Divi-
sion whose duty it is to have the returns read before they are
transwitted to the Grand Seribe.

Your Committee would recommend that when such Returns
are offered to the D.G.W.P. they should be refused — even
though it might cause delay in forwarding them to the G. S.
His recciving them is, after all, a mistaken kindness to the
Divisions hy which they ave presented,—although, no doubt,
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their lenity is occasioned by a fear of seeming to deal harvshly
with the Divisions under their charge.

Both in the report of the G. W. P. and of the G. S. reference
is made to duties which properly devolve upon the D.G.W.P.s
and which have not hitherto been fulfilled, in all cases, as secems
to be desirable. This is to be regretted. At the same time,
your Committee feel that these brothers could, in many cases,
offer strong reasons in justification of what at first sight might
be viewed as neglect. Probably they have, in many cases, too
little of the sympathy of Subordinate Divisions. They are
often expected to perform much duty, at the expense of both
time and money—hile the Divisions for. whose benefit they are
labouring do not give them the encouragement to which they
are entitled, and will allow them to incur expenses which they
will not offer to liquidate, or, if they do, very probably, it is
after that officer has been obliged to ask them for what he so
well deserves, that it should have been tendered without any
such demand being made.

There are other matters referred to in the report of the
G.W. P. well deserving of notice, but they are of such a nature
that your Committee caunot deal with them as they deserve
without extending their report beyond what seems proper. They
therefore close—expressing their earncst hope that the members
of the Order in gencral may be deeply penetrated by a sense of
the claims of our noble Causc and he led to acquit themselves
Jike men sensible of the importance of the objects for which
they are called to labour.
