AGRICULTURAL

lce and lce Houses.

SUPPLY of ice on the farm, if not a nocessity, is ay
| lcast a usefel luxury. It is our purpose to draw atten-
tion to the usefulness, cost, ctc., of a moderate ice
supply to the farmer.

Uses of ice on the farm :  Perhaps its moat espe
cial use is in the dairy. It is a thoroughly established
fact that more cream can be abtained from milk set in the deep can o
creamer system than by the shallow pan, if thedoep cans besurrond-
od by ico oold water, and as cream scparators are expensive the gravi-
tation method of cream separation will still be chicfly practised.  In
this connection ice is practically a noocssity.  Through all the opera-
tions of the dairy & goodly supply of icc is& very good thing when the
mercury persistently stays in the nincties.  Then, too, ice is very
helpful in the preservation of daicy products.  The skim milk and
creamn from the eroamer is in excellent condition for uses dulinary,
being ool and swoet, while butter may bokept ax finn asin the
coolest wonther ; the butter toois of finer tlavor and texture thay
when made from much souned crean.  In lending assistanoce towarnd
keeping & supply of fresh meat for the farmer’s table, ioc is a very use
ful factor. N, when salted moats are being supplantad largely by
frosh meats for summer use ice is becoming almost & neoossity. Iou
has also & use in adding ta the nioe appoarance of the table, espocially
as regands the butter dish, while milk and cream are much mon
palatable and hiealihfal a3 drivks when cool and aweet than whe
warm aned sour.

A little whitewash applied to the «ides nud roof of theice house and
the dairy will vresult in a sawving of ice.  When intending to use the
1ice in drinking water or in any such way it should be proeared from
clean apring water streams as a hygienic precaution,

Regulating Food and Drink.

The watering of horses i a matter of favamount importance to the
feeding.  1f this smnll stomach of the horse is loadod with food and
in half hour the anumal watered, the erain will be washod out Q.
digested. A horse was fod on coarse beans and watered.  Upon dis.
<oction these benuswere-found in the intestines 13 to 40 feet fram the
stomach. 1 repeat cinplatically horsex should noi bo watersd until
two or three hours after eating, or they shonld bewatered a short time
hefore feoding. 1 eonsider-the lext plan to water about haif-an hour
before tho tine of fexding,

The horse is an animal that can get inordinately fat mapidly.  In
buying a horse rather choose n lean ane than one in high condition,
and feed him maderately, but not on corn or other almost  strictly
fattening foods,

Somc horses have the habit of cating very raveuously, and very
aftén a3 a result will always Jook starved and havd looking. A good
ranody in such u case isto placea guautity of stonex abaut the #ize of
hens cgys in the mangter, which will nocessitate slower foeding and
result in giving him a brighter ind better appearance in & very short
tiine.

Agricultural Education.

UT few subjects that come within the proviuce of onr mngnzine
will at all compare in importance with that of education.  Ag
H riculture can never take the stand jn thoe ranks with the other
professions that its importance would seem Lo warrant, until
those who enltivate the soil ave better ncquainted with the priuciples
that govern their work. which nt present appear nwtters of mysgtery
and uneertainty even to those who profess to have some httle chnim
to the appellation of cducated farmers.  ‘The greatest difticulty that
teachus, instructors, writevs and lecturers have to contend with, 1
endenvoring to raise the musses into the sphere of lhigher cduentionnd
attainments, is to convinee the illiternte  that thev have anything te
learn, —-that they 1o not already know all that is to be known.

It always was, and we guppose always will beghe sasethat u nruch
greater amount of manual Jabor is expended in the produﬁxon of the
comnon neée ssavies of life than would be required if the operators
understod the ease and eff set of theiv varizas oparations. . Seience
has very libernlly lent her aid to art in the numerous manufacturing
Lrauches of the day, aud now is lending her pawerful nem to agricul
ture. in & manner which does great credit to so useful and aoble n
profession. Any farmer who has ntade himself thoroughly nequaint-
ed with the science as well as the practice of agriculture, will no lon-
ger feel that he is engaged in o meniul occupation ; but that the culti.
vation of tho soil'ia, to & man of great mental capacity and refined
sensibilities, the most ennobling and  iustructive profession that he
could possibly engage in.

A thoroughly clever farmet mn) manage his soil so, that with one
half of tho labor usually expended in preparing the ground for a crop
he may obtain fully double the retuen that would be harvested fron
land expensively cultivated. At fiest thought the truth of this mny
seemn questionable ; if we visit different portions of our country and
notico closely the systeins of husbandry still pmcticcd by many, not
only the truthfulness of this assertion would imprzzs atself upon us,
but we would be forcibly struck with the I.ub that annually millions
of'Qollars are spent iu useless ctltivation by fatners whoattnbute the
suecess and fmh\rm of t\\cu expeviments 16 l\\c operations of bhind
chance.”

Hithierto, tov many of our farmers have been merely taught the
labors of the farm  mechanically and by rote, without any science,
They have been taught the operations and the seasons, but unasgisted
by any analytieal or inductive reasoning : and hence the difticulty to
improve them, and the diversity of principles. and the uncertain bacs
on which much of their practive stands.  They may attain s certain
skill in pructice, such as a working watchmaker may attain in putting
togethier a watcl, bat po improvement can arise unless the Iaws and
principles on which it must dépend are kuown, and the wind (govern-
el by ridht Kanwle s of caase atl ety bo brought inte actou,
enlightened bat unfettered by previous practice.  Fhe timo 1s now
come when very diffesent retaens for the labor must bo realisod on the
zenorality of il to leave *he  cultivators any profit, and the expen-
diture, too, must be lessenod-—ot by a rednction of wages, but by still
1 more general use of improved wchives and amplenients. One of
the greatest misfortuues in the study of agricultrre has been, that the
varied knowledgte its improved practice calls for, 1s cithgr noet tuder
stood ot far tos lowly rared ; and indeed, it can be fully approciated
only by those who are engagad in the pursuit with proper education
and views, You may make a mechanist, nu enginesr, an arghitoct, a
attepgentt, 2 lawyer, oran accountant, by an education limited to the
immodiate knowludge to which cither looks.  An onglincer noed not
kuow surgery—nora surgeoh the principles of buiiding~-nor an
architect, law —nor an accountant, mochavics; but unloss a fuvaner be
so odticated that lic mny solect the best of cverythng with the most
accurate judgment, and prove himself to be’ thoroughly acquainted
with cach of the variud dopartmon{a of his calling, he camot be ox-
pocted to farm with the advantages that should accompany his large
outlay of capital, and the distant zud varied returns that attend it.
‘I'he pursuit of agriculturc is, therefore, one in which the xciontists
find a boundless ficld for resorrch and investigation : but it is some
timus taken up by such too engerly, and too genorally attended with
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unfuvornble results, uot bocnuse the scientitie views ave wrong : but
from tho fuct, although farming may receive important aids from
every brnch of science, yot the suceess of it depends npon the ubility
of the practitioner to earefully and oconomically ndjust the varied ns-
pects of his profession that they may come in tonch with the utility of
applied scienco, and harmonously reapomd to his dictation and
diseretion,

A Trip to San Antonia Canyon, Southern
California.

HILI traveling in Southern California, one cannot but
be struck with the grundure of its numerous moun-
tain canyons.

They are to a great extent the pleasuro resorts of th?

; ¥ inhabitants reciding in the valleys below who when well
'“&h exhaustod with tho routine of business and the depressing effects
of aeemi-tropical sun ean always refresh themselves by a duys vi-it to
one of these most beautiful of pluces.

Tt wus whilo visiting the pretty little town of Ontario, socalled from
the fuct that the majority of its inhabitants camoe from that celebrated
provinee in Cunada, that X paid n visit to their beantiful pleasure
tesort Snn Antonia Covyon.

‘The town is situate about six miles from the mouth of the canyon
with which it is connected by n street railway” My companion and I
sme beantiful morning in the latter part of May left the home of our
frend Mr. - —, boarded a car and were soon spinmng allong at a fair
tute up what is known as Enclid Avenue.  Along each side of the il
wity was o track for plensure driving with a row of Eucalyptus and
Peppor grees on each side.

But a short time had elapsed when the mules showed signs of fatizne
and on enquiring the reason the driver informed us that we were now
ascending a g¥rade of 160 fect to the mile.

On ench side of the avenue were some of the mest beautiful orange
and lemon plantations known in Californin.  Some of the trees nt this
season of the year being white with bloscom although the previous
seasons fruit on some of them was not as yet plucked.

Bat we must hurryalong.  In due time we reached the terminus of
tho road uud the mules scemed to be thankful in every sense of the
term. Wo stopped a fow winutes to see them start on the down grade-

The mules unhitched, n shelf-like car was drwn out from under the
main ore, a railing aflixed o it, the mules on board, the brake set free
and away they sped with thespeed of u lighting express drawn by
#ravity's engino into the valley below, the mules if wo may juldge
Trom their self satisfied look enjoyingt the ride with the rest of the pas-
schgers.

Weo now entered the canyon . Asx ono wdvances, on cither side are
w be seen perpendicelur walls of rock, rny hundreds of feet in
height.  ‘The canyon varries in width from 40 rods to 20 or 50 yards.
sud is so winding that the traveller cannot seo over a quarter of a mile
aliead.  Flowing down the centre i a sparkling wountain stream
which supplies the valley below with water for irrigation and domestic
purposces.  As we skirt its banks we notice the influence of its long
continied action on the rocks aud boulders which form its bed and
banks. Owing tothe fact that the fall is about 200 foct to the mile.
the stresm is in many places nraaring mountain torrent with hereaud
thero a miniaturo fall.

Aswo pass aloug wo catnot but natice the trees of which thero are
several different kinds, shooting out from the crevices of perpendicu,
lar rocky and then suddenly twiming, ascending in an upward direct.
{on, appearing to tho eyo as gigantic walking canes.

When abont 3 miles into the canyon we met some workmen whom
weaccosted and enquirod the distance to the foot of 0ld Baldy moun-
tain which was our intended destination, although it appoared but a
mile or 80 in the distance they informed us wo where still 18 miles o
<o from tho summit, we therefore decided to defer our journey to even
tho foot of it, till some future time.

Now und again on rounding some curve, we suddenly found onr-

selves within the precinets of some mountaineer’s ranch comprising
80mo J or 10 ueres of fine orange lund with beantiful mountain scon.
ery on overy side.  “I'he runchers we had the pleasuro of meoting were
very talkative, u characteristic of Americans in general and gave stir-
ring accounts of thes adventures in the canyon in days that are no
more.

When about four miles on our journey ocur progress was suddanly
impeded by a gigantic barrier.  During some time in by-gone ages n
part of the castern side of San Antonis mountain become detached by
carthquake influence it is supposod and tumbled into the valley which
at that point wae aboat 20 rods wide, completely filliug it to o depth
of abont 600 feet in some places.

To this mnss, composed mostly of boulders, the name Hog's-buck
was given.  We proceeded to climb to the snmmit by » winding foot
path, the ascent being so steep as to necessitato our setting to rest
overy few minutes.

On top at last we viewed our surroundings in every direction. A
roaring sound fell upon our ears and looking in the direction from
it came we saw large volumus of what seemed to be vapor asceneding.
We determined to ascertain the cause stid mmnediately set out in the
direction from which 1t cante.  We encountered serious difliculty at
the mountain top was for the most part covered with sharp rocks with
hiere and there » deep crevice.

On arriaing at the spot we found that Hog's-back 1 somersaulting
into the canyon had acted as a dam to the mountain stream, the wat-
er had risen and was now towing over a precipice 300 foet high. 'The
water was lushed into foumn aud spray as it struck on the rocky bed of
the river below.

Having feasted onr eyes for sometinie weo decended and retraced o
gteps.  As it was now nearmg sunset, wild animals  which
hind remuined at rest during the hieat of the day, now gallied forth to
enjoy themselves in the cool evening breeze.  Fortunately they were
of & harinless nature.  BEvery few yards we we e startled by the sight
of & Jack rabbit, who on taking a rest under some sage bush, on our
approaching within a few yards of his hiding place, leap into the air
el dnsh away with @ speed which only he who has seen a Jnck run
enn himngtine, Jumping suleway < like a ennuing Indinn every few feet
in order, a8 if it were, tospoil our aim should we possess fiveurms.

Reaching the mouth of the canyon the sun seemed to be resting on
the bosom of the calm Paciiic.  Tho valley below at this time was o
trady beantiful scene, the golden mys of sunset blending with the deej
sreen of the ornge and lemov plantations, pictured a geene which can
neither be imagined or descizbed.  On scauning the country from this
high elevation we could distinctlp seo tho towns of North and South
Ontario, Passedna, Pomona, Chino, Red Lands, and San  Barnadine.
On the arvival of a street car we jumped aboard and were soon ab the
home of our friend, well pleased with our day's onting in S,
Antonta’s Canyon.

On the morning of tho eighteenth of June, our gallant little com-
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pany: -thirty-cight men all told: marched away from their Alma
Muter to death or fume.  NMauy were the heart-rending partings bo-
tween roont-muates, muny the prayers that arose and the tears that
foll, that our little band might bo restored, cach to his own best girl,
sife and sound, after hard-tack and skilly had dono thew waorst,

It i often well that the futuro is a scaled book unto us ; could we,
that morning, have caught o glimpse of tho horrors and privations
which wero to be ours ere our return, our ardour might huve been
daumped.  As it wao, all was bright ana fair to onr distorted vision as
we tramped, in splendid irregular  time, to the station, where we
boarded the frain which was to take us within ensy marching distance
of the seat of war, Fiually our camping ground was reached about 7
o'clock in the evening, after o short forced march through the enemy's
territory.

Nor were we to boallowed to remain long inactive ; hardly had we
reached our tents and prepared for a rest, after the fatigue of the
day, when the bugle sounded the word, ** Charge for skilly.” Not n
man wavered, but each grasping his tin mug 1w one hand, sud his
long iron knife and tin plate in the other, n ade a desperate charge
towards the place whereo the enemy was supposed to he concealed in
the gathering darkness. At lust the bresch was manned, and the
order given, “ Every man for himself;” then did the long pent-up
hunger of our men find material upon which to wreak its venge-
nuce.  But et us turn the page on this blood-curdling scene.

T'he next morning dawned faiv and clear, and at six the order was
given, “Fall in.”  We fell in, each man lookiag every inch the soldier
from head to foot, which in some cases was six feet four, in others
four feet six.

** I'had been content to perish, falling on the focman’s ground,
Whes the rauhs aro rolled in vapour, and the winds are laid with
sound.”

Lratead, I was ordered to report myself to hcadquarters to do or-
Aerly office work for the commmanding officer.  Sorrowfully I took
leave of my comrades-without.arms, consoling myself with the
thought, * They also serve who only stand and wait.”

Many » time during the next few days did I rejoice that fate had so
ordered my destiny. I often congratulated myself that I was not as
other men were, when I saw my late compamons, coming in from a
particularly severe engagoment on the field, wath their faces, under
the influence of the strong suns’ ine as ** rare done ” as College beef-
steak on Saturdays.

On the whole, my sojourn in camp was not without its pleasant
features. My duties were light and ngreeable ; my superior officers
kind and considerate; so that, almost before I could realize it, I found
that any active service ns one of Her Majesty's volunteers was a thing
of the past.  But never, so long as I live, shall I forget my expearience
as 1 raw recruit under the folds of the glorious Union Jack.

The Bermudas.

§ IIE Bermudas are a groupof very small islands about 600
miles south-cast of New York,and in about the snme Iati

tude as Charleston, North Carolina.  They consist of
365 islands, islets, and rocks.  Tne area is 41 square
miles, 30 square miles being in the Mainland, which is
about 18 miles long, and 2 iniles in the widest part,
narrowing down in some places to a quarter of a mile, The Bermudas
were discovered in 1515 by Juan Bermudez, a Spanard ; he surveyed
the islands, put some hogs on it, and left.  Nothing moreisnow heard
of Bermuda till 1609, when Sir Thoinas Gates and Sir George Somers,
two Englishmen and Colonists for Virgiuia, were shipwrecked on it,
They built a siall vessel of cedar and left for Virginia.  In 1812 fifty
Colonists were sent over from Virginin.  In 1615 the Bermuda Com.
pany was incorporated, and the following year the first Governor came
over. In 1G87 Sir R. Robinson was sent there as the first Governor
under the Crown.

The Bermudas are well diversified 3 the highest paint iz 260 foet
above sea level; the lowest, ssme few inches below.  The scenery iy
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not vory grand, but there is great varicty in it ; we have tho ocenn,
** eavern, breaker’s foam,” and everywhevo almost tropical verduro,
but it requiresa far more degeriptive pen than mine to enumerato bug
half the beautie of “this litslo world ; this precious stone set in & ail
ver sew.”  Our climate is almost perfect, neither too hot or cold, but
just that happy medinm, I always thought wo had & splendid cli-
tunte, but it was not till I camo here aud felt the vigonrs of even s
*mild " Canadian winter, that I thoroughly realized it. Some in{nginc
that our summer is very liot, but tho tomperature rarely goes ‘above
90© ; while on tho other hand it seldom goes below 60° in winter.
But knowing our temperature will not give you a very porfect ides of
our climate ; you wiil havo to go to Bermuda, and yourself enjoy what
Princess Louise terms +That Eternal Spring, which here ennme’s
everything.”

As we have such a grand climate, agriculture is carried
is earried on to a large .oxtent, but in s rather primative
style. A few years ago our farmers could get almost fabulous prices
for their onions and potatoes, but within the last fow years Egypt,
Cuba and Florida have been sending onions to New York, our princi-
ple market, and are crowding our products out. A few years ago we
could get 82.50 per bushel for our onions, at tho beginning of tho sca-
s0n ; last year we averaged 75 cents per bushel, so you can sco that
the Bermudian as well as the Canadian farmer, has reason to com.
plain of tho * hard times.” Although Bermda is very small wo ¢ond
a fair amount of vegetables to New York., In 1890 wo exported $3,000
worth of Arrow-root starch, $3,700 worth of beets, $12,565, tomatoes,
$170,500, potatoos, and $410,400 onions, making o total value of our
crop §600,000. Our sol is fairly fertile and casy to cultivate; an-
other point in our favor is that we can grow several crops during the
year; asan instunce, December, '92, wo took » crop of Arrow-root
out of a field ; in March, '93, we took out a crop of potatoes; about a
month later, another crop of potatoes, which had been planted between
the rows of tho first ; during the summor corn and peas wero planted,
and there wero a lot of pumpkins that had sprung up on their own ac.
count ; last December we took another crop of Arrow-root from it.
The land had been very heavily manured once for the first crop of
potatocs. To Northencrs the scasons appear to be turned around, as
we ptant in Autumn, the crops grow in Winter, we reap inSpring, and
rest awhile in Smumer.  T'his relates only to our main crop of onions
and petutoes, for wo can plant something overy day in the year.
though wo plant the least in Summer, =s it is alimost too hot avd dry
then. Wo now send Inrgo quantities of various kinds of lily bulbs to
New York, Boston, Philadelphia and London.  The bulbs will not
increase in the States, so ther is always a fair demand for them. In
1891 wo produced over 3,5000,000 bulbs.

Our population is 15,500, of this number nearly 10,000are colored; not
natives though, as somo think, but decendants of slaves brought from
the West Indies.  Hamilton, our capital, is o  pretty
little city on Hamilton Harbour. It i3 very regularly laid out; the
stroets being at right angles, with the Park, in the centre. It has six
churches, a public library, court house, legislative chambers and other
public public buildings, not forgetting two juils.

Bermuda is & Military Station and winter quarters for the North
American Squadron. There is usually a line Regiment there, besides
Artillery, Commissarit, Civil Service, Engiucer, Ordinance aud Ambu-
lance Corps.

Amony the things that first strikes & stranger us being odd, are our
white ronds macadamized with limestone, which is broken up in in our
jnils into “jail nuts;” and our house are all white washed, roof and all.
and the shutters vainted groen.  These houses are built of stone so soft
that it is quite easy to drive tho blude of & knife in it. A third thing
that must scem strangs to others is the large white washed platforms,
on which we catch the rain water, which runs into laage tanks at the
lower end of the platform. Our two groatest lions are the Cambre, the
largest ; floating dock in the world ; and Fort Cunninghara, the second
strongest British fortress.

Should the reader havo tho opportunity of going to Bermuda, 1
should aulviso you to Jo 5o, for T assure youn you'll not regret it; and
1 shall be very pleased to see any O. A. C. Student at Jubilee, St.
Davids, E. A. NcCarrax.
