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Quebec Ursu-
lines’ Chapel

Qucbee, Nov. 9, — The recent de-
moltion of the old clapel of the

Yrsuline Convent has removed an-
other of Quchec's ancient Jand-
marks. In this casc, however, van-
dalistn 15 not responsible for  the
change. The necessity for enlarging
the building and repairing  some ol
the walls having become pressing,
the work was undertaken with the
result that it became necessary  to
raze the old walls to their founda-
tions. A new an¢ morc imposing
atructure to replace the historic
chapel is now iu course of crection,
and will probably be voofed in  be-
fore the end of the year. The ruius
of the old building have been visit-
ed ang inspected by thousands of
pilgrims, for here is the tomb ex-
cavated by a British shell, which
contains the headless body of the
gallant Montcalm. His skull is in

possession of the Chaplain of the |

institution, who keeps it under a
glass rase. For ncarly three quart:
ers of a century, however, it lay
cntombed with' the rest  of the
body. Montcalm's interment took
place at 9 o'clock in the ¢vunng
of the day following the battle of
the Plains, the cortege hoving
wended its way directly from the
castle of the ~Governor to  the
Ussuline’s Chapel, With he heavy
tread of the coffin  bearers, kept
titne the mcasured footsteps of the
* military escort — ol de Ramsay
and the oflicers of the garrison —
following to their resting place the
lifeless remains of their illustrious
Commander-in-Chief.

“No burial rite,” says the an-
nalist of the Convent, *'could be
more sclemn than that hurried
evening  service, performed by
torchlight, under the dilapidated
roof of a sacred asylum, where the
soil had first been {aid bate by one
of the rude engines of war; the
grave tones of the priest murmur-
ing the Libera me, Domine, were
responded to by the sighs and
tears of cousccrated virgins, hence-
forth the giardians of the -
cious deposii, which, but for the

inevitable fate, woild have been re-
served to honor some proud -maus-:

pletm.”

When in 1883, it was found neces-
sary to repair tlhe north wall of
the chapel, against which the tomb
of Montcalm rested, his grave was
pointed out by Mother Dube, of
St. Ignatius, who died in 1839, at
the age of 89, As a child of nine
years old, her father had led her by
the hand to the interment of the
French Commander, and looking
again into his open grave, ncarly
three-fourths of a century later,
she saw and recognized the rough
wooden box, which in 1759 was all
that the ruined city could afford to

enclose the remains of her defend-

er. The skeleton was found to be

intact, and the-skull was then plac-

ed for preservation in custody of
the Chaplain, From one of its
openings, dropped out a Bristish

bullet. The monumental sfabs con-

taining the splendid epitaph to his
memory, prepared by the French
Academy, and erected over his
tomb i’ 1859, ac well as that in-
scribed in the same chapel by Lord
Aylmer in 1832, have been careful-
ly preserved from the ruins of the
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old chapel and will be rcplacc&
proper positions in the new ediace.

It is not generally known that a
few days aiter the capitulation of
Quebee, the partially demolished
chapel was tetnporarily repaicd by
the British Commaunder, and divine
service, according to the rites of
the Church of Xngland, was held
there by the Chaplains of the aimy,
after the services of the communi-
ty.

General Murray protected the
conveirt and its inmates from in-
jury; but so many of the buildmgs
in the town had been destroyed by
the cannonading of the British and
there was such an absence of ac-
commnrodation, though winter was
ahout to sct in, that it was found
necessary to employ part of the
convent as g hospital, and the
Highlanders were quartered in - an-
other purt, The good sisters nurs-
cd, with devotion, the sick  and
wounded English and French alite,

with provisions.

This qoniven. was founded in-1639
by Madame ac la Peltrie, and  its
first building erected in 1641, It
was destroyed by fire in 1650 and
-rebuilt, onle to meet with a simi-
lar fate in 1686, One of the old
buildings, still in existence, is on
the foundations of 1641, and con-
tains the materials from the walls
erected in 1650, The order is a
strictly cloistered one, no man, not
even the Chaplain, teing allowed to
enter the cloister, save the Govern-
or of the country and members  of
the Royal Family.

The “magnificent pictures and
other works of art that are the
pride of the historic chapel are all
to be replaced in the new edifice, Dr.
George Stewart, omnce brifly des-
cribed them as {ollows.

“In fine carvings on ivory, it may
he questioned, whether in Rome
itsell or in ¥lorence, two such

rlorious Crucifixes as may be found
in the Httle Ursuline Chapel cen be
seen, ‘These Christs are wonder-
ful picces of work, They are prob-
ably five hundred years old, and
the artist who catved them is un-
known, but his splendid  work
stands out, and attests his genius.
Some one in the Ursuline Convent
will show these masterpicces with
-true Fretich-Canadian. politeness,
and he will be careful to draw your

But in this same Ur-
suline Chapel, which Howells has
s0 cleverly Jimned in his delightful
story of the Saguenay and of Que-
bec, are many paintings in oil,
which may be seen-for the asking.
In the chapel there is that master-
piece of the French School, ‘“‘Jesus
sitting down at meat in Simon's
house,"! J Philippe De Champagne.
The coloring is striking, fresh and
nobly done.  When Prince Napol-
eon visited Quebec, some years ago
and saw this picture, he offered the
holders any price that they might
name for it. But the wise church-
men declined all offers.  This De
Champagne belonged to the set
which wag sent t¢ Quebec a hun-
dred years ago from Paris, among
a lot of paintings rescued from the
French mob of the.old tie coimn-
munists, and sent here by a good
priest who once resided in Quebec,
and knew that her people would
appreciate treasures of that sort.”

The Eed ” Mass

It The London Teclegraph of the
23rd ot October, we find the follow-
ing:

At hali-past ten yesterday morn-
ing, and {for a short time after-
wards, the most remarkable scenc
in YLondon, everything considered,
must huve been the Bed Mass, cele-
brated for Catholic lawyers and an-
cient and impressive custom upor
the opening of Term. In the pres-
eice of the Cardiial, kuneeling in
scarlet and ermiine uron the altar,
and of Liord Justice Mathew and
Justice Walton, sitting in  front
of a congregation of wigs and
robes, a ceremony which is always
striking in itseli took place under
circimmstances of altorcther excep-
tional interest. Before the ne ¢
Michaelmas sittings there will bo a
removal of the service from  the
historic

1v looming up over Westminster.

In the new Cathedral the
yer's Mass will  of course be a
more grandiose function in future
years than it has ever been beforce.
If the leral congregation cannot en-
ter except with pride next autumnn
into the most stately edifice their
faith has possessed in this coun-
try since the Reformation deprived
it of its ancient shrines, they can
scarcely have quitted yesterday
without a touch of regret the tra-
ditional scene of their worship. For
in the meantime the Church of §S.
Anselm and Cecilia will not only
be abandoned for the purpose of
the Red Mass, but will disappear
“altogether, like so many other not-
able buildings on that side of Lin-
coln's Innfields.

The ploughshare of progress can
hardly avoid goiug over it in the
work of driviig the new avenue
from the Strand to Holborne; and
the Red Mass, which has been for
80 long a period an annual gleam
upon the otherwise unpretending
eristence of the chapel in law-land,
forned yesterday the last import-
ant event in closing annals of a
building  which has its permanent
place upoti more than one page of
our history and our literature, The
“Sardinia street’ Chapel takes its
familiar name from the fact that
it was founded in. connection with
the Sardinian Embassy in the mid-
dle of the seventeenth century — in

Yesterday's Red Muss was there
fore, in onc sense, a stately and fit
farewell to a building of some note.
Not outwardly, indeed, To dive out
of Lincoln’s Innfields tarough the
well-known archway is to coine at
once in sight of an exterior which
might be passed withont regard.
Withiz there is a very plain Ital-
ian interior, Jighted from an octag-
onal dome, and with two tiers of
galleries. Avove the giided pipes of
the organ hang still the Sardinian
arms, aid at the other end the six
candles upon the altar are wreath-
ed in geranjums for the Red Mass,
It is properly called the Mass of
the Yoly Ghost, for in the majestic
rites of Rome red is the Pentecos-
tal folor — the emblem of the inef-
fabl; Wisdom, as well as of the
.apostolic giit of tongues.

Nothing in the rich change of
dyes with which the Latin Church
-marks her seasons could therefore
be more aptly symbolical of the
powers of thought and utterauce
whith tneet in the nobility of law,
But the "Red Mass” justified its
natde even to the eye. The greater
! part of the congregation was, in-
deéd, in sable, and Lord  Justice
Mathew was enveloped in the black
‘and gold of his new robes as a
Lord of Appeal. Beside him, in the
nearest seat to-the altar-rails, and,
‘of conrse, in  more flamboyant
robes, was Judge Walton, than
whose clevation to the Bench no-
thin}y was ever more popular am-
ohg his co-religionists. The double
ralleries round three sides of the
shurch were densely crowded, show-
ing a few of the curious obviously
among the press of the devout, but
preseniting on the whole thet un-
.mistakable proof of the hold of
theif church upon the hearts of the
poor. As they Jooked down upon
the spectacle ~ below the sense  of
that>contrast was fine and deep.

But the central figure of the Red
Mass was Cardinal Vaughan him-
self, who cuatered by the west door,
and rustled down the aisle with

He
passéd within the altar rails an au-
thoritative figure, with biretta and
soutane of brilliant crimson, but
caped with ermine, There he re-
mained knecling at the foot of the
altar steps, bending low when all
the church was bowed and hushed
at the gentle rining of the bell for
the approach of the supreme nio-
ment of the mass, while the chalice
was raised with the solemn gesture
of the ministering priest in  vest-
ments of rose and goki.

At other times the little acolyte,
another scarlet figure, flitted fro.a
side to side in the offices of the
altar around the kneeling Cardinal.
The latter rose towards the end
and closed the Red Mass by a béne-

the Sardinia Street Chapel and the
building of the Westminster basilica

vival iv the vast cathedral which,
bv ccmparison for thosc who wor-
ship within its walls, will symbolize
the climax.

of Catholiciem

Rev, Dr, Barry, in the course of

The National Review says:

Any powcer that aims at the re-
vival of Christiai faith under mod-
ern conditions must be mdepend-
ent, world-wide, supernatural, and
in its general  effect miraculous.
From a wercly human level it can=
not raise mankin out of the slough
of despond juto which Atheism has
betrayed it. No department of
State will be cqual to such a task,
for the State is this fallen society
arLd itself needs redemption. DPri-
vate effort is Jaudable at all times;
any association which has retained
even a fragment of true Christian-
ity will, thus far, he telling in the
good causc; and there is only one
church in contact with Yuropean
aid American society which nifills
th: conditions required, Inde-
pendent, supernatural, miraculous—
these high epithets have belonged
from of old to the Catholic Church
and are hers to-day. She does not
preach an abstract or merely his-
torical Saviour; she has never siin-

while she treats with kingdoms and
republics as a power of this world,
she deals directly with the individ-
ual as an ambassador from the
next. In one point of view she is
accessible to touch and sight; in an-
other she is ideal, spiritual, trans-
cendental. And she fills every per-
iod of Christian history with her
achievements, her sufferings, and
her victorious resistance to hostile
powe:s,
I am cndeavoring to get at the
facts, not to palmn off on ridiculous
readers (if any such were in the
twentieth century) a partisan ar-
gument. To clear the ground,
should be prepared, at this stage,
to distinguish between Catholicism
as a creed and Catholicism as a
system, unrcal as the distinction
secms to me. I will not take into
account Rome or the Pope; and- 1
will eschew ecclesiastical politics.
For rcasons which lie on the
face it is natural,

Men foliow their
taste, or liking, or conscience, when
they worship, their belivis aze akin
not to party politics, but to their
prefcrences in literature, in friend-
ship, in that-portion of their lives
which is mos? under their control
and i Relig-
ion is, therefure, something inti-
mate and deeply personal to cach;
aud while politicians stand on their
guard against Rome, or statisti-
cians are showing from figures that
Catholicism makes no headway, a
silent revolution might be moving
onward to results no less unex-
pected than momentous.

Let me give my conclusion in a
m t-shell.  Cardinal Newman, read-
ing history on evidence without
straining it, has written that the
Pope must, at all events, be recog-
nized as “heir by default” of an-
tiquity. The expression gave some
little offence to certain of his cri-
tics, who did-not perceive that he
took the lowestrground because it
was unassailable.

ARCHBISHOP CORRIGAN ON
SOCIALISM.

Archbishop Corrigan in St. Pat-
rick's Cathedral fast Sunday motn-
ing preached the second of the
setics of sexmons he is delivering
upon the conflict between socialis-
tic theories and  Christian teach-
ings., At the outset the Archbishop
read an extract from a recent en-
cyclical of .the Pope, wherein  was
condemned the socialistic theory
that in order to remedy the evils
of the day private propetty should
be desttoyed and individual pos-
sions should become the common
groperty of the State, The Arch-
ishop continted:

“Every living man in this coun-
try is entitled according to the De-
claration of Independence, to life,
liberty and the pursuit of happi-
ness,  He has a right, moreover,
to seli-improvement, to the devel-
oping and perfeeting of his fdcul-
ties whether inn the departinent of
knowledge or of virtue, He has a
right to food and clothing, to the
shelter of a home, to occupation
and to permanency in the posses-
sion of what he has acquired by
his labor. Permanency of posses-
sion is an essential point, because
this gives at once a-stimulus to en-
deavor and to the attainment of
proper earthly ambition. Evident-
ly under the socialistic theory this
permanency would be removed and
consequently all would go that
makes life worth while, liberty
worth having, or happiness any-
tuing more than a name.
«]* the theories of the Socialists
were carried out the workingman
would be the first to suffer. With-
out property he catinot excrcise his
inttate rights to personal comforts,
to the pursuits of happiness and to
the developmient of his  faculties,
Who would till the fields if some-
one had o right to step in and reap
the harvest?

as between lght and darkness.
“When these Socialists say that
it is not necessacy to own land be-
cause the State will provide fof
one's watts, they are simply beg-
ging the guestion. Private proper-
ty 15 always recognized as legiti-
tiate possession and ‘individual
rights are always prior to those of
the State. It is folly to say that a
man with all ‘his innate rights
should be subjective to ‘the State.
The sculptor who carves the statue
is entitled to the stone and so
when a man takes a picce of bar-
ren land and makes it productive
he is entitled to it."
‘Phe Archbishop added that the
contention of the Socialists that
the marriage bond should be brok-
eh by mutual consent was also di-
rectly opposed to Christiunity.

Was it smerely becausc
St, Peter's sagacity led him to
choose Rome for his Sce as being
the future mistress of the s orld?
or arc we to say that he was di-
vinely led tp do so? We certainly
have no New Testament authority
for Jatming a Divine command  to
St. Peter on the subject, not cven
a Divine ratification of his choice,
and yet if we concede that it was
merely a choice based ou hipan
perspicacity, on what arounds
can we deny the possibility of New
York becoming tgc Sce of Peter's
sueeessor.

Wihis was a question which nat-
urally attracted a good deal of at-
tention during the Papal residence
of Avignon. The Roman people
clamored for the return of the
Popes, anu they urged the prescrip-
tive rights of their cit(.?'. Yet many
of these Pontifis would have been
glad to ke able to call Avignon the
Papal See had it been possible.

Gelasius, Boniface
VIIL and Nicholas I siuply de-
clare that it was a Divine uct; In-
nocent III. says that it is not due
to St. Peter's initiative, but that
‘he was led by a Divine revelation
to remove from Antioch, while the
tradition riven us by St. Ambrose
might imply that the choice was
St. Peter's, ratified by the Divine
admonition he reccived to go back
to Rome and die. Hence theolo-
gians differ much when discussing
the question of the alienability of
the prisnacy of the Church from
the Bishopric.

I accepted
it on condition that he would fet
me pay for it, which he was most
reluctant to do, but I knew him to

which I readily promised, for the

Some time ago a telegram was
received in Genoa announcitg that

-| missionaries and Genoese Sisters
-had been massacred by Indiauns at

Alto Alegre, in Brazil. Until now
nothing further was known of the
circumstances. A letter written
from San-ILuis by Father John, of
Milan, to the general of the, Ca-
puchins ‘and ‘just received gives
some details of the frightful butch-
ery. Brazilian troops, who were
accompanied Yy Father John, of
Milan, were sent to Alto Alegre
and reached theré about forty days
after the massacre. Father John
found the pavement of the church,
the stairs and the cloister stained
with blood. In a neighboring for-
est he discovered a number of dead
bodies of Sisters, natives of Genoa,
who had been put to death at the
same time,

A litt!~ 7irl of ten years, who es-
caped the Indians almost miracu-
lously, told the sad story as well
At 5 o'clock in the
.morning, as Father Victor was be-
binning to offer up the Holy Sacri-
fice, a troop of savrgs Indians
burst into the church. Tacy shot
the priest dead and then commenc-
ed shooting and stabbing all in the
church.  They searched onut  the
Brotiers and murdeted them, and
then visited the convent and  took
the lives of the Sisters.

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JAMES McGARRY, ALIAS “MR,
DOOLEY.”

James McGarry, one of the best
known characters Chicago life de-
velorcd, died at the County Hos-
pital, Chicago, on Thursday of last
week, after a prolonged illuess.
Mr. McGarry was a native of the
County Galwa%. Ireland, and came
to America in his 22nd year, on the
same ship that also brought over
his friend and neighbor, the famous
lawyer, Hon. William W. O'Brien,

who dicd in 1881, After trying
nany means of making a liveli-

hood, with varying degrees of suc-
cess, Mr. McGarry finally settled
down to high-class saloon business,
He never allowed anyone even sus-
pected of being a minor to drink on
his ptremises.

He‘ had a  quaint, quiet humor,
garnished by a mellifinous Irish ac-
cent, and his political reflections
were a treat to usear, Out of them
Finley P. Dunne constructed his
hery, “Mr. Dooley,” but McGarry
had no such decided ‘‘broguc™ as is
attributed to that charactes. Nei-
ther did hc possess the long-lipped
countenance which that malicious
idiot, F. Opper, of The New York
Journal, attributed to him. James
McGarry was, in his prime, a fine-
looking man, bold-featured, with
auburh hair  and a clear, tuddy
complexion. He was the soul of
good tiature, and, behind his bar,
a model of dignity. His ‘“What will
you have, gentlemen?” was inimi-
table.

Among  his constant customers,
less for the good liguor than the
pleasant associations, were the late
Hon. Harvey D. Colvin, the late
Hon, Carter H. Harrison, the late
Hon. Yrancis Agnew, the late gen-
ial Dan O'Hara, the late Samuel
J. Medill, E, F. Cullerton, the late
James Sullivan, J, H. Hildredth,
the late M. J. Gallagher, Clark
Lipe and a host of other well-
known citizens, all of whom held
“r. Dooley” in high regard,

Mr. MeGarry had an excellent
disposition and his heart was ever
soft to “‘melting charity.” Every-
thing went well until his health
fajled' hit, he was elone in  the
world.and, at the last, he could not
rally, as he so often did in his
youth and prime. He died aimost
«Denniless, but,*for all that, not -
reggarded, and he went to the grave
followed by the regrets of all who
had known him in the days of his
prosperity. He died, as he had liv-
cd, a devoted Citholie. Resquiescat

We Catholics on this side of the
river have but a faint idea of the
enormous work accomplished in be-
half of religion by our brethren in
Canada.

While sojourn‘ng a few days in
the pretty town of Stratford, most
appropriately termed the ‘“Classic
City," your correspondent had a
most excellent opportunity  of
Iearning something of the work be-
ing accomplished by the Canadian
Catholics.

The parish  of St. Joseph has
been under the pastorate of Very
Rev Dean Kilroy, as well known
on this side of the line as in Can-
ada, for 27 years, and during that
time he has labored faithfully for
the spiritual welfare of the people.
Dean  Kilroy is the oldest living
aiumnus of Notre Dame University,
Notre Dame, Ind. Now in his sev-
entieth year, we find him robust,
honored and loved by people of all
denominations for his unswerving
fidelity to duty, his broad minded-
ness and for his many sterling
qualitics of head and heart. ‘I'he
parish of St. Joseph is doing a
splendid work and numbers many
charitable orgdnizations, chief of
which is Branch 13, C. M. B. A.
Though Windsor claims to have the
banner branch of Canada it has a
close rival in Branch 13, whose of-
ficers are most energetic workers.
Through the courtesy of Mr, E, J.
Kneitl, the worthy ~secrctary, I
was enabled to be present at the
opening  of St. Joseph's Institute,
a new hall for the Catholic young
men of Stratford, on Tuesday ov-
ening, the 20th ult, The hall is a
most substantial building situated
on one of the principal streets, and
is owned by the subscribed mem-
bers of Branch 13.

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FOUND IN AN OLD CHURCH.

An important arthacological dis-
covery has been made in the choir
of the Church of St. Pierre, Mont-
martre. This edifice, being too old,
has been candemned. It is close to
the new Basilica, The discovery al-
luded to was that of the tomb of
Queen Adelarde of Savoy, widow of
Louis VI., and who married for
lier second husbhand the Constaple
Mathien de Montmorency The
Queen’s  relics  have mnot been
brought to light, but only the sec-
pulchral stone, with an inscription
thereon  setting  forth that the
Queen had founded the Benedictine
Convent on the 1ill of Montmar-
tre, wherein she died full of sanc-
tity. The inscription was placed on
the tomb  in 1643 by the Abbess
Marie de Beauvillicrs, 7The tomb
itself dates from the middle of the
12th century, Queen Adclaide dicd
in 1154. Searches arc now  being
made for her coffin, which is sup-
posed to be somwhere under  the
old church choir.
