amnount in arrear fron said congregation, and a proportionate amount from the
grant made to the Mission to which said congregation belongs, from the Mission
Fund.-(See Proceedings of Synod, 1874, page 05.)

(b) Canon on Distribution of Commutation Trust Surplus.
1. That so mnuci of the By-law of the Mission Board of 1860, as enacted that the

Mission Fundi do enrsit of the aniual surplus of the Commutation Fund, he
repealed, and that the Commutation Fund shall be mauaged and administered as
horetofore by the Clergy Trust Commiinittte.

110W SURPLUS SIIALL BE APIFED.

2. That before there shall be any -urp]us declared by the Clergy Trust Com.
nittce, there shall be always hltid by sai-l Trust Committee arising out of annual
permansent incone over and above the amtount required to fulfil the covenants into
wh'1sih the Society or the Synodi may have enutered, sufficient to cover the expenses
chargeable upon tie fuid.

3. That said surplis shall be appropriated to the maintenance of Clergy of the
Diocese being in priests' orders, accordiug to lensgth of service in the Diocese.

WHAT CONSTITUTES SERVICE.

4. Tiat such service shlil consist of the time duriung which the Clergyman has
becn enployed in on fe pi's ilrociial or missionary dusty. viether in decacon's or
priest's orders, in the Diocese, and tiat in case there has beei any intermission in
the tine of such service, the length of suchl itermission shall be deducted froi the
teri of service for whiclh the Cergyia:in ehimiss.

VIO SHtALL, BE CEioR CLAIMANT.

V. Tit when twon or mûre persons are ordained in the Diocese, and their ser.
vices connence at the 'rxme timse, lie siail be considered seriour who is first upoi the
Bishop's ordination list But wnioî they have beeni oridaineti out of the Diocese, their
seniority shal be deterined by the date of their licenses fron the Bislop of this
Diocese. And] if there shill b any qusion of geniority not provided for in this
By-law, it shall he decided by the Bisiop of this Diocese.

WHEN RPtitiLlUS SLILS.L BE AVAILABLE.

6. Thart as soon as the Trust Commisittea shall re2port a surplus, as above pro.
vided, it shall be paidi to the sensior eligible Clergymian of the Diocese (as above
defied) not being on the commutation liht. and so on in respect of each successive
sum of surplus incoie. And it is hereby distinctily specified that this provision shall
not interfere with ainy exitiig aîrrangemîenit. No Clergymanto shall receive froi this
fundi more thau $400 per alnnm.

'EEnG's'MEN ON LIST To REMAIN THIERE.

7. That any Clergyman once placed on the list shall remain tiereon so long as
he remains eligible in accordance with this Canon, continues to do duty in this
Diocese or is on the superannuated lsst tiereof, but shall forfeit his claism by
renoving froin it, not being superannuated, or for any time lie may be under legal
ecclesiastical censure.

WHA'T CLERtEN ELIGInLE.

8. That no Clerigyian enjoying an income froin endowment, Pew-rents, Salary,
and offerings. or frum any other source wh itsoever (private fortune, fees. and house-
rent only excepted), of $1,200 per annum, siaill be piced or retainied upons the
list of Anuuitants on the Commutation Fudti. But any Clergymas eligiblà as afore.
said, wçith a less income than $1,200 per annui, shall be entitled to be placed upon
the list to be furnished by the Lurd Bislop, and to receive, upon being placed upon
the Aunuitants' list, froma tine to time, su:hI anount not exceeding $400 per annsum,
as wili suffice to bring up lis incoine to $1,200.
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CERTIFICATE OF CLAIM.

9. That before being placed on the list of Annuitants on the Fund, and on the 1st
day of Nay in each year, each and every Clergyman claiming to receive an annuity,
by virtulO of this Canon, shall furnish to the Committee, througi the Secretary-
Trensurer, a certificate in the following terins:

"i, , do solemnly declare tiat I am entitled
to an annuity of $ , from the Commutation Trust Fund of the Synod of the
Diocese of Toronto; that my whole income for the past twelve months, from all
sources (private fortune, house-rent, fees, offerings, and annuity from this fund
excepted), bas net exceeded $ ; and that in estimating the same, no deduc-
tions of any kind whatsoever, except as above, have been maie ." and any Clergy-
man failing to forward such certificate by the time above named, shall be held to
have ceased for the time being to clam upon the Fund. Any Clergyman who shall
knowingly furnish an erroneous certificate, shall cease to have any claim on the
fund, and bis name shall be struck off the list of Annuitants.

NOT CLAIMING EiOT TO FORFEIT RIGHTS.

10. That no Clergyman, by reason of his not claiming to ba placed or retained on
the limt of Annuitants, shall in any way forfeit or prejudice his position upon the
Lord Bishop's Seniority list, and should such Clergyman, at any future time, being
eligible and the senior Clergyman on the list when a vacancy occurs, desire to become
a Annuitant. his name shall be added to the list of Annuitants on furnishing the
certificate above mentioned.

LIST OF CLERGYMEN TO BE ORTAINED.

11. That as soon as a surplus arises in the Commutation Fund, it shall be the
duty of the Commutation Trust Committee to request the Lord Bishop to furnish said
Committee with a list, in the order of seniority, of those Clergymen who might be
entitled to claim under this Canon; te notify said Clergymen, in order, te forward
within fourteen days the certificate of claim above required; to consider and decide
on the claims when received; and. wien passed. to enter the names of the claimants
on the list of annuitants for the amount to which each is entitled.

WHEN LIST OF ANNUITANTs TO BE MADE UP.

12. Tiat at the Quarterly Meeting of the Committee in May, the certificates of
claim for the ensuing year shall bo examined, ansd the arnount to which cach claim-
at is entitled ascertained, and entered on the ist.

14. Taking up Unfinislhed Business of last Sessioi, as follows:

Rev. J. B. WORELL, -Application to Parliament on Rectory Act:

Whereas the Legislature bave, in an Act entitled, " The Rectory Patronage Act,"
establisied the principle that it is desirable tiat all semblance of connection botween
Church and State should be abolished ; and, wiereas, the Legislature have, in an
Act incorporating the Synod of this Diocese, given power to the Church to manage
its own affairs through said Synod, and to hold property, real as well as personal,
for the use and benefit of the Church; and it being desirable and expedient for the
well-being of the Church that all property. of every kind whatever, be vested in
the Synsd: That a petition be presented to the Legislature for an Act transferring
to the Synmod, subject te the righît of the present incminbents, all the Rectorial lands
and property in the Diocese derived from the Crown, with power te the Synod to
lease, sell, and dispose of the same; and to invest the proceeds, along witi %il the
funds arising from the saine source and whici nay be in the han is of the Synod at
the date of the passage of the Act, in aid of a General Sustentation Fund for the
Diocese, or in such way as the Synod nay deein nost conducive to the interests of
the Church, saving always the riglt of the present incumnbeuts.

within the Diocese (except as therein excepted) shall b mado in opposition to the
expressed vishes of a maîjority of thie Churchwardens and Lay Representatives of
the Parisi or Mission, when consulted by the Lord Bishop, as provided by the said
Canon.

REV. Dn. LETT:
Tint the Bishop be requested to nane a committee, to report as soon as possible,

on the question of redncing the number of the standing committees, and the num.
ber o> the nenbers.

RCv. C. W. PATERSON, B.C.L.:
That the following addition be made to Section I of the Canons of the Synod of

the Diocese of Toronto (page 277, "Constitution of Vestries of Free Churehes:"
That after the words - habitually attendiag worship in such church," the following
bo added : " And that such person bas contributed the sun of, at least, fivo dollars
durinig the pas>t year towards the support of the said church. And the words
habitnally attending worship in such church' shall be taken to mean, attendance

Merritton for the year ending 30th April, 1874.

Fron the Churchwardens, Woodbridge, asking for the continuance of the grant
to the Mission, and that Voodbridge and Vaughan be kept united as one Mission.

Froin Rev. Canon Ritchie, Georgina, proposing the union of Keswick with
Georgina, and asking a grant of $300 to enable himi to enploy a curate.

Fron Rev. E. Morgan, Barrie, (through Rural Dean Stewart), in regard to the
Mission of Vespra, and .sking a grant of $300.

From Rev Rural Dean Allen, in regard to the Mission of Cameron, and asking
the Board to increase the present grant ($200) by $,0, as the Bexley portion of the
Mission cannot pay its guarantee of $50.

Frin Rev. J C. Cox, Merritton, in regard te his financial position, owing to the
non-paynent of the guarantee.

The Sub.Comnittee appointed to investigate the state of the Mission Funad, and
tise mode of dividing the saine betweeni the Diocese of' Toronto and tihe Niagara
Diocese, beg to report

Tit the setting off of certain counties iitherto enbraced in tihe Diocese of
Toronto, as the Diocese of Niagara, took effect un the lst May, current, and the
Comrimittee have adopted the iecounts of tie Mission Fund, as celosed on 30ti April,
as the basis of the calculation tor the division of the Funsd.

On that date the tund was in debt to tie extent of $2,875.31, to which have to
be added sunidry paymlents ard obigations on last year's account, amounting to
$4 381.95 Against this there resained tunpaid the Parochial and other Collections
froms various Parishes to the amouit of-for Toronto Diocese, $833.35, and Niagara
Diocese, $905.83, together, $1,739.18, leaving a balanîce of $5,518.08 at debit of
the Fund.

The total charges on the Fund per annum as per last pay-sheet, and including ex-
posses, are $15,776, beiiig for Toronto Diocese $9,015, and for Niagara Diocese,
$6,761, or in the proportion of four-seventis for tise former, and tiree-seventis for
tie latter; and tihis proportion, it is submsitted, is the correct basis for division.

The invested Funds of the Mission Board amiisotsss to $11,755, inidependent of tise
Niagara District Mission Funtd, which belongs to the sew Dioese.

By the accompanying statement it will bu scen that the aunnottit sow ield by tie
Syud ini trust for the Nsugarat Diocese is $5037.43, besides the Niagara District
.Mission Funid, aiouisiu.g to $4.000, whilst tihe ism tu be imade ups by that Diocese,
as its share of the overdrawn balance, is $3,270.72. Siouid it be decided not te
credit t.e accounit with the unipaitd collections, the aiount payable by Niagara
Diocese will bu $3,110.24 only, and by Toronsto $4,147.02.

Tlie Committee msay add tiat it will be necessary for the Toronto Synod to cois
tinue in the position of Trustees for the Niagsrsa Diocese s respect of tie amllounst
of inivested capital consunsg lu tioei, untl suc tunse as they are in a position te take
over the securities and discharge the Tototatu Synod frot the Trust.

CONSECRATION OF THE BISHOP OF NIAGARA.

The cercmony of consecrating the Venerable Archdeacon Fuller,
Bishop of the new Diocese of Ni.agara, took place at Ramilton, on the
1st of M1ay, being the fe',tival of St. Philip and St James, in St.
Thomas's Ohurch. The Most Rev. the Bishop of Montreal, Metropoli-
tan of Canada, and the Right Revds. the Bislops of Toronto, Huron,
Ontano, Algoma, Westeri New York, and Michigan, vere present,
as were also the clergymen of the new Diocese and others.
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The consecratioi service was prCceded by the service of the m]orning
prayer to the end of the third collect, commencing at ton o'clock.
