Canada really wanted, Lut a proposal
modified  in many essential particulars to
meeb the ascertained wishes of the United
States. The Chicago Zvibune can hardly
suppose that Canada will repeat such a
mode of negotiation, and yet the diflicul-
ty meets us at once. Iow s it possible
to negotiate with acountry which has no
government that can give any assurance
that its agreements will be sanctioned by
the Legislature ? We do not think that
the Chieago Tribuune is at all aware of the
difficulties’ in the way of a  tarifl that
would place a foreign country on amore
advantageous footing ‘in & dependency of
the Ewmpire than the  subjects of the
Crown 'in ‘the United Kingdom and in
other’ colonies, to “say nothing of difticul-
ties that might arise from the most {avored
nation clause in commercial treaties with
various European States. We prefer dis-
cussing the question without reference to
difficulties of such a character, and we
shallassume that to whatever extent they
may be found to exist, they can be over-

‘come.  We do. not: find ‘in the Tribune's

article of the 16th inst. any veply to our
guestion, - -« Is Canada to have her fiscal

‘¢ poliey regulated by the United States

A TLONDON VIEW OF RESUMPTION.
Such is the heading of a late articie in

the New York Bulletin, criticizingaletter
in the London Eeonomist, signed © N, that
being the well-known signature of a writer
whose opinions are entitled to the fullest
consideration, and such they have received
from our New York contemporary. We
do not follow the example of the Bulletin

by announcing the name of the correspond- .

ent of the Ziconomist, because it has been
withheld by the. writer.  The letter is
entitled ¢ The problem of the resumption
of cash payments in the United States at
the cloge of 1878,” and it 'cites no less
than six recont pamphlets as having en-
enged the attention of its author. The
Bulletin is of opinion that - ¢ the: numer-
ous inaccuracies of statement and the bold-
nessof the positions ” taken in # N's” letter
“are cnleulated to mislead English opin-
ion on this important question,” and he
has, thercfore, considered it desirable to
notice it... “N" undertook to discuss
three - points, all very important: Ist.
The kind of, metallic money. which, under.
existing legislative  obligations, must be
provided for the: accomplishment and
maintenance of the resumption. ' 2nd.
The amount of depreciated paper, that
is, gleenbncks, fractional ‘currency and
notes of national banks.  3rd. The ways
snd means available for uccomplishinn the

resumptlon during the next twelve months

and with the least disturbance of business.
We do not find that- the : Bulletin takes
any exception to 4N remarks on the
first head, or to- the very just condusxons
at which he has arrived, and \\hlch we
shall give in his own words :

Under the second head ¥ N treats of
the amounts of outstanding cireulation of
the three classes: greenbacks, fractional
currency and national bank notos, which
will have to be redecmed, and the Bulletin
charges him, no doubt correctly, with over-
stating the amount by $58,000,000. Ile
likewise points out that hie has under-est.-
We confess that,
as bearing upon “N’s" argument, we do
not attach much importance to the criti-
“N"is, in our judg-
ment, wholly mistaken in all his”sugges-
tions under this head. We are of the
number of those who think that there has
Leen n great deal of exaggeration as to the
difliculties of resuming specie’ payments
ingold ; but, inasmuch as resumiption after
a pirotracted period of  suspension must
always be attended with some difficulty,
it appears to us manifest that all possiblo
care should be taken to lighten the bur-
den as.much as possible,  Now all®# N'g "
suggestions tend to increase; the ‘difficul-
ties to be swmounted. We are willing
for argument sa.ke, and only for: that, to
cancede that the issue of small notes, other
than fractional,is undesirable. Xven on
this assumption we entirely dissent from

““N " hag cnmnutted an crror, at least’ we
hope that he has, in asscrting that tho
greenbacks cannot be rodssued after rve- -
demption ; in other words, as he ptits it,
“ the Federal Government shall cease al-
together to issue any kind of circulating
paper.” The Bulletin is clear that this is
an error, and we have never doubted that.
the Government would re-issuc their legal
tenders.  “N ealeulates that, by the Ist
Junuary, 1879, the Treasury will have re-
deemed £400,000,000 of greenbrcks, and,
“when that is done, all conncetion be-
tween the Government and the eircula-
tion of notes will, it is to be devoutly
hoped, : for ever cease.” We have more
than once pointed out the ‘great dosira-
bility, with a view to economizing the use
of coin (gold or silver, or both), to main.
tain a government legal tender 'circula-
tion redeemable in the city of New York,
and which would be the most convenient
mode for-the banks effecting  their ex.
changes. For argument sake we will
admit that “N " is right in objecting to
such notes, though practically they would,
if issued under ‘I'reasury regulations; be
precisely of the samé character as notes
of the Bank of England.. But even if
right theoretically we hold that it would
be utter madness at such a time as this
to increase the difficulties of resumption.-
1f, for instance, 150 to 200 millions of legal.
teénders can be kept in circulation, surely
it would be better to retain them than to
sell bonds {o an equal amount in order to
redecem them, thus putting the. country
to an annual expense of several millions
of dollars. We concur in the Bulletin's
romarks on what he calls ¢ N's " # ineiden-
tal fling?. at the national bmlks. “IL is
certainly by no means disgraceful that out
of 2,100 national banks only 49 should
have failed during o period ‘of 14 years,
and that no noteliolder should have lost
anything, while the other: creditors:ob-
tained considerable dividends. Werather
incline to the opinion that the Billelin
has misundersiood “ N " in-one. particu-
lar, viz, the transferring of the green-
backs to the national banks. :“N,” al-
though mistaken as to nmounls, both of
cnculatlon and gold—a point, in-our !

INCIDENTS IN AMERICAN COMMER.

CIAL 1IFE.

- (CONCLUDING ARTICLE.)

There exist certain anomalies in Ameyi-
can business life that all tend to show
how every help is given the people to
develop and extend  their commercia]
enterprises.  The fixed: poliey of tlo
nation is so’ to protect industries thay
foreigners cannot . compete with their
liome prod_ilctions; hence the cheapness
now: 8o apparent everywhere in the
United" States. But, vnt the same time,
whilst - all - business ‘is safely. guarded
against - foreign . encroachments, yet
amongst themselves there does not exista
tax orslightest barrier to hinder the fullest,
and freest trade, - Business taxes are not
known, and assessments and water rates
on all ‘places of business are in every
instance paid by the landlord. A store
rented at $500 per annum means nothing
more,—this sum mdudmg every thing, so
one is not trammelled in the slightest by
any extras.. All trade being free mmongst
themselves, and fearing no competition
now,—protection- has: so built up the
country and its industries, that the mosi

-sercne composure reigns regarding future

foreign - competition as perfectly futile:

. This protection poliey unqucshonnbly has
‘wonderfully succeeded -in Ameuca, say

what one may to the contrary. That coun-
try today is'a living -evidence of the
manifest soundnessof its policy ; and, had
not the currency so rapidly approached
par, and thereby produced so marked g
shrinkage in all values, the United States
would possibly: have sufferéd but little
depression,—and  when' she does tide
over this crisis, her. future looks magni-
ficent.

Capacity to conduct business, I found
was a feature studied by many wholesale
firms before according credit to country
buyers: " It was not only ability to pay
for goods at commencement of a new
enterprise.that was alone considered; but,
before the : new - customer got into the

;'books, to feel cortain that he was a capable

tradesman, and not one likely to got into
entanglements from incapacity; also the
appearance, education and general habits
of the buyer were duly weighied. Some of
the large and more conservative. business
firms look closely into.these conditions,
and argue that it were better, never to
make a beginning with a doubtful incap-,
able man at.all—he might pay well fora
while but, sooner or Jater, troubles would
arise, and all previous proﬁta made, and a
good ,dofpl ‘more_possibly, would be swept .. .

lieve him from liability for his personal default
and negligence, whereby he has caused injury
to others by his neglect.”
