moro than ons Protestant gountry.

The Pope s Blshop of Rome, auch he has
been eince Pater was orucified by Nero with-
in'vlew of the Vatican. As Blahops of Reme
and sucoessors of Peter, the Popes have been
alternately disobeyed by the heretics and
obeyed by the Oatholics of the last nineteen
coenturies.

THE POPE'S TITLE TO ROME,

In what oorner of the globe can you win by
-the sword, or purchage with gold, or obtain
by free glit or concesslon, or secure by the
united sanotion of the powers representing
both heathendom and OChrlatendom, a title
such as Leo XIIL has to Rome, in whioh he
‘ia the 262d succensor of the Fisherman of
‘Galllee? _

Rome is, haa been, for 1800 years, and will
‘forever contlnue to be, tho centre of Catholi-
-aity. It is such because It ls the Holy Ses,
the seat, residenge and home of him who Is,
In the bellef of all Oatholics, the Chilef Shep-
herd of the entire fold of Ohrist, Not to Lee
XIII, alone, even when despoiled by force of
his principality and oonstralned to remain
within the walli of the Vatloan palace; have
all peoplen and all soverelgns, Cathelles and
non-Catholics allko, come to pay homage and
xovercnoe,

was the head of the Ohurch on earth, and the
Vicar of Christ, his eplicopal See hma been
the religious centre of Christendom. Rome
haa been the centre ef the world. Even when
driven from it by schiam, by rebellion, hy
revolution, the Popes have been, by the very
force of things, by that moral gravitation
which governs, under Providence, the move-
ments of the human race bronght back to
Rome, becanse in their person was the
central authority, just as all the intensity of
terroatrial attraotion Is eaid by mathematiosns
and sclentiats to be located in the centre of
our glabe.

Such ie Rome ifor thae Popes, for the
Charch, for the Christian world, for every
one of us Catholics, And the Incomparable,
imprescriptible right of the Papacy to Rome,
te the sacred right of all Cathelicity, as
well as of every individual Catholic all over
the glake.

Sarely a great religlons body like the Cath-
olio Charch, who counts her adherents by the
hundred millions must have common vested
rights and interests, not only in the epiritual,
but the temporal rlghts and concerns have
been blended together by tho eoclal lif2, cne-
toms, laws, and inatitutions of ages.

The Papacy with the Statea bestowed on It
and guaranteed to it by Christendom, was &
venerable inetitatlon, In which Catholics had
veated righte and interesta anch as no institu-
tion of the kind mentloned iz hlstory cruld
lay claim to.

poral or bis spirltual relationa with the Unl-
verasl Church, with Governmenta and peoples,
unless be were Indepandent af all earthly
authority, of all dictation or control exercised
within Rome or ita Roman States by princes,
nobles, er people,

These apd very many more moat welghty
reaeons, esaentially oconnected with the fitness
of thinge, the nature of the divine institutlon
of the Papacy, with the necessities of the
moral and soclal order of Chrlstendom, with
the existence and purpose of the Christlan
roligion itsolf, must appeal in our day ana for
all fature times to the {ntelligence of philoso-
phers, of statesmen, of all, Catholios and non-
Catholics, who llke Lojbnltz and Guizot and
Gregorovius,or like Napoleon and Cavour and
De Malstre, are not wilfully blind to
the truth, and have the courage to glve It
uttarance.

1'he gage of battle has bsen thrown down
to the Catholics of the entire world, and they
have taken it up. We, too,are bouad to march
to the defence of the Vicar of Christ, ard to
rocover for him the temporal aoverelgnty to
which no uneurpation, na diplomatic sanction
no length of posacssion can coantitute a legiti-
mate titla.

BSUAPED THE GALLOWS,

The Yerdict in the Cronin Murder Trial

COUGELIR, 0°SULLIVAN AKD BURKE

Sentenced to Life Imprisonment,

ADJUDGED NOT GUILTY,

BEGGS

Kunze 1is given Three Years.

The Olosing Scenes in the Qele-
brated Trial-How the Condemned
Men Take the Verdict—Motion for
a New Trial Maede by Attorney
Forrest--The Judge's Charge to
the Jury.

-

CH10a00, Decembrr 16,—The long drawn out
Cronin_ murder trial has been endad at Inat.
Since the jury retired for deliberation on Ti-
day all aorts of nonaensical rumors h. ve filled
the local papers here, some of them even goiog
no far as to anticipate the verdict. Altliough
tho actions and discussions of the jury were
kept profoundly secret, evon Judge McCenneli
himself not being applied to for advice, still the
enterprising Chicogo newspaper man found in
his fruitful imagiontion a menns of sprending
dnily the wildest nnd wmost abanurd sbories of the
doings of tho twelve men, closted jn the
cramped jury room. A praphic description of
an imaginary prize fight between twg of the
jury wne one of the chboicest pieces of news
aerved up to the public and it is needless to say
that there were many too rendy to aceept evory-
thing the papers stated as authentic to consider
the utter improbability of any such information
leaking from the jury reom.

When the jury sent word this afternoon that
they had agreed on n ve«dict Judge McCounnell
took his seab npon the benoh, and the court was
declared to be in session. One moment later
the five prisopers were ushered in over the
bridee leading from the jail. Lawyer Jobn ¥,
Beggs, with a death-like pallor oo hia face and
his blue aven atarting as though proteuding from
the bleached boves of a skelaten, headed them.
Behind him came Dan. Cougblin, with o half
nervous, half cynical amile upon his face. It
was apporent fo every observer that he had
nerved himself for the ordeal. Next came
O'Snllivan, his jaws compreased and the fingers
of his right hand tugging nervoualy at his
monstache. Martin Burke, ¢lose behind him,
had the eame look of stolid indifference that he
had worn throughoub the trial. Little Kunze,
the last in line, was, a8 usual, the comedian of
the prisorcrs, and smiled and waved his hands
at the ofticers and nawspaper men as he entered
the room,

A soon a8 the defendnnts had taken their
sents three deputy sheriffs took up o position
behind each chair, At the same moment abouy
fifty officers entered the room by the main door
and formed n complete barricade between the
prigoners’ row and all means of exib from the
room. At 2,29 the iron doors leading to the jail
were agaim swung open and while the word ran
around the andience, ** Here they cumse,” the
members of the jury filed into the room. Every
man had on his overcont and carried his hat in
his hand and this was at once accepted as con-
clusive avidence that n verdict had ab lnst been
reached, The twelve good men and trues wers
escorted to their sents and the roll was called,
Perfect silence prevailed. Even the judge,
usually caim and collected, nervously mopped
tho perapiration from his brow. The prisoners
maintained the demennor which they hud worn
when entering the court room, except that
Burke chawed with redoubled energy at his
quid of tobacco, while O'Sullivan raa bis fingers
into his hair with a despzration that threatened
to tesr it out by the roots.

DELIVERING THEIR VERDICT,

The voice of Foreman Clarke came out claar
and distinet, and with = !.r'mm?hnm ring in it
when he answered : *'We have,” in respouse to
to the question of the clerk of the court as to
whether he and his colleagues bad agreeed on a
verdicb. Rising in his seat he handed o folded
paper to the clerk. The stillness at this mo-
ment was not merely oppressive, but painfal.
Fivery eye was burned upon the five men whose
fate in nnother moment would be determined.
Forrest cast a glance of encouragement towards
his clients, as much a5 ic say, "B brave.”
Foster, frora his chair, s couple of feet distant,
threw a few words in a whisper to Begea,

In another moment the voice of the clerk
clear apd distinct, raug out on the air, “We
find the defendant, John ¥. Begge, not guilty,
as charged in the indictment.” There was a
buzz in the court room as though a thounsand
bated breaths had been lay loose. The blood
rushed to the face of the lawyer prisoner azd in
a eacond it was of cormine hue. His right arm,
which had been resting upon the railing, fell to
his side and his entira frame shook like that of
s man afflicted with pslsy. All this was bus
the work of a moment.

Again.the voice of the clerk rang out, ** We
find the defendant, John Kunze, guilty of man-
slaughter and fix his penalty at three yeara in
the penitentiary.” The little comedian simply
smiled and showed his teetb, To all appear-
ances the verdict at the moment suited as well
a8 an acquitbal.

There was a pause before the clerk again
gpoke. No douht remained that the thres re-
maining defendants had either been condemned
to die on the ssafiold or to suffer a living death,
The eyes of Coughlin, Burke and ©O'Suliivan
were riveted on the reader, while the convul-
give movements of the jaws showed that each
man was making & superbuman effort to control
bis feelings, Ior the third time the dlerk
cleared his throat and procseded : * We find
the prisoners, Daniel Coughlin, Maxtin Burke
snd Patrick O'Sullivaz, guilty of marder, as
charged in the indictmend, and fix sheir pun-
ishment at imprigonmentiin the penitentiary
for the terma of their natural liven.,” 71he sus-
penee of the auditora found vent in & half sup-
pressed shout, 4nd the demeanor of the three
passed nnnoticed in the wild scampering of the
newspaper men and officers from the room.
Over 2,000 psople were congregated on the out-
side of the jail and the verdioct was reoeived by
them with satistaction, Attorney Forrest, in
behalf of Go:lﬁ!;lm. Burke and O'Sullivan aud
Knunze, immediately made a motion for a new

gacrament of the Altar, by thelr devotions,
thanlkae-givings, and the tender affectlons of
thelr souls.

JEFF. DAVIS LAID TO REST.

Lmpressive Ceremontes Over the Body of the
Dead Chieftaln,

New ORLEANS, December 11.—A beautiful
Southern summer day dawned for the
obacquien of the Sounthern chieftain, The
clty was orowded with thousands of people
representing the prominence, the wealth and
chivalry of the Southern States. Six er seven
governors weroe here, attended by their atafis
and bringing with them great delegations of
pevple. The military parade was 8 marked
one, A dozen companies from Geergls,
Texas, Missiseippl and Alabamas, wers hers,
and the Louisiana State National guards and
volunteer militia of New Orleans also particl-
pated. The crush on the atreets equalled
apything that had ever been witnessed here
on the ocoasion of carnival feativities. Acress
in Lafyette squars, just oppesite the Oity
hall, » dente multitude gatbered and Canal
atreet, Camp and St, Charles were crowded
with peopls from all over the country. The
floral decorations were added to this morning.
They came from every state and oliy in the
Ssuth and are superb in their design and
finlsh, The town was draped from one end
to the other with most elaborate showlngs of
black, As seon 18 the dooers of the City hall
were opensd a stream of visitors beganto
pour through the death chumber to take a
farewell view of the remsius of the famous
Confederate leader., The remains were than
coveyed to the front portico of the City hall
bulldivg, where the simple but impressive
rites of the KEplscopal church were per-
formed,

At 12.10 the casket waa conveyed from the
memorlal room to an improvised cstafalque in
the centre of the Iront portloe, where the
massive pillara were entwined with a pro-
fualon of crape, Over the carket was thrown
the soft folds <f a silken flag of thr last canse,
as aleo the glitterlng sabre wilth which the
dead woldler had carved fume and henor for
hlmsall, and glory and viotory forghis conntry
on the criason fislda of Chapultepec and
Monterey.

Immediately surronnding the coffin wers
the clergy and the armod sentries, they being
the only pecsions admitted to a place on the
portice during the service, The relatives ot
the deceancd were asalgned to seats in the
Mayar's parlor, from the windews of which
they were enabled to witness the ceramonies.
The obsequles were conduocted by Bishop
Golleher, ansieted by five officlating clergy-
men, including a Cathollc priest. There were
fully twenty surpliced ministere, hesides the
attendance of numerous clergymen of difforent
denominations from the varloms Southern
atates. The cholr sang the anthem ** Through
the Valley of Doath.” Bishop Galleber made
an effecting address. Then the KRev. Dr.
Markham read the lesson, while the Rev.
Mr, Martin repeated the third Psalm, and
tbe Rev. Mr, Bakewell the versiolea and thus
ended the eervices at the City hall which, al-
though simple and brief, were wonderfully
impressive, At theconolusion of thereligious
services the cacket waa borne by a detach-
ment of soldiers to the handaomely decorated
oaizgon on which it was to be conveyed to
the cemotery.

The catket reated on a slight elevation and
the caleson was drawn by six black horses,
two abreast, caparisoned injartillery harnese
and plumes, and each anlmal led by a seldler
o uniform. With marvellous military pre-
olzlon the varlous battalions wheeled into
line, preceded by a detachment of thirty
police and followed by the olergy, pall-
bearers and so on, In thelr respactive order,
unti] the mammoth precesslon was formed.
The procession, safter leaving the QOliy
hall, proceeded up St, Charles to Calliope,
and from Calliope moved inte Camp, thence
to Chartrer, to St. Lounfs, to Royal and
to Canal, on the direct route to the cemetery.
It was an hour and ton minates passing a
glven point. As the grand funeral certege
traversed the streets, from the turrets ef the
ohurchea knells were tolled. The clank of
aabres and the tramp of iron shed fest re-
eciosd along the interminatle lines, while
the dirges blended with the solemn boaming
of the minute guns, Parts of the clty not
directly located on the line of march, or in
sny wise remote from the sceme of the
pageant, were literally depopulated, their in-
habitants baving gathered In countlses num-
bora in places from which a view of the
marching colamns conld be had.

The entry of the pageant into the ceme.
tery was made with all the pomp and cir-
oumatancea of a military and clvic proces-
sion, Near the monument the fmmense
orowd rought every avallable apot that gave
opportunity of a falr view and listened with
respectful attention to the nolemu cere-
monies, The Army of Northern Virginla
tomb s beneath the marble monument of
Stonewal! Jacksen. It is nearly In the
centre of the cemetery. The mound is of
gradual ascent, prettily lald ent in parterres.
From a asectional stene base, & tender ahalt,
broken with laurel wreaths, rises to a com-
manding belght. At the apex a hesvy slab of
marble beara the statue of Jackeon, BEeneath
the bate is an undergreuud chamber, with
vaults running all around. It was In one ot
these vanlts that the remains of Jeffersen
Davla were placed, The monument was deoo-
rated with extreme almplicity. The meund
waa cevered with green moss and around the
shaft was wound a chaln of laurel and eak
leaves, The mound was entirely cavered
with the floral offerlogs, which have been
very numerous,

A KANSAS SWINDLE.

Farmers Induced to ftaise Sorghum by Men
Who Wonutdn't Bay It.

New Yorg, Dicembar 10.—A Zimes de-
spatch from Topeka, Kau., says that Secre-
tary Mchler, of the State Board ef Agricul.
ture, haa finally become oseavinoed that fraud
bas had much to do with the alleged business
of sugar makiog in Kanans, and he will begin
an examination into the methods of the mill
men. There ia little doubt that thers have
been more profitabte orops of Londs thanef
sugar in Kanean aince the ralaing of sorghum
cane beosme the fad of the plaine’ agricaltur-
{ats, All the mills have been bullt through the
ald of bonds, and the Iatter have been mark.
eted ar soon ms negotiable. While several of
the milla have signally falied this year, and
ono or twe are now In the receivers’ hands,
the foct remains that money han been mads
by those who negetiated the sale of the
bonds. Many farmers devoted the entire
eearon to growing sorghum, only to dixcover,
when they had delivered thelr crops, that
the mills were unable to handle it or could
not pay for It. Sacretary Mohler blindly be-
lieved until this week the representations of
the angsr men that sogar making swas an
entlre success, and would eventually pat
miillions Into the-pockets of the cane growera.
Hins oyea were opened when he learned that
in weatern Kansas two men are now working
up the township at a cost of from $16,000 to
$20,000 each, which wonld place upon the
western counties an indebtedness of $1,700,
000, Under this new soheme it 1s proposed tu
bnild milla to menufactnre sugar by tho
Adamsen or **mush” plan, which has recently
heen glven to the public as the roasting

Tooess.

The *““mush’ precess is but a theory, never
having practicaily been tested and there Is
no reason for Lelleving that anything can
come from 1t. It ie simply a reller and
chopper mill with roastibg to extract the
anccharines, whioh 1s reduced to the consiet-
ency of mush, hence ita name, This mush is
to be sent to a central factery to be made

into augar, the factory to be built somo time
in the future in some place yet nnkoown. The
cost of the machinery and building csunot
exceed, 80 Secretary Mobler figuree, $5,000
and probably that sum conld be reduced to
$5,000.

The Famons Englishk Foet and Dramatist
Sucenmbs (o an Altuck of Brenchitiy
in ¥enice.

Vexier, December 12.—Robt. Browning, the
poet, died here to-night without any euffering.
Durninz the day he expressed himselt a8 satisfi:d
with the sucoeas of his new volume of prema.
He was 77 yearaold. Hisdeath wa* gue toan
attack of bronchitis. Mr. Browuip[; ws born
at Camberwell, Surrey, and educaied at the |
Usniversity of London. Hbs went toItaly at the
age of 20, diligently studying its medieval
b story and becoming acquaicted with the life
of the p-rple. His first publiened poem was
* Paulin:.” a tale in verse, to whioh, in 1835,
was appe: ded * Parcilsus,” a poem dramatic
in form, in which the principal charac'er was
tte celebra:rd Empiric and Alchemist of the
sixteenth contury. While the work did not at-
tract any geaeral attention in it were recogmzeod
a truly origiaal mnd, nich in perfdrmsnce and
richer in promi-es, His tragedy of ** Sorafford,”
presentr-d on the stage ia London in 1837, met
with only mnderete aucces in spite of Macrea
dy's masterly personation of the bero. ** Sor-
dello was published in 1840, a puem,
the aubject of which was drawn from
the supposed life of the Provencal poet, men-
tioned m the »sixth canto of Dante’s * Pur-
gatorio.” Thoe public prononnced this work
to be an unintellicible rhapsody, and the suther
himeelf omitted ¢’ Sordeilo” from the edition of
bis collected poemr. Between 1842 and 1846
there appsared from h's pen several successive
numbers of a collection of drematic aud lyrie
poems, o which he gave the title of ** Bells and
Pomegranates.” Amung thess was a tragedy of
striking power, called '* A Blot on the Scutche-
op,” which was produced at the Drury Lane
theatrs 1n 1848, but withont marked sucocess at

our of Society ;" **Fifine at the Fair;"” ** Red
Cotton Nightcap Country; or, Turf ard
Towers ;" and ** Aristophanes’ Apolegy,” in.
cluding a Tranderips from Euripider, being
¢ Ths Loss Adveoture of Dalaustion;” *The
Agamemnon of .T+chylus, transcribed ;” * Lia

held 1ts first meet'ng Octcber 28, 1881, Ac-
cording to 1ts programme, *‘This :ociety was
founded to gather together sorne, at leasy, of
the many admirers of Rabert Browning, for the
study and discussion of his works, aud the pub- 3
lication of papers on them, and extracts from =«
worka illustrating them. The society alao en-?
cournged the formatioz of Browaing readiog:
clubs, the acting of Browning's dr:mas by
amateur companies, the writing of a Browniog
primer, the compilatiin of a Browning con-
cordarca or loxicon, and, generally, the exten-
sion of the study and influence of the port."
The sccond edition, enlarged, of * A Biblio-
graphy of Rabert Browning, from 1833 to 1881,"
compiled hy Mr. Frederick J. Fornivall, was
pubtished at Tondon wn 1882,

Sinca 1883, when ‘'‘Joco-Seria” was pub-
liched, Mr, Browning did very listle work.

BROWNING'S OBSEQUIES,

Vesice, Decomber 15.—The expreesiona of
grief and sympatby called forth by the death cf
Robert Browuing recsll the similar expression
on the death of \Wagner. Browning refused to
the Iast to believe he was sericualy ill. Rvery
day, whatever the weather, he went in an opay
gondola to Lido. He was taken ill Noverber
27th, bus iasisted on going to the theatre
againes the advice of [riends. Duripg the night
he was seized with a sarious attack of bronchitis,
The disease went cn till hia beart becams af-
facted, but he constantly repeated that he was
getting better, On Thuraday laey, the day of
his death, he declared he would get up on the
following day. His family did nob suppuse the
‘end 0 near. At 7 p.m. he becamr weak and
had greav difficulty in breathing., Shortly be-
fore he died he turped to his son and asked
for news from his publisher. The son read a
telegram, saying the edition of his last volume
was exbausted. The poet om hearing this
smiled and murmured ‘* how gratifying.” Theee
were his 1sat words. The funeral service waa
held to-day 1n Palazzio Rezzonicu. The family
desired to inter the remaina st Florence, but, in
accordance with vthe desire of the English peo-
ple, the bedy will ke taken to London. Tuesday,
for interment in Weatminater Abbey,

At the gervice to-day the coffin was covered
with wrenths, one of which had been sent by the
Municipal authorities of Venice, Mang diplo
mata and officials, and & lurge number of Epg.
lizh aud Americans, including Mre, Bronson, an
intimate friend, were present. The cortege
started by 4 o'clock. Tha body had been p'aced
on o eplendid funeral barge, which was towed
by a steamer of the royul navy. On the barge
as a guard of honor were members of the muni-
cipal guard and firemen. The family and
friends followed in separate gondolas. The
coffin was deposited in the central chapel of the
ceme-ery of St, Michel, where ib remains until
the conclurion of the furmalities of the cera-
monies, Prima Minister Crispi sent & meassage
of condolence to the family of the poet, A
memorial tablet will be placed in she facade of
the Palazzin Kezzonico.

Nerthwest.

toch Corunty, North Dakota, arrived there
yosteraay ani tcld a Larrowlng tale ef dis-
trews in tha northerc part of that county.
The seitlors thers are all Germsne, with the
excrption of s!x Ramian Jew families, and
Paloa s the oaly man there sprakiug Eog-
lish, He bricgs a petition from the settiors
appesling for aid, and stating tha® onles:
providad with clothing shey will suff-r
severcly from oold and are In danger of atagy.
ing for want of food. Paloe himaelf had oanly
a patr of cvo:shoes on his feet, but he deter-
mined to accaroc asaiatance for the poer set-
ters if It took every cent he had.

Previoualy he wrote to Governor Miller, of
North Dakots, atating the fact very fully but
recelvid ue reply. The coanty ctlicers have
toid all outrlde onqulrers that no ald was
necded In that couny, feellng that news of
the destitutlon would disccursge lmmigr..-
$lon, The avirsge crop from 100 burhels of
seed w heat this year waa zoverty-tive buahels,
and potatoen yielied only one-third of the
amouat used s sotd.  Vegetabiea were tatul-
ly destroyed. The farmera counld borrew
vnly small amonnts of money, for which they
vaid 3 percent. a month, and mortgagos
were taken ou thelr farma and personal prn-‘
perty. Osv man, who rescntly had dinour at
Palnv's house, satd 1t wae the Girs% time he
had tasted meat o two moupibs. All the
food he bad for hie famiiy was 100 pvonds of
ganr. and nts wilc was without shoss or a
rees.

This haa Induced thu
farmere to appeal for ald and try to tide over
for unother yoar, 1he Si. Paul and North-
westorn Railroad companics have beon sup-
plylag oceal to the ccuntry free of lroigat
charges to the very ucedy wud st helf rato to
those able to pay. Both ratlroade deliver
donased goods free.

Mr, Morse vave that anide from 450 tone of
coal from the 8¢, Paul rallroad all theald
that hag boeen roculved so far le one car of
provieione aud clsthiog from Charlea Cliy,
lows, and pars of u car of grain, flonr ana
clothing from Wisconsla, The articles mosi
ovweded now, he rays, are nader-clothing ani
shoes for wumen, yiris and boys, and warm
overcoats for men.

By the desth of Jeffirson Davls, the par-
ticulars of whose demise we gave in our last
fesune, the last and foremost actor in the great
olvil war botween the North and South in the
neighboring republic baa left the scone. Ac-
ccunts received from sll quarters of the
Seounth [adicate very clearly that not only is
the memory of Davis cherlebed and revered,
but that the prirciples for which he contend-
ed have many adherents 1a that peri of the
country. Ex-preeident Davis never would
regard the triumph of the North over the
South as a fait accompli He stood aside
Jooklog on at the Inevitable, but he never
howed to It. He waz unrspentantand Irre.
gonclleable to the laet, politically apeakiog,
Yet correspondence, recently published, goes
to thow that he was noy ous of ths origin-
atora or prime movers In the movement of
secession. That ursuccessful attempt % dla- |
raptlon of the Ualted States, costing the coun-
try eo mnny hundred of thonsande of their
best lives, not te speak of countlesa millions
of money, wae precipitated by rash men ; but
the step having been taken, Jefferson Davls,
as the leadingspiris in the State rights move-
ment, was forcad to the front and maintalned
himseeli there, commanding the esteem and
respect’ef hisenemlea ; whilst the widespread
mourning now taklng place over his death,
yeara nfter the curtaln has fallen in the last
act of the “lost cause,” shows how firm a
hold he had on the affections and confidonce
of his followera, No one can dounbt the
sincerlty of Mr, Davis,nor question the purlty
or patriotiam of hia motives. Theoretically he
wan right in hia contentlonfor staterights, the
carrying out of his dootrice was, however,
incompatible with the existence of the re-
bablic, ard the overwhelming majority of the
people were In favor of a strong national
government at YWashington, even though ore
of the fundamental principles, agreed nupon by
the fathers of the constitutlon, should have
to be orushed ont, The canze of the Union
trlumphed and friends of Iliberty every-
where rejoiced, The men of the South had
gallantly fought for their ldeas, had donme
prodigies of valor and made heroic sacrifioes,
but their's was a mistaken zeal and their
great leader, now no more, gratefully as he
may be remembered by a large portion of the
people of the South, will never oconpy in
history the honored place that Abraham
Lincoln now fills.

Looking back at the closing scenes of the
groat Civil war, it seema but zs yesterday,
and yet of all the men whose part in that
drama challenged the attention of the world
ncaroely one now remalns, eoldier or staten-
man, The lesaons of the conflict will, it In to
be hoped, not he loat for the people of thia
continent, elther in the United States or in
the Dominion of Canada, with the dissppenr-
ance ef thoee that fignred in the fray,

The Equal Righters.

The gradusl drooplng in the spirits of the
rank and file of tha antl-Cathollo agitators
bas cansed them to call upen Mr. Dalton
McCarthy once more to come to their rescne
and revive the dying embers of that element
of discord {o the country, Mr. MoCarthy has
answered the appeal, and on Thursday even-
ing last addressed a meeting in the Opera
Houre at Oitaws, where he passed the situa.
tion in review, The hon, gentieman had net
much that was new or striking to preeent to
bis impatient hearora. They were anxious
for a thrilling account of great achievements,
something that would annihilate the preten-
siona of party journals on both sldes that the
people were tired of thelr tirades, but in this
they were sadly disappointed. The orater
told them that if they wisked to record auc-
oesses they must organize, and not rely aolely
on meetings and speeches, He 2aid the move-
ment had all the elements of vitality abouk
it. He assured his hearers that he had
ssvered hia oonnmectlon wich the party
organization of which he was for-
merly the president, and was free
from political ties that conld in any way in-
terfere with the noble object be has in view,
of wiping out French ascendancy and estab-
lishing Anglo-Saxon supremacy {o the
Dominion. A glance at his epecch, however,
disposes of the grounds npon which he urges
his followers to actlon. The burden of his
complaint Is, that the Fiench-Canadlan and
Catholic element have Increased In strength
and influence, through concessions granted at
various times, since the corquest of Canada.
He walls over the fact, that both political
parties hava rought to conciliato French and
Cathollc Iofinencs, and by thst moans the
French langusge has no! bsen confined to
Lower Canada, but has been recognized with
the separate school rights, in Manitoba and
the groal territorles to the We:t, All this
and his indiotment of the Oatario Govern-
ment on the subject of separate school
amendments, he esta forth in the following

language .~

Lord Durbam bad brought the two peoplea
into one assembly thinking that he was doiog
the greatest poss:ble benefit to us but by the
skil;ful direction of the French vote and the de-
sire for power of the English, the eplit and
divisions between them, the French were ultim-
ately able to placa their feet on our necks and
1mpose lawa upon us contrary to our own will
and come out of the partoership taking the
blind share of the assets.

Now, whatever waa the pretence for the dual
language in the old part of Canads, by what
pretencs could that iniquity be perpetrated in
the Graat Northwest of Canada 7 (Hear, bear.)
It was aaid p grent many Frencbmen live there;
butcertainly nob in the Northwest Territories ab
the time that institution was given them., There
may have been a few half Frenchmen in Maoi-
tobs, but that was nob an act of statesmanship
which foisted on them the dusl language. Were
they togo on? Were they to haud down thia
terrible misery to their d:cendants ? Could
no man rise hia voice against it without
being denounced a8 & fanatic and an oppressor
of minorities ? (Hear, hear.) So with the
schools, That question had been settled in 1863
by the majority of the Lower Province, although
it concerned the affaire of the Upper Provinee.
Not much provincial right about that. Was
there to be no attempt to eradicate these s:par-
ate echoole from our midst? While the law
properly stood that every man was to be regard-
ed as a public school supporter unless he chose
himself to coms oub and insist on having a
Separate school, by a wily amendment in 1879
that right had been practically denied to those Ro-
man Catholica who preterred to have their child-
rou brought up among the common_ herd of us,
By that amendment every Roman Catholic was
assumed to be a Separate school supporter. He
did not eay there was not a way out of thas;
but anyone who knew anything about Roman
Oatholiciem would know that it took a very
brave man $o face the power that be and cease
ta support Separate achocls, (Hear, hear,)
That had been done by our own little parlia-
ment in Toronto.

As regards the firat part of Mr, McCarthy’s
indictment, could anything be more flattering
to the French Oanadians? He teils hie
hearers, In plain language, that they started
out on thelr political jonrney, hampered by a
scheme ounningly devised by thab great
gtatesman Lord Durham, for the purpose of
obliterating them. ‘‘He thought,” says Mr.
McQarthy,” ho was dolng the greatest possible
benefit for us" and yet deepite those good in-
tentlons towards the foes of the French-
Canadians, and a gerreaponding malevolence

towards  them, they ha.ve. been
able by skilful direction to obtaln
oonpeselon  after oconoesslon and In

a perfectly legitimate and constitutional
manner, to assert thelr strength, and secure
for their brethern in all parts of the Dominlon,
reapeot for their language snd the right to
eduoate thelr ohildren, according to the
diotates ‘o their oconmclence. Beaten by
superlor skill, ountgeneraled in politioal
strategy 1 Our compalriots viclated no law
but simply avalled themaslves ol the weapons
the censtitation affords them yet they have
achleved their present.position in Canada.
What doea Mr, McQOarthy propore ? Some
time ago, he bluntly stased that if the ballota
did not settle it in this gencration bullets
would in the next. In his recent speech he
was more guarded, Hefeels the rash reck.
lessneas of such Ianguage, but his meaning is
all the same. Be may prate about making
this conntry Anglo-Saxon as much a8 he likes,
if he and his friends have failed in the past to
coexce the peeple and deprive Oatholics
of their rlghts elther a® to language

sult is likely to be achieved in the future ;
because the number of good men of broad
tdess and tolerant views fs certaln to out-
number thoss of the MoCarthy sohoo!, and It
will only remsin for him, and those who
thiok with him, te adopt violent measnres
when Comtitutional methods are unable to
prevall.  'Will Mr, McCarthy, In the tace of
the history he guotes, peralat in his present
mad scheme of dhintegration?

The question of
floating a new loan to defray the expense of
carrylng out this very important werk is
alrendy on the tapis, and that it will meetwith
the approval of the council there ia no reason
to doubt. The ineignificant tax impozed on
aaloon-keepers as compared with that forced
from them in other lnrge cities Is also likely
to demand the attention of our City Fathers

at & very early date. High license

The Divorce Evil.

Hop, Mr. Gladstons in the North Ameri-
can Revicw for December, bas an article on
“ Divorce,” In which he says that no matter
of what nature it is it Impalra the integrity
of the family, while divoroe with re-marriage
destroys it rootand branch. *‘‘Tke parental
and the conjugal relatlons are * joined to,
gether,” he says ** by the hand of the Al-
mighty no lees than the persous united by
the marriage tie to one another, Marriage
contompletes not only an absolute identity of
intorests and affeotions, but also the creation
of new, jolot, and independent obligations
stretching into the fature and limited only
by the etroks of death. These obligatfons
where divorce proper is forced loso all com-
monity, and the obedlence reciprocal to them
fs dislocated and destroyed, . . . I have
spent nearly eixty years at the centre
of British lite. Both befors and
from the beginning of that pericd absolute
divorces were in Kogland abusively obtain-
able, at very heavy cost, by private acts of
Parliament ; bat they were 2o rare (perhaps
about two in a year) that they did not effect
the public tone, and for the English people

by law. In the year 1857 tbe English Di-erce
Act was passed, for Eogland only. Unques-
tionably, eince that time, the standard of
oopjugsl morality has perceptibly declined
among the higher classes of this country, and
scandals in respect to it have become more
trequent. The decline, as o fact, I know to
e recognized by persons of soclal experience
and Ineight who in no way share my abetract
opinione on divorce. Personaliy, I believe |
it to be due in part to this great innovation
in our marringe laws ; but o part only, for
other dinintegrating cuuaes have been at
work,”

A Hint to Farmers.

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AN AWFULDIVE TODEATH,

An Eugine's Plunge Through an Open Draw
in & Bilnding NStorme.

Hackensaca, N.J,, December 14.—In a
blinding snowatorm to-day a heavily laden coal
train on tLe Suquebatoa road bound east came
rumbling nlong toward the draw-bridge at Lit-
we Ferry.

A JOHNSTOWN CALAMITY.

Tem Persons Klilled and Eighty Injured In a
Theatre Panfc-Weak Women Trampledii
to Death by Nirong Men,

Jonxstowx Pa., vDecember 10.—Darlng a
performance of Uncle Tom’s Cabin at the
Opera house here to-night, a cry of fire was
raised resulting in a terrible rushforlife down
the narrow stairs.

Ten peraons were instantly killed and many
terribly Injored. Seventy-five in all are ln-
jared.

The names of all the killed and
wounded caupot be asoertained at onoe.
Amonpg the kiiled are Mm. Nester and Geo,
Filschhorn, the latter a resident of Baltl-
more,

It was found neceseary to turn a stream of
water on the crowd from the engine standing
near before the dead and wounded oould be
taken out,

People rushed from the outside up the nar-
row stairs and were crushed by the crowd
forcing its way to the atreet,

rew exit, Thoee in front were thrown fcr-
ward nnd upcn them the whole mans of pao-
ple tumbled headlong, climbing over tnem
snd causlog a jam right at the atreet door,
The scene at thia time was horrible, A
geest crowd ab once gathored in tha strest
snd pushed up an closely against the thealre
entrance that the police could not keop them
back. To drive them away it was found ne-
cossary to turn a stream of water onthem from
u fire hose, All this time the yells and cries
of both those inslde and cut of the theatre
were terrible to hear and wero heard for
squares. The causa of the fire alarm was
smoke tssuing from the chimney of o kitchen
In the rear.

Two or three of the injured will die. It 1Is
probable that the officlals will cloge the opera
house, Had the crowd kept their wits about
them not one would have been hurt. An
unkuown man in the gallery, which is known
18 *“ nigger heavsn,” did a great deal in keep-
ing the people from jumping from the third
storey windows und doubtlesa saved many
Hvee, Blame Is put on the fireman who rang
the Johnstown fire bell, because the firs
wag in Kernville, but he was not st fault. It
wans over two hours after the jam before the
hall was cleared and some of the Injured and
dead were lying in the building hours aftor
the orush, The excitement during the night
waa intense, There are several peraona miss-
ing, nll women, but owing to the confaeion
their names could not bs aecertained.

A large number of saloons were open till
12 o'clock and thers were a great deal of
drinking, Had not the hoee heen turned on
the people {t is hard to tell what wonld have
been the result. The houee Is a smali, three
storey brick building,fronting on Main street,
It had but one small exlt from the second
storey by a narrow pair of staira to the streot
and had no fire escapes,

¢TI am afraid I shall have to refer you to Mr,
Forrest, my attorney, for an answer to that
question.”

“* Are you disappointed ai the verdict ?”

He expressed
himself as being delighted to converse oo what
he termed ‘¢ gocial toptes,” bub on **this other
business,” as be called iv,with a jerk of his head
towards the court room, be wae as dumb as an
oyater, As far as can be judged from hia general
appearance and conversation it can bs safely
surmized that Burke bas frequently shaken
hands with bimself since 2.30 p.m., at which
time the jury fixed his punishment at lfe im-
prisonment and not at death, as was generally
axpected.

THE JORY DUMB AS OYSTERS,

‘While getting their pay certificates, after the
verdict, the twelve jurors were surrounded by
voporbers who besieged them for information
about what bad trapspired in the jury room
and the cause of the long day.

“ It'a no use,” said Juror Marlor, “ we agreed
not to ray anything, Our verdict epeaks for
itgelf ; from what I have heard since I got back
to the world again, there has been some protty
tall lying in the newepapers. Juror Culver was
not the cause of the delay. There was not any
upplassantness or any koock down, a8 one paper
has described.” *'If the others agree to tell
what occurred,” said Juror Altson, I am
willing, but we made an agreement to keep
ailent, and I have nothing t0 say.” Juror North
was mad. He Bhad already seen some of his
friends and they had poured into his ears the
wild stories of war in the jury room and an as-
sault on Culver, and he expressed himself very
forcibly. ** The man who wrote that ought to
be punizhed,” he said,” because there was nos
any trovble at all, We pnssed the time very
pleasantly, considering our cramped quarters.
Please don’t tulk any more. because I have been
up almos’ every night since we went out.”

Kunze eaid : ** I am innocent ; God knowa I
am innocent, God knows tbat I never was out
to Lake View tbat night. Longenecker baught
two witnesses. I am sure of that. They went
out and bought farms with the money they gos.
Him and Schuettler did ib.”

In the main corridor of the Criminal court
building, before the apnouncement of the ver-
dict, sat Dan Covgblin’s wife, On her knes was
the preity little girl that has continually called
out in the court room for her paps. The old
gray-haired door-keeper knew that preparations
were baing made for the return of the jury with
their verdict and he plesded with them to po
home and ke told them no verdiot would he
reached.

THE JUDGR'S CHARGE TO THE .JCRY.

As the resume of the evidence given by
Judge McConnell in his charge to the jury will
prove of interest we fubjoin the same. Aside
from merely legal defimtions and technicalities,
it waa aa follows :—

The jury are the judgea of the law aa well as
of the facts in this case, If they can say upon
their oaths they know the law better than the
court itself, they have the right to do so but
before assuming ao solemn a responsibility they
should be sura that they are not acting from
caprice or pr2judice; that they sre nob con-
trolled by their will, or wishes, but from a deep
and oonfident conviction that the court is wrong
and they are right. The manner or cause of
death, which is alleged in the indictment, is an
esaential element of the charge against defend-
ants, and the law requires the prosecution to
establish that averment to your satisfaction be-
vond ressunable doubs, as it islaid 10 the in-
dicoment, before » convigtion of the defendants
or either of them can be lawfully had. But
whether or not the manner of cause of death
was aa it i eaid in the indictment, it may be
established by cricnmstantial evidence, just as
any other fact eseential to conviction may bs.

Circumatantisl evidence in  criminal casea is
the proof of such facts and circumstancea con-

nected with or surrounding the commission of
the crime charged as tends o show she guilt or
innocence of the party charged, and if these
facte and circumstances are sufficient to satisfy
the jury of the guilt of the defendants beyound
a reasonable doubt, then such evidence is euf-
fictent to authorize the jury in finding the de-
fendancs guilty. Ibis the duty of the jury to
enter upon the conzideration of each circum-
stance proven, having in their minds the pre-
sumption that the defendants and each of them
are innocent, and if such fact or circumstance,
when considered in connection with all the evi-
dence in the case, can be explained consistently
with the innocence of the accured it is their
duty so to explain it. Tn order to justify the in-
f.rence of legal guilt f~om circumstantial evi-
dence the existence of the inculpatory facbs
must be absolutely incompatible with the inno-
cence of the accused and incompatible with the
explanation of any other reasonable hypothesie
than thas of their gnilt. 1f you can reconcile
the facts in thiscase upon any reasonable theory
consmaetent with the inoocence of the defendant,
John Kunzs, it is your duty 8o to do, nnd find
Kunze not guilty.
A SPECIAL REFERENCE IO BEGGS.

The same charg ewas made a= to each of the
other defendanta separately, except Beggs, con-
cerning whom this special instruciion was given:

It is nob safficient for the jury to find that
a resolution was adopted for the appointment
of a Recres committee in camp 20, on Iebruary
8, 1884, but it must further appear to your satis
faction beyond all reasonable doubt that such a
committee was in fact appoioted by the defend-
ant Beggs, and that such an appuintment was
get out in the indictment, and you must further
be satisfied beyond ail reasomable doubs that
Beegs had knowledge of the purpose for which
said committee was asked, or appoianted, as-
sented to ita purpose subsequently, or you will
not be jusbified in indiog a participation in such
conspiracy on the partof Begws, by resson of
the facts herein stated. That Begga was a
member of the United Brotherhood and was a
presiding officer of camp 20 are mot circum-
stances standing slonse tending to establish hie
guilt of the crime cherged in the indictment,
and as there is no evidence in this caee that
any overt act was committed by Beggs in the
commmission of the alleged murder, therefore,
unless it ia established that a conspiracy was
entered into to commit the murder charged, to
which conspiracy Beggs was a party, he should
be acquitted.

Tesvimony of verbal admisslons, statements
and conversations ought to be taken by you
with great cantion, because that sort of testi-
mony is subject to much imperfection and mis-
takes, and when the verbal admission of & per-
son oharged with crime is offered in evidence
the whole of the admission must be taken to-
gether, as well as that part which makes for the
accused as that which makes agaiost bim, and
if part of the stabtement which is in favor of the
defendant is not disproved and is not appatent-
ly improbable or untrue, when consisient with
all the other evidence in the case, then such
part of the statement iz entitled to as
much consideration from the jury as any other
pard of the statement. Although you may be.
lieve that the defendant Begge, at a meeting of
camp 20, on May 20th, vemarked in substance
that that comomittee was tn report to him, and
even if you shnuld farther believe that such re-
mark possessed some criminal import, yet ia
no viaw that can be taken of his care will you be
justified in uwsing such remark as evidence
BRaINsY sny other defendant, although you may
fully and confidently believe that one J. B,
Simmonds, th2 person who drove Dr. Cronin
away from his home on the night of Day 4th,
and other unknown perscns wers memb:rs of a
conspiracy to murder Dr. Crouin, as cherged in
the indictmens, and, indesd, that they did muzr-
der him, yet you cannot acd ought not to use
any evidence respecsing the conductand con-
versations of such persons, or any of them,
againat any defendnnt unless you are first con-
vinced beyond every reasonnble doubt from the
evidence that auch defendant was_alsn a mem-
ber of such conspiracy to murder Dr, Cronin.

HOW THEY MAY BE FOUND GUILTY.
If the jury believe from evidence in this case,
beyond a rensonable doubs, that the defendants,
or any of bhem, conspired and agreed together,
or with others, to kill and marder Patrick
Heary Crouin, and that in pursuance and fur-
therance of that common design, and by a
member or members of such conepiracy, the
gaid Patrick Henry Cronin was killed and mur-
dered in the manner and form as charged in the
indictment in this case, then euch of these
defendents, if any, whom the jury believe from
the evidence beyond a reasonable doubt were
parbies to such conspiracy are guilty of the mur.
der of the said Cronip, whether the identity of
the individual doing the killing bs established
or not, or whether such defendants were present
at the time of the killing or not.
Although you may believe shat the defendant
Burke rented the Carlaon cobttage, and removed
the furniture and other articles mentioned in
the evidence from 117 South Clark street to the
said cottage, and slthough you may further be-
lieve that Dr. Oronin was murdered in the
Oarlson cottage, you are advised that dhese acts
of the defendant Burke in themselves are in-
sufficient to justify you in coocluding that he
was a party to the alleged conspiracy, unless it
further appears beyond all reasonable doubd
that ruch acts of Burke were deliberately and
wilfully intended by him to assist in the per-
petration of the crime of murder.
Although you may believe that Dinan'a horae
and buggy were used on May 4 to take the
Doator to his death, you are advised that the
aot of the defendant Cogighlln in eogaging such
horee and buggy is insufficient to justify you in
concluding that he was & party to the alleged
conspiracy, unless it further appears beyond ail
reasonable doubt that such act of Coughlin's
was deliberately and wilfully intended by him
to assist in the perpetration of the crime of
murder, .

Although you may believe thabt the contract
between O'Sullivan and Cronin_was used on
May 4 to decoy the doctor vo hie death, you are
advised that the act of the defendant O'Sullivan
In making such contract of iteelf is insufficient

to justify you in concluding that he wasa party

to the alleged conspiracy, unless it further ap-
pears beyond all reasonable doubt that such act
of 0'8ullivan was daliberately and wilfully in-
tended by him to amist in the perpetration
of the crime of wurder, or that he kmowingly
and corruptly consented to the use of said con-
zr::.:d accomplishing the alleged murder of the

THINGS NOT NECESSABY TO FPROVE.

The evidence in proof of a conspiracy will
generally in the nature of the case, bs circum-
atsntial, Thoogh a common design ia the es-
sene of the charge, it is not necsssary to prove
that the defendants came together and actually
agreed In terma to have shab deaign aod fo pur-
sue it by ocmmon means. 1fthe jury believe
from the evidenca beyond a reasomable doubt,
actiog in the light of the entire charge of the
ootirb, that the defendanta now on trial, or some
of them, conspired tﬁthu or bogether and with
others who were %0 the grand jurors unknown
to kill snd murder Patrick Henry Cronin, and
that one or more of the conspirators,did kill and
murder the said Cronin in the manner and form
a8 charged in the indictment, then nny or all of
the defendaats, if any, who 80 considered aze in
law guilty of such murder, although they may
not have actually killed the said Cronin or have
been preasnt at the time or place of the kill-

ing.

%ou ought not and cannot legally convict the
defendanta or either of them upon tnat mere
doctrine of chance and probability. Although
you may believe that it 18 highly probable and
very likely that the defendants are guilty and
that 1t in far more Jikely and probable thay are
guilty shan that they are innocent, yetno
amount of suspicion will warrant you in findiog
af‘;elalrdmc of guilty against the defendants or any
of them,

THE CRISIS IN PORTUGAL.

A War With England and Revolution
Threatened.

BerLix, December 15.—~The Portuguese
Guvernment applled to the Frankfort and
Berlin banke to negotlate a loan of tive mll-
lion milrele, ostersibly for use la the adjnat-
ment of the floating debt and for the execu-
tion of various public works. At the very
moment almost when the contract was about
to be completed the bankers withdrew and
refused to sign. They were alarmed by ad-
vices from Lisbon tonching the negotiations
there that have for their objective point the
deolaration of a Portoguese repoblic. The
Monarchist press in Lisbon continues to deny
that there la any danger in the agitation, yet
fo the same breath almoat they urge the sup-
preselon of Liberal papers. Thuns does o
courae that may bo only a stroke of business
torow doubt upon the value ¢f their opinions
as to the political agitation. Bat they no$
only wan$ the Repablican papera suppreased ;
they want aleo to have the Republican clubs
shut up, the Kepubolican leadera imprisoned
and all suspacted milltary men transported.
The Ogicial News stoutly denles trat tho
Republican party has any strengen, It
atates that while disturbance ie alwaye possi.
ble yet the country {a etrongly Cuuservative
snd the monarchy safe,

ENGLAND AND PORTITGAL IN A SNARE,

LospoN, December 15.—The Pa’l Mall
@azette says :—** Lord Salisbury muat not
hesltate to take decisive action to nrrest the
progrese of Captain Serpa Pinto ths Por-
tuguese who ls making war on the Makalolo
tribe in vioiation of Britieh lnterests in East
Africa.” The Gazetie says Pinto's progrees
must be stepped or England will be compelled
to regard Portugal's action a8 a declaration of
hostility.

The Qlobe says :—The conduct of Portugal
is practically a casus belli. While negotla-
tlona were procesding concerning the terri-
tory in dispute in Ewst Africa, she struck
for horaelf a singularly treacherous manner.
England daes not relish warring with con-
temptible foes, but if they become arrogant,
insulting, or aggressive beyond endurance
she will not hesitate to make her power
felt. A British fleet might exerclae a gentle
pressure at Lisbon, One wave of the
Viceroy’s hand will euffice to bring Portu-
gol's possetslons in india under English
sway.”

ZANZIBAR, December 14. It Is rumored
that the Makalolo, thoroughly subdued and
belleving themeelves abandoned by England
submitted and accepted Portuguese domlina-
tion. Serpa Pinto has publicly announced
bis intentlen to subdue the whole country
to Nyaesa, and haz written to all Eaglish
resldents at Blantyre, Zesomba and
elsewhere, advising them to place them-
selves under Portuguese protection, as other-
wiee he wlill not be responsible for the conse-
quences.

He details first the position of
affalrs on the eve ef the revolution In Brazil
and the informatien which the Government
possensed concerning the movement. He says
it was impeasibls to crush the plotters as the
Government could not rely on elther officers
or soldiers and was betrayed by the leaders
of the army and navy, including the Minlster
of War, Maracsju, The ministry continu-
ally received assurancss of loyalty from
varlous military officers, who thus sought to
mask the oconsplreoy agalnst the throne.
“Maracoju,” saga Preto, *'acted through the
part of a traitor to his colleagues, He even
went 8o far ms, under the guise of official
buainess, to couduct me to the place where 1
was imprisoned.” Preto proceeds to describe
tho treatment he recelved In prison. He
declares that a platoon of aoldiers was kept
ready to shoot bim 1f his friends offored an
armed reslstance. In conclusion he appeals
to the people to exerclse thelr freedom of
cholce at thef§ coming electlons. He coun-
sels his supporters not to eurrender but vote
for all his friendsa who may becoms candi-
dates.

A ocrowd cheered them,
Plenty of non-unlon men are available for the
companies and there iz mno interruption to
work,

The rallmakers of the Midland counties
have conceded on advanocs of 10 per cent. In
wages to their employees, Thia will avert a
strike,

The recond shift of men employed in ths
gas works struck to-night, There was no
distarbapce, Th: company Is engaging
“blacklege” in the provinces. It offers a
bonus of £2 {or the firat week and {1 a week
for each aucceeding week during the strike in
additlon to the regular wagea, The pickets
werking for the strikers got hold of nearly
200 men brought up from Portemonth by the
company and Induced them to desist. The
committes organizing the strike has appeaied
to the public for funds.

A conference wae held at the Mausion
Eouee to-day between Sir Mark Wilkes
Collet, Sir John Lubbock and Lord Mayor
Ianace, acting as arbitrators, and representa-
tives of the gas ocompanies and their em-
ployees. The conference resulted in an amic-
able arrangement of existing troubles, and a
general atrike of the coal portera is thereby
averted. The coal porters in the employ of
the South Metropolitan Gas company will
not, however, return to work until the agree-
ments cotered into by eome of the men to
work for the company for a yesr, and for
signing which men were paid a bonus, are
cancelled., ‘The Sailovs’ union, the Firemen's
unton, the Ges S:okers’ union and the Coal
Porters’ unlon are acting In concert agalnst
the South Metropolitan company. The gas
atrokera have issued a manifesto stoting that
the employment of eolidera to take thelr
placea would reeult in a soclal revolation,

The gas companies in view of a threatened
stoppage of their sapplies of English cosal
through a boycott srising from the strike of
thelr employeee, have arranged with Ham-
burg dealers for supplies that will be trans.
ported in ships with German crews and
handled by German porters,

Begrrin, December 12,—The minera in
Silesia threaten to strike for 25 per cont. ad-
vance in wages and for shorter hours, These
terms are considered imposelble and the
movement ia likely to lead to much treuble.
