Thus 1t will be seen that
the question embraces the question of the right of
teaching, of hiberty of education ; of the right of
prezu.hmg or religious liberty—not merely in so
far as the remdents of the particular Siate of
Missour: _are, concerned, but of il the citizens
of tbe United States. 1f every unconwicted

10 open a school and teach, to build a church ana
preach therein, liable of course to prosecution f
he teach or preach seditious doctripes, or doc-
trices subversive of the political order of the
State, then'is 1he Jaw of Missouri a violation of
thz rights of the citizens—not ¢f Missoura oslys
but of the United States. If it be not such a
v:olation, then the United States citizen bas not
1n sirtue of bis citizenskip, the nght o opena
scboo) ard teach, to build a church and preach
thereir, subject ef course to the conditions above
indicated—without a special license from tne par-
ticular State of which be 1s for the tume bemng 2
resident. It woujd follow from this, we say, asa
logical consequence, that 20y ope of the Southern

tates would bave the right to prokubit all color-
ed people.within 1ts jurisdiction from teachieg or
preaching, except upoa such conditions as its Lee-
gislature might see fit to prescribe. This is as
clear 2s any propesition 1 Euelid,

Let us proceed to apply these principles ac-
cordng to the rules laid duwsn by the advocates
of the Civil Rights Bill lately carried by a two-
third vote in the Senate against the Presidential
velo,—2nd more particularly according to the
law as taid dewn by the Hon. Mr, Turshull 1o
bis great speech in the Seoate.  Mr. Turcbull is
we helieve, an em:pent Jurisconsult of tke United
Staies, -2nd de is certanly a poweriul speaker,
land a master of tke art of logic-fence,

Now, according to this gentleman, a citizen of
United States, carries with him all the civ)
rights—rzot 2ll the polincal ngdts or privileges
InJeed—bu' ell the civil rights, of that citizen-
ship into the State, no maller which, n whieh,
for the time being, Le may select to Dz his
domicile ; therefore, argued the speaker, the
pegro, 1n that be 15 now a citizen of tbe Uhited
States, bas, and must be protected in, all the
anl rights of a United States citizen, whether
he select to reside in the State of Correcticut,
or in that of South Carolisa. Now apply this
same priceiple to the case of ihe teacker or
mimster of rehgien wn the State of Missouris
prohibited by the Legislature of that State frem
exercisiog bis functions except upon certain con-
ditions by it prescribed.

Esery citizens of the United States, pot con
victed of any crime, either has, or bas pot, ie
virtue of that cihzenskip, the eivil right to opena
schoo) 2nd teach, to build a church apd preach
therein, so long as ke fteach and preach nothiog
subversive of the State, or contra bonos mores.
I be bas that right, 2od as the right to preach acd
teach1s a‘ciml, not & polincal rigot, or aceident,
the citizen carries thal ciwel right everywhere
along with him, 1nto every State mnto which it
may please him tv move; and State law bas no
more rigkt to deprive bim theredt, or to lumit bim
in the exercise thereof, tbam bas the State law
of South Carolina ur Virginia to deprive the
black map, resident withio its hmits, of any of
ais cisd righis as a eitizep, of to limit him o the
exercise thereof, on the plea ol kus color.

THE WAR IN GERMANY.

DESCRIPTION OF THE GREAT BATTLB OF THE 27TH.

(From Correspondent of tie Times),

It waa about B o'clock, aad the dusk of the even-
ing was rapidiy closing ln, when the Jagers ficat felt
their enemy. Ua the right hand side of the road,
abont half a mile before the bridge, stands the firss
house of the village. Itis alarge square farm house,
wi.b windows without glass, but with heavy gratings,
The Austrians bad occupied it in force, apd their
outlying pickets, as they retired before the advancing
Prussians, formed line across the road beside it. As
soon a8 the Jagers came within sight 1he garrison of
the farmbouse and the {ormed-dp pickets opsned
fre upon theni. From the grated windows and from
the line of soldiers in the road there came one rapid
volley, which told severely on tue Prussish nflemen,
but these weat quickly to work, snd had ficed about
three times betore the Ansuisns, srmed only witk
muzzle-loading rifles, were able to reply. Then the
noise of musketry rose high, occesionally swelling
into a heavy roar, but sometimes falling off so that
the ear could dietinguish the separate reports. . But
this did.not last. Major von Hagen, commancing
the 2nd battalion of the 31st, which was following
the Jager3 on the firat sound of the fring, had put
his troops into double guick time, and weas soon up
to reinforce the riflemen. It was now nearly dark,
and the fashes of tha rifles, the reports of the shots,
and the shouts of the combatants were almost the
only indications of the positions of the troops; yet
it could be seen that the rapid fire of the needle-gnn
wag telling on the Austrian line in the road and the
advancing cheers of the Prussians showed that they
were geining ground. Then while the exchange of
ghota was atill proceeding rapidly hetween the win-
dow-gratings of the farmhouse and the Prussiau
firing parties who had extended into 8 corn field on
the right of the highway, there waa a sudden pause
in the firing on the road, for the Jagers, supported
by the 3141, had made a dagh and were bearing the
Austriens bagk beyond the farm house to where the
cottages of the village closed on each side of the
'rond, and where the defenders had hastily throwa
some hewn down willow trees a8 & barricade acrosa
the way- . et

Then the tumult of the fight increased. Darkness
had completely closed in and the moon had not yet
risen ; the Prussians -pressed up to the barricade, the
Anstrians stoutly stood:their ground behind it, and,
.three paces distant, assailants and defendera poured
their fire into each other’s breasts, Little could be
seen, though the flashes of the discharges cast a fitful
light over the sarging masses; but in the pauses of
the firing the voices of the officera were heard en-
coursging their men, and half-stified shrieks or
gurgling crieg told that the bullets were truly axmed.
This wae tco severe to ‘endure, The Prussians,
firing much more quickly, and in the narrow strest,
where neither side could show their whole strength,
not feeling the {nferiority of numbers, succeeded in
tearing away the barricade, and slowly pressed
their adversaries back along the village street, Yet'
the Austriars fought bravely, and their plans for the
defence of the houges had been skilfully thoagh has-
tily made ;.from every window muskets flashed out
fire, and.sent bullets into the thick ranks. of the ad-
ivancing Pruszians, while on each bslcony behind a
‘wooden barricade Jagers orouched to take their
‘deadly aim; bnt in the street 'the- scldiers, huddled
‘together.and encumbered with clumsy ramroda, were'
.uneble to lond with ease, and conld return no ade-
quate firs to that of the Pcrussians, while theae, from
the advantage of a better arm, poured their qaick
volleys into an almost defenceless crowd. :
