TO RENEW FIGHT FOR CHALONSMACHINE FOR RAISING
SHIPS SUNK BY U-BOATS Activity East of Rheims is Pronounced, and 

Best Enemy Troop# Will Be Thrown

New York, July 16.—An electrically 
driven machine, designed to make pos­
sible the recovery of steel vessels sunk 
by German submarines, was given a 
successful private test in Long Island 
Sound today.

The machine, which carries a crew 
of twb men, is equipped with propellers 
capable of driving It directly to the 
side of a submerged vessel, to which 
ft clings by means of magnets. Power 
is generated on a surface barge and 
transmitted by cable. A riveting at­
tachment is Intended to fasten pon­
toons to the vessel. —

This season so far there have been 
four good days for work In the fields, 
and perhaps one-fifth of the task has 
been done, and more or less hay stored 
in good condition. But It is too early 
to speak definitely for the whole of the 
province.

Every farm has its own problem as 
regards the hay crop.

In any case sprinkle a little salt thru 
the hay If you have it. and don’t forget 
that the man In the mow generally has 
the big end of the job. A boy or girl 
can dtlve the wagon or the mower; the 
bigger women can do some of the pitch­
ing, and the grandfather, sometime#, is 
the best of the lot.

If you have hay In your bam you can 
sell some of It for 325 a ton before Christ­
mas. and three loads will more than pay 
the Interest on 61000 of the mortgage. 
And with hay one can carry on if little 
more bo on the place. The hay crop is 
the poor farmer's first crop in more 
senses than one.

The man with the fork is next to the 
boy In the trenches. If you are in non- 
essential employ you can help the coun­
try and the boy at the front by helping 
with the hay. It’s your duty to do it. 
Be a homy-fisted former with a pitch- 
fork In your hand.

FULLY UNDERSTOOD

Section Bia of the Municipal Amend­
ment Act to causing a great deal of 
discussion at the city hall, 
amendment was passed last March in 
the legislature, and reads as follows: 
“To remove doubts it to declared that 
the words officer, employe, or servant. 
In clause E of eub-section 1 of section 
63 of this act, shall be deemed to In­
clude a commissioner or a member of 
any commission or other body, ap­
pointed by the council of a municipal 
corporation, and except where other­
wise expressly provided no such com­
missioner or member shall be eligible 
to be elected a member of the council 
or entitled to sit or vote therein."

The question then to, Can a member 
of council be a member of any other 
body, the representatives of which are 
appointed by the council? According 
to the officials at the hall, whether or 
not this applies to the members of the 
council who are also members of local 
boards, to a debatable point. Some say 
yes, and others no. Another point to as 
to whether or not the amendment ap­
plies to members of the present council 
The amendment having been passed 
last March, it would probably not ap­
ply to a council which was elected in 
January.

If the act Is effective, then the coun­
cil would lose whatever control in 
these boards it possesses in the ap­
pointment of these members. Those 
most affected ire Aldermen Cowan, 
Nesbitt, and Risk, who are members 
of the local board of health; they would 
either have to resign from the board 
or the council. The board would then 
be cut off entirely from the council’s 
supervision. The Board of Health Act 
says that the local board of health 
shall consist of the mayor, the medical 
officer of health, and three resident 
ratepayers, to be appointed annually 
by the council at Its first meeting of 
the year. __________ _ f

The result of this just and wise pol­
icy was to make the public schools the 
colleges in which every boy or glri. 
young man or woman, was given an 
opportunity to attain a thoro educa­
tion in all essentials to enable them

, to take their place with credit 
to/themeelvee and their country in any 
of our representative bodies. Hundreds 
of the most successful and brilliant 
minds in the learned professions to­
day, now past middle age, but Mill 
engaged in their vocations, received 
the main portion of their training to 
the public schools, which enabled 
them to go direct from their home 
school and pass the university matri­
culation exams, with honors.

But unfortunately that happy and 
democratic policy has gradually been 

• declining for more than three decades, 
and our present rural end urban P im­
ite school system Is a disgrace to the 
province and to all concerned in 
bringing about its degradation, to 
What may fittingly be called kinder­
garten or children’s schools, where­
as, under the wise and progressive 
control of Dr. Ryerson at leato from 
16 to 20 per cent, of the young men 
and women of Ontario» received an 
education ending only when a duly 
qualified teacher was unable further 
to instruct them.

In this connection allow me to quote 
an incident (and many similar can be 
stated) showing the degraded condi­
tion of the rural public schools as re­
lated to the writer by a young, but 
highly respected clergyman of thei An­
glican Church, who tor some years 
previous to his ordination was en­
gaged in school teaching in eastern 
Ontario.

Thls official, on looking around 
the room, inquired why thoseyoung 
men were there, and ordered thto they 
be dismissed, as it was no P*»** *°r 
them, and a glaring violation of the 
school regulations.

However, the teacher stood firm and 
informed the inspector thatlfthe 
young men were put out he, the teach­
er, would go out with them, and that 
they were there not only by Ms con­
sent, but had his heartfelt sympathy 
in their desire to improve their edu­
cation. and the assistance be gave 
the young men in no way ,lessened his, 
tuition to the other pupils- A“ h0“°r 
to this young minister for his hu­
manity, patriotism and brotherly love. 
But the teacher’s troubles were not 
ended- At a subsequent meeting of 
teachers he was again reprimanded 
for violating the regulations and cov­
ert threat* made that hie certificate 
would be canceled.

It is not surprising that many whose 
opinions deserve respect believe that 
the “hidden hand’’ has been quietly 
at work in Ontario to keep the masses 
In ignorance and thus revive the med­
ieval policy of despotic rulers, priests, 
autocrats and aristocrats.

However, a more charitable view is 
that the most potent factor in practl- - 
cally destroying the efficiency of our 
public schools (where more than 90 
per cent begin and end their educa­
tion) is the toleration and financial 
aid given to Intermediate schools, and 
it is the opinion of many capable of 
forming a Judgment that their total 
abolition would be a godsend. And 
thus put an end forever to the cruel, 
nerve-wrecking exams- suffered by 
the children for entrance to them. 
Thousands of children, our brainiest 
and brightest, are made from that 
cause nervous wrecks long before they 
are physically or mentally developed. 
The new minister of education would 
earn à monument if he made a bonfire 
of at least ninety per cent, of the 
regulations, especially all relating to 
and authorizing those damnable chil­
dren’s examinations, and restore the 
sane and successful regulations of Dr. 
Ryerson, under which the inspectors, 
teachers and trustees were largely 
trusted to exercise their discretion in 
order that every pupil should have an 
opportunity of securing a thoro pub­
lic school education.

In this hurried «ketch only the 
fringe of this unpleasant subject has 
been touched. If the enormously in­
creased cost of our present educa­
tional system was shown up and ex­
plained to the heavily burdened On­
tario tax payers a change would be 
demanded in short order.

-I cannot close without compliment­
ing The World on the success of your 
almost unaided advocacy and many 
statesmanlike and progres­
sive projects, among them nation­
al ownership of our railways, a bet­
ter system of -banking and national 
currency, and last but not least, the

Yesterday’s despatches from the 
front confirmed our sanguine expecta­
tions in regard to the future of the new 
German offensive, and the evening re­
ports continued to indicate the favor­
able nature oY the situation. Some 
doubt had existed whether the offen­
sive was not a rusé to mislead the al­
lies, and that a heavier blow might be 
expected elsewhere. But the news that 
the reserves of the enemy were being 
hurled into the broken offensive with 
the hope of still snatching a victory 
proved that everything had been 
staked on the blow. From 60 to 70 
divisions had been concentrated on the 
front of operations, and these consti­
tute a body of close on a million men. 
The first day’s attack was made by 36 
divisions, and the reserves were thrown 
in yesterday. They, too, will be bro­
ken, and the ragged remnants of the 
kaiser's million will be unable on 'the 
third day to attain the objectives aimed 
at, according to the enemy's own cap­
tured maps and plans, on the first day.

The American troops have had a full 
share of the glory, and the starry ban­
ner gets its first real battle-blast in 
the storm of war. The, first army 
corps, with 225,000 men, were said to 
have been engaged at the Marne bend. 
The Germans could make nothing of 
them, and the heart of Germania may 
well sink within her as this last de­
lusion of her Junkers fades away. The 
“worthless troops” of the United 
States are in the same category as the 
"contemptible” army of Britain. Ital­
ians and French also fought nobly in 
the Rheims sector. Last month we 
ventured to predict the breaking of the 
German military power by August. A 
little more fighting like the present, 
and the moment for General Foch’s 
counter-drive will not be far off.

ALLIES STILL ADVANCE
IN ALBANIAN THEATRE EMPEYThe Only Way Outi

' A despatch from Washington states 
that the postmaster-general is prepar­
ing to operate the telegraph lines of the 
United States as a public utility. The 
■president was authorized by congress 
last Saturday to take over and operate, 
at his discretion during the war the 
cable, wireless, telegraph, and tele­
phone services of the country. Ap­
parently he is losing no time in taking 
possession of the telegraphs, which 
■will, quite naturally and properly, be­
come a part of the United States postal 
system. The American Government 
has long since taken over and is now 
successfully, operating all the railways 
of the United States. It has brought 
into one corporation the various ex­
press companies, and before long they 
will be merged into the parcel post.

London, July 16.—A despatch from 
a Reuter correspondent at French 
headquarters states the Germans had 
planned for the first day of their of­
fensive an advance of 12 miles along 
the whole front.
