Way of Flying at High

A letter was sent to Sir Thomas
White, acting premier; by the mayor,
veuterday asking' that . no action be
taken in regard: to the consolidated
railway act until .the municipalities
were given an opportunity to make a
protest against it.

The mayor wrote in part:

“For some years past the city of
Toronto in common with certain other
municipalities thruout the Dominion,
has been seeking to have parliament
restore to the municipalities their
rights over the public highways, which
were seriously affected by the Domin-
ion parliament in 1902 by a special
act incorporating ithe Toronto and Ni-
agara, Power Company. :

“In 1917 the ‘commons inserted in
the revised railway act certain pro-
tective orovisions ‘which the senate
refused to approve,- In 1918 certain
senate amendments were made, which
not only fail to protect municipal rights
but further menace them. The bill
was not rectified by parliament of
1918. 4

“On behalf of the city -of Toromto
and other’municipalities, I request that
prior to the consideration of this bill
by the commons or any of the com-
mittees thereof, you give this city and
others interested, , anh’ opportunity to
present to your government our pro-
test against the betrayal of the rights
of the people, contemplated by . the
sald act.”

POWERS WIDENED!

Government. Measure Gives
Them Greater Scope in
Investigating Fires.

Bilis were introduced in the legis-
lature yesterday by Hon., Howard Fer-
guson to amend the Ontario parks act
and the Ontario mining act,

Hon. Mr. Lucas moved the second
reading of his bill to amend the fire
marshal's act which proposes to in-
crease the powers of fire marshals in
conductng investigations into fires and
enforeing the remowval of causes con-
sidered contributing to fires,

Mr. Proudfoot was of opinion that
there should be a limit of the fire
marshal’s power and that investiga-
tions should be conducted by the crown
attorney. He wanted to see fair play.
He did not expect too much efficiency
or falrness from the government offi-
cers, backed up by the insurance com-
panies,

The house went into commiittee on
the hill,

A general discussion of the charac-
ter of fire investigations followed.

Mr® Elliott expressed the opinion
that the fire marshal should not con-
duct himself in any way that would
give assistance to the insurance com-
panies, but strictly to discover proofs
of arson.

appurtenances necessary thereto, and
no suit, action or ther proceeding
#hall be brought against the said
corporation for damages or relief in
respect of the maintenance and oper-
ation of the said works unless the
corporation shall have failed to com-
ply with any order, regulation or di-
rection of the provincial board of
hecalth relative to maintenance and

operation.”

night when.a count of members ‘fail-
ed to produce a quorum,

Before Mr, Foster could proceed,
however, ‘the Speaker interposed that
under a ruling given in the British
house Mr. ¥oster had spoken once in
the debate and “herefore could not
speak again,

fThe Speaker added that he was
compelled to place this interpretation
on the British ruling. But as essvould
impose great hardship on Mr. Fos'er,
he would, with “he unanimous con-
sent of the house, permit Mr, Foster
to proceed.

Mr, Foster emphasized the necessity
for more care being exercised in se-
lecting the clags of immigrants to
come into Canada. Mr. Foster said
tha: some kind of registration bureau
for immigrants should be established
whereby the government would be
cnabled to keep track of the people
who were admiited into the country,
He stated ‘hat in a number of cases
Immigranty had taken the places of
Canadian boys who went to the front
and thus earned large salaries, They
did* not go to the front themselves.
Such persons should, said Mr. Fos‘er,
pay a war ‘tax., g

Quality in Highways.

Discussing the question of building
highways, Mr, Foster said, the
Toronte-Hamilton road had not got
the quality of highway that it should
have. In a very short time he ex-
pected that it would have deteriorated
to such an extent that it would have
to be reconstructed. He did not think
that it was good policy to hand over
federal money to the provinces, but
that the government should under-
take its own system of building high-
ways. He hinted that there was a
great deal of patronage handed out by
the provinces. He vocated building
a highway across the country vor
motors, commercial and pleasure, and
for that it would have to be a better
road than those built by the provinces.

Turning to the government housing
scheme, Mr, Foster expressed a doubt
as to whether this was a good time
to embark upon an extensive program
of housebuilding. He drew the atten-
tion of the'house to the fact that con-
ditions at present were abnormal and
prices of material exceptionally high.
The principle of the housing scheme
was a good one and he believed the
Dominion government was doing
right in offering the money ,to the
provinces,

Mr. Foster advocated the continua-
tion of prohibition legislation under
the war measures act” for another
year when the matter should be sub-
mitted to the people for decision. He
supported the stand of the Ontario
government with regard to prohibi-
tion. He had, he said, seen so much
of the suffering caused by intemper-
ance that he was. prepared to support
temperance legislationh with all his
strength.

In regard to the Hocken charges, ne
thought they should "be investigated.

“In closihg, Mr, Foster referred to
the presence of three important mem-
bers of the government in the senate
~—Senator Lougheed, minister of sol-
diers’ civil re-establishment; Senator
Robertson, minister of labor, and Sen-
ator Blondin, postmaster-general. Mr.
Foster did not think it was a proper
thing that people holding such re-
sponsible positions should not be di-
rectly responsible to the people. Such
senators should be prepared to resign
their seats in the .senate, contest con-
stituencies and be directly responsible
to the people.

Rounding of M.S.A. Deserters.

Edmond Savard, of Chjcoytimi, de-
clared-that attempts mad® by the mili-
tary to round up supposed deserfers
the military service act had
proved in his constituency a fiasco.
The authorities had sent three hundred
soldiers with three machine guns and
two hundred horses and had only suc-
ceeded in finding'fifty defaulters, of
whom twenty had given themselves up
voluntarily, '

Hle cited the appointment of a post-
master in St. Gedeon as an instance
that influence is still being used. The
people of the locality Had sent a peti-
tion to the postmaster-general -asking
him to appoint a certain man to the
vacancy. Mr. Savard, who had pre-
sented the petition, was informed that
the appointment was in the hands of
the civil service commission. There
was a suggestion that the son of Mr.
Girard, formerly Conservative mem-
ber for Chicoutimi, should be appoint-
ed. A petition signed by the great
majority of the people in St. Gedeon
was then presented protesting against
Mr. Girard's appointment, In spite of
this Mr, Girard was appointed, and,
Mr, Savard added, the appointment was
not made by the civil service commis-
sion.

“I would like to knaw by reason of
what influence Mr. Girard was ap-
pointed?” Mr. Savard asked.

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| AUSTRALIA HAS THE

BEST BOXING RULES

Contestants Sign  Against
Faking and Weigh in Be-

fore Spectators. .

New York, March 12.—E, T, O'Sullivan,
the man who brought Les Darcy to this
country, has written a letter to Senator
Leonard W, Gibbs outlining the method
of conducting boxing in Australia. Some
of the suggestions may be of help to
those who are endeavoring to frame a
bill that will give general satisfaction,
while others may be useful when it comes
time to draw up a set of commission
rules,

Faking is rare in Australia, because
before each boxer enters the ring he is
to sign a written agreement
whereby he forfeits all claim to his share
of the purse in the event that the com-
mission decides that he has not boxed on
his merits,

That is an idea that might be adopted
with profit by the next boxing commis-
sion in this state. During the days of
the Frawley law there were several occa-
sions when the boxers were ordered out
of the ring, but they always were paia
in full, in order to avoid litigation in the
courts.

In the antipodes boxers are required to
weigh in at the ringside in full view of
the spectators, so that there can be no
mistake as to which class the contest.
ants rightfully belong. This was tried
i New York at one time. For one or
two big bouts at the Garden a small bath
scale was placed in the centre of the
ring, and the boxers were weighed just
before donning the gloves, However, the
scale was more or less of a joke affair,
and it was generally broken down, for
some reason or other best known to those
interested. The idea was a good one,
but, like so many other rules of the old
commission, it was not enforced,

The Australian rules require a cham-
pion to defend his title once every six
months, as is dome in England, There
has long been a demand in this country
for a similar rule, but the various box-
ing commissions have failefj to get to-
gether on the question, Naturally, all
must be in accord, as such a rule would
have little weight if enforced in only one

L or two states.

All timing is dome by &an Wutomatic
clock in Australia, This machine has
four faces and hangs abdve the ring,
where it can be seen from all-parts, of
the arena. When the bout starts a but-
ton is touched, setting the clock into ac-
tion, and from then on every three min-
utes it strikes a big bell, After an in-
terval of a minute it rings for the be-
ginning of the next round,

When a knockdown occurs, another

button is touched, and a globe flashes|;
red every second until the fallen boxer|;

gets up or is counted out. There can be
no long or short counts, and every round
goes the full three minutes—no more, no
less. #
