“ Independently of this considera-
tion, however, it weuld in any case
be impossible for Her Majesty’'s Gov-
ernment to come to any immediate
decision on the matter, because, as
intimated in my despatch to the Earl
of Aberdeen of Nov. 21, 1895, Her
Magjesty’s Government have still to
consider the amouht of the subsidy
to be granted from the Imperial Ex-
chequer, and for that purpose they
require to be furnished with all par-
ticulars in possession of the Dominion
Government, including the form 'of
tender and copies of all tenders, and
of any communications in respect to
them which may have been recelved.

“With reference also to your inter-
view with Mr. Chamberlain on ‘the
9th inst, I am able to €tate that Mr.
Chamberlain learns that some changes
of an important character have been
made in the tender of Messre, Allan.
If that is the case, it is quitz possible
that questions will arise as to the ne-
cesgity of calling for fresh tenders, 80
that all parties may have a falr chance
of competing on the altered terme.

The committee deputed by the Technicnl

Scheol Board walted upon Hon. G, W.

Ross, the Minister of ‘Bduneation, at his
residence last evening. The result of thelr
iuterview was .a - which e ded
theiv fondest hopes.

The Minister told them that if they
could get the civie authorities to provide
o bulldivg he would have his- colleagucs
provide for its sustenance, -

Dr. J. 0. Orr, who had been elected one
of the spokesmen of the deputation, did
not appear. The talking, therefore, feil
to the lot of Mr. O'Donoghue, who did his
part nobly. Trustees March, Polson,
Glockling and Wickens and Mr. o G
Horwood, Secretary of the Board, com-
‘pceed the body of petitioners.

A STRONG CASE.

Mr. D. J, O’'Donoghue related to the Min-
ister the circumstances leading up to their
being instructed to Interview glm. He
steted that the success which the Toron-
to Technical School had attained of late
had been such that the present accommo-
dation was by no means sufficient’ for the
ever-ncreasing attendance. He thought it
the part of the BEducation Department to
all In giving a good technical education
to the youth of the Province. The very
fact of the present school’s phenomenal
growth was sufficlent indication that Gov-
errment assistance was needed and wonld
not fail to be appreciated by the people.
He concluded by asking that the board be
granted substantial ald by the Govern-
ment in the erection of a more spacious
bullding, that an annnal Government grant
be given to assist In condycting the school
and that the school be subject to Govern.
ment inspection. In short, the spokesman
requested that the Toronto echnical
School be recognized as a Government in-
stitution.

THR MINISTER'S REPLY,

Mr. Ross, In reply, acknowledged that
the school had been wonderfully success-
ful, and sald he was glad to see it so, The
Government, however, had got so much in-
to the way of helping institutions of this
kind that it would be gratifying to thewm
to see the mumicipal suthorities do some-
thing towards aiding them. The latter
bodies could, heé sald, do as Is done in Epg-
land: give them 1m:§)e annual grants, The
Government gave $50,000 annually for pub-
lie libraries and there was no reason why
the board should not share it as well, If
the city would bulld the school he would
like to help them. He approved of a tech-
nical education. He said he did not want

Though not a  national sover-
eignty like the United States, and there-
fore probably inferior to it in that respect,

bistory, its fundamental law and consti-
tution, its economic system, its social in-
stitutions and the raclal characteristics
of 'its people are worthy of the close study,

MILESTONES OF PROGRESS.

As we look back for the 133 years t
have passed since the concession of., (ﬂﬁt
ada t(} England, we can see that the po-
titical *development of the Provinces now
constituting the Dominion is owing to the
p: ssage of certain measures and the ack-
ncwledgment of certain fﬂnclples which
astand out as so many political milestones
in the path of national progress. Briefly
-summed up, these measures and principles
:ﬂrgl;s follows: The establishment, at an
prin¢iple of religions toleration, which re-
iteved Roman Catholics of disabilities
which long afterwards existed in Great
Britain. The establishment of trial by
jury and the right of every subject to the
protection of the writ of habeas corpus. The
guarantee given to the French-Canadians
for the preservation of their eivil law
and language. The adoption of one system
of criminal law in French and in Erglisa
(! The establisl t of represenix-
tive institutions in every Province of Can-
ada. The independence of the judiciary and
its complete isolation from pelitical” con-
fliet. ull Previncial econtrol over all lo-
cal revenues and expenditures. The initia-
tion of money grants in "the people’s
Hotse, The right of Canadian Legislatures
t» manage their purely local affairs witn.
out any interference on the part of Eng-
lish officials in the parent state. The es-
toblishment of municipal Institutions and
the consequent increase of public spirit
in all the local divisions, The abolition of
the seigniorial tenure and the removal of
feudal restrictions antagonistic to the con-
ditions of settlement in a new country.
The adoption of the English principle of
responsibility to the Legislature, under
which-a Ministry can only retain office
while_they have the confidence of the peo-
pe’s representatives. .

THE @OVERNING FORCES.

At the present time the” Dominion of
Csnada may be comsidered subject to the
following authorities: The Queen, a3 the
head of the Executive authority; the Im-
perial Parliament; the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council, as_the. court of last
resort-for the whole Empire; the Gov-
errment of the Dominion, consisting of a
Governor-General, a Privy Council and a
Pgrliament; the Governments of the Pro-
vinees, consisting of a Lieutenant-Governor,
an Executive Council and a Legishture,
of one House in all the Provinces, except
two, where it is bi-cameral; the courts of
law. which ean ajudicate on all questions
depending on the constraction of the writ-
ten constitution.

In all essential features necessary for
the administration of public affairs, the
Government of Canada Is conducted om
the well-understood principles. of that re-
markable system of charters, statutes, con-
ventions and usages to which the “general
name of the British comstitution is given.

That most distinguished student of con-
stitutions from the historical . point of
view, Prof. Freeman, has very truly said,
in a review of the constitution of the Dv-
minion. that “Canada, very far from pure-
ly English in blood or speech, is pre-emin-
ently English in the development of its po-
litical institutions.” The language and law
and religion. of Rome still remain in al
their old influence in the French Province,
but it is, after all, the political constitu-
tion which derives its strength from Eng-
lish principles that has made this section
of Canada a free and self-governing coum-
munity.

ENGLISH CHARACTER.

When we review the political and ju-
dicial system.of the Dominion, we can sce
tkat there are certain broad principles
which, above all others, illustrate in thelr
practical operation the “pre-eminently Eng-
Jish” character of our institutions, and
which may be briefly summarised as fol-
lows: The supremacy of the law, the in-

ence of the judges, the controlling power
of the Commons Houses, the principle of
Ministerial responsibility, the permanpent
tenure of the public service.

AN EXAMPLE FOR ENGLAND.

The municipal system of Canada, especi-
ally that of the premier Province of On-
trrio, has been even In certain essential
respects an example for imitation to the
parent state.

No country in the world affords more
material for thought to the political stu-
dent than Canada, possessing, as she does,
two distinet nationalities, descended from
the two great peoples who have been, for
centuries, engaged in the work of clvillza-
.tion on principles which show, in the one
case, the impress of the Roman and in
the other the influence of the Teuton.

WORKING IN HARMONY.

Without indulging in speculation on the
probability of the assimilation of the two
nationalities of Canada—an assimilation
certainly desirable in the development of
a nation, although by no means a condi-
tion essential to national greatness—we can
gsee that, after all things are impartially
considered, it is to the English principles
of local self-government that the Frencn-
Ganadian owes the privileges he has so
leng enjoved in abgolute security, and it is
to English Institutions that his Province
must continue to owe Iits prosperity and
happiness as an integral part of the Do»-
minion. The French-Canadlan has worked
in harmony with the English-Canadian to
build up a .nation of those principles of
Fnelish constitutional government which,
when applied in connection with a federal
gy stem. seem admirably adanted to give
strength and vitality to a people.. Under
no other system of government would it
bé: possible to harmonize the antagonistic
efements. of race. religion and language
which exist in Canada.

AVOID QUICKSANDS.

In coneclusion, Dr. Bourinot said that
Conadfans have much to look forward to
in this conntry if they are wise and pru-
dent’ in profiting by the best experience of
other peoples. and in avolding: the quick-
sands Into which indiscreet politicians and
d¢ ngerons theorists may ever and anon en-
deavor ‘to push Canada. In the remark-
able Presidential election which has just
heppily ended in the United States, we
see Fhe perilous tendencies of demagogism
in a _country of universal franchise, elect-
ive officials and pure demoeracy. The spirit
of the Demos is dangerous In the extreme
when it is not surrounded by the checks
and guards which restrain its power and
lead 1t in the direction of sound. stable
and strong government. It was not simply
the guestion of bi-metallism that was at
issve during the elections: the nermanency
of the existing constitution. the stability
and freedom of the courts. the public
eredit. the nower of the Government to
put down and punish anarchy. the main-
tenanee of princinles Indissolubly connect-
ed with the seeurity of the Union were at
stake.

beside the question. The trouble is that
Canon DuMoulin should ever have ‘claimed
that $1250 by such a fluke resignation and
that Bishop Sweatman should ever have
accepted it. From Bishop DuMoulin’s coa-
secrntion on 24th June, he has been re-
ceiving whatever income the former Bishop
of Niagara was content and satisfied with,
but along with that he must get a concur-
rent income of $1250 from the rectory of
St. James’, a parish in another diocese.
He has been pretty well paid, without this
wrongfully claimed $1250. Since he c¢ame
here from Montreal, fourteen years ago, he
has received in clean-cut hard cash %70,000,
and has no right to-clalm two salaries for
one and the same time—one as Bishop of
Niagara from the Diocese of Nlagara, the
other as rector of St. James’, Toronto,
when he was no longer rector, and when
the interregnum duty of the parish was
being performed by Rev. . J. Boulden’
and the Rev. Dr. Mockridge and paid for
by the congregation.

Unp dented D d in European Coun-

tries for War Material

The New York Jourmal gays the
consumption of copper in the United
States in 1896 has shown an actual
decrease, due to the general depres-
sion of business and reluctance to
enter into new ent The ab-
soption of the largely increased sup-
ply and the cnsequent maintenance
of prices have been entirely due to
demands from Kurope, which have
this year reached extraordinary di-
mensions, and has in fact taken an
unprecedented quantity of the meotal.
This is partly due to the rapid ex-
tension of electrical work; partly to
the activity of the Government ar-
senals and private manufacture of
war material, and partly to the quan-
tity of new shipbuilding work. The
demand has come at a time when it
was very serviceable to United Btates
copper producers. Sheould business re-
vive they may have some temporary
difficulty in meeting the demand, if
that from Europe should also con-
tinue, and there seems no present pro-
baldlity of its cessation. Copper is
really, king of the metal market just
now.

Mr, Willis Chipman, C.E., reports the
Humber watershed area to be 327
square miles.

Mr. Chipman makes two reports. The
first contains general  statistics’ and
data that give a key to all of the
watersheds of this part of the pro-
vince. No more useful, complete or
reliable figures could be compiled.

The first and largest of these reports
deals most minutely and exhaustively
with the watershed of the Humber
valley. It also gives general statistics
and data applicable to all our other
local watersheds. The second one deals
with the power that can be developed
from the Lambton reservoir, compris-
ing section one of the company’s work.
From those reports it will be seen that
4300 horse power can be procured from
section one alone, without any reser-
voirs above it.

Upon the completion of the second
section 9600 horse power would be devel-
oped at the first dam--below Lambton
—and, over 2400 horse. power at the
second dam—ahove Weston—or a total
of 12,000 horse power for the two sec-
tions.

The doubling of the power of the
first section would result from the ad-
ded reservoir capacity of the second

section. On the same principle the
power of the first and subsequent sec-
tions would be indefinitely augmented
by the diversicn of other waters and
increased storage capacity.

The upper sections of the Humber
will cost less and less in proportion as
the work is completed from the south,
the lapd for eservoirs and right of way
being much cheager,and the dams can
be more cheaply constructed.

The Aqueauct Company is more
favored by nature, as it is by no means
necessary that the whole of the work
contemplated by the Company should
be completed before a revenue can be
derived, nor does the success of the
undertaking - depend at all upon the
ultimate completion of the whole work.

The labor
market was never in a mere congested
condition; the financial centres ©f the
world were never so glutted with vast
sums of money seeking investment at
low rates of interest upon just such
securities as the Company have to
offer.
The agitation of the silver question,that
lately assumed such alarming propor-
tions in the United States, is causing
the withdrawel from that country
of British and other foreign capital,
which will be added to the idle mil-
lions that already glut the financial
centres of the old world.

BRITAIN AND EGYPT.

Loundon Papers Say the Deciston Against
the Government vas Absurd - May
a Mean Annexation.

London, Dec. 2.—The Daily Standard,
commenting on the Gecision rendered
at Alexandria to-day in é famous
case of the Egyptian debt commission
and the Government, will gay to-mor-
row that the absurd decision will not
have the faintest effect ipon the Egyp-
tian policy of the British Government.’
“‘Should Great Britain be asked to pay
the amount to satisfy the judgment,”
The Standard will add, “her position
in Egypt will be greéatly strengthened,
and her sojourn there prolonged. If
the matter be arranged in any other
manner the political manoeuvres in-
volved in the decision ill be baffled.
Egypt is the only pertion of the Turk-
{sh Empire for which humanity need
not blush, and it is a prime against
sivilization to ask Great Britain to
evacuate the country, but she would
commit a greater crime  if she would
consent to withdraw.”

THE LIBERAL SIDE.

The Daily» News to-morrow will print
a despatch from Cairo saying it is
generally hoped' and believed there
that the British Government will ad-
vance the money necessary to satisfy
the judgment of the Court of Appeal
at Alexandria to-day, according to
which the Egyptian Government must
pay the £500,000 taken from the Egyp-
tian reserve for the purposes of the
Soudan expedition and the costs of the
appeal, and also that
will advance whatever funds are re-
quired for the re-conquest of the Sou-
dan and for the holding of the Don-
gola provinece in security. The Anglo-
phobe press, the despatch says, la-
menis the decision of the Court.of Ap-
peal, declaring that it will prolong in-
definitely the British occupation of
Tgypt and may lead to that coun-
try’s annexation to Great Britain.

himself glories in the fact that he wonld
not don a suit worth less than - $00—the
other guests eye him curiously, The more
skeptical covertly smile, and assert that he
is a king of fakirs, while people of {elt.c
extraction and others who secretly, helleve
!in the supernatural, regard him  with
| something of awe In their gaze. No doubt
some of them would not surprised Iif
he were to suddenly produce llemln’s
Lamp from his pocket and repeat a wonder
or two from the Arablan Nights.

CERTAINLY A WONDER.

Whatever the man is—and that will be
dealt with below—he has certainly created
a great sensation In the world. ' Wherever
he has traveled, up and down, and across
the earth, he has attracted marked atten-
tion. The greatest newspapers of English
speaking countries have devoted eolumn af-
ter column to his deings, and many re-
sponsible journals have gone so far as to
commit themselves in leading editorials in
support of his claims, He carries with
him eulogistic letters of endorsation from
the Khedive of Egypt, the Mayor of Chi-
eago and other prominent persons.

When Mr. Leonard first reached the city,
the police were inelined to forbld the prac.
tice of his vocation, but he seems to have
ccnvinced Inspector Archabold and Crewn 4

Belng somewhat of a skeptic, I must ac-
knowledge that when I called upon the
rofessor at the Queen's yesterday, 1 was
repared to meet a fakir of the first water,
ut before I had been with him half an
hour I was forced to admit thet he pos-
sesyes at an{ rate some of the marvelous
ers to which he lays claim. Two things
was soon convinced of, viz.: That, in the
first place, he is an expert mind-reader, and
that in the , he.is an astute phy-
siognomist and a remarkable judge of char-
acter. He is the former undoubtedly by
birth, and the latter by long practice.

He can also, in a general way, fathom s
man’'s past, buf this power he probably
posscsses as a sort of “corellary’” or outs
come of his other attributes already men-
tioned. He is doubtless alded in coming
to his conclusions in this direction by his
ability to estimate a client's character and
to put two and two together,

IS HE A BSEER?

Now, as to his fourth pretension that he
is a seer, that is to say, that he can fore-
tell the future, I will not pronounce. To
‘my mind the idea that any man can look
down into the avenues of the years to come
and say what is golng to take place there-
in, is Incomprehensible. I may, however,
say that even upon this point Jeading Am-
erican journals support the magician’s
claims, in leading editorials., The Chicago
Chronicle on t.

1888, eight years ago, Prof. Leonard pre-
dicted the return of Major MeKinley to the
presidency in 1806, giving a table of States
and the majoritles in each. The Chronicle
continues: “McKinley’s opponent in the
great contest to ecome was deseribed as a
voung Weosrern man, not then publicly
known. The prediction at that time was
little heeded, but It has proved correct,
even to the state majoritles.”

I read this editorial myself and also perus-
ed an article in a Detroit daily, stating that
elght years prior to the electton of Michi-
gan's present governor, Pingree, to the
Mayor's chair in Detrolt, that event was

HE I8 IN PARLOR “B.”

When I entered “Parlor B,” at the
Queen’s with the professor, he was smok-
ing a cholce Havana—by the way, he tells
his visitors that, like the Prince of Wales,
he uses only special brands, manufactured
to sult his own sybaritic taste. Asking me
to be seated, he took a chair facing me,
and forthwith proceeded to demonstrate his
wonderful powers. His modus operandi is
to have you coneentrate your mind upon
the tople regarding which you seek infor-
mation, and without your saying a word to
interpret’ yonr thoughts, and reply to your
mental queries,

In compliance with his request 1 set my
mental apparatus—such as have got—to
work, and the show commenced, As for
him, he sat with a buge pad of white pa-
per before him, upon which, with a lead
pencil he, in the intervals between his re-
marks, rapldly scribbled. The mental ef-
fort which the reading of my mind—tor
read iy mind he certainly did—cost him
waus evidently considerable, for he geemed
all the time to be laboring under a severe
menta2l and even a physical strain,
