IN MICHIPICOIEN,

The Ex-Mintsier of Militia Makes Personal
Investigation and Finds the District
Sarprisingly Rich fm Gold.

The Hon. Col. Tisdale, president of the
Diamond Jubilee Mineral Development
Company, returned to town yesterday from
a 10-days’ sojourn in the Michipicoten dis-
trict. It was the good fortune of a repre-
sentative of The World to run across the
Colonel and to find him ready to talk. He
said that he found the entire position
changed. At the beginning of the season
there was a rush of the inexperienced for-
tune hunter; now all those that were there
were bent upon business and were actively
prospecting. The crowd expected to find
gold growing on the linibs of the trees, but
the miner knew that the earth only yield-
ed up its riches to those who work, and
that Michipicoten showed signs of doing
to an abundant extent. To judge by the
indications on the surface and the appear-
ance of the veins the district was surpris-
ingly rich., There was every promise of
gold being produced in plentifully paying
quantities if the operators would go down
a sufficient distance.

There was little placer mining, but there
was an abundance of quartz. He expect-
ed a tremendous influx of people in the
spring; in fact, there were already indica-
tions of a big invasion. He had not been
to the Klondike, but if it was richer in
the yellow metal than Michipicoten appear-
ed to be it must be rich indeed, Many
claims had been taken up, and the Colonel
found that the mining regulations were
at least conducive to a multiplicity of
ownership.

To
the north and the west of Lake Wa Wa
there was believed to be precious minerals
beyond present conception. Prospectors
had gone over the northern district to some
extent and had been well rewarded.

Colonel Tisdale, who, like all men who
have made any personal investigation "of
our mineral resources, is beside himself
with enthusiasm, did not hesitate to say
that ,as soon as the reports of the survey-
ors and prospectors now in Michipicoten
got abroad. there would be plenty of capi-
tal forthcoming for development.

(‘.’llll( Carrie and E. T. Taylor of Torento,
With Others, iave Staked Onta City at
the Mouth of Michipicoten River.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich., Nov, 4—The
l{xrgest and most enthusiastic erowd of
prospectors that has ever returned at
ote time from the MMichipicoten regior
since the discovery of gold there arrived
down Tuesday on the Telegram, About
20 of the party were from the Canadian

TENN YSON*S HARD LUCK.

Of the many radical changes, social, po-
ltical and otherwise, which Mdward Bell-
amy has predicted in his book, “‘Equality,”
to take place within the next hundred
years, none s more striking than that of
the position of women, and their conse-
quent attitude towards personal adornment.
In the matter of jewelry, he declares that
it will be an unknown and unheard of
thing; that all ornaments with which our
women decorate their arms’ and necks and
1 fingers will have passed into the keeping
of museums and curlosity shops.

“Speaking broadly,” says thedoctor to
Julian West, “I suppose the main and suf-
flcient reason why gold and silver and prec-
fous stones have ceased to be prized as
ornaments, is that they entirely lost their
commerclal value when the nation organized
wealth distribution on the bagis of the iu-
defeasible economic equality of all citizens.

As he was slowly recovering, Sir
Robert Peel was induced to give him a
Crown Pension of £200 a year, and It 13
hardl{ too much to say that It is to tins
intelligent act of royal favor that we owe
the existence of a great body of incom-
parable poetry, It certamly is very curl-
ous, and will startle the majority of Lord
Tennyson’s readers to discover, that, in
the very meridian of his career, the poet
was reduced to utter penury, to the. level
of the Otways and Chattertous of harrow-
ing narative. Never was a pension more
patriotically given, or more exactly in the
nick of time. In the very month when it
was granted, Tennyson wrote: “I nave
gone thro' a vast deal of suffering, and, I
begin to feel an old man.” He had now a
primrose .path stretching before him, and
nearly 50 years more of life to enjoy It in.

Certainly the tone of the sport would
be raised greatly by the formation of such
a league. The manner in which city
teams shift and amalgamate shows that
their members are playing not for the pure
love of the game, but simply for personal
glory. Their supreme desire is to get a
winning team, and to reach that end they
press into service men who, although not
really professional; are of the kind likely to
become professional at the slightest oppor-
tunity.

The immediate result of the formation of
the college union would be to stamp out
all professionalism in Rugby. The col-
leges have always been the real home of
clean football, and the sport would be
kept clean and above all reproach if it
were made essentially a college and 4 gen-
tlemen's game.

It may be said further. that the stand
taken lately by the authorities of some
of the colleges renders it imperative that
some such plan be adopted immediately.
Quite rightly the professors object to men
of questionable reputation playing on &
team which bears the University's name,
and the students appreceiate the efforts of
the authorities to foster a true gportsman-
like spirit. Whenever the college teams
have been offenders in this regard, they
have been well-nigh = forced to enlist out-
siders in self-defence.

While student players have some great
and manifest advantages, théy are, with-
out doubt, surrounded with many difficul-
ties which make it unfair to match them
against city team.

? A RAILWAY COMMISSION.

It is reported that it is the intention
of the Dominion Government to intro-
du:ce a bill for the appointment of a
railway commission. The advantage to
be gained by such an appointment will
largely depend upon the character of
the commissioners, and the powers with
which they are imvested. Parliament
will be greatly assisted in the discussion
of this question by the experience und
operation of the Inter-State Railway
Commission of the United States. One
of the greatest difficulties encountered
by that commission has arisen from the
mt diversity of railway legislation in
different states. Canada will have no
such difficulty to contend with,

The main object of a commission must

be to give justice to the railroads, and
at t!:e same time equitable and libernl
service to the people. Every form of
discrimination muset be prohibited. All
d(:'gislmﬁan and rulings of the commis-
sion must be such as will promote safe-
ty, equality and stability. All rates for
q')asvseuger and freight service must be
Just and reasomable. To ascertain this
the commissioners must determine for
themselves what is ithe actual value of
any railroad under consideration, not
th what it cost to build, but at what
it could now be constructed for cash.
Rates sufficient to pay woperating ex-
penses and a reasonable dividend upon
cost would be just and reasonable rates.
Umi‘o.rmity of rates cannot be expected.
A milway company must endeavor to
earn in the aggregate a sufficient in-
come to cover cost of operating and
gujr dividend on investment. Its operat-
ing expenses do not increase in the
same proportion as its trafic may in-
crease, because a large proportion of
these expenses must be incurred, whether
the business is larger or smaller. Part
of its traffic may beur a much higher
rate than others. As one of the Inter-
| State Commissioners put it, two dollars
o ton for hauling coal may be a just
and reasonable rate, while fifteen dollars
per ton for dry goods may also be just
and reasonable. One of the most im-
portant duties of a railway commission
will be to arrive at a proper distribution
among the different classes of traffic.
i Nearly every state in the Union has
imposed differing duties mpon its com-
missioners, Generally these duties are:
To inspect all the roads at least once in
each year, and to order repairs of tracks
and bridges where the duty has peen
neglected by theé railway company; to
see that commodious buildings and other
conveniences are supplied at all stations;
to hear and decide all complaints as to
overcharges, inequalities in rates, ia-
sufficient supply of cars, etc. Some of
the states provide by statute against
discrimination or rebates. Iowa legis-
lates: “If any common carrier shall, di-
rectly or indirectly, by any special rate,
drawback, or other device, charge, de-
mand, collect or receive from any per-
sSon Or persons a greater or less compen-
sation for any service rendered in the
1rcmns'p(rx'tation of property than it
charges, demands, collects or receives
from another for like service, such com-
mon carrier shall bé deemed guilty of
unjust discrimination, which is prohibit-
ed and declared unlawful.”

Legal questions will, no
doubt, arise, and it may be necessary
or expedient that a barrister of high
standing should be appointed as a spe-
cial judge for railway questions, to
whom the commissioners may apply for
advice and direction, and before whom
all disputes of a legal character shall
be tried and by him decided.

WHY MOVE THE CAVALRY CORPS?

If the Ministers who live in Torontn,
viz.: Sir Oliver Mowat and Mz, Mu-
Jock, and the M. P.’s who support the
Government, do not bestir themselves
the corps of dragoons stationed at Stan-
ley Barracks, in this city, will be moved
to the town of St. Johm's, in Quebec.
Why the squadron should leave Toronto
we do not quite see, There are more
volunteer cavilry corps in Ontario (with
Toronto as a’ military centre) than n
all the other provinces, and, that being
the case, it is highly important that a
cavalry school should be maintained
here.

1‘he girl is one of a family of seven
children, boys and girls. The, younger
children, playing in the street, learned
to talk English rapidly. Jda remained
indoors and kept herself busy about the
house. Her mother and father both un-
derstood and conversed in the English
language. The result was that the eld-
est daughter found herself isolated from
the family. Her brothers and sisters,
and mother and father as well, teased
h'er about her inability to learn o speak
like the rest of the family, and uhe
younger ones were accustomed to gather
around her and tease her until she be-
came frantic with rage.

This pleased the children. The
fortunate young woman became morose
and finally she had a fit. Then she had
severdl fits at short intervals. These
fits became so frequent that a doctor
was called in, and he prescribed a
medicine which relieved her. The child-
ren kept up the teasing, howewer. Ifor
days at a time ‘the young woman refus-
ed to talk to anybody in the house and
went about muttering to herself.

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES.

Consumptién is the Mest Death Dealing
Malady ef All-Where Whooping
Cough Was Fatal.

Dr. P. H. Bryce, secretary of the
Provincial Board of Health, has receivs
ed the October returns as to contagious
diseases from a majority of the muni-
cialities in Ontario. As wusual, during
the month the deaths from tuberculosis
were almost twice as numerous as the
deaths from all other diseases combined,
As far as the incamplete returns sho'y,
dread consumption”caused 37 deaths in
this city alone, and 48 in the rest of
the province, while the deaths from aa
other causes throughout Ontario were

An incident of the returns is the re
port of a fatal outbreak of whooping
cough in Clarence Township, Russell
County. The epidemic has caused four
deaths in that munieipal division, and
is still raging there. Whooping cough

Strenuouns Efforts Made by the Government

Authorities to Stamp Out This
Disease Among Fruit Trees.

When the dread San Jose seale was dis-
covered In this Province the Ontario De-
partment of Agriculture Instituted a search-
ing enquiry with a view to stamping out
the destructive discase.

It was ascertained that the pest was In-

troduced by means of young trees import-
ed from infected New Jersey nurserles.
Then the department set about finding out
where all the stock thus brought in had
been taken, and this proved a heavy task.
The trees had been scattered over a con-
siderable portion of the western part of the
Province. The authorities proceeded along
gystematic lines. First, they found out
how many trees were imported; next,
among what centres of distribution these
had been divided, and lastly, upon what,
tarms they had been planted. 'This task
was rendered more difficult by the fact that
in many cases a fruit grower in one section
would buy for himself and one or two
neighbors besides. The necessary informa-
tion has now Dbeen collected, and a deter-
mined effort will be made to stamp out
the nuisance. Hon. John Dryden has 11/
ready instructed Mr. W. M. Orr of Fruit-
land to make a personal inspection in each
case, with a view to having all affected
trees destroyed. Mr. Orr ‘has also re-
ceived authority to inspect any nurseries
where the proprietors ask him to do so.

‘“The New Book of Praise.”
Editor World: Having seen sundry com-
munications about the new Book of Praise,
I was led to examine it somewhat closely,

and, while very much pieased with the
large and excellent selection of hymns, I
feltygomewhat grieved about the selevtions
fro he Psalms. The selections reveal to
me principles which, if sanctioned by the
church, are fraught with harm, and it will
be best to illustrate these primeédples. by

The third Psalm is eatirely omitted and
there seems no reason for it unless it be
that the Psalmist refers to his ‘‘foes” in
the first and seventh verses.

The sixth Psalm is also left out. Is
there no place in the church for the ex-
perience depicted in the sixth Psalm? It
would seem that the committee think there
is not. At any rate they cannot be accus-
ed of fostering it. They may bé fostering
what is mot nearly so precious in the sight
of God. Perhaps the reference to the work-
ers of iniquity may have had something
to do with the rejection of this preclous
Bsalm. A like fate, and probably for like
reasons, has befallen the seventh. Can it
really be possible that.the committee is of

opinion tnat the seventh 'Psalm can no
longer express Christian sentiments? The
systematic exclusion, so far as my examin-
ation has extended, of these Psalms, or of
such portions of Psalms as bear upon the
wrath and judgments of God, can only tend
to subvert our doctrines, emasculate our
Christianity, and weaken the motives to
which we ought to appeal in preaching the
(Gospel to siuners. The ninth Psalm is
eliminated for apparently like reasons, and
with it the tenth, eleventh, twelfth,
thirteenth and fourteenth. No reeason can
be given—at least no adequate reason—for
this wholesale rejection except that these
are ‘‘cursing Psalms.” -But is such a rea-
son adequate as applied to these, or to any
Psalm? ,Has the church empowered the
committee to act upon this superficial view
of the Psalms?

The opening verses of the sixteenth
Psalm are left out, and so the contrast
which made the inheritance of the Psalmist
all the more ‘‘pleasant’ is lost. This re-

| lentless process is applied to the seven-

teenth Psalm, and to my astonishment the
whole of the glorious eighteenth Psalm is
dropped, while the nineteenth, which any
deist might sing, is all included. There is
room for ‘The heavens declare the glory
of God’--but no room for ‘‘God liveth,
blessed be my Roc{: the God of my health
be praised.”’” I leate to the Christian con-
scliousness to decide which of these comes
nearer home. Still more strange is the
treatment meted out to the twenty-second
Psalm. That P’'salm is usually supposed to
be Messianic; but then that may be only
an old neotion. Seeing, however, that our
church still regards it as Messianic, was it
desirable to leave out the parts which re-
ferred most distinetly to the sufferings of
the Redeemer? Coming to the twenty-fifth
Psalm, the verses referring to the Ysalm-
ist's foes are discarded, and so are the
verses containing “‘sinners’” and ‘“‘mischiev-
ous plots’’ in Psalm 26, as also ‘‘foes’” in

| vv. 11-12 of the twenty-seventh. The same

bias is shown in the selection’ from the
twenty-eighth Psalm.* The twenty-ninth is
retained in toto, but the thirtieth and
thirty-first Psalms, having the peculiar fla-
vor of grace, conviction of sin, contrition
of heart, longing for mercy, trust in God,
resignation to His will—have been relent-
lessly passed over. We have selections, all
too small, it is true, from the thirty-second,
thirdty-third and thirty-fourth Psalms. We
might by this time anticipate the rejeetion
of the thirty-fifth Psalm.in accordance with
the modus operandi of which we have
reasop to suspect/the committee until the
reverge Is very clearly and adequately prov-
ed. Does the committee really adopt the
canon that tHere is nothing in the thirty-
fifth and similar Psalms but private spite
and revenge? If not, why give color to the
suspicion by a thoroughgoing rejection of
such Psalms, and such parts ot P’salms as
refer to the enemies of God and His peo-
ple, and to the vengeance which shall over-
take them? Might not the people of God in
Armenia sing such Psalms. May we
not sing them even now of our spirit-
ual foes? Selections are made from the
thirty-sixth and thirty-seventh Psalms in
harmony with the subjective canon of the
committee, and the thirty-eighth, as breath-
ing a deep spirit of conviction of sin, could
not of course be retained. So saintly have
we all become!

The fortieth Psalm is still regarded as
Messianic, and at any rate it is quite as
appropriate with reference to the sufferings
of Christ as many hymns, and yet that part
of it which speaks of the Psalmist as sur
rounded by ills and which declares God's
judgment upqn his persecutors, is left out.
It might not be inconsistent even in Him
who prayed for his enemies to declare the
judgment of God upon them. Surely pri-
vate feelings and public justice are separ-
ate in thought and in faect, and if so this
wholesale riddling of the Psalms is neither
prudence nor piety.

The forty-first Psalm succumbed and
whatever was like it in spirit in the forty
second. And this is the committee that, in
my hearing, throvgh its principal speaker,
waxed indignant at the very idea that the)
were ‘‘riddling”’ the Psalms! The committe«
acted consistently in leaving out Psalms
49 and most of 50, also the fifty-second tc
the fifty-sixth inclusive. These, of course
gave evidence of malice, private revenge
or anthropomorphic views of God. So the)
had to go by the board or are relegated to

the obscurity of a late and less popular
edition of the Book of Praise. " Time would
fail to notice how consistent and with what
minute particularity the Book of Psalms
has been exnunged’. In the fifty-seventh
Psalin the Psalmist speaks of himself as
dwelling among *‘fierce lions.” '~ As we are
dwelling among, lambs now-a-days it would
not do Lo retain this. I'ne same treatment
has been accorded to Psalms 58, 59 and 60,
and to the offensive passages of the siXty-
second and sixty-third I’saims,  The sixty-
fifth Psalm, in which a deist could join
with us, is included, but the part of the
sixty-sixth referring to the profound experi-
ence of God’s people is at once rejected.
There is no place in the new book for *‘Let
(iod arise and scattered let all his enemies
he.” In its place we have a version desti-
tute of its beauty and force and power to
thrill the souls of men. We might be sure
that the sixty-ninth Psalm, also thought
Messianic, would not be retained in the
new book. - We have gone far enough to
see the trend of things. Underlying the
Psalm selections are the principles:

1. That all passages denouncing judg-
ments against the enemies of God and of
His people—all passages that speak strongly
of the wrath and vengeance of God upon
evil-doers—and all acquiescence or complac-
ency in the rl%hteous judgments of God on
the part of his people, are untit for the
g{o‘rsmp of God.
£2.-Along with this, and perhaps akin to
ft, Is a studious avoidance of those pas
sages or Psalms which refer to the terrible
sufferings-of the Saviour or to His judicial
condemnation of their conduct who rejected
and perseeuted Himself.

8. Characteristic of the new book also is
an avoidance of the more profound and
hitherto spiritual experience of God’s people
in the past, as, for instance, in the ninth
and sixth-sixth and other Psalms. Those
who eliminate these and kindred ideas
from the Psalter will soon eliminate them
from their preaching, or more likely they
have done so already. It is time for the
church to look around. _Silence in these
matters is significant, and that of evil. ~ It
is to be hoped that there will be a full dis-
cussion of the whole matter at the next
There can be little doubt but
the primary purpose of this selection of
Psalms was to get rid of some of them al-
together, and at any rate that will be the
tendency in spite of the editions with the
whole Psalter—an edition delayed for some
time after the other was on sale, and never
likely to be very popuiar. In view of the
fact that there is a general feeling that
the committee has not dealt altogether fair-
ly or candidly by the churéh, it is to be
hoped that no resolution will be passed to
thank them that does not express regret
at the manner in which the Psalms have
been cut up.

comes, if it is ever to come, when the old
City Hall is deserted. Four more reputable
business men have been sounded and they
are undnimous in saying that the only sal-
vation for civic property around Kront and
Market-streets is the creation of a credit-
able ecity market.

Ald. Hallam's Views.

If anybody is interested in this subject it
is Ald. John Hallam. The alderman thinks
there is no question but that a market to
extend from King-street to the Esplanade
would be the best means of protecting city
property. He Delieves that the judicious
expenditure of $75,000 or $100,000 would
be sanctioned by the /citizens and would
tend to concentrate business in that quar-
ter again. But he despairs of ever bring.
ing the property valuation up to the mark
it reached during the boom even should
a market or anything else be erected to
encourage business. He agrees that the
citizens would benefit from the competition
which centralization would induce. 5

What Mr. Wellington Says.

Chatting with his host, Mr, W. E. Wel-
lington of Stone & Welllngton ‘was ap-
proacbed when Mr. James Lumbers was
called upon. Mr. Lumbers confessed to not
having thought the matter over, but Mr.
Wellington fell in with the idea of creating
a market and convinced his guest. Mr. Wel-
lington felt assured that the present -St.
Lawrence Market was not adequate. Tor-
onto was now a large city and compared
with those of other cities of equal size
its market was a poor miserable affair. A
decent market would permit of the estab-
lishment of cold storage facilities, a thin
which as President of the Fruit Growers
Association he had long believed neces-
sary. It would encourage outside fruit
growers from all over to ship produce here.
At present there was always a glut on the
market of fruit in season. This was never
conducive enough to good prices to en-
courage the shipment of fruit to Toronto.
If fruit could be preserved right in the
market fair prices could be obtained later
on in the season. He believed that if a
market building were put up it would cen-
tralize trade and the people would profit.

And Mr. Lumbers Agrees.

Trustee Roden fired the first shot at It,
saying that it would lead to lobbying and
wire-pulling by teachers, who would ask
for the higher positions in order to get
the higher salaries. He denled that the
alleged scheme of paying in accordance
with grades, instead of length of service
possessed any merit under the plan pro-

osed.

Then Trustee Douglas gave his view. He
said that under the new plan merit would
be recognized and remuneration based up-
on work done.' The sum of $25,000 or
$30,000 would be saved, but it would only
dffect those recelving the maximum salary.
It was a well-known fact that the highest
paid teachers have managed by degrees to
get the lowest grade of classes, because
the work is easy. Not half a dozen teach-
ers receiving the maximum sarary are
teaching top grades. The ‘“reading, ‘ritin’
an rithmetic” in the higher classes are not
equal to those in the lower, and the only
remedy is to compel teachers to work them-
selves up to the bigher grades by giving
them a stimulus in the shape of better
pay.

Abused the Report.

Trustee Baird abused the report and Mr.
Douglas, who, he said, was addicted to
fads, and should not be taken seriously.
Whon he had proposed to empcwer tie
inspectors to examine teachers in order to
find cut their capability, Trustee Douglas
who now posed as a champien of efficiency,
had opposed him. He was now trying to
reduce the salaries o people win were
doing good -work, -

Trustee Lee, who was ope of the framers
of the report, said that it was intended to
give the inspector power to move up the

tenchers according to efficiency, but some-
how, Mr. Douglas had forgotten to embody
it in the report. He was not In favor of
the report in its present snape. It would
result in lobbying by teachers.
Repudiated thoe Report.

Trustee Dr. Noble. then sprung a mine.
After stating that his name figured as one
of .the prometers of the report, he repu-
diated it in toto. Trustee Douglas had
changed the whole tling ana had abused
the confidence placed in him by the com-
mittee, who had left it In his hands. The
result of it would be that the teacher with
the most pull would get the pro-
motion and higher salary, Dr. Noble
then moved that the whole report be
referred back and procéeded to pill it tce
pieces. He talked of animal magnetism,
milk of human kindness, force of character,
?*Idows with large families and other mat-
ors.

Mr. Brown Says ‘“Threw it Out.”

Trustee C A R wn said the report
should not be referfed back, but thrown
out. Every year somebody proposed a
scheme like this just before election time,
and did a vast amount of harm by unsettl-
ing teachers. The cry of the day was to
raise the standard of teachers, and now
they were trying to make life a harder
problem for the teachers. He pointed out
that it also looked as if Mr. Douglas’ col-
leagues were trying to put all the blame
upon him.

Mr. Kent, another colleague, then statéd
that he did not agree with the report. The
teachers, however, were to blame, because
they had sent in a petition based on the
principle embodied in the report. Askea
to quote the petition he had to admit that
only one school had sent in such a petition.
He defended Trustee Douglas, who, he
said, was being made a seapegoat by other
members of the committee.

Mr Douglas Deesn’t Care.

Trustee Douglas said that he had no de-
sire to hear the report, and was quite wili-
ing to have it referred back. He said that
%he more the matter was ventilated the
better, and proceeded to defend himselt
from the charge of altering the report to
suit his own views. He also said Mr.
Baird was a wriggler and talked to the
gallery,

"This brought Mr. Baird to his feet with
the remark that Mr. Douglas was a seeker
after popularity, but who could not gauge
public opinion. He thought he was doing
a popular thing when he brought in the
crude, il-considered report. - He moved to
vote.down the report.

Dr. Spence, another colleague, said that
the committee had empowered Mr. Douglas
to bring in the report. Then he said that
teachers were not too highly paid at $636,
which was peculiar coming from the doctor
who was one of those who g&t up the re-

port.
Finally the clauses were referred back.
Other Matters,

The ILegislative Committee intended to
report against amalgamation of High School
and Public School Boards and against cum-
ulative voting in the election of trustees,
but the report was not presented.

Has Been “Doing

TOUPLIFT THE FALLEN ONES

Rev. Dr. McCaughan Gompares To-
ronto With the City of Belfast

And Says the Congested Parts of Teremto
Are Worse Than Those of the City
from Which He Came — He Has No
Great Sympathy With Legisiative
Attempts at Moral leform—l“.“. Sin-
ners Within Our Limits, Says One Man
—Oflicers Elceted.

Central Presbyterian Church was well
filled last night to hear the eighteenth an-
nual report of the Toronto City Mission. It
was the largest annual meeting that has
ever been held in the history of the mis-
sion, showing that the public are awaken-
ing to the good work being done by these
pioneer slum workers.

The president, Dr. W. B. Geikie, pre.
sided and beside him were Rev. Dr. Mec-

Tayish, Rev. W. J. McCaughan, Hon, S.
H. Blake, Robert Hall, Rev. Dr. Parker,
Rev. W. W. Weeks and Rev. T. B Hyde.
Dr. Gelkie said, never in the history of
the mission had there been such great diffi-
culty collecting the necessary finances,
th the amount was very small.

The report shows the work of the mis-
sion to be in a flourishing condition, though
more money and more help is needed. Mr.
Hall and Miss Green, the Bible woman,
have been busy among the poor and ne-
glected, visiting the sick and trying to
raise the fallen whenever and wherever
possible. The report makes the statement
that thre are 100,000 people in the city
who have reached the age of responsibility
and who have mot been brought face to
face with the Gospel. During the past
few years there has been a gradual in-
crease in the number who take no interest
in matters of religion. The financial
statement showed a very small balance on

The Work of Civilization.

Rev. W. J. McCaughan moved the adop-
tion of a resolution recognizing the value
of the work of the mission in putting the
way of life before the poor and degraded.
The church, he said, did not reach the
poor, because the poor would not come to
the church. Someone must go to them. 1t
the church members would take up the
work there would be no meed, of such an
organization, but  they would not do it
He had no sympathy with legislative at-
tempts at moral reform. It had been sald
that ecivilization would work out the re-
form of the fallen. It had done much good,
and it had done much harm. It had not.
made countries puge. The most civilized
countries were the most impure, Civiliza-
tion developed means of gratitying selfish-
ness. It had not helped, but often hindered
mission work. Restriction would not do the
work, for remove it and the people go back
to the old life. The regeneration must be
from within.

‘Mr. MeCaughan then made a statement
new to the people of Toronto. He said
the most congested parts of Toronto were
worse than the most congested parts of
Belfast, though Toronto was spread over
an area four times as large.

Christian Sefentfsts a Bad Lot.

Mr. Robert Hall seconded the resolution.
He referred to the home of the murderer
Huton. When he saw the old man after
the crime he wept bitterly and expressed
great sorrow that he had not listened to
the words Mr. Hall had previously spoken
to him. There were many homes in Tor-
onto worse than Huton’s and the wonder
was there were not more murders. He
wanted - the city divided into three sec-
tions with a missionary at the head of
each. He criticized very adversely the
work of Christlan scientists and theoso-
phists. The resolution was adopted.

Rev. W. W. Weeks, moving the adoption
of the resolution ,thanking all those who
had assisted in the work, and especially
the Bible and Tract societies, said he did
not believe in ornamental religion. The God
who bnilt the mountains would not care
much for fine church masonry: who had
pointed the sunset would not be charmed
painted the sunset windows, and who lis-
tened to the archangels sing would not be
delighted with the anthems of modern
choirs. Soul-saving should be the work of
the church as it was the work of the mis-

ion.
