—A first class political sensation has 
been caused by the resignation of Dan 
Goetzee, chairman of the Nationalist 
party, Kimberley, who is joining the 
South African party, under General 
Jan Christian Smuts, former prime 
minister of South Africa. This move 
of Goetzee has been taken on “the eve 
of the greatest political crisis South 
Africa has ever seen,” according to 
Goetzee’s own statement.

The former Kimberley chairman of 
the Nationalist party, the leader of 
which is General James Barry 
zog, the present prime minister, is 
strong for British connection. He 
states that the reason that he has re­
signed from the Nationalist party and 
has broken with Premier Hertzog is 
with a view to assist in preventing the 
disruption of the Union of South Afri­
ca and to help to create a better under­
standing between the English and 
Dutch races in his country.

At the Berlin University, where she 
got her Ph.

After she left the university she 
served on the editorial staffs of several 
magazines. From 1916 to 1926 she was 
director of the Social-Pedagogic Insti­
tute in Hamburg, and from 1910 to 
1919 Chairman of the National Union 
of German Women’s Organizations.

After the German revolution she 
was elected a delegate at Weimer, 
which drafted the German Constitu­
tion. Since 1920 she has been a deputy 
of the Reichstag as a member of the 
Democratic Party, and has also held 
her present office in the Ministry of 
Interior. »

Thomas Campbell was Mayor of the city. At the time these ordinances 
passed the city was only ten years old, its charter having been granted in 
1785.

The city at that time was composed 
of six wards, four in the city proper 
and two in Carleton. The city wards 
were Queens, Kings, Dukes and Sydney 
and the Carleton wards were Brooks 
and Guys. The city government 
sisted of the Mayor, recorder, aldermen 
and assistant aldermen.

These ordinances contain very strict 
regulations for the observance of the 
Sabbath Day. One of the interesting 
laws was that relating to swine. They 

not permitted to run at large in 
the streets in Kings and Queens wards 
but might roam the streets in the other 
wards of the city provided they 
“ringed.” Any person who found a hog 
on the street in the forbidden areas 
might take it for his own use or take 
it to the Alms House and receive for 
it two shillings and six pence.
