Naples, Dec. 27—Frederick Burling­

ham, an American, made a descent into 
-■the crater of Vesuvius on Tuesday and 
tells a sensational story, Mr. Burlingham 
said yesterday that he reached the ex­
treme bottom of the crater, a depth of 
1,212 feet, while the volcano was active 
at that depth. Professor Mercalli, direc­
tor of the Vesuvius observatory, had 
thought this impossible. He is amazed 
a* the proofs of his assertion submitted 
by the American.

Professor Maliadra, who made a de­
scent into the crater to a depth of 1,200 
feet, said 
was the most dangerous one ever at­
tempted. He surmised from Burling- 
ham’s story, that another part of the 
floor of the crater has collapsed owing 
to the increasing activity of the volcano- 
^ Mr. Burlingham said that three Itali­
ans—Sonnino, Formassino and Gaudino 
—aided him. They slept three nights on 
the top of the mountain, waiting for a 
propitious moment for the descent. This 
came on Dec. 21. Ropes were launched 
over the precipice and tfie descent begun 
On account of the unsteady wind mak­
ing the descent very difficult, Gaudino, 
remained on the edge of the second pre­
cipice to watch the ropes as the others 
descended.

“As ray companions kept talking of 
danger,” says Mr. Burlingham, “I volun­
teered to carry the cinematograph ma­
chine, weighing nearly thirty pounds, _ 
also had to carry the half plate camera.

is not a local issue, but exists all over 
the world. The imports of hides for 
eight months of this year, as compared 
with the same period in 1912, as reported 
by the V. S. government of statistics, 
show a decrease in hide and calf skfn „ 
importation of over 88,000,000 pounds, 
while the average price has advanced 
fourteen per cent.

“Statistics further show that there are 
in the U. S. alone, over eleven million 
more consumers of meat and wearers of 
shoes than we had in 1906, whereas, 
there are 10,000,000 fewer head of cat­
tle to yield beef and hides than in 1906.

“That the conditions in the leather 
market will result in considerable ad­
vances in the prices of shoes, especially 
tl-ose of the better grades, is apparently 
inevitable, and those of us who have 
up to the present been content to pay 
95.00 and 95.50 for our footwear, will 
now, no doubt, find it necessary to pay 
$6.000 and over, or be satisfied with a 
much inferior pair.

“Leading shoe retailers, when inter­
viewed, state that they are now pay­
ing from ten per cent to twenty per 
cent more to? shoes than a year ago, and 
it is a common opinion among them, 
that prices of shoes will advance during 
1M4, and in future years, until a better 
brlance is struck between the demand 
for leather and the supply of hides end 
skins.”

: sin, Chicago ; Hilma Carlion, 
ver, who went to Chicago with Dahl­
strom; gnd Martha Peterson, Rockford, 
Ills, who bore Dahlstrom three chil­
dren, and also Is said to have 
phnied him to this state, later returning 
to her home.

Dahlstrom established a colony of his 
believers at Granite Falls, Wash. Just as 
the authorities were about to arrest him 
he disappeared, and recently he was dis­
covered living on a farm at Mountain- 
view with two sisters, Edna and Hilda 
England, whose parents live near Moun- 
tainview. One of the England girls will 
be the chief witness against him at his 
trial in Tacoma.

The government is gaining informa­
tion concerning his .numerous wives, ac­
cording to Bryon,*and their testimony 
will be used against him if necessary.

Dahlstrom is about forty years old, a 
native of Sweden, and speaks English 
with difficulty. He is the founder of a 
religion known as “Heliga,” one of the 
tenets of which is belief in polgamy.

which Charles Dickens left unexplained, 
Is sure of a lively reception from the 
wise ones on the subject jiere, and Gil­
lian Vase, whose Ingenious work, “The 
Mystery Solved,” has just been publish­
ed, is the prey of reviewers, big and lit­
tle, who are aghast at his temerity in 
reopening the oft-argued question.

Meanwhile, the appearance of his book 
has had a, highly picturesque result, for 
it has led to what promises to be one 
of the most amazing and interesting 
“mock trials” on record. The project of 
holding this originated in the ingenious 
brain of C. K. Chesterton,, and. it is now 
timed to happen at Clifford’s Inn Hall, 
about the middle of next month. John 
Jasper will then be solemnly tried for 
the murder of Edwin Drood. The judge 
will be G. K. Chesterton himself, and 
the counsel for the prosecution J. Cum­
ing Walters, who is probably the most 
eminent English authority on the 
“mystery" now that Andrew Lang is no 
more. The defence of Jasper will be 
undertaken by Cecil Chesterton, “O. 
K’s” younger brother, who declares

It was Cecil Chesterton Mmsdf who 
told me abut the coming trial when I 
met him, yesterday morning, iu War­
wick Gardens, where he lives with his 
parents, now both old people. He add­
ed that the jury which will decide Jas­
per’s fate is now expected to include 
Sir James Barrie, Jerome K. Jerome, W.

St. Petersburg, Deo. 16—“Since the 

Gear's manifesto of October, 1905, 
idng liberty to the people of 
more than 40,000 persons have been 
sentenced for political offences. Of these 

i 3,000 were executed and more than 10,- 
000 thrown into the horrible katorga 
(hard labor) prisons.

“Packed to overcrowded rooms which 
are devoid of the simplest hygienic 
equipment and cleanliness, the underfed 
prisoners are almost deprived of any 
medical assistance, and become the vic­
tims of all kinds of epidemics. Scurvy, 
typhus and tuberculosis decimate their 
ranks. In some prisons the death rate 
has reached twelve per cent Very often 

.these prisons become a centre of infec­
tion for the surrounding district. Those 
sentenced to long terms of imprison­
ment—chiefly politicals—are in actual 
fact condemned to a cruel form of alow 
death.

“Moot tragic is the fate of those tens 
of thousands of political exiles of whom 
most are deported to Siberia without 
trial, but simply by the arbitrary action 
of the administration. Most of them are 
sent to a frozen waste, where, unable to 
obtain the necessary food, clothing and 
housing, they perish.”

This is a quotation from a recent in­
ternational protest against the treatment 
of political prisoners in Russia, signed 
by many of the most prominent public 
men in France, Germany and England. 
In the minds of many people such state­
ments savor of exaggeration and a re­
cent issue of a prominent English quar­
terly actually printed a long article to 
prove that Siberia is nothing worse than 
another Canada plus several advantages 
which the dominion would be delighted 
to possess.

Listen to this fresh crop of prison re­
ports. They have all been to the Rus­
sian press during the last few weeks. 
The editors of the papers bold enough 
to print them are doing time, or-paying 
fines.

There are now between 8,000 and 4,000 
exiles in Siberia, under direct police 
supervision. These do not include the 
prison inmates. The government has 
sent them to the very worst part of Si­
beria for Various political offences, such 
as keeping school where children and 
grown ups were taught, for holding poll- 

■ tical meetings to their houses, for critic­
ising the government, in short, for do- 
tog the hundred and one little things 
which everybody can do with impunity 
In other countries. The upkeep of these 
4,000 amounts, according to budget re­
turns, about $85 a year each. This mag­
nificent sum includes the food, lodging 
and clothing of the happy exiles. They 
are forbidden to. work, because it is a 
well known fact that people are hap­
pier when they have something to do, 
and also because the pittance tjiey could 
earn on colonists’ farms during the 
short summer would buy them a little 
more food. But, as if this were not 
Enough, new regulations are being drawn 
up by Maklakoff. The wives and par­
ents of these people are no longer al­
lowed to follow them to Siberia. They 
are henceforth to add extreme lone­
liness to their other punishments.

A Case In Point
The following is a fair example of 

what goes on, almost daily, in Russia: 
Charles Maminski and John Trazaski, 
twb decent workingmen employed to a 
foundry of Wloch, have been doing 
hard labor for five years; though inno­
cent. In 1907 a policeman and a cos- 
sack were wounded near the foundry. 
A few days later a woman, well known 
to the police as a receiver 1 of stolen 
goods and a white slave traffic agent, 
went to the police station and said she 
knew who attacked the two wounded 
men. She pointed out Maminski and 
Trzaski. They were arrested, tried by 
court martial and, solely on the woman’s 
evidence, condemned to be hanged. The 
Czar commuted the sentence to twenty 
years’ hard labor for Maminski and fif­
teen years for his comrade. Their em­
ployers’ declaration that both were quiet, 
honest men, and their own protestations 
that the woman gave evidence against 
them because they prevented her from 
getting two young girls into her 
dutches, made not the slightest differ-

Plans For Great Show at Crystal 
Palace — Lord Strathcona at 
Work VMipjOOK Our notion of hard luck is to be over­

worked on a government job.
(Times Special Correspondence)

London, Dec. 9—The selection of the 
Crystal Palace for the British Domin­
ions Exhibition in 1915, is a happy one 
from many points of view, but more 
particularly on account of its interesting 
traditions. A decade ago the visitor to 
the Old country included the Crystal Pal­
ace as one of the places he must see 
quite as naturally as the Tower of Lon­
don, the Houses of Partiament or St. 
Paul’s Cathedral. Probably no building 
became so famous all over the world in 
so short a time as this unique structure 
of glass, which first stool in Hyde Park 
close to the Albert Memorial, and was 
erected for the great exhibition of 1851.

It was the opening of this exhibition, 
indeed, which first revealed to Great 
Britain and to Europe the resources of 
the empire and the emigration move­
ment had its inception from the impres­
sions of Queen Victoria and Prince Al­
bert, with whose names the fame of the 
Crystal Palace is always associated. 
Here it was that the people of Europe 
saw for the first time a collection of em­
pire exhibits, which opened to the eyes 
of the world the wealth of ‘tGreater 
Brittain.” Gold from Australia, timber, 
furs and fisheries from the then little 
known Canada and the wealth of the 
Indies, were here displayed in such pro­
fusion as created à feeling of great am­
azement. Now Canada is to exhibit her 
wealth once more, and if R were pos­
sible it would be interesting to make

comparison between the two exhibi­
ons.
Lord Strathcona, who is working 

with all his accustomed energy In con­
nection with this exhibition, was re­
minded by one of his friends at the Hud­
son Company's meeting recently that 
some of the furs sent over to the first 
exhibition might have been handled by 
him, and he laughingly agreed that 
might be so.

The apparatus consists of four machipes, 
one of which tests the wearing qualities 
of any combination of materials, and by 
aid of this machine it is possible to de­
termine what proportions of road-mak­
ing materials will give the best results.
