One has only to remember that but for
German threats, Russia would have mobil-
ized against Austria, when the latter ex-
ecuted her Bosnia-Herzegovina coup. Ser-
via’s territorial ambitions, now almost
openly avowed, are the chief danger
points in the relations of the great powers,
Austria will not tolerate a change in the
status. quo. Russia, by the Czar’s tele-
gram congratulating the Servians, prac-
tically approves and commends them.

A Vienna dispatch to the Daily Mail
clearly states the Austrian position. The
overwhelming success of the Bulgarian and
Servian armies is not regarded as suf-
ficient warrant for modifying the deter-
mination of Austria to maintain the status
quo. Should it become evident, however,
that the status quo can no longer be up-
held, everything will depend on the at-
titude of Servia toward her Austro-Hun-
garian neighbors. This gist of state-
ment was furnished the correspongent to-
day on unimpeachable authority regarding
the attitude of the dual monarchy toward
the new situation created by the collapse
of the Turkish army.

The maintenance of the status quo is
not a mere phrase, it is said, but a soleman
undertaking to which all the great powers,
and notabfy Russia, set its seal. If the
final crushing defeat of Turkey shoul®
lead the great powers to a unanimous con-
clusion that the status quo in the Balkans
must be modified, then everything depends
on Servia.

MAKING SCHOOLS EFFECTIVE
The Toronto World prints an interview
with Dr. Conboy, chairman of the echool
boatd of that city, which shows that the
béard is about to make some radical de-
parttifes in its efforts to make the schools
of Tororito more effective in their work.
1 For the encouragement of those who feel

. ithat more should be done in our own city

mlong this line. the Times herewith quotes
g portion of the interview:—

“1% has already been announced in the
press that special classes are to be formed
for the meéntally defective in o6ur schools.

¥ There aré eseveral other types of pupils

who are to réceive special consideration
as well. The anaemic and weakly children
are to have more hygienic surroundinge.
They will be collected into one class in
“each of the large schools and placed on
thé roof for instruction, with an open air
shelter. They will retain the same class-
yroom the year round. They will be made
comfortable in all kinde of weather, but
they must be taught in this fresh air. This
experiment will probably be tried at Og-
defi echool before long.

“ “Then there are the truants,’ the doc-
ot ‘went on. ‘They are to receive epe-
icial instruction. We will start working

|
}

:

ofi a acheme to solve the truancy problem
within a very few weeks. In the United

o—-Btates, 90 per cent. of the criminals start

theéir careers of vice with truancy. In
Totonto we have boys who run away from
school, but up to the present nothing ma-
terial has been done to overcome the evil.
I don’t think, of courge, that we will ever
beé  entirely free from bad boys in outr
gchools, but we can do a whole lot more

to turn these embryo criminals back into

the right path. I hope to see special
classes for truants, where each can be
given individual instfuction and a real in-
terest. manifested toward him. I hope
also to see a new étate of affairs in our
Toronto schools, where every boy subject
to truancy will have his particular case in-
vestigatéd, his ' homie influences made
known and his personal aptitude revealed.
I think in many cases our curticulum is
not suited to the bad boy, and that by
slight adjustments we could etimulate an
interest that would make him a worthy
pupil and save him from a prison cell. For
g¢ruant classes we would have to exercise
care in the selection of a competent in-
istructor, but that can easily be done, and
1 look forward to the reform being effect-
ed in the near future.

“There is etill another class Dr. Conboy
wishes to see separated from the other
pupils. They are the ones who from sick-
aess or poverty have become backward in

R .

their etudies, though nominally bright ; %
scholars. A class for this division is soon ‘
to be started in Queen Alexandra School.

“Regarding the mentally defective
pupils, Dr. Conboy stated that before the
management committee of the board next
meets he expected to receive the report
of the school inspectors and Medical In-
spector Struthers’ on the number "and
classification of these. Although no sug-
gestion has been made as to the probable
number in the city, he said he believed
there were between 400 and 500. It is
not improbable that one of the schools will
be devoted entirely to the teaching of this
class of children. They will be given more |
manual training than the other studies

MONTREAL PLAYGROUNDS

The question of playgréunds is being dis-
¢ussed with some vigor in the city of Mon-
treal. 'The city council has been asked to
make an appropriation for the equipment
of large, properly organized and properly
supervised playgrounds, and seems to be in
hesitation whether or not to comply with
the request. The Herald, commenting on
{the eituation ,declares that the city has
now passed the stage when it is a ques-
tion whether playgrounds will be provided
or not, and that the question now is when
they will be provided and by whom. It de-
clares further that the leaders in the cause
of good government will prove themselves
very short sighted if they do not put them-
selves in touch with public sentiment on
this question. The Child Welfare Exhi-
bition has shown the narrowness of the life
of the child in crowded tenement districts,
and the Herald declares that it is not the
politics of the strong box but politics
founded upon the welfare of the plain
peop! that must count in the long run.
In conclusion the. Herald shows what it
thinks about the playground movement by
the following assertion:—

“An appropriation for the egquipment of
playgrounds in  Park Lafontaine and
Fletcher's Feld, if made now and spent
next summer, will do more to keep good
government going in Montreal than ahy
other one thing the forces of good govern-
ment can do.”

POLES USED IN CANADA

The forestry branch of the department of
the interior has lately finished the com-
pilation of statistics dealing with the nufn-
ber of poles purchased in Canada during
1911. The total numbet of poles purchas-
ed was 585,703, a decrease of 25 peér cent
from 1910. The total value of these poles
at point of purchase was $1,056277, and
the average price of poles was $1.80 great-
er by forty-seven cents than the price per
pole in 1910.

Steam railways, telephone and telegraph
companies Used almost ninety per ceént of
these poles, the remaining ten per cent
being used by electric railway, power and
light companies. More than ninety per
cent of the total consumption were cedar
poles, which for their cost give better ser-
vice than any other wood. At present
praetically none of these poles is treated
or preserved by any method, in which re-
spect Canada is far behind the United
States. The United States, using 3,870,604
poles in 1910 found that it paid them to
use preservative methods. During the last
four years the treatment of poles has ad-
vanced tapidly; in 1810 more than 21 per
cent of the total number were treated by
the creosote or other methods. This is
an increase of some forty-five per cent
over the number treated in 1909.

At present the United Btates has a large
fumber of timber-treating plants, while
Canadian pole-users are only now begin-
ning to treat their poles. It is to be hoped
that this great inequality will soon be done
away with and that pole-usets in Canada
may take up this cheap and rational meth-
od of securing greater service from the
poles used and thus lessening the drain on
the forest.

CANADA AND MOTHERLAND

Statement of Liberal Policy By Hon
M:r. Harcourt

London, Oct. 28—Presiding at a confer-
ence ‘of Liberals on Saturday, the Right
Hon. L. V. Harcourt, secretary of state
for the colonies, referred to the naval
question and Canada’s prospective co-opera-
tion. The British taxpayers, he said, had
borne ungrudgingly the whole cost of ex-
pense of the maintenance of defence of the
overseas dominionsg during the long years
of their adolescence; now in their day of
maturity and prosperity they are asking
to be allowed to contribute their quota to
what is the joint need and common re-
sponsibility. \

If the Canadian ministers and people
had a natural, laudable desire for a greater
measure of consultation and co-operation
with the mother country in the future
than they had had in the past, such a
course, said Mr. Harcourt, was mot in-
tended to and need mot open up difficult
problems of imperial federation, which
had made that policy for so many years
a dead issue.

* Speaking for himself, Mr. Harcourt de-
clared he saw no obstacle and certainly
no objection to the governments of all
dominions being given at once a larger
share in executive direction of matters of
defence and in personal consultation and
co-operation with individual British min-
isters, whose duty it was to frame a policy
in this country. He would welcome more
continuous representation of dominion min-
isters if they wished it, upon consultation
of imperial defence. They would all be
glad if members of overseas cabinets
could be annually in London.

The door of fellowship and friendship
was, Mr. Harcourt declared, always open
to them. The government required no for-
mality of imperial confefence for continu-
ity of imperial confidence. Their visit had

been received with confidence. Colleagues | {erests and games and develops reliant men

of the government gave them all the in-
formation at their disposal.

It was not for him to make a pronounce-
ment rtegarding the disclosures which
would shortly be made in the dominion,
but he was convinced, from what he knew
of both past and present ministers, no
effort would be spared in providing the
support essential not only to maintain
but to strengthen British supremacy on
the sea.

A PATRIOTIC EFFORT

John A. MacNeil Back to Cape Breton
With Project For Improvement

(Montreal Merchant)

John A. MacNeil, well known in baild-
ing circles here, but who has spent geveral
years away, living in the midst of a great
farming district in the American west, s
back in Cape Bretom, and has a project
for the improvement of farming conditions
in Cape Breton. Mr. MacNeil is very en-
thusiastic over the agricultural possibili-
ties of his mative country, and he is giv-
ing practical proof of his belief in it. He
has purchased seven hundred acres of
land in Victoria county, near Baddeck,
end has brought with him a number of
men, mostly from Quebec and New Eng-
land, to work it. The farm will be divided
into lots of twenty or thirty acres, one
man working each. .

#We can get a large number of farm-
ers here from Vermont and Massachu-
setts,” Mr. MacNeil said. “All that needs
to be done is to advertise the island. A
large number of these people are native
sons, who left here yeare ago, and they
would be glad to come back with their
families. There is splendid farming land,
and abundance of it, and all that ie need-
ed is some hearty booming to place the
advantages of the country before the eyes
of these people.”

Mr. MacNeil compares the East and
West, and is emphatically of the opinion
that the east has more to offer the farme
er. “The farmers of the Eaet,” he says,
“live in luxury compared with those of the
west, who tie themselves down to one or
two products, while the easterners go in
for variety. The east, in fact, has many
advantages. The farms are generally well-
wooded, which saves the expense of buy-
ing coal, a big item in the west. Then
they are very near a good market, and
connected with it by rail or boat.”

Mr. MacNeil is undertaking a work
which is patriotic in the true sense. He
will endeavor to show what can be doue
with Cape Breton farme and to bring
back the stalwart sons of Cape Breton
whom the United States has.been taking
away from us for years. We have no need
of immigrants to come and work our va-
cant farms, if even a small part of our
own comes back to us. It is sincerely to
be hoped that Mr. MacNeil may be whol-

ly succeesful in the laudable enterprise he
has undertaken.

CONGESTION IN MONTREAL

More Playgrounds Will be Demanded
By Parks Association

(Montreal Witness)

At the request of Parks and Playgrounds
Association, Miss Schoenfield, field: secre-
tary of the Playground Association of Am-
erica, has been 1n the city for.seven weeks
examining the recreation facibties in the
city. She will present her report to the
Controllers. .

The policy and plans of the Parks and
Playgrounds Association concerning gredt-
er facilities for recreation in the city have
been provisionally made - known to the
public in the following: i

“Montreal has 827 acres of park area,
including 39 acres at present used as a
dump, thus allowing 666 persons to. one
acre of park. This is the worst record on
the continent. Toronto has 1,605.26 acres,
including the public_ playgrounds, thus al-
lowing - 265 persons to the acre. Has this
anything to do with our death-rate?

“Five per cent of its area is the least
a city should devote to its'parks and play-
grounds. Montreal devotes 2.8 per cemt of
its total area to parks and playgrounds,
and these are not well placed. There are
50,000 children enrolled in the Catholic
schools. There are 26,714 children enrolled
i. the Protestant schools. There are prob-
ably 5 per cent of children not enrolled
in any school. There are four school play-
grounds. -

“To meet the needs of the children, who
cannot be taken care of in'the school yards
we must have public supervised play-
grounds. The ideal to be aimed at is, at
least, one play-ground in each ward, but
playgrounds should be within a half-mile
of the homes of the children.

“Why have supervision? To safeguard|
the playground from any tendency to dis-
order; to develop a spirit of fairness, be-
cause it gives ideals to children, new in-

and women,

“What kind of a man is wanted for su-
pervision?

with man’s experience, trained as a social
worker,—one who has developed devotion,
a spirit of comradeship, a capacity for self-
forgetfulness,—in fact, one who has a
boy’s wholesale outlook on life.

’ JAPANESE LAND FORCES

Militarist Party Suffers a- Setback
and Those for Retrenchment
Scere e

Tokio, Oct. 20—Japan has called a halt
in the expansion of her land forces. The
militarist party has suffered a setback;
the party of retrenchment and reform has
ecored. Whether the abandonment of the
proposal for increasing the army by two
divisions, ‘on the score of Korean defence,
has been dictated by financial considera-
tions or by the desire to pursue & prudent-
ly pacific policy, it is equally & matter for
satisfaction.

In the course of. and since, the war

‘| with Ruséia, the Japanese army hae been

permanently increased by six divisions.The
regular establishment has been raised from
150,000 to 250,000, and the full war
strength from 600,000 to 2,000,000.

To ordinary mortals this would seem a
sufficient advance. Nevertheless, ever
since the annexation of Korea two years
ago, the “forward” school of Japanese
politics — ‘with which Prince Katsura is
commonly associated—has agitated for a
further increase .to meet the new condi-
tions arising out of this large addition to
the territorial responsibilities of the em-
pire. It was felt that Japan, being now
in a very real sense & continental, instead
of a purely insular power, should take
measures to maintain her new status. The
finance minister in the Saionji cabinet,
however, on financial grounds, has stead-
ily opposed the proposed increase. In this
he has received the support of his chief
and, although He has had to face a press
campaign of extraordinary virulence, he
has carried his point. For the firet time
in the history of modern Japan the mili-
tarists have to own defeat.

SWISS EXPEDITION
BACK FROM GREENLAND

Copenhagen, Oct. 20—A Swiss expedition,
headed by Dr. Alfred de Quervain, and
including other six scientists, has returned
here from Greenland, after making a most
important trip in the Greenland inland
ice, a longer and e¢ven more audacious
journey than Nansen’s in 1888.

The expedition started with twenty-nine
dogs and three sledges on June 10 from
Disko Island on the west. coast, and ar-
rived on Aug. 1 at lik on the
east coast. Many difficultics and dangers
were encountered. The party narrowly es-
caped falling into an inland sea under a
thin covering of ice when they had passed
over it a distance of eighty miles. North
of the Semelik River on the east coast, the
espedition discovered a large mountainous
district, wih a peak 9,000 feet high. The
district was carefully surveyed and called
Switzerland, and the mountain was named
Mount Forel. The éxpedition also made
some interesting geological, glacialogical,
and meteorological discoveries.

COMNG SEASON'S DANCES

“Bostoning™* the Waltz—The Two Step
no More in London

“The two-step is practically dead,” that
was the opinion of Charles d’Albert, the
vice-president  of the Imperial Society of
Dance Teachers, in reply to a question of
a representative of the Pall Mall Gazette
as to which dance would be the most pop-
tlar during the coming season.. And the
waltz, if not dead, is in a moribund con
dition.

No one dances the waltz nowadays, al-
though on dance programmes on sees the
title “waltz;’* but the dancers ignore that
and Boston instead, said Mr. d’Albert. “If
you ask me which will be the most popular
dances this winter, 1 must reply, ‘“the
one’step” and \‘the Boston.””’

On the proéramme drawn up for the
dance in connection with the congress of
the Imperial Society of Dance Teachers,
held in July last, there were nine waltzes
and four two-steps, while lancers only fig-
ured once. It might be said with truth
that out of the nine waltzes so-called not
one was danced in the old style; they
were ‘Bostoned.” And now the two-steps
are turned into one-eteps in the same way.

Asked how this change had come about,
Mr. d’Albert said that firet of all the
waltz was played too fast for an ordinary
waltz, that was the reason why people
Bostoned, and now the music was too
slow for a Boston and too fast for a waltz.
In reality, good dancers practically shut
their ears to the musi¢, though they keep
to the rhythm of the music while danc-
ing, and therefore they can go through
the new movements so successfully.

The Boston as danced by experts is
the most graceful edance imaginable, and
the same might be said of the one-step.
The whole of the body sways to every
movement of the dancer, and in that re-
spect the Boston resembles closely the old
time minuet, which was generally conced-
ed to have been most poetic in movement.
In olden days people danced the minuet,
and the remainder of the company looked
on in admiration, but now people dance
to please themselves, and besides they
were a pleasure to look at if their move-
ments were graceful.

The very latest form of Boston is the
double and triple movements which have
been brought from Paris, and the double
Boston in particular will be seen at the
big dances this year. Tt is. not difficult
o master and the same might be eaid
of the onestep. The two dances are so
simple that no one could help becoming

i proficient in four lessons.

The one-step is danced to twostep time
and coneists of simply placing the feet in
ordinary walking movement, forward and
backward and ecrossing and retiring. Then
a ‘great advantage the new dances have
over the old is the fact that the dancers
can keep so delightfully cool while danc-
ing. Heretofore after one waltz the danec-
ers, with but few exceptions, were un-
comfortably warm and the male partner
becomes aware that his collar was not
quite so immaculate as when he entered
the ball-room.

of dancing men, dancing masters eay -that
such is no longer the case and they find
among their pupils seven times more men'
than women, Men find, it is eaid, that
in the new dances they can express their
individuality, they can infuse their own
spirit into the dance and this appeals to
them. Few men ever become perfect
waltzers; they could learn the steps cor-
rectly, but they remained stiff and me-
chanical in their movements.

But in the Boston and one-step they
thoroughly enjoyed the dance and dance
hostesses no longer had to complain that
they were unable to find partners for
their women guests. One or two danciug
clubs had been started which have done
much to popularize dancing among young
men, and it is the exception now to find
a young man who cannot dance well.

All our new dances come from Paris,
and the teachers here go over there from
time to time to learn the latest move-
ments or steps. . Although in certain quar-
