BEHRING SEA BLOCKED.

ALL THE VICTORIA FLEETS NOW
ON THEIR WAY HOME.

The Business Has all Stopped—A
Schooner Seised by the United
States Cutter Rush.

Vicroria, B, C., July 26.—The United
States steamer Marion sailed for Behr-
ing Sea today. Commander Hitchcock
of the Alert was a passenger and will re-
join his own ship.

Bealing is certainly stopped in Behr-

ing Sea and all the Victona fleets are
now on the way home. The entrance to
Behring Sea is effectually blocked, and
is now patrolled by five American and
two British war vessels. The latter are
the Nymphe and the Pheasant, and the
United States vessels are the revenue
cutters Bear, Rush and the Corwin, and
the gunboats Thetis and Mohican.
Last night the Victoria sailing
schooner E. B: Marvin arrived from..the
north, haviig bsen seiged by the Uniled]
States cutter Rush and turned over to
the Nymphe, the lattergiving the Mar-
vin orders to sail direct for this port and
remain here, The Marvin was mnotified
at Sand Point by the Rush that sealing
was prohibited in the sea, and, after being
furnished with a copy of the procla-
mation of President Harrison, was order-
ed not to attempt to go into Behr
ing Sea under penalty of seizure. Noat-
tention was paid to the warning and
Captain McDougall sailed for the sea, de-
termined to wait until notified by a
Britigh vessel. He was overhauled at
Ounalaska afterwards by the Rush and
taken captive. The schooner wasturned
over. by the Rush to the Nymyhe, who
ordered Captain McDougall to proceed
here and wait further orders. The Mar-
vin’s officers say that nearly every
schooner has received notice, and they
will certainly be seized if they attempt
to enter the sea after being warned.
The Marvin brought news that July 7
the sealer La Nymphe of San Francisco
was fired on by the Thetis between St.
George and St. Paul Island. = She tried
to escape from the Thetis, but was
brought up by a shot. Another
schooner, name unknown, was also fired
on, but succeeded in escaping. -
A few hours after the Marvin arrived
the schooner Walter L. Rich entered the
harbor. The captain of the Rich says
he was about to enter Behring Sea on
July 28 at Unimak Pass entrance to the
sea when he was met by the United
States gunboat Thetis and handed
a copy of the proclamation. The captain
was then warned of the consequences
should he ignore the-warning. The Rich
cruised off the Pass for several days and
then started for Victoria. She got twenty-
one gkins after being notified by, the
Thetis. The American schooner. Albert
Walker, whose owner is at Kodiak, was
also warned at the same time as the
Rich. Several schooners are said to be
already in the sea. A nnmber of them
are intending to go in and hunt seal on
the Russian shore and defy both the
the United States and the British men-
of-war.

At 1 o’clock this morning the schooner

Ainoka entered the harbor here. The

captain reports that seventeen British

and Americani schooners were caught

June 20 off Alitak Bay by the United

States steamer Thetis, and warned not

to enter Behring Sea on pain of instant

seizure. The captain of the Ainoka de-
cided to abide by the order and return
to Victoria, but some of the schooners
intended to try and enter Behring Sea
and hunt seals on the Russian side. The

Ainoka left Alitak Bay June 23.

A Vancouver despatch says: “The

Vancouver Belle was the first of the

sealing fleet to return to this port. She

errived last evening with twent-eight
skins. She had justentered Behring Sea
on July 8 when she was warned by the

United States cutter Corwin to leave and

she returned accordingly. At that time

twenty-nine sealers had been warned.

The schooner E. B. Marvin had taken

fourteen skins when she was seized by

the Rush. The Vancouver Belle brings
news that the schooner Beatrice of this
port lost a boat and three men.

ANOTHER SAD ACCIDENT OCCURS
IN COURTENAY BAY.

Mary Caples Wades Beyond her Depth
and Lizsie Allen, who Attempts her
Rescue is Drowned With Her—An

Which to Mind

Sad Recollections.

Yesterday afternoon,about 5.15 o’clock,
the fire bells tolled an alarm from box
No. 412, and word soon spread about
the city that the firemen had been called
out on account of a drowning accident at
the head of Courtenay Bay, nedr the
Marsh bridge. ~ Two out of a merry
party of six little girls who had been
wading in the creek, had got beyond
their depth and sunk in the running
water of the creek hefore the eyes of

THEIR HORROR STRICKEN COMPANIONS.

The spot where the sad occurence took
place was on the east side of Leonard’s
creek osite the Church of England
burial grouhd, and the alerm given on
the fire bells brought hundreds of people
to the place. One of the girls drowned
was Mary Caples, the 12 year old daugh-
ter of Robert Caples who keeps'a grocery
store on the Westmoreland road. The
other victim was Lizzie Allen aged 13
years, daughter of John Allen who lives
at No 112 Charlotte street.

About a year ago
TWO BOYS WERE DROWNED ON TGE OPPOSITE
SIDE

of the bay, Fred Mundee and Fred Young,
and while the city is just about erecting
a monument to the heroism of the boy
whose life was lost in his attempt tosave
his companion, Lizzie Allen proves that
the instinct of herpism is as strong in
one sex as the other by risking and los-
ing her life in trying to rescue her play-
mate from a watery grave. Maud,
Bertha and Jennie Stevenson, aged re-
spectively thirteen, ten and seven years,
daughters of A. Stevenson, of Westmor-
land road, and Fanny Allen the sister
of

THE YOUNG HEROINE

were the four little girls
companions met death while all
were playing  together in the
water. Mary Caples had waded
out a little further than the rest,
and her foot slipped from the -edge of
the creek bank throwing' her into the
deep water. “Oh save me” she eried
frantically and in aninstant Lizzie Allen
rugshed to her assistance. In her
anxiety and burry to save
her friend’s life the poor
girl ventured too far. She, too, slipped
off the bank and beyond her depth and
after a few brief struggles the two young
lives went down together. Little Eannie
Allen, too.

HAD A NARROW ESCAPE

whose

her sister in danger she rushed in sev-
eral times to help her and was only

out. Mr. Stevenson had been working
in the burial ground near at hand. He
heard the cries of the girls for aid and
rushed to the spot, but both girls who
had got out into the deep water

HAD SANK FROM VIEW

before he reachedthe spot, and as he
could not swim he was powerless to do
anything alone to effect their regcue, and
he at once ran away for assistance. The
firemen on their arrival placed ladders
across the creek so that the bodies could
not be carried out by the tide. It was
hoped that the bodies might be secured
in time to resuscitate them, but in spite
of the united efforts of a number of men
who tried t¢ find them by wading and
diving, nearly half an hour had passed
from the time of the accident before ,
THE FIRST BODY WAS RECOVERED.
1t was that of Lizzie Allen, and anoth-
er quarter of an hour elapsed before
Mary Caples’ corpse was brought to view.
Both bodies had been carried almost 50
yards by the current from where the
girls went into the water first. The
bodies were received by Coroner Berry-
man and ordered to be taken to the
homes of the children’s parents. The
drowning of the two boys in Courtney
Bay on the 30th. of October last year
has been kept fresh in the public mind
by the desire to honor the memory of
Fred Young, and it is only a few days
since
THE PAINFUL CIRCUMSTANCES
connected with the drowning of Ethel
Allen and Lizzie King, at Reed’s Point,
on the 24th of April, were vividly recal-
led by the finding of the body of one of
the victims, so that when the news of
yesterday’s accident spread, the interest
felt in the matter was intense, and the
people of the city generally were thrilled
with horror at the thought that within
a year six young lives had been brought
to a sudden close in so sad a
manner. These feelings and recollec-
tions touched almost every one, and last
night the houses of Mr Caples and Mr.
Allen were thronged with people who
wished to show their sympathy for the
Parents in their terrible bereavement.
Today Coroner Berryman after inves-
tigating the case decided that an inquest
was nece sary and hebegan the inquiry
at half-past three this afternoon.

ionists while Mr. Gladstone’s followers
were marked G. L. so that in the opinion
_of the editor of Whittaker the true Lib-
erals were Lord Hartington’s followers.
Since then a new classifaction has been
adopted in that valuable book of refer-
ence and should Lord Hartington became
a member of the government the pretence
of classing him as any kind of & Liberal

31l hardly be maintained. Lord Hart-
ington never was a Liberal but a Whig

which is a very different thing, the great
principle of the Whigs being to look out
for the interests of the great Whig famil-
jes. Thus when the first reform bill was
carried in 1832 great care was taken not
to disturb family interests,especial Whig
family interests. Thus Tavistock with a
—eanstituency of 336, Chippenham with
314 Cirencester with 467, Devizes with
358, Knaresborough with 230, Totnes
with 362 and Honiton with 287 voters,
were each allowed to send two members
to parliament, while the new boroughs
of Birmingham with 7,317 voters, Lam-
beth with 16,284, Finsbury with 17,735,
Marylebone with 18,079, and the Tower
Hamlets with 21,131 voters, only sent
two members. Thus were the interests
of the public guarded in the days of the
‘Whigs.

THE GLOBE AND LOYALTY.

The mention of the word “loyalty”
has the same effect on the Globe that the
waving of a red rag has on a certain ani-
mal. Not being able to understand why
any man should love the country of his
birth or the flag under which he was
born, the editor of the Globe omits no
opportunity of attacking those who dis-
play such weakness. Last evening Mr.
Ellis delivered himself on the subject of
loyalty as follows:—

There is much talk everywhere about
loyalty, but, in reality, loyalty, as under-
stood by those who talk most about i,
seems to be individual selfishness and
personal greed, rather than any regard
for the true interests of the country,
attachment to the laws, or sacrifice for
the public welfare. It is the simplest
and easiest thing in the world to “talk”
about loyalty and devotion to Canada.
1t does Dot appear to be difficult, under
cover of this talk, to rob_the treasury
and to carry on the degrading practices
which, within a few weeks, have been
opened to the public gaze. It is sad,
indeed, to contemplate the horde of
thieves—contractors, engineers, inspec-
tors, departmental officers—who have
been robbing the country.

The people who talk about loyalty in
&t. John and who defeated Mr. Ellis at
the recent general election are not per-
. ns who did so from individual selfish-
1ess or personal greed, nor wasone man
in a thousand of them an applicant for &
public office. The men in the public de-
partments who have been robbing the
country, if it has been robbed, were men
who'took no active part in politics but
attended quietly to their own busi-
ness of enriching themselves. The
loyalty and devotion to Canada at which
the Globe man sneers is & real senti-
ment and is highly honorable to the
men in whose breasts it is found. The
case of Mr. Ellis himself shows that a
man may be filled with «“gelfishness and
personal greed” right up to the throat
and still not have a particle of loya'ty in
his composition. M Ellis, a8
soon as the Liberal party  got
in power demaanded the position of post~

iety it would be in the general interests
to embrace in an actof congress a per-
missive clause, authorizing and legalizing
the use of the 24-hour notation.

The increase
is entirely in the urban population, the
rural population having decreased.
There must be some error in these
figures, for the population of France at
the census of May 1886 was 88,218,903.
If the population of France is now only
38,095,150, it is less than that of the
British Islands.

Commodore Stewart, of the Chatham
World, expresses his satisfaction at the
increase in the duty on liquor which he
considers a measure in the interests of
gobriety and morality. - He says :—
Drinks have gone up two cents & glass
in the bar rooms ot many of the large
cities since Mr. Foster'’s new tariff has
been in operation, and the gize of ale
glauea has been lessened. The result is
ecidedly on the side of increased sobri-
ety. In Toronto, where the saloon keep-
ers were prompt to put up the price and
lessen the size of the glasses, the
arrests for drunkenness have grown
fewer, and the same result has been
noticed elsewhere. People who get
drunk in public are generally poor, and
the increased cost of liquor prevents
their getting drunk so frequently as be-
fore. The increase in cost is, also, a

Dangerous mistakes which
are made in hospitals in the adminis-
tration of medicine would be rendered
infrequent by the 24 hour notation ;
misunderstandings which arise from the
omission of A. M, or P. M., in writing or
speaking would no longer occur. Mr.
Sandford Fleming,who was really the
father of the new system of counting
time, for the sake of simplicity
divides the circumference of
the globe into 24 sections or four zones
of 15 degrees each. With a map 8o
divided it is a simple matter to ascer-
{ain the hour at any other part of the
world when the hour at Greenwich is
known, and vice versa. Thus at
midnight, or zero at Greenwich it is,
by the old notation,

There is a prospect that the principle
of standard time and the new notation
will be adopted in central Earope at an
early day, and its adoption all over the
world is but a matter years. By this
system uniformity of reckoning through-
out the globe will be unbroken, except
by the numbers by which the hours
will be distinguished in the several
zones. The notation will differ an even
hour from zone to zome. In all other
respects there will be 2 complete iden-
tity of reckoning.

A BATHING HOUSE WANTED.

The sad accident by which two young
girls lost their lives yesterday afternoon
recalls the fact that there is mno place
about St. John where any one who is
not a good swimmer can bathe in safety
and comfort .The want of a public bath
has often been referred to in the press
but no effectual step has yet
been taken to supply one. It
is perhaps too late this  year
to do anything but another year should
not be allowed to pass without one being
provided either by the common council
or by public subscriptions or by a com-
bined effort public and private. Every
geaboard city-in the United States now
has a free bathing house and the cost of
building one for St. John would be so
small that there is no excuse for the lack
of one. Perhaps some of our architects
or builders would be willing to supply
the plans and an estimate of what such
a structure would cost. Then «the peo-
ple of 8t. John would have a basis upon
which to go should there be a general
movement to provide one before another
geason.

AMATEURS ON TOP

AND PROFESSIONAL ATHLETES IN
ST. JOHN HAVE GONE DOWN BE-
LOW.

How Sport has Developed Here [in the
Past Ten Years-A Word Further at
a Future Day.

It would not be a very difficult task to
write the athletic history of St. John,
nor would it be an unpleasant one, for,
in the first place, the history would ex-
tend over only some ten years, and in
the second it would disclose a wonderful
development of brawn and muscle.
This, however, only in reference to
amateur athletics, and it is in amateur
athletics that the public interest seems
now to centre.

Years ago St. Jobn had its “Pompey”
Ross,and its Paris crew and in later days
its ;Hugh ‘McCormick, all professionals
but men who in their prime stood first
among the rowers and skaters
of the world. No one has
grown up to take their place, but, instead,
professionalism has been allowed to die
out, and a new class has come to the
front. Numerous athletic clubs for
amateurs have been organized and to-
day there are no less than five distinct
organizations of this kind in existence
here, each with a large membership,
and no end of spirit when club honors
are in the balance. Ten years ago when
the old St. John cricket and athletic
club gathered together on a fifty-yard
plot on the barrack ‘greenffor cricket, the
spectator who could explain the intrice
acies of thd game or even tell the
difference . between & stump and
bat was considered a man
of large ideas and vast knowledge. Not
that it required much re-search to dis-
cover these points, but there was prac-
tically so little interest shown by the
general public in the pastimes of the
club that the majority of those who had
heard the name of cricket only vaguely
understood what that implied. As for
general athletics, the club in those days
might just as well have called themselves
a political or a religious corporation.

There were many, however, who,
though they cared little for, or knew lit-
tle of, cricket, were thoroughly versed in
the truly American game ;of base ball,but
even those who gloried in the St. John
baseball team of two years ago, still re-
member with a thrill the old games be-
tween the Nationals, Denmarks, and Im-
perials. Baseball has come up and gone
down in those ten years, like everything
that has excitement and skill as its chief
characteristics, and is finally carried be-
yond human endurance. Butit is certain-
ly ridiculous to say because there is lit~
tle baseball now, that athletics are dying
out, and this an alleged sporting
writer  claimed a8 few days
in a moment of weakness.
No year within recollection has been so
enjoyable and at the same so profitable
tothe boys, and this is due largely to the
fact that the Beavers and the’Y. M. C.
As amalgamated early in the season
with the 8t. Johns, and that the Sham-
rocks have, instead of occuping every
moment of their time with baseball,
given some attention to goneral athletics.
The Shamrock grounds have been put in
excellent condition, and every day
members of the club are hard at
work preparing for the regular fall meets
and the championships. The Shamrocks
mdde a wise move in securing the ser-
vices of Arthur McHugh, the well known
trainer, and Arthur now has in hand, in
addition to some new material, men like
Charlie and Tom O'Reilly, both of whom
are among the best at_their distances in
the provinces. Captain McCaffrey," the
bammer thrower is also a member of
the Shamrocks, and Collins, the shot put-
ter.

There has assuredly been a great
change at the St. John Athletic grounds,
and in place of a few over paid basebal-
lists, who practically owned the earth or
that part of it surrounded by the 8t. J.
A. A. C. fence, one can see any night
from fifty to a huudred active young
fellows darting hither and thither after
the rubber, jumping, bicycling, sprinting,
playing temnis or taking a tarn at
the wickets. And there is room for
every one at the Athletic grounds.
Such a good-natured crowd
athletes is seldom seen. If the devotees
of baseball want to use the diamond, the
lacrosse boys move up 2 peg. Tennis
doubles or singles are satisfied to ex-
change courts to give room for some one
else, and so while the field might be
twice its present size and then be well
crowded, a little jostling seems now to
be half the fun of the games. The Y.
M. C. A’s. and Beavers and the St
Johns themselves turn out daily
for practice of some  kind,
with the result that the good-natured
rivalry which exists between the indiv-
idual members of the clubs is increas-
ing. The Beavers have the advantage
of the services of Dave Howard as train-
er, and if any man knows the require-
ments of an athlete Dave] should, as no
better runner ever stepped into shoes a-
bout the provinces. Every eyening the
Beavers’ trainer is on the cinder with
his men, and he is as energetic in the
work as though his life depended on the
result.

The Y. M. C. A.’s have developed their
muscle on the diamond and their team
is unquestionably the best in the Ama-
teur league. They won the series from
the Shamrocks & short time ago, and at
present they are leading the league.

Once more the St. Johns fall into
line at the wickets, and, wonderful to re-
late, cricket has been revived. There
is more interest in cricket here . this
year than for many years past. Scratch
matches are becoming the order of the
day, and a big game is looked for
with the Garrison eleven of Halifax
within a few weeks. How much credit is
due those who have worked for the game,
and who have by their energy once more
revived an interest init, can only be
reckoned by the most vivid imagination,
because cricket nevercan become & grand
stand game, and therefore the chief

charm to the glayeris removed. But
there is no doubt that with a little urg-
ing the good old game can be .made to
stand for afew yeara more enjoyment,
and its St John devotees intend that they
will give it still another fair trial.

In the way of meets for the fall, the
8t. Johns, avers, Y. M.C. A's and
Shamrocks will each hold one. The
Beavers will hold an all-round champion-
ship meeting about the first week in
September, open to all am ateurs, for
which Mr. Wm.
