railway system of St. John,the beginning
of which took place almost thirty six
years ago, on the 14th September, 1853,
when tire first sod of the European and
North American railway was turned
somewhere in the Valley, near the old
Intercolonial depot.

have taken their place. St. John has
now become the centre of six great lines
of communication: viz the Shore Lines
with its connexions present and prospec-
tive, giving us the business of the west-
ernend of our own Province and of
southern and eastern Maine; Western
Extension which now connects us with
all the cities of the United States. The
eastern extension of the Intercolonial
which joins us with the railway system
of Nova Scotia. The northern Intercol-
onial and the Northern and Western rail-
ways which bring the business of the
North Shore to our_doors. The northern
section of the New Brunswick railway
which unites us with our own up river
country,and gives us an alternative route
to Montreal, and finally the Short Line
which is opened today by which we are
bronght into rapid communication with
Montreal and the whole of Western Can-
ada. We may improve these six great
lines of communication somewhat by
shortening distances and by the building
of branch lines, but it ought to be under-
stood by every inhabitant of St. John
that, so far as the main results are con-
cerned, the railway system of New
Brunswick is practically completed today
and that we cennot hope for anything
better than the means of transit which
we now possess. St. John has become a
great railway centre, and has all the
facilities at its command for extending
its trade in every direction, and it only
remains for our people to make the mos
of the advantages they possess.

After Confederation, when it ‘was
certain that the Intercolonial Railway
would be carried round by the North
Shore, the people of St. John became
interested in various plans for the rem-
edying of the wrong that was done {0
this eity by the construction of this
interprovineial highway by a ronte wi

was the Tongest possible for all sot

and western New Brunswick. One of
these projects was the line completed
last year by the St. John River Valley
to Rivere du Loup, the other was the
Short Line through Maine by Lake
Megantic the opeaing of which we wit-
ness to day.

While the Western Extension Railway
from St. John to Bangor was under con-
struction, a charter was obtained from
the Maine Legislature to authorize the
building of a line from Mattawamkeag,
or some other point on what is now the
Maine Central, to the boundary of Maine
and the Province of Quebec, with a view
to ashort connexion with Montreal. The
persons incorporated by this charter
were mostly directors of the European
and North American Railway for exten-
sion westward, and included Thomas R.
Jones, the late Alexander Jardine, E. R.
Burpee, the late William Parks, and Mr.

The times were unpropitious for the con-
struction of a work of such magnitude ;
no one in St. John had any money to
spare for such an enterprise,and nothing
came of this attempt to connect St. John
with Montreal by a short line. But the
idea was not allowed to die out; the
people began to talk of ashort line as the
only solution of the problem of making
this the winter port of Canada, and a
man able and willing to help them ac-
complish this appeared upon the scene
in the person of John Henry Pope, the
late Minister of Railways, who died just
on the eve of the accomplishment of this
work to which he had devoted so much
time and labor.

In 1871, after the line from St. John to
Bangor was opened, Mr. Pope came to St
John to see the Hon. Thomas R. Jones.
He had then commenced his line of
railway from Lennoxville in the province
of Quebec, which was intended to ter-
minate at the Maine boundary near
Lake Megantic. He talked with Mr.
Jones in regard to getting help, by stock
or otherwise in St. John, to enable him
to complete a through short line to
Montreal, but it was concluded after
giving the subject a good deal of con-
sideration, that nothing could be done at
that time to forward Mr. Pope’s views.
Mr. Jones said tohim thatas he had
only started his road he might have dif-
ficulty in reaching the borders of Maine.
Mr. Pope replied that he was determined
to push the work, and to this determin-
ation of Mr. Pope the completion of the
line to-day is mainly due. Work on the
International Railway, as Mr. Pope’s
line was termed, advanced slowly. Its
total length from Lennoxville in the
provinee of Quebec to the boundary of
Maine is only 81} miles, but it took a
good many years to build it. The
International Company was composed of
Mr. Pope and a few energetic in-
dividuals who recognized the importance
of the work they were doing; among
them being Mr. Ives, E. R. Burpee, and

To-day witnesses the completion of the part

Bonds were issued to the extent of
$848,261, and the total cost of the rail-
way and rolling stock was $1,286,521.
‘While the construction of the railway
was going on Mr. Pope undertook the
work of obtaining a charter from the
State of Maine. ,
This as a task of no small magnitade
for there was a, determination on_the
tof some of the Bangor people to
make the sale of the unprofitable Ban-
gor and Piscataquis Railway, at a large
price, one the conditions of obtaining
the charter. This road extends from
Oldtown on the Maine Central, to Green-
ville on Moosehead Lake, a distance of
77 miles, not much more than half of
which could have been utilized for the
through line to this city. The charter
was finally obtained without this un-
desirable adjunct, and arrangments
were made to obtain assistance from the
government to complete the work. In
1884 the Parliament of Canada granted a
subsidy of $170,000 a vear for fifteen
years for a line of railway connecting
Montreal with the hLarbors of Saint
John and Halifax, by the shortest and
best practicable route. In 1885 an ad-
ditional subsidy of $80,000 a year, for
twenty years,and an increase in the term
of the former subsidy to twenty years,
giving $250,000 per annum for that
period was authoriz:d by Parliament

“The International Company’s line from
Sherbrooke to the Maine boundary was
completed in July 1887. Prior to that
the International Company bad applied
to the goverument for the subsidies
offered for the construction of the Short
Line, and they having agreed to conform
neccessary conditions and require-
a-contract with them for the per-
ce of this work was authorized
an arder in Council of 19th. November
, and the contract was executed on
14th. December of the same year;
they agreeing to complete a line of rail-
way from a point en the south bank of
the St. Lawrence at or near Caughnawa-
ga, about nine miles above Montreal, to
connect with the Intercolonial Railway
at Moncton by the first of July 1889,
The Intercolonial Company subse-
mently sold their interest in
i contract to the  Atlantic
and North West Railway Company,
and the latter were accepted as contrac-
tors by an order in council dated 13th
November, 1886. TRe Atlantic and North
Western company, L-aving powers under
their charter to enter into arrangements
for crossing the State of Maine, obtained
from the Maine Central railway company,
running powers for ninety-nine years
over the portion of their road between
Mattawamkeag and the boundary of New
Brunswick.

The section between Lenoxville
B ose River had been already pro-
vid for by the Dominion subsidy
previously granted.

By orders in council of the 3rd Septem-
ber 1886 and 24th May 1887 the location
ﬂmfor the distance between the St
awrence at Caughnawaga and Lenox-
ville, passing through the towns of St.
Johns, Farnham to South Magog, thence
going to the North of Lake Magog, the
whole length of this section being 1013
miles, were approved.
The Atlanticand North Western Rail-
way Company, having under their
charter power to construct a bridge
across the St. Lawrence near Lachine,
submitted to the government for ap-
proval the plans for such a structure, to
be placed about a mile below the en-
trance of the Lachine Canal, and about
nine miles above Montreal. These plans
having been favorably considered from
an engineering point of view, and also
with regard to their effect on navigation,
were approved by order in Council dated
1st. April 1882, which wes subsequently
modified by an order dated 14th. Nov.
1885. The bridge, which has since been
completed is of steel, with stone piers,
having two spans of 408 feet each, two of
269 feet each, and eight of 242 feet each.
The central 216 feet of each of the two
channel spans allows a height of 60 feet
above ordinary summer water level.
The spans are on the Cantilever princi-
le, like the railway bridge over the
alls here.

The portiowof the road between the St.
Lawrence and Sherbrooke, and also the
portion from Moose River to Mattawam-
keag having been practically completed,
were i , and on Dec, 31st, 1888,
an order in Council was passed authoriz-
ing the payment of the annual subsidy
applicable to them, which was $186,600.

By an indenture dated the 6th Decem-
ber 1886, the Canadian Pacific Railway
Company obtained a perpetual lease of
the line and interests of the Atlantic and
North-West Railway Company. Such in
brief is the legal history of the Short-
Line which is opened for travel to-day.

The I. C. R. depot this afterncon was
the scene of considerable bustle and ex-
citement. About 2 oclock the crowd

an to gather to witness the arrival of
the first train over the short line. Some
of the crowd were attracted by the hope
of seeing a grand display, and business
men by the desire to know for certain
that the rapid communication, the 18-
hour systsm, from Montreal to St. John
was at last consummated. Prominent
men and men of all classes were at the
depot, and the only damper on their
ardor was the fact that the train was
almost an hour late.

The Short, line train left for Halifax at
4 ¢’clock in charge of Conductor Kelly.
The I C R engine No, 148, with Driver
Turner at the lever 1s expected to take
the train through by 11.30 this evening.
If she gets through on time the run from
Montreal to Halifax will thus be made
in 26 hours and 45 minutes.

Arrival of the first Short Line
Train f-om Montreal.

IT IS A FEW MINUTES LATE, BUT
GETS HERE ALL THE SAME.

The Short Line leaves the St. Lawrence
at Caughnawaga near Montreal and
thence runs by St Johns, East Farn-
ham, Magog, Sherbrooke, Lenox-
ville, Cookshire, Seotstown, Spring Hill
and Lake Megantic to the Maine bound-
ary, .a distance of 196 miles. Up to
this point the line runs through
a  country which i3  inm the
main, well settled and the work of con.
struction has not been difficult. Megantic
isthe end of one division, where
there is most beautiful scenery, with
its silvery lake and backgronnd of
mountains. Megantic has grown greatly
since last fall, an1 presents quite an
enterprising appearance. Car shops and
a water station are located there. Large
saw mills are in operation,and it has a
large hotel. The population has increased
to about 1500 since the roa-l was built.
This is 15 miles from the Maine line. At
the line a telegraph office and section
house are located, with a water station
and one log cabin. The first station in
Maine is Beatties which consists of an
extensive mill, a boarding house, the
custom house, a shanty building, the
telegraph office in a log cabin and two or
three houses. A large lumber business is
done there.

At Caswell station which comes next
are the large lomber mills of Caswell
and French. A side track runs to
the mills. At Hale’s Stream thereisa
water station and then the road skirts
Altean Pond for five miles. The next
station is Jackman and beyond itis Long
Pond. Here is a water station witha
capacity of 40,000 gallons, and a pump-
ing house. There is also a secion house
and telegraph office here and a
station will be built immediate-
ly. The railway rans along
the margin of Long pond for eight miles
and for several miles along the Moose
River. The distance from the boundary
to Greenville on Moosehead Lake is 68
miles.

There are many trestles and bridgeson
this part of the line, and several quite
sharp grades. The road rups along by
Moosehead lake for several miles. - Mis-
ery Notch, as the name would indicate,
is a most wild and rugged scene. Here
is located a water station, the tank hav-
ing a capacity of 40,000 gallons. The
road is laid with 60 pound rails. The
steepest grade is 1 foot in 100, and the
sharpest carve on this part 4degrees,while
on this line from Greenville to Matta-
wamkeag the sharpest grade is 6
degrees.

A unior depot will be built at Green-
ville, a short distance from Jthe depot of
the Bangor & Piscataquis railroad. The
Canadian Pacific ecrosses theBangor &
Piscataquis on a trestle 552 feet long and
40 feet high. At Eagle'’s stream a crew
is at work ballasting a small trestle, and
beyond is a cut through the solid rock
about 30 feet deep and 50 feetlong. At
Wilson’s stream is an iron and wood
trestle 900 feet long and 118 feet high.
From this bridge, there is a most superb
view. One can look down on the tops of
the trees, and large objects below look
like specks. The road follows Wil-
son’s streams for some distance, going
through several cuts and valleys, which
must have made a vast ountlay of money
n the building. From the train one
looks down on one side into a valley,
through which runs a winding stream,
and beyond high mountains, covered
with trees of many shades of green. The
track then runs along by Greenwood
pond, a pretty sheet of water. The road
runs near Boarstone mountain, a most
singular mountain, resembling in shape
a huge pebble. At Ship pond siding a
water tank will be put in. At Ship
pond is the longest and highest trestle
on the line. There is spread before the
eye one of the grandest sights.
The beauty of the scene rivals the won-
derful Rocky mountain scenery. Ship
pond is more properly a lake, nestling at
the foot of Boarstone mountain and sur-
rounded by high chains of hills. On the
other side of the cars can be seen a deep
valley surrounded by another chain of
mountains. The iron trestle from which
this view may be obtained is 1405 feetin
length and 120 feet in height. At Brown-
ville there has been a great boom since
the introduction of the the road, and
buildings are going up very fast. A de-
pot is being built and will soon be com-
pleted. In this building is the office of
Asst-Supt. Van Zile, who will
have charge of that division, the
telegraph office, ete.

Further Details of Horror, Death and
Crime,

Jonxsrowy, Pa., June 2.—The situation
is not changed and yesterday's es-
timate of the loss of life is not exagger-
ated. Six hundred bodies are now lying
in Johnstown. A large number are al-
ready buried. Four immense relief trains
arrived last night. The survivors are
being well cared for. A portion of the
police force of Pittsburg and Allegheny
are on duty. Communication. has been
established between Cambria City and
Johnstown and the work of repairing the
tracks between Sang Hollow and Johns-
town is going on rapidly. Trains wili
probably be running to-morrow.

There are 1500 strangers here, and on a
tour of west bank for two miles, not over
100 bodies were seen. The mass of strang-
ers walked back and forth and only a few
residents of the vicinity were seen, which
leads to the belief that hundreds—per-
Laps thousands—are still buried in the
mud and debris, burned in the furnace
a‘ Stone bridge, or lodged further down
than the searchers have yet gone. A
fresh corpse is dug up every few hours,
though no thorough search in the mud
and debris has yet commenced. The
odor from the ashes on the river hank
indicates a charnel house.

of getting the bodies togeth-

identification began this after-
noon at 5 o’clock. large vacant lot
was almost entirely covered with coflins,
while between them stooping over were
weeping men,and women. Many bodies
have not heen identified. From the
wreck of St. TMary's German Catholic
church to St. Colombia’s Catholie chureh,
half a mile below, the streets are filled
with broken houses and the people in
those left standing were busy shoveling
mud from the first floors today. In St,
Colombia’s church forty or fifty bodies
are laid on the muddy seats in a row,
among them five children, from two to
six vears old, not one identified. A num-
ber of bodies lie in the fourth ward
school house—some of them still uniden-
tified. Men were at work in the lower
Yoderm Catholic cemetery and Grand
View Protestant cometery this afternoon
digging trenches. The bodies were ex-
posed when the water began falling, and
are in a bad condition. Some have
already been interred. The waters have
receded and there is great danger from
falling walls. All day long crashing walls
have been heard across the river. Where
the Episcopal church stood is' now a
placid lake, the parsonage swept away
and the rector drowned.

James M, Walters, an attorney, was at
home with his family when the water
atruck his house. His family drifted on
the roof in anotherdirection, He passed
down several streets and alleys until he
came to Alma hall. His dwelling struck
that edifice and he was thrown into his
own office on the second floor. About
200 persons took refuge in the hall on
the second, third and fourth stories and
spent the night there in darkness. The
scenes were most agonizing and
heartrending, the shrieks sobs and
moans fairly piercing the gloomy
darkness. No one slept. Many knelt
for hours in prayer, supplications ming-
ling with the roar of the waters and the
shrieks of the dying in the surrounding
houses. In all this misery two women
gave permature birth to children.  Dr.
Matthews, falthough several ribs were
crushed by falling timbers and his pains
were most severe, attended the sick, A
woman and some children died the suc-
ceeding day as a result of terrible sufier-
ings and fatigue.
