TELLS A STORY OF YEARS; OF PAIN

The quarterly meetinig of the Board
of Trade was held yesterday afternoon
in the Board of Trade building.

rica. The report of the mining ¢ommit-
tee 1n reference to the companies aet
had been forwarded to the local govern-
ment and a special commitfee had been
appointed to consider it. This commit-
tee had not yet reported. In the mat-
ter of the Omineca  trail from Hazelton
on the Skeena to Omineca,.a letter had
Heen sént to Premier Turner Wrging .an
appropriation for the trail. A Trequest
had been received from a number of
resideats of  (Clayoquot Soung. asking
that a colonization road be established
in that district, connecting the two nar-
bors «and. opening Up the land set -apart
for a croftar reserve. Mr. Ker said
that he saw this land while on the West
Coast and testifies that it - was ' good
land.  He thought that a sufficient
amount would be placed in‘the cstimates
for that work.

Thorp, Charles ‘Lamb, William McKir- |
ness ‘and George Bounds, all ffom CJ,on-
dyke or Dawson City.

The following notes’are from the Min-|
ing Record:

Mr. Day brought out about twenty
pounds of mail from Circie City, com-
‘prising 500 letters, the first consignment
to reach this: place’ from ‘the: m&eﬁor'
wnder the’ Oorwln-Hayes contraet. '

Day left Juneau on Novenibér 14th last
with the first mdil for the mteripx under
this confract, ¢ reaching Circle City on
Fébruary ;2nd. He remained there hut
one: day -to -outfit for -the” return . trip, |
leaving on’ February 4th dnd reaching
‘tide water at Dyea 45 days luter,_n.ver-‘i
aging over 26 miles per day for ‘each of
his .37 days actual travel on the wsay
out.” On his in-bound journey Mr. Diy
Lad rather a hard experience.

My,
Gregory. for the defendant, asked for an
crder releasing the skins, but this was
refused, as Mr. G. E. Powell, who ap-
peared for the Crown, gave notice that
an appeal would be taken against the
ju ent in the form of a case stated
to the sapreme court. ;

Here is Magistrate Macrae's judgment
P fuil:

Huassey. . . Smouss—ln thls case
‘Maurice Strouss was charged before e
on” the. Gth inst, with baving unlawfully
had in hi3z possession at the city of Vie-
toria on.the 30th day-of March last 777
deer hides ‘in heir raw state, ‘with in-
tent.fo export the & of to cause them
fo .be .exported or carried out of the
lim;ts of this province, contrary.to “The
Game Protection Act.”  The defendant
pleaded not guilty, hut:admitted having
had' in hi& possession on the said 30th
day of March 777 deer skins with in-
tent to export the same. The only wit-
nesscalled for the prosecution proved
that the said skins were effectively con-
cealed in bales containing vtrer goods
and lying at the outer wharf for ship-
ment. On the eonclusion of the evidence
for ‘the prosicution, counsel for the de-
fendant dsked for the dismissal of the in-
formation on the ground that no offence
haa been proved, and relied on Regina
vs. Boscowitz, ‘(4 B. C. Rep. 132).

Judgment was resevved. It is clear
on the authority of Revina vs, Boscow-
'tz that the ‘mere possession of  deer
skins with intént ‘to export them is not
necessarily - unlawful, and that, for ex-
amplé, the skins of deer killed either in
the foreign islands adjacent:to the prov-
ince -or by Indians' or settlers in the
provinee for their own  immediate use
for food, way be lawfully held for ex-
pont purposes. It was not proved that
all. or any of the skims, the smbject of
this - information, wereé not so lawfully
held. In the absence of express provis-
ion' in th='act casting upcn the defend-
unt the burdén -of proving lawful pos-
session, .and in the absence of proof of
such provision in. any rules or regula-
tions made under the authority of the
act, I am of opinion that the prosecution
has failed to prdve.the quasi-criminal
offence chamged and - therefore dismiss
the information. . ;
